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PAGANISM GROWS—BABYLON DOOMED

NLY one thing can be decided definitely a s
to the immediate outcome of Dictator Hitler' s
recent " diplomatic" victory in Austria, and
that is, that it will be sure to result in a fur-

ther loss of Catholic influence in Europe. While
high church dignitaries in Austria have already in-
dicated their displeasure of the Austrian govern-
ment's capitulation to 'Hitler, there seems little the y
can do about it . _Mussolini has already shown hi s
approval of Iitler's action, which means that he i s
not concerning himself about what happens to th e
Catholic Church in Austria as a result of his com-
rade's anti-church policies. But then, the gloom -
clouds of Paganism now looming up in Austria, i s
but a part of a marked drift in that direction th e
world over .

Among the phenomena of our day are the loss o f
influence and power by the nominal Christian sys-
tems, and the corresponding revival of Paganism —
a regard for race, nation or government bordering
on worship . A few quotations from the daily press
will illustrate. From the New York Times of Feb-
ruary 9, we quote a portion of a dispatch from Chi-
cago :

"Mounting crime waves and increasing ;juvenile de-
linquency find their causes in the 'rampant paganism '
of 20.000,000 youth of America, Dr . Roy G. Ross, ex-
ecutive secretary of the International Council on Re-
ligions Education, told the convention of that bod e
here today . Chicago, February b . ; . . . As a result, '

said another speaker at the convention) we find me n
making' a religion of a social system and worshiping
socialism, polities and economics .' '

Last fall came the following from Vatican City :
' The cult of State and the desire to restore orde r

and public authority against intrigues of communis m
lead inch to forget the wisdom of the gospels and ex-
hume aeon errors and morals . A wave of atheis m
sweeps over the world and threatens destruction of a] 1
e ;vilization . "

And in a recent issue of the A'cn York Heral d
Tribune, a well known contributor writes on Thi s
Fagan World," in part, as follows :

" -Men have lost God . Iii His place clay images, Hit-
ler, Mussolini . Stalin—Marx and Lenin—who know s
tIn names of all the pagan deities that have begun to
fill the wo rld . . . . These gods dance neon our conti -
nent, , and we follow them and their conceits . "

Christianity ' s loss of influence cones as a sever e
shock to all uninstructed as to the times in which w e
are living . Bible Students, however, recall Jesus ' in -

timation that at the time of His return to the earth
for His bride, real faith would be possessed by few .
His words are : " . . . Nevertheless when the Son of
gro g cotietit, shall He find faith on the earth.?"
(Luke 1S :S .) No, there is no mystery as to thi s
less of faith to those aware of the developments i n
the nominal Christian systems during the last fift y
years . The influence of true faith is wofully smal l
today, and the resurgence of Paganism is the result .

In the leveling of society now in progress prepar-
aiory to the establishment of God's Kingdom, i n
which "t-he Lord alone shall be exalted " (Isa. 2 :11) ,
cite system which has in the past enjoyed the greates t
exaltation through unscript:ural alliance with the civi l
rulers is naturally suffering the most . And therefore
to the Bible Student today, watching attentively fo r
the fulfilment of the prophetic signs of His presence .
the decline of the Catholic system is especially mean-
ingful .

\ few years ago, it will he remembered . a contro-
versy developed between the Pope and Mussolini re .-
garding the education of the children in Italy . Each
was determined to control and direct the educatio n
of the future citizens, well knowing that the main-
tenance of his own power and system would be de -
pendent upon the loyalty of these citizens of tomor -
I on . In the controversev between the Pope an d
Mussolini the latter was victor, the youth of Italy
therefore being throughly indoctrinated with Fascis t
princiidc-s—primary loyalty and devotion to the Stat e

-n hose interests and directions must have prece-
c ; : nce over all else : individual. preferences, persona l
liberty of action, as well as the interests and instruc-
tions of the church .

About the time when much was being made i n
Catholic circles of the return of civil power to Pa-

pacy through the establishment of Vatican City -
-which, in reality, was but a consolation prize for the
loss of control of the children 's education--stro g
npposit-ion movements developed in two outer coun-
tries long known as thoroughly Catholic, namely ,
Spain and Mexico . These movements have contin-
ued unabated and the activities of the Catholi c
Church arc greatly curtailed in both countries . The
opposition seems directed not against faith in Chris-
tianity. even of the Catholic persuasion, hut agains t
the organized control of the people by the priests ,
and also to the large holdings of land and othe r
wealth by the church, in the midst of abject poverty
f the masses .

Still more recently opposition to organized re -
especially to Papacy, has developed in Ger -

many. The contro versy between the Nazis and Cath-
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olic authorities has the same features as in Italy—th e
education of the children—and much has been pul- -
Itshed indicating the complete defeat of the Catholic

Church .on this, to it, all-important subject. Follow-
ing are excerpts from a recent dispatch from Berli n
on this question, dated February 17 :

°'A strong hint that the German government ma y
tear up the concordat that Chancellor Hitler signe d
with the A'atican in 1933 is contained in the Elit e
Guards' official organ, the Sehwarze Eorps . The Edi-
tors . . claim to have consulted legal experts and they
undertake to prove that a treaty between a totalitaria n
?fate and any religious body is an impossibility . The,-
say :

'_Article 23 guarantees confessional schools, wind )
both from the viewpoint of organization and ideology
have become imposeihle in the new Reich .

l rtide 33 proposes negotiations between the Reic h

and the A"atican in the event of diftere :iees of opinion .
Negotiations between parties who both make totalitar-
ian demands are certain . however, to he fruitless.

('oneordats belon t , to the past . They may hav e
been compatible with the viewpoint of the :fiddle A ges
or with that of liberal democracy, but they are ins-on : -
pa-tittle with the modern idea of a totalitarian Mate' s
sovereignty . In the 'National Socialist Society there i s
no -.neh thing as personal liberty above or independen t
of the Slate that should he respected by the Slate o n
the basis of any international treaty . "

" mile fundamental nature of the conflict is reveale d
in the het palagraph above, namela, that both th e
Catholic Church and the Nazi government demand :-
primacy : both "make totalitarian demands." And
of course . this would also apply to all dictator-con-
trolled governments, the number o1 which is con-
stantly increasing . Another item of interest, dated
at Merlin, February 12, reads in part, as follows :

"Propaganda ior mass withdrawals from the Chris-
tian ehnrche=' is llegituiiti,• to show real results . A . .
certain Berlin municipal bureaus where resignation s
can he made, lines have appeared . Sign- have bee n
posted saying, 'Church Withdrawals here .' Tt is re -
ported that the lines of those waiting are longest ivlie n
some group has returned from a National Socialis t
echo~~lilig' camp . "

The Protestant churches also recognize the tren d
away from Christianity and are earnestly examinin g
the subject . _At the : World Conference on Church ,
Commmnity and State, held last summer in Oxford .
Lngland . a newspaper correspondent gave the follow-
ing resume of a report presented to it by a group o f
"em :nent scholars after several hou r s of debate . " We
Quote it in part :

\firs• the statement or principle-s, the author point -
ed out that the situation confstallite the chni•eh wa s

different from any heretofore existing. This wa s
due, they said, to the `growing de-Christianization' of
mankind and the `widespread tendency of the State t o
control the totality of' human life in all its individi a l
and Soria] aspects, combined with the tendency to at-

3'

tribute an absolute value to the State, to the national
eoninnuiity, to the dominating class or to the prevailin g
cultural forms .' '

Many Bible Students understand that the Bible
teaches that in the end of this age all false religiou s
systems, claiming to be the "gateway to God" but :
labeled in the. prophecies, "Babylon"--confusion-
are to be destroyed ; and are convinced that this,
destruction is even now in progress . And what en-
couragement today, hrethren, to thus see the progress .
of God 's judgments .

The judgments must come upon the false religiou s
systems first—because there are to be "kings" o f
earth, "merchants " and "mariners," still existing to
wail and wonder when they see her burning' and
recognize that such great pretentious, power and
wealth have come to naught . Yes, these judgments
are undoubtedly now being executed ! Who of Baby-
lon ' s paramours of the past . the kings and great ones
of the earth, come forward now- to defend her? No t
one! ll_aryel_ous, but true! No head of a state in- -

ryenes or even protests . Why Revelation 18 :
10 answers . ,\h! they fear for their own safety and
hence are standing afar off for the fear of her tor-
ment . "

_And let no one he misled by the still continuing-
claims of Babylon . She still says, "I sit a queen an d
am nti widow" ; but, if so, where are her protectors ?

\11 no. her claims are false! She is a widow eve n
now. The Prophet Isaiah (47 :7-9) also refers to
the iudgni,'nts upon Babylon in similar language an d
adds the loss of children as a further sorrow' coinci-
dent with her widowhood . To what extent loss of
children is being experienced today we probabl y
know- only in small measure ; but certainly events
in Mexico, Spain, Germany and elsewhere are the
evidence—not the cause— of loss of children in vast
numbers. Pastor Russell wrote much on the subject
of Babylon's judgments as they are portrayed in the
litaik of Revelation and other prophecies of the Bible .
1n a future issue some of his findings will he present -
ed . as we believe these points are very timely now- .

According to this view, there wil l
be no "sign" of the Master's pros-
ence, until, as the claim is made, th e
world of mankind sees a terrifying
demonstration of something or other
in the sky, and suddenly Jesus is
seen sitting upon a literal cloud ,
drawing His followers on to llinee]f '
from all parts of the mirth .

While it is true that the Gree k
word semeion, as used in the Ne w
Test :tmeni, does frequently apply t o
miracles, it is by no means the onl y
Scriptural use of the word, St . Pau l
axes semeion in 2 Thessalonians :3 :
17, vehere it is translated "token .".
Here the reference is to the specia l
q ling er iu which the apostle signed
his eidetic . Surely there is nothin g
miraenious about the grunter i n
which one signs a letter .

]n lievelation I6 :14, semeion i s
translated "miracles,' yet . when Av e
study the text with is context, i t
becomes evident that hat is ordi-
narily thought of as supernatura l
events is net what the Writer i s
speaking' of, but rather, the phenom-
enal influence of certain systems o f
propaganda which would result in
gathering the nations toget-hee t o
the battle of Armageddon . And even
this, as we shall see later, constitnie s
en outstanding evidence of th e
Lord ' s presenee .

Hut, for the salve of argument ,
suppose we dt ; accept the viewt)oin t

that seuteioi refers exclusively t o
ntiraeuleus things, still it Would b e
true that present conditions in th e
world about us constitute outstand-
ing' proof of Christ ' s narousia . A
momenta 's reflection ie all that i s
needed to definitely establish this
point . :if it were possible for an in-
dividual who lived in Jesus' clay, o r
even it mere hundred years ago, t o
he awakened from the e1eep of deat h
and he shown the world as it is to -
day, he would certainly insist tha t
he was surrounded with miracles .

It should be kept in mind, however,

work . Epiphaneia, on the other hand .,
line It do ivith the effect of His pres-
ence : and, as we have ah'eady seen ,
one of the first effects of' His pres-
ence ie shown to be a bright shining
— dili'neion of light . of truth . This
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increasing. light, as we shall see ,
comes to both the church and to th e
world ; but at first is recognized only
by the church as one of the reveal-
nnents of the Master's presence .

From one standpoint, the brigh t
shining of the Lord's presence is it s
chief, or outstanding manifestation .
While the Scriptures call our atten-
tion to many events that are tine t o
transpire at the time of His secon d
presence, aunt as a result of Hi s
presence yet, for the most par t , it i s
the bright shin, .c of ills ph sene e
that directly or indirectly is respons-
ible for these events . _And this i s
unite in harnnohly with the divine ar-
rangement as it is revealed to u s
through the divine plan of the ages .

Satan, the prince of the wolld dur-
ing the long ni ht-tit c ed sm, ha s
ruled the people -open the basis of
iOnorance and superotition. He has
been the prince of darkness in a
dark, dark -world . .leans' presenc e
with His people, and is Ting of th e
cworld, is to dispel the darkness, an d
7n Govern upon the basis of knowl-
ed g e . How significant, then fled t o
be expected—that His parousi a
should be , as the bright shining tha t
lightenetl all, from one end of th e
r'anth to the other !

Earth's Long Dark Nigh t

ho g six thousand years the worl d
irngg'led on with no appreciable inn-

erease of knowledge beyond what
was possessed in the beginning . Thi s
was not .because the human race in
(fibber days was inferior in intelii-
uu -epee as compared with the pres-
ent generation . Indeed, probable- o n
the whole, the general average of in-
telligence is much lower today tha n
at any former period ; but intelli-
gence alone, ap eu . t. from divine inter -
position, could make no progress in
dispelling the Foss darkness and su-
perstition that enshrouded the worl d
flitting that whole, long period .

With the. death sentence in opera-
tion, carrying off cure generation af-
ter another he-fore they had an op-
portunity to take advantage of an d
build upon the meagre bit of know l
edge they were able in so short a
time le acquire, progress in enlight -
eninent i . as well nigh impossible .
' P rinting was unknown . The bee t
known methods of recording one' s
thoughts for the benefit of others .
were crude end limited . Hence, ver y
little of the accumulated knowledg e
of one generation eonld be passed o n
in the next, so that only fragmen-
tary records of what occurred in on e
decade were available for the guid-
mice of those who lived in the next

The fulfilment of the
peopimecics relative to the gatherin g
of the nations, the melting of the
cler :ems, the devouring of the sym-
holhe earth . etc ., is traceable in ever y
inst .utee to '-the bright shining of
it r tresence .

The poor benighted souls o f
earth, steeped in selfishness, an d
seeking for the most part merel y
their own interests, see the light, an d
are hurrying hither and thither to
seize the treasures it reveals to them ,
or, perhaps, to seek their own pro-
teetion ; but they realize not the sig-
nificance of wheat has really take n
place—that the Bing of glory ha s
cone in . that the shadows of the
dark night are being scattered, an d
that the institutions of darkness ar e
all doomed to destruction .

So :tar as the world of mankind i s
concerned, only that portion of ligh t

is vet been revealed which is neces-
sary to bring about the destructio n
of the present order . With the de-
struction oi' the l:ingdoms of thi s
world completed, and the Pingdom
of Christ in its t estoratis-e aspect s
fully established, "the bright shin-
ing' of his presence" will increase in
bri]]ianey, and, through the proper
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i'1irigdom channels, will cause th e
knowledge of the glory of God to
fill the whole earth as the waters
cover the sea . But this further mir-
aculous manifestation of His pres-
ence will not have reached its fulnes s
until the end of the Millennium ; so
if we Wait for the complete fulfil-
ment of the Master's words as found
in oar text, before we accept the fac t
of Ilis parousia, we will need to wai t
a long, long time .

In this study, we have considered
some of the points in connection with
the bright shining of ou r Lord' s
preeenee as they have affected in a
general way both the church and the.
z:'or]d . In our next lesson, we wil l
deal more part cmlarly with the man-
lier in which the Lord, at His re-
tnrn, and in harmony with His prom -
1,e . has taken His own people int o
his confidence and revealed to them
the hidden glories of the divine plan ,
and thereby prepared and empower-
ed them to act as His special am-
bassadors during the closing scene s
of the old world drama .

A.n Still Waters

BE "h\\ ENTIA -THIRD PSALM is a
superlatively beautiful pastoral poem ,
the setting and coloring of which ar c
Oriental . The psalm maintains its met-
aphorical character throughout, and it s
concluding expression reaches a gran d
climax . Only a David could have writ -

ten a poem like that . h is a strain of purest melod y
from the sweet singer of Israel . And then, too ,
David knew about sheep. 1lut—more important tha n
that---he knew about God ; for was he not a ma n
after God' s own heart : Oh, yes. we know that Davi d
chn1miited one great sin in his life, but for that si n
he bitterly repented ; and God forgives those who re -
pent and restores theta to divine favor when the
heart is right even though the flesh has caused the m
to stumble and fall .--1 Sam. 13 :14 ; Acts 13 :22 .

The word "Lot:n," being in large and small cap-
ital letters, indicates that the original is Jehovah an d
than David had assurance that Jehovah, the grea t
caretaker of all those who love Him supremely, wa s
his shepherd, and would take care of him just as a
shepherd on the hillsides of Canaan took care of hi s
sheep . And it is evident that in this wonderfu l
psalm, David was speaking prophetically as well, s o
that his words, in the highest sense, may be regarde d
as the expression of all God ' s people throughout th e
entire Gospel age to the present time .

While it is true that Jesus said . "1 ant the good
Shepherd," it is also true that the great . eternal, on-i-
r ;ipotc nt, invisible God is our Shepherd, (John 10 :
l ;• .l The Apostle Paul said, "To us there is on e
God, the Father, of Whom are all things, and we i n
Hint : and one Lord Jesus Christ . by Whom are al l
things, and we by Him ." (1 Cor . 8 :6.) If, at one
time, we thought that the only hope of escaping from
the stern and terrible justice of God was through th e
In ,e of Jesus, that erroneous conception has heel]
entirely changed by the truth, for the Scriptures as -
sure try that "God Jehovalt, the FatherI so loved
the world, that I le gave Pis only begotten Son," t o
die for it . (John 3 :16.) 'vnd Jesus Himself said .
"Ile that bath seen \Ic• ' hath understood and ap-
preciated \1y love i bath seen the Father 'bath un-
derstood and appreciated His love j ."--John 14 :9 .

" 'Ile vicinity of Bethlehem is a pastoral country ,
and today is covered with flocks . It was the custom
for the shepherds to remain with their flocks by nigh t
as a guard against thieves as well as against wil d
beast's . It was in this vicinity that David, when a
shepherd protecting his flocks, slew, on one occasion ,
a lion, and at another time . a hear . The shepherds
as a c l ass were not particularly well educated people
as respects schools, and yet many of them wer e
thoughtful and thus secured, in their leisure tim e
while watching their flocks, by reflection and by con-
versation . considerable knowledge . so that they might
he termed an intellectual and thinking class of people .
The shepherd whom God honored in making king
of His typical kingdom, was a great poet, and evi-
dently much of his time while shepherding was give n
to the muse, and one of his most beautiful psalm s
(the 23rd represents Jehovah Himself as the Shep-
herd of i ]is people—His flock, for which He cares . "

"1 shall not want, " exclaimed the poet of Israel .
What he meant was that he should not come to ac-
tual want, but that the Lord would supply his needs .
I3e knew the story of the long journeying of the
Israelites through the Arabian desert, and how Go d
had sent them manna, quails and water, and ho w
their clothing had stood the wear and tear of travel ;
and so he felt assurance that God would always stan d
by His people . Jesus, the "Good Shepherd," set
firth this doctrine very clearly, calling attention to
the birds of the air, the grass of the field, and th e
beauty of the lilies, and pointing out that if God ca n
take care of such things in nature, He certainly can
look after the interests of His people as they journey
through this world .

What a blessed thing it is to be able to say. "The
LORD is my Shepherd, 1 shall not want . " People of
the world may have money in the bank . but the ban k
Wray fail . They may have so-called friends, but thes e
friends may desert them in time of need . The stock
ntarket may suffer such a sharp decline that thos e
who trade therein may lose their thousands or mill -
ions of dollars and find themselves paupers . They,
may achieve fame for a brief span of time, only t o
he thrown down by the world when, through som e
:weakness . they fall below- its requirements . They
may have a home, and it may become blighted by
sonic great sorrow' . They may have health and
strength only to lose it . There is no certainty to
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anything in this present life. But with God's peopl e
it is different—oh so different—for they can say
from the heart, "The Lord 'Jehovah] is my Shep-
herd, I shall not want . "
Sheep-like Qualitie s

In order to claim the Lord as his shepherd . one
must be sheep-like in disposition . He must have
the sheep qualities . Sheep are not fierce, maraudin g
animals, but are teachable and meek . It is pleasant
to watch a flock of sheep in pasture, for they are so
peaceful . And they seem to indicate a sense of se-
curity in their Shepherd . They know just where
he is, and they know his call . Jesus said, "My sheep
hear My voice and I know them, and they follo w
Me." (John 10 :27 .) "A st r anger will they not fol-
low, but will flee from him : for they know not the
voice of strangers . ---John 10 :5 .

it is beautiful to have perfect contiden ;e in God .
We recall the words of Senator Peveridge who said ,
''The world is hungry for faith, Do not doubt this
for a moment . More men and women today woul d
rather believe in the fundamentals of the Christia n
religion than have any other gift that lavish fortun e
could bestow upon them . I would rather be sure
that when a man dies he will live again with hi s
conscious identity than to have all the wealth of th e
United States, or to occupy any position of hono r
or power that the world could possibly give, ' said a
man whose name is known to the railway world as
one of the ablest transportation men in the Unite d
States . "

Not only does it mean much to be one of th e
Lord's sheep, it means everything . Indeed, all men
will eventually have to have the sheep qualities . Jesus
said, "Other sheep I have, which are not of this fol d
knot of the church] : them also I must bring, an d

they shall hear My voice ; and there shall he on e
fold. and one shepherd ."—John 10 :16 .

The Gospel-age sheep must he of one mind . They
cannot partly belong to the Great Shepherd an d
partly to the world. Jesus said, "No man can serve
two masters : for either he will hate the one, and lov e
the other ; or else he will hold to one, and despis e
the other, Ye cannot serve God and Mammon . "
ti Matt . 6 :24.) The selfish purposes and policies o f
the world simply will not blend with the things o f
God . The Lord will have only out-and-out fol-
lowers .
Green Pastures and Still Water s

"hie maketh me to lie down in green pastures ,
or, margin, "pastures of tender grass . " We hav e
seen sheep in poor pastures . and we pitied theta .
Tod keeps the pastures green and replete with th e
tender blades where Hi_s sheep are led . He sees to
it that the food does not become' stale . There are
great breadths and lengths to the Word of truth .
One always can learn something more about the di -
vine plan of the ages . No one knows it all in thi s
present age . "Now we know in part, and we pro-
phesy in past," said the Apostle Paul . But we are
it "grow in grace and in knowledge . "—1 Cor . 13 :
9 : 2 Peter 3 :11 .

How barren the creeds of the "dark ages appear
to the true child of the Lord ! Such pastures can
afford no nourishment for the sheep, and those wh o
stay in them become spiritually lean . Many of the
preachers of our time and day are preaching every -
thing else but the gospel of saving grace and love .
They dissertate on astronomy, geology, physiology ,
natural science, political economy, etc., but leave out
the sacrifice of Christ as the great propitiatory offer-
ing for mankind . Apart from that sacrifice, ther e
would he no future for the world . Eliminate it, and
you eliminate the world's one and only hope . Yet
ho~~ often it is belittled or completely or fitted itt th e
preachments of these times . in one of Its parables ,
Jesus compared the lost world to a spec) that wen t
astray . Me said that if there were nine' v and nin e
and one strayed, would not the shepherd leave th e
rest and go forth to seek and save the lost one? In
doing this very thing, the Great Shepherd . Jesus
Himself, lost His own life . Indeed, He had said ,
"The good Shepherd giveth His life for the sheep . "
—John 10 :11 .

"lle leadeth me beside the still waters," or "the
waters of quietness," margin . In some parts of Pal-
estine there are drinking- troughs and fountain s
where the sheep can drink in perfect safety . But
when the sheep conic to swiftly running water ther e
is danger . for the sheep are very easily carried off
their feet and may be drowned . Sometimes the
shepherd dams up a place in a small stream and thu s
makes still water . Good drinking water is, of course ,
important for all animals, and this must be looke d
out for by the guardian of the flock .

\nd, likewise during the Gospel age . God lead s
His own people beside "the waters of quietness . "
The world is full of swiftly flowing streams of on e
kind or another . People are carried away by on e
thing and another, by one theory after another, till ,
eventually, many lose all faith in God and the glorie s
He has ,promised for the future . Indeed, the entir e
world is setting far too swift a pace, and there i s
danger on every hand . But the Great Shepherd is
taking care of .His own sheep . He has made special
drinking places for them . They can come together
in nice, quiet class studies and there drink of th e
water of life . Or. they can do this in their own
homes . The water of truth is cool and refreshing ,
and the sheep can drink to their heart ' s content .

"Whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall giv e
him, " said Jesus, "it shall he in him a well of water
springing up into everlasting life' ." (John 4 :14 . )
There is nothing stagnant about such water . How
easy it is to tell when people have been drinking o f
stagnant pools . The truth is kept sweet and good b y
the glorious hope that pervades it, and one neve r
grows tired of a hope that is, so real and that gives
strength for the burden and toil of the day .
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"I heard the voice of Jesus say ,

There is no excuse or reason for one going hungry
or thirsty today . And while we feed in these green
pastures, let us be thankful to the great Giver of it
all .

"Thou anointest my head with oil ; my cup runnet h
over ." When the sheep come into the fold, th e
shepherd looks them over carefully, and if he find s
one injured or very weary, he anoints it with the re-
freshing olive oil . And so the Great Shepherd ap-
plies to us the healing oil of the spirit of the t ;
for what can help us like that when we are wonna le d
in the Christian battle, or weary in heart with th e
toils of the way? And we think not only of ourselve s
but of others as well : "To give unto them beauty
for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garmen t
of praise for the spirit of heaviness," said the Pro-
phet Isaiah. t Isa . 01 :3 .) Thus. then, in a way o f
speaking, we can help to ,pour out the oil upon th e
wear- ones as well as receive it oursel v es . "My cu p
runneth over'' with joy when I meditate on all thes e
wonderful things .

" Surely „'positively] goodness and mercy shal l

hi the house of the Lord for ever .” A similar though t
is set forth in Psalms 121, as follows : "I will lift up
mine eyes unto the hills, from whence cometh m y
help . My help cometh from the LORD, which made
heaven and earth . He will not suffer thy foot to b e
moved : Be that keepeth thee will not slumber . Be-
hold, I-Ic that keepeth Israel shall neither slumbe r
nor sleep. The LORD is thy keeper : the LORD is thy
shade upon thy right hand. The sun shall not smit e
thee by day, nor the moon by night . The LORD

shall preserve thee from all evil : He shall preserv e
thy soul . The LORD shall preserve thy going ou t
and thy coming in from this time forth, and even fo r
evermore . "

Yes, it is, indeed, reasonable to believe that i f
goodness and mercy have followed us in the past ,
they will continue to do so in the future . And
throughout the past years, we can trace them al l
along the way . And, then, when our journeying i s
over—when all danger from wolves, hyenas an d
bears is past : and when the many sorrows and
cares of this life fade out as a dream, nevermore to
return—ah, think of it . beloved, and preserve it a s
a pearl of purest joy in the treasure-chamber o f
your heart!—we shall "dwell in the house of th e
Long forever "

The Brethren of ,Jesus
For both He that sanctifieth and they who are sancti -

fied are all of one : for which cause He is not ashame d
to call then brethren.—Hebrews 2 :11 .

I- AT the book of Hebrews reveals concernin g
the brethren of Jesus is much more meaning-
ful when we keep in mind the thought sug -
gested in a previous article concerning th e

evident purpose of the apostle in writing this re -
markable epistle, namely, that it was to strengthe n
the faith and renew the zeal of this group of Jewis h
converts to Christianity who, by their attitude, wer e
manifesting a tendency to "cool off," to lose thei r
"first love . " (Heb. 10 :32-39.) In order that the
epistle might be effective in accomplishing this pur -
pose, it was necessary that the Hebrews be helpe d
to see the very vital position Jesus occupied in th e
Messianic arrangement, as the One through who m
all their hopes could be realized ; and, in our las t
study we noted the wonderful way in which the
apostle therein exalts Jesus in the divine arrange -
ment, as the One by whom, and through whom ever y
promise of the Heavenly Father is being carried out .

But the apostle also knew that these Hebrews, a s
well as other followers of the Master, might alway s
be subject to discouragement unless they had an ap-
preciation of the true significance of the Christia n
life ; that is, of their part in the divine plan . There

is nothing more stimulating to faith and zeal than t o
have a clear vision of what the Christian life is al l
about—the objectives to be obtained, and the manner
of obtaining them . The immediate disciples of Jesus ,
for example, were confused and discouraged when
the Master was cruelly wrested from their midst an d
crucified . Why? Simply because they (lid not un-
derstand that this was a necessary part of the divine
plan for the Messiah. Later, when J est<zs explaine d
the matter to the two disciples on the road to Em-
maus, their faith was reestablished . Reviewing their
immediate experiences with the Master, they are re- -
corded as saying, "Did not our hearts burn withi n
us, as He talked with us by the way, and opened to
us the Scriptures ?"—Luke 24 :13-35 .

Clear Spiritual Vision Necessary
So now, the Ilebrews, in order that their souls

might not draw hack, needed to have their relation -
ship to the divine plan clarified, that they might b e
able to understand the reason for the trying expe-
riences that had come upon them as a result of thei r
espousing the cause of Christ . In our last study ,
we noted hors- thoroughly the apostle points out Jesu s
as being not only the hing and Messiah of the pro-
phecies, but also a sacrificing priest, and that His
experiences as a priest entailed suffering and death .
But the Hebrews also needed to learn that the sac-
rifices of the antitypical priesthood ( lid not end at
Calvary . They, themselves, had endured a "great
fight of afflictions," and, doubtless, more trouble wa s
looming up ahead for them if they continued in "this
way." hence a clear vision of why this was so, be-
came a necessity to their continued faithfulness .
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Thus it is that very early in the epistle, after es-
tablishing the very exalted and primary position o f
Jesus in the divine arrangement, the apostle tells th e
Hebrews that Jesus has "brethren" who are "one"
with Him, as our text points out . Paul didn 't want
the Hebrews to give up their vision of Messiani c
glory . Indeed, he wanted that vision to be enlarged .
He wanted them to realize that their Messiah wa s
it much more highly exalted Messiah than they, per-
haps, had formerly understood ; and He wanted the m
to know, also, that it was the divine plan to thus ex -
alt "many sons unto glory." (Heb. 2 :10.) P>ut- -
and this is the important point of our present stud y
—Paul wanted the Hebrews to know that in the di -
vine arrangement for exalting these many sons t o
glory in the Messianic Kingdom the "Captain of
their salvation " was made perfect "through suffer-
ing, " hence, that if He was to count them as Hi s
: . brethren " of whom He would not he "ashamed . "
they must realize that the path to glom for the m
would be the same as it was for Jesus ; namely, on e
of suffering, and, finally, of death .

"Are All of One"

The premise thus established so early in the epis-
tle . of the "many brethren " who are "all of one " with
j esus in the divine plan, should he kept in mind i n
the study of the epistle as it whole, otherwise we wil l
fail to plumb the rich depth of meaning many part s
o c the book contain . As Jesus suffered, so Hi s
lnethren suffer . As Jesus laid down His life in sac-
rifice, so these are invited to lay down their lives i n
sacrifice . As Jesus fills a priestly office, so Hi s
brethren are also priests under Nino as the High
Priest, etc .

Paul spoke advisedly when be said that '' He that
sanctifieth and they who are sanctified are all of
one . " Compare this statement with the words of
Jesus recorded in John 17 :9-26 . Note, also, th e
apostle's quotation from the Psalms . (-Neb. 2 :12 ;
Psa . 22 :22 .) It is also interesting to compare Jesus '
words in John 17 with the prophecy of the 22n d
Psalm from which the apostle quotes . The first twen-
ty-one verses of this Psalm are a description o f
je;,us' suffering, particularly in connection with th e
closing experiences of His life ; and it seems evident
that lie had this very prophecy in mind when II e
offered up that remarkable prayer of John 17 . in
which lie petitions Ilis :Heavenly hather on behal f
of I-?is brethren whom He realized would be calle d
upon to share His experiences of suffering and death ,
In this remarkable prayer, Jesus does not pray for
the world, hut does pray for His brethren, because
it is to be through their oneness with Him in th e
divine plan that the world will yet be caused to be-
lieve . This is quite evident a summary by Jesus o f
tic' import of verses 26 to 31 of the 22nd Psalm, in-
dicative of the glorious results of His own suffering
and the suffering of His "brethren " who were to di e
with 'Tim. This prophecy, therefore, must have bee n
a great encouragement to the Master at that time .

The apostle 's quotations from the prophecies rel-
ative to the "brethren" of Jesus, and his use of al -
most the identical phraseology employed by Jesu s
in John 17, shows how clearly he had grasped tha t
great mystery of the church's participation with Jesu s
in the work of reconciling the lost world to God . And
it the Hebrews were to continue faithful, they mus t
be made to grasp this precious truth also . If all the
sacrificing in the divine plan was finished at Calvary ,
then the Hebrews would have good cause to wonde r
why they, in accepting Christ, were plunged into
such physical sufferings and difficulties . If Jesus wa s
the Messiah, and was to conquer the world, wh y
wasn ' t He able to protect His own followers fro m
privation, suffering and death '

Only the great truth of the "many brethren," made
one with Jesus in suffering and in future glory ,
(-fetid remove this barrier to the Hebrew's faith an d
zeal . if they could see that their experiences wer e
all a part of what they should expect in connectio n
with their espousal of the Messianic cause, then, upo n
the basis of this knowledge, they could go zealously
forward . So, when the apostle, throughout the epis-
tle, brings one after another of the prophecies an d
types of the Old Testament into panoramic review
before the He1)revvs, we should keep clearly in min d
the position of the "brethren " therein .

For example, when he tells about the tabernacl e
arrangements, we are not to think of Christians a s
being represented by those in the camp of Israe l
waiting for the priest to come out and bless them ;
but shonl I look for them as being represented in the
tabernacle, taking part in the work of sacrifice, being
stimulated to faithfulness by that glorious "hope . . .
which entereth into that within the wail ." (Filch . 3 :
1 ; 6 :19.) Likewise, when Paul tells us, in this epis-
tle, of the "city" of God, the glorious Messianic
Kingdom, we are not to think of the Christian as re-
joicing- in the hope of becoming one of the subject s
in that Kingdom, but rather, one of its ruling kings .
(I Feb . 12 :28 .) Similarly, when the apostle reminds
the Hebrews of the New Covenant, we are not t o
put the Christian in the position of the Jews who ,
in the type, waited for ?\loses to come down fro m
the mount with the tables of the law', hut are t o
realize that these "brethren" of Jesus, who share Hi s
glory. are to lie co-administrators of that New Cov-
enant as joint-heirs with the antitypical Moses .--2
Cor . 3 :3

	

5 :18 ; 6 :1, 2 ; Isa . -I9 :8-10 .
A Royal Priesthood

"True, there is a certain sense in which the whol e
nation of Israel and their experiences illustrate th e
church and her experiences . That whole nation wa s
called of God to be a holy nation to represent Hi m
in the earth . "Thus, in Hebrews 3 and 4 the apostl e
mentions certain causes which prevented the Israel-
ites from obtaining the blessings they might have re-
ceived had they been more faithful, and cites this a s
an object lesson to these faltering Hebrew Chris-
tians . Rat inside of that larger picture there is th e
special one pertaining to the priesthood and its sac-
rifices and other services . Even aside from the epis-
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tle to the Hebrews . this truth is clearly established i n
the New Testament .

The Apostle Peter, for example, says, "Ye are a
chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy na-
tion," etc . (1 Pet . 2 :9 .) Also, in verse 5 of thi s
same chapter we read, "Ye also, as lively stones, are
built up a spiritual house, an holy priesthood, t o
offer up spiritual scree fces ."—The word translate d
"spiritual" in this text is not found in Sinaitic man -
uscript . In Revelation 1 :6 ; 5 :10 and 20 :6 we are
again assured of the church 's position of exaltation
in the divine plan for blessing the people . Thus ,
when the apostle says (PIeb, 5 :1), "We have such
an high priest who is set on the right hand of the
throne ()f the Majesty in the heavens, " we shoul d
remember our hope of one day being with Him in
His glory . See Revelation 3 :21 .

A part of a priest's duties is to offer sacrifice . In
the type, the priests offered bulls and goats in sacri-
fice, but in the antitype the holy priests of God offe r
themselves . Thus I'aul declares . "I beseech yo u
therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that y e
present your bodies a Ii,ving sacrifice, holy and ac-
ceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service . "
(Rom . 12 :1 .) -Knowing that the "brethren" ar e
looked upon lay God as priests, who could help hu t
see in this language of the apostle an allusion to th e
typical sacrifices of the Old Testament Scriptures .

Christians For a Purpos e

And this same precious truth is kept before us i n

the book of Hebrews . It was necessary that the He-
larevys be reminded of it, else they would lose sight
of the purpose of the Christian life, and . losing sigh t
of that, would become discouraged . It is necessary
that we, also, keep it in mind today, else ther e

will he a retrogression of our understanding of th e
Christian life, so that soon we will see no more in i t
than nominal believers, who suppose that it is merel y

a matter of being good in order that one might g o
to heaven at death . Yes, we need to keep in min d
that we are not Christians in order to be saved, bu t
that, having accepted the provisions of salvation
through Christ, we are now invited to join in sac-
rifice with Him, that we may share with Him th e
work of saving the whole world .

These "saviours " of the people are mentioned i n
Obadiah 21, In 1 Corinthians 15 :29 the church i s
represented as being "baptized for the dead . " Thes e
" brethren " of Jesus, together with Him, are the see d
of Abraham through which "all the families of the

earth " are to be blessed . These same "brethren"

are to "judge the world" ; they are to be "kings " to
"'reign on the earth" ; and they are to be "minister s

of reconciliation . " So important is their position in
the divine plan for human salvation from sin an d
death that the "whole creation " is said to be waitin g
for the "manifestation " of these "sons of God . "
(Pont . 8 :22, 19 .) It was for this glorious purpose

that the Hebrew Christians had been called ; and only
by realizing this, and knowing also, that in order t o
attain such a high position of glory with Jesus they
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must suffer and die with Him, that they would b e
able to continue on in the "narrow " way, with it s
resultant "spoiling" of their "goods," and their re-
sisting "unto blood ."—Matt . 7 :14 ; Heb. 10 :34 ;
12 :4 .

The Blood of Jesus

Some, fearing that there is a danger of placing to o
much importance upon the sacrifice of the church ,
would have us believe that all the typical sacrifices
of the tabernacle pointed forward to the sacrifice o f
Jesus alone . To establish this point, they cite He -
brews 9 :12-14, which we here quote : "Neither by
the blood of goats and calves, but by His own blood
He entered in once into the holy place, having ob-
tained eternal redemption for its . For if the blood
of bulls and of goats, and the ashes of an heife r
sprinkling the unclean, sanctifieth to the purifying o f
the flesh : how much more shall the blood of Christ,
who through the eternal spirit offered Himself with -
out- spot to God, purge your consciences from dead
y orlcs to serve the living God?"

Irethren who fail to sec the sacrifice of the churc h
illnstraied in the typical sacrifices of the tabernacle ,
insist that this Scripture, referring, as it does, t o
both bulls and goats, and showing that the blood of
Christ in the :ontitype takes care of everything ,
proves therehv that the church 's sacrifice is not pic-
tured in the type at all. But let us not read mor e
into this text than it actually says . In this passage ,
the apostle is merely emphasizing what is accom-
plished by the blood of Christ . In a previous stud y

e found out that all the blood of all the typical sac-
rifices pointed forward directly or indirectly to th e
merit contained in the blood of Christ. It is th e
blood of the New Covenant : it is the blood that sanc-
tifieth : it is the blood that accomplishes everythin g
for which hood is required . Let us never lose sigh t
of this fact . The church 's share in the sacrifice of
Christ is not for the purpose of adding blood to Hi s
blood, lint in order that she may share with Him i n
dispensing the blessings purchased by His blood .

So it is that the blood of the bullock represented
Jesus' blood, and the blood of the goat represente d
Jesus ' blood . Even the benefits resulting from the sac-
rifice of the red heifer are dependent upon the bloo d
of Jesus. But this doesn't mean that the experiegces
of the goat in tieing sacrificed do not represent th e
experiences of the church in presenting their bodie s
a living sacrifice . Nor does it mean that the sacri-
fice of the red heifer doesn ' t represent the exper-
iences of the Ancient Worthies and their relationshi p
to the great divine plan of human reconciliation .
Sec Tabernacle Shwlosc's, chapter 'VI I

The church has nothing meritorious to sacrific e
apart from Jesus. Paul said, "present your bodies a
living sacrifice . " hut Jesus said, "Except ye cat th e
flesh of the Son of man, and drink His blood, y e
have no life in you"--hence could not offer an ac-
ceptable living sacrifice . (John 6 :53.) Yes, the lif e
that we live, we live by faith of the Son of God, and
this is the only life we have that can be offered i n
acceptable sacrifice to God ; and it is life that is typi-
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fled by blood . When Jesus gave the cup, represent-
ing His blood, to His disciples and asked them to
drink all of it, it was just another way of telling
them that they were to die with Him, and that thei r
sacrificial death would be acceptable to God becaus e
it would really be His life, IIis blood, and they woul d
be yielding up to God ; as they had no life of their
own to sacrifice ; being by inheritance, under condem-
nation to death .

The Jews were forbidden to drink blood, on pain
of death ; so for Jesus to invite the disciples to drink
His blood most certainly implied that they were t o
die with Hine, and that their sacrifice would be look-
ed upon in heaven as a part of His sacrifice . All yes ,
these "brethren" of Jesus are "all of one" with Hi m

--in sacrifice and suffering and death now, and on e
in glory in the Kingdom . The life which they sac-
rifice is His life, the grace to sacrifice is His grace .
About all that the "brethren" contribute to the ar-
rangement is their willingness thus to be used of th e
Lord in connection with H h great plan, gaining ex-
periences thereby which will he valuable in connec-
tion with the world's future blessing .

Wien an inspiration it must have been to the 1-Ie -
1i-et,ws when they were thus helped to see the tru e
phi l osophy of their suffering . Hoy it also must hav e
s . r e ngth gntal their faith and courage to be reminde d

the manner in which the prophets had suffere d
and died before them, with a far lesser reward i n
prospect . "God having provided some better thin g

ns. that they 'jthe prophets, etc.] without u s
sb(iuid not be made perfect ." (Het) . 11 :40.) Early
in the 12th chapter, the apostle reaches the climax
of this particular phase of his message of encourage-
ment . Having in the 2nd chapter told them tha t
Jesus, the "Captain of their salvation," and chief
of the ''many sons " being brought to glory, was mad e
perfect through suffering. He now reminds them
again of the very severe suffering through which
Jesus passed, and asks the Hebrews to look unto
Him, to consider Him, and by noting His faithful-
ness to thereby be encouraged to greater zeal in lay-
ing down their own lives : "For consider IIim that
endured such lgreat) contradiction of sinners agains t
himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds . "

11 rhrews 12 :3 .

Resisting Unto Blood

These Hebrew Christians had evidently passe d
through some very severe experiences as a result o f
having espoused the cause of Christ . In writing t o
them about this Paul said, "ye endured a great figh t
of affliction ; partly, whilst ye were made a gazing--
stock both by re proaches and afflictions : and partly ,

hilst c e became companions of them that were so
used . For ye had compassion on me in my bonds ,
<txl took joyfully the spoiling of your goods ." (Ch .
10 :3 .?-34 .) Here we have outlined a series of ex-
periences that would discourage any Christian wh o
did not have a clear conception of why it was al l
necessary . But, compared with Jesus' own experi-
ences, the suffering of the Hebrews had been corn -

parativeiv mild—"Ye have not yet resisted unto ,
blood, striving against sin," Paul reminds them.--
Ch. 12 :4 .

Jesus, the "Captain" of their salvation, had re-
sisted unto bloodthat is, He had actually laid dow n
Ilis life—"striving against sin ." There was no inher-
ent sin in Jesus' body against which it was necessary
for Him to strive ; but His entire sacrificial career -
was a struggle against the reign of sin in the world, .
\H ill the object in view of eventually destroying it .
:\ Ord we are in v ited to share in this struggle, in this

riving against sin." That's why the church's sac-
rifice is properly called a "sin offering ." It is an
of rering that has to do with the ultimate destructio n
of sin in the earth, and the release of mankind fro m
it- dominion . To continue in this "good fight'' means
faithfulness, even "unto death ."---1 Tim. 6 :12 ; 2
Tim. 4 :7 ; Rev. 2 :10 .

The Hebrew Christians, of course, did have in-
herent sin in their own bodies ; lnn ordinarily, they
v oulci never lose their lives in an effort to overcom e
it . The true Christian life is one that goes beyon d
an effort to he as free as possible from sin, com-
mendable and necessary as this surely is. To merely
struggle against sin in one 's own body would ten d
to prolong one's life rather than otherwise, through
the innprove,nhent of health that would he almost sur e
to result from the giving up of sinful habits, etc .
Cut the Christian life is a sacrificial life, not a sacri-
fice of sin . but of a lift made holy through the bloo d
of Jesus and placed upon the altar of acceptable ser-
vice to God along with that of Jesus, as a part of the
divine program to destroy sin, and to restore th e
whole world of mankind to perfection and everlast-
ing life. The Hebrew Christians had shared som e
of the afflictions of Christ, but they had not as ve t
"resisted unto blood, striving against sin, " as He
had done ; so they needed to continue looking unto,
Him to be inspired by His faithfulness .

Going To Him Without the Camp

To share the honor of being "brethren" of Jesus
who are numbered among the `"many sons" that ar e
to share His glory, is a marvelous privilege, hut a
very costly one to the flesh and its interests . fa
chapter 13 :11-13 Paul comes back to this particula r
point again, and shows how our participation in
Christ 's sacrifice is for-shadowed in the type . He
identifies the sacrifice of the bullock and the Lord' s
goat which was offered on the typical day of atone-
ment by referring to them as the beasts whose bloo d
ryas taken into the most holy for sin . The bodie s
of these beasts . he reminds us . were taken outside th e
camp to be burned . "Wherefore," he then adds,
"Jesus also, that Il e nright sanctify the people wit h
His on-n blood, suff ered without the gate . "

"Then comes the climax of all that is implied of suf-
fering and sacrifice in being "brethren" of Jesus, .
namely, "Let us go forth therefore unto Him withou t
the camp, bearing His reproach ." This indicate s
clearly that in Paul 's mind the bodies of some of
those beasts that \tere burned without the camp rep-
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resented those whom Jesus is "not ashamed to cal l
His brethren ." The blood of bullocks and th e
goats thus sacrificed typified the blood of Christ ; the
"brethren " in the antitype "drinking " of His blood
in order that they may have an acceptable sacrifice
to offer . But the experiences of the typical goat ,
paralleling the experiences of the typical bullock ,
show how the church shares His suffering, going to
Him without the camp . And note, that this suffer-
ing of Jesus, in which the "brethren" are invited t o
participate . is said to be in order that He migh t
"sanctify" the people through His blood . Jesus '
blood is thus shown to be the basis of the people' s
sanctification, but His suffering as well as that o f
the church is, in the divine arrangement, necessary
that tl;e world may be restored to harmony with
the Heavenly Father .

But is there nothing of merit in the church 's sac-
rifice ? All yes! There is no sin-canceling merit--
all of that is in the blood of Christ--but the sacrific e
of the church is, nevertheless, a valuable contribu-
tion toward the future blessing of the world. As the
experiences of Jesus in trial and suffering prepared
]-lint to be a merciful High Priest, so the suffering

,of the "brethren" of Jesus prepare them to be merci-
ful priests when the time comes to share with Jesu s
in the work of restoring the world of mankind t o
life . And so it is that their sacrifices are all counte d
in as a necessary part of the "better sacrifices" o f
the antitvpical priesthood .

In Hebrews 13 :15, 16 the apostle gives us the
practical side of what is involved at the present tim e
in our sharing the "better sacrifices" with Christ .
(I-Ieb . 9 :23 .) He says, "By Him therefore 'that is ,
through His meritl let us offer the sacrifice of prais e
to God continually, that is, the fruit of our lips giv -
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ing thanks to His name. But to do good and to
communicate, forget not : for with such sacrifices God
is well pleased ." To truly praise God in this present
evil world will surely call for sacrifice . This "praise"
means more than merely the singing of hymns, or
saving "Praise the Lord ." To truly praise God on e
must tell others about the glorious attributes of His
character as they are exemplified in His plan . This
means to be a witness for Him as an ambassador o f
Christ . It is through our faithfulness along this lin e
that v. c are led to Him without the camp .

It is in this way also that we are specially invite d
o "do good and to communicate, " with the assur-

ance that such "sacrifices" are well pleasing to God .
We are invited to cio good now as a test of real de -
ire to do good in the future Kingdom period . Faith -

fulness in this respect now leads to sacrifice, and ,
finally, death—if Ave are "faithful unto death . " To
communicate the truth, the "word of reconciliation, "
is, primarily, the practical manner in which we shar e
in the great work of destroying sin . ,Jesus provide d
the merit by which the church and the world are re -
deemed from sin and death, and the "brethren" ar e
invited to share with Him in offering this gift to th e
people, and explaining the terms upon which they
may accept it . This opportunity, this inestimabl e
boon, is offered to the "brethren" of Jesus upon th e
condition that they take up their cross and follo w
Him into death. Paul says that Jesus is not ashamed
to call us brethren in this great arrangement so le t
us then rejoice in this precious privilege and en-
deavor to meet faithfully all the responsibilities in-
volved .

Natural and Spiritual Law s
Cohesion and Chemical Attractio n

1\' A previous article we traced the correspon -
dence between the law of gravitation in th e
natural realm with the law of love for God
in the spiritual realm, pointing out the univer-

sality of these laws, and the fact that they cannot h e
infracted with impunity . We now consider two other
natural laws and their correlatives in the spiritual do -

main . The first of these laws is that of Cohesion .
This is the law of force by which the molecules in

bodies of matter are held together . It is not an atomi c
force, but a molecular force . Insofar as the earth it-
self is concerned, this law is universal, in fact, just a s
much so as the gravitational law All the object s
which we see around us are merely different arrange -
ments of molecules . When God made the solid earth ,
and the mountains, lakes, rivers, trees, flowers, an d
various animals, He must have possessed an infinite

capacity for putting molecules together . When H e
created man, IIe formed the finest combination o f
molecules that exists on this earth . -dust what kind
of material enters into the construction of the bodie s
of angels, we do not know, but they cannot be com-
posed of molecules, for these, being material, naturally
are confined to material things .

If one should ask, What causes cohesion ? we shoul d

feel like enquiring, What causes anything	 finally ?

The proper answer to this of course, is, that the God

who created matter also created the properties of mat -
ter and created the energy of cohesion . Back of that
we cannot go. for when by further analysis we say
that atoms compose molecules, we then arrive a t
another force, and have gone quite beyond the attrac-
tion of cohesion. Thus in all things we are obliged
to start with God, and if one rejects this most reason -
able hypothesis, then he throws out the entire propo-
sition . He cannot find the origin of anything .
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If the law of cohesion were annulled, we know tha t
everything would go to pieces . Indeed, there woul d
be no pieces, for the matter would simply crumble to a
nothingness . There would be no earth, no trees, no
flowers, no water, no animals, no man . When we con-
sider liquids, we find this force less strong than it i s
in solid bodies, and totally non-existent in gases . It
is less strong in water than in iron, wood, stone, etc ,
If this law were set aside or abrogated, this could b e
most easily accomplished in the case of liquids, fo r
such could be decomposed with ease as compared wit h
solid bodies .

We all know the great importance of the cohesiona l
law in the natural domain . It is a law established b y
divine power and by divine decree . Man must hav e
respect for this law, for if he could destroy it, h e
would wreck the world and the things therein . But
it is n excellent servant . Its service is anintertnittent .
it keeps everything intact, and yet it charges nothin g
for the excellent work which it performs . All it re -
quires is to he respected and obeyed .

Cohesion in the Spiritual Realm

Having seen how important is the law of cohesion
in the natural realm, let us look for its correspon-
dence in the spiritual domain . By the "spiritual" do -
main we mean the domain that has to do with th e
truth . with faith, with hope, with divine love, an d
with all things that have to do with God and Godli-
ness .

That cohesion has a real correspondency in spiritual
things, we feel assured . Since the natural force is tha t
which binds the particles of bodies together, so th e
spiritual force is that which hinds together the parti-
cles, parts, or molecules of the spiritual body, which
body is that of the Christ company, to which the apos-
tle said, "Ye are the body of Christ and members i n
particular . " And again he says, "For by one spiri t
are we all baptized into one body, whether we be Jew sos Gentiles . whether we be bond or free ; and hav e
been all made to drink into one spirit . " ---1 Cor . 1 2
27, 13 .

Now then, just as there is the spiritual gravitationa l
force, drawing upward to attract this body to heaven -
Iv things and to God, so also there is the cohesiona l
force which draws together the particles and parts o f
the composite body of Christ into one compact solid-
arity . What, may be asked, is this force? And th e
answer is . It is the force of love for the brethren . In
a broader sense, it is lose for all men, and will event-
ually manifest- itself as such, for we are instructe d
to "do good unto all men, but especially unto the m
that are of the household of faith ." "A new com-
mandment I give unto you," said the Master, "tha t
ye love one another . " This was a new law for th e
church, because the church was a new body, a thing
that had never been in existence before . While the
Jewish law had not been expressed in terms of love
but in terms of justice, yet love was really the spiri t

that law . as our Lord pointed out when He sum-
med it up .
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"By this shall all men know that ye are My dis -
ciples, if ye have love one to another, " said Jesus .
"How often shall my brother sin against me, and I
forgive him ? till seven times ?" was asked of th e
Master . "I say not unto thee, -Until seven times,"
the Lord replied, "but Until seventy times seven . "
"Speak not evil one of another, brethren," said Jesus ,
"He that speaketh evil of his brother, and judgeth hi s
brother, speaketh evil of the law, and judgeth th e
law : but if thou judge the law, thou art not a doer of
the law, but a judge . "---James .4 :11 .

Jesus had a great deal to say about the law of co-
hesion in the spiritual realm. He said : "Judge not .
that ye be not judged. For with what judgment ye
judge, ye shall be judged : and with what measure y e
mete, it shall be measured to you again. And why
beholdest thou the mote that is in thy brother's eye ,

but considerest not the beam that is in thine own eve ?

. . . Thou hypocrite, first cast out the beam out o f
thine own eye : and then shalt thou see clearly to cast
out the mote out of thy brother's eye . " (Matt .7 :1- . )
And again Be said, "I say unto you, That ye resis t
not evil : but whosoever shall smite thee on thy righ t
cheek, turn to him the other also . And if any man
will sue thee at the law, and take away thy coat, let
him have thy cloke also . And whosoever shall com-
pel thee to go a mile, go with him twain . Give to hi m
that asketh thee, and from him that would borrow of
thee turn thou not away .

"Ye have heard that it bath been said, Thou shal t
love thy neighbor, and hate thine enemy . But I say
unto you, Love your enemies, bless them that curs e
you, do good to them that hate you . and pray for the m
which despitefully use you, and persecute you ; that
ye may be the children of your Father which is i n
heaven : for He maketh His sun to rise on the evil an d
on the good, and sendeth rain on the just and on the
unjust . For if ye love them which love you, what
reward have ye? Do not even the publicans the
same? . . . Be ye therefore perfect, even as you r
Father which is in heaven is perfect ."—Matt . 3 :
39-q8.

Sympathetic Love For At l

Here Jesus was stating the law in a general sense .
for His own compassion and sympathy went out t o
the poor, groaning, dying world . Yet He had Hi s
own special friends . And we could not think tha t
He loved the world at large with the same degree o f
love wherewith He loved His disciples . Even among
His followers there vvas a little coterie of three that
found a special place in His love and esteem . Jesus
loved men and women with a love of friendship in
proportion as they themselves loved God . We are
told that John was a disciple whom He especiall y
loved . Then the Sacred Record says that He love d
Lazarus and his sisters Martha and Mary . While
on one occasion we find Martha showing great fait h
in Him and saying, "Lord, if Thou hadst been here ,
my brother had not (lied ." Jesus knew that these
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people loved Him and were unselfish in their love .
And then, His heart went out in special affection t o
all those whom He was calling to be heralds of th e
cross, and who, He knew, would be required to suf-
fer for His sake and the gospel ' s .

Love In Actio n

hove for the brethren is one of the searchin g
tests cif those who profess to know the Lord . From
Volume 6 of the Scripture Studies, pp. 404, 405, we
i,uote the following :

"The fallen or carnal mind is selfish ; and propor-
tionatly as it is for self it is against others	 disposed
to approve or excuse self and to disapprove and con-
demi : others. This is so thoroughly inbred as to b e
an unconscious habit, as when we wink or breathe .

The new mind . begotten of the spirit of th e
laird, the holy spirit of Love, is in conflict with thi s
pld mind of selfishness from the start, under th e
guidance of die Word of the Lord—under the new
la of love, the Golden Rule . and becomes more . an d
more so as we grow in grace and knowledge . At
do-st all new creatures are but 'babes in Christ,' an d
appreciate the new law only vaguely ; but unless
growth is attained and the law of love appreciated
and measured up to, the great prize will not be Avon .

The law of love says : For shame that the weak-
muse and shortcomings of brethren or of other s
should he exposed before the world—for shame that

and sympathy did not at once advance to spea k
r word in their defense, if too late to spread over
their faults a mantle of charity to hide them entirely '

. The person without frailties of his own migh t
he to some extent excusable for assuming unhidde n
of the Lord the position of executioner of justice—
taking vengeance on wrong-doers, exposing them .
etc . ; but we find that our Master, who knew no sin ,
had so much love in His heart that He was dispose d
to sympathize with and forgive rather than
ro punish and expose and berate . And so it wil l
doubtless be with all begotten of His spirit ; in pro-
portion as they grow up into His likeness they wil l
firs the last to pray for vengeance—the last to exe-
cute punishments by tongue or otherwise, until so
commanded by the Great Judge . He now, on the
contrary, instructs us, `Judge nothing before th e
time,' and declares, `Vengeance is Mine .' "

" vGV~e know that we have passed from death unt o
fife because. we love the brethren.," said the apostle .
(1 John 3 :14.) And we must learn to love the m
even if they do not agree with us on every littl e
point of Bible interpretation . If they profess to lov e
the Lord and His truth and to be consecrated t o
Him, we should take them at their word unless thei r
lives give evidence that they are hypocritical in thei r
profession .

As the law of cohesion cannot be violated in the
natural realm--and even if it :could be, disaster and
ruin would result--so it cannot be broken in the
spiritual realm. without dire consequences . Neither
without detriment can it be kept today and infracted
tomorrow or next week or at any time . There are

no vacations from the keeping of this law an y
more than 'there are vacations from the gravitational
law . All God's laws . are good and are preservativ e
when understood and respected, and destructiv e
when ignored or violated . There is positive danger
to ourselves in speaking ill of another, and especially
so as new creatures . Indeed even the defamatory
thought must he inhibited if we are to develop in th e
likeness of the Master and to have peace of mind .
And especially foolish is it. to dig up from the pas t
the faults and failings of others, and to be contin-
ually ruminating on things of that kind . "Forgetting
those things which are behind, and reaching fort h
unto those things which are before, " let us follow
the example of the great apostle, and press on fo r
the prize of our high calling--a prize that will mor e
than reward us for all our effort .

The Law of Chemical Attraction

And not we conie to the third late in the natura l
realm, and this is the law of chemical attraction or
affinity . It is a very important law because chem-
ical action is constantly taking place in nature. Th e
leaves of trees take in carbon-dioxide from the . air ,
and this with the action of sunlight produces th e
chlorophyll or green. coloring matter of the foliage .
Then there is chemical action in the production o f
all the fruits and vegetables and other products o f
the soil, and this process goes on incessantly through -
out the period of growth .

Chemical affinity depends on the attraction of at-
oms for other atoms . In the case of water---one of th e
simplest examples of this lay;--two atoms of hydro-
gen combine with one of oxygen to form the liqui d
with which tye are so familiar . In the case of corn-
mon salt, one atom of sodium unites with one o f
chlorine to give the required result . We could mul-
tiply examples . hut perhaps these will be sufficient .

Chemical attraction is so innrortant that we coul d
no more live without its effective o p eration than ir e
could without cohesion or gravitation . Chemical s
are constantly being formed in our bodies and are
doing- their necessary ttw ork. The chemical action on
foods begins in the mouth with the salivary secre-
tion . then continues in the stomach with gastric juice .
When the body becomes ill, and certain chemical s
are lacking or not functioning properly, Ave tak e
those chemicals which are likely: to supply the de-
ficiency and restore the function ..

An atom is defined as being the smallest indivis-
ible particle of matter . While the molecule is divis-
ible . thee atom is not . kTlements are those substance s
which consist of atoms of the same kind, such a s
oxygen . hydrogen, iron . silver, gold, etc . Just wha t
makes certain atoms unite with certain other atom s
to form chemical combinations . we. do not know- , ex-
ce p t that it is the law of those atoms, a property im-
parted by die Creator of the. universe . Jost as the
positive mitt negative in electricity are in attraction ,

are the atoms in chemical combinations. Man
dives this attractive force a name, and then make s
tue of it either harmfully or helpfully .
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The Corresponding Spiritual La w

In the spiritual realm we find a law corresponding
to the chemical affinity in the natu r al domain. Here,
in the spiritual realm, too, certain things combine to
form something else. When error unites with th e
mind of a man it usually makes of him a bigot an d
a persecutor of others. But when divine truth unite s
with the mind it transforms one into something ac-
ceptable to God . We here use the word "unite" ad-
visedly . For the mind to merely be brought in con -
tact with truth may not effect much of a change . For
a real change to take place, the mind must yield t o
the influence of the truth, a fusion so to speak o f
one's mind with the truth . The truth must take hol d
of the thoughts so that we see all things in the light
of t r uth. In fact, we must think truth- .

When divine truth, the truth of God's Word .
unites y ith the mind in this way, so that it become s
a part of the mental processes, it induces one t o
think in harmony with his Creator, and to be deter -
mined to do the divine will . This is consecration
The Bible then tells him that he is a new creatur e
This new creature is very different from the old
creature, for he now has heavenly hopes and desire s
whereas he formerly had earthly hopes and desires .
The body is now under the control of the new mind ,
which in turn is governed and controlled by th e
truth . And thus is the new creature produced an d
developed . The Scriptures say, "Of His own wil l
begat He us with the word of truth, that we shoul d
be a kind of firstfruits of His creatures ." (James
1 :18 .) Those who do not yield to the truth, who d o
not love it, who do not take the truth right into thei r
minds in order that it may control all their processe s
of thinking, cannot become new creatures in Chris t
Jesus. God has appointed the truth as the mean s
of our begettal to the new life, and He does not work
independent of this arrangement .

Not only must this union of our minds with th e
Word of God be effected, but it must be maintained
throughout the entire period of our sojourn on thi s
earth . It must not he allowed to be interrupted o r
interfered with by worldly influences . Jesus, in th e
parable of the sower and the seed . showed that in
one case there was prospect of good fruitage unti l
thorny plants grew- up and choked the wheat . He
said, "He that received seed among the thorns is h e
that heareth the word ; and the care of this world an d
the deceitfulness of riches, choke the word ." So,
then, no matter how- well w•e start out .on our pilgri m
tourney as new creatures, it is a matter of continu-
ing along the pathway of life if the full fruition o f
our hopes is to be realized. Or, to employ our for-
mer comparison, the unity of our thoughts with the.
truth must be kept up—our minds must continue t o
he wholly given over to the divine gr ill--Matt . 13 :22 .

In order to maintain this desirable condition w e
have Bible studies, conventions . . Also, we offer u p
prayer and praise to the Lord, individually and i n
our meetings with other new creatures . We must
keep wit spiritual appetites, our appetites for truth,
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in good condition . This wholesome spiritual-condi-
tion is also promoted by our service of the Lord .
When we put out a . few tracts, or help to get up a
public meeting, or witness for the truth in som e
other way, it increases our hunger for the truth . .
But if we do nothing for the Lord to show our love
for Him, our spiritual appetite gradually diminshe s
and we become weak in . the faith, Then the affinity
between the mind and the truth becomes less an d
less until, if not careful, it may cease to be of any
effect in our lives ; and what a lamentable condition ,
indeed, this would be. .

What Sir Isaac Newton did in the natural real m
—his defining of the law of gravitation, and other
laws— Pastor Russell did in the spiritual realm . He
(h - ew our attention to the great fact of the existence
of a God of love, showing that He is the center o f
the spiritual universe and exercises the power of at-
traction that will eventually draw all intelligent be-
ings to Himself in worship and in obedience to Hi s
laws. This will be the only means of obtaining ever -
lasting life, and those who continue to resist thi s
drawing power will be destroyed in the second death .
This great law of spiritual gravitation is understood
and appreciated by the members of the church at
present . But to others it is but vague and meaning -
less so far as the purpose of God is concerned . But
in due time the entire world will be apprized of its
true worth and necessity . The laws of cohesion and
chemical affinity in their spiritual application hav e
been called to our attention in the Statdieszn th e
Scriptures in a remarkable way . We rejoice in the
realization that we have been able to profit by thes e
means of divine grace and if we continue to confor m
ourselves to these law's we shall finally attain to
"glory, honor and immo r tality, eternal life ."

Let us conclude with the following quotation fro m
Psalm 19 :

"The law [ margin, doctrine] of the Lon is per-
fect, converting [margin, restoring] the soul : the
testimony of the LORD is sure, making wise the-sim-
ple . The statutes of the Loin) are right, rejoicing th e
heart : the commandment of the Loan is pure, en -
lightening the eyes . The fear [reverence] of th e
Lon') is clean, enduring forever : . the judgments o f
the loom) are true ;' margin, truthand righteous al -
together . More to be desired are they than gold ,
yea, than much fine gold : sweeter also than honey
and the honeycomb . Moreover by them is Thy ser-
vant warned : and in keeping of them there is grea t
reward . Who can understand his errors? cleanse
Thou me from secret faults [violations of the divin e
lacy in the heart] . heep back Thy servant also fro m
presumptuous sins the more open violations n i
God 's law] ; let them not have dominion over me :
then shall f be upright, and I shall he innocent fro m
the great transgression taking the law completel y
into my own hands] .

"Let the words of my mouth, and the meditation s
of my heart, be acceptable in Thy sight, O Lord ,
my strength, and my Redeemer ."

HE lesson is given to us as
one on temperance. Some-
one has defined temperanc e
as "Moderation in al l

things." And that seems to be t
very good definition . People ca n
go to excesses in eating, in drink-
ing, in exercising, in sleeping, and
in other things. Self-control is one
of the virtues enjoined upon th e
Christian . Thus e read, "He
that is slow to anger is better than
the mighty ; and he ,hat ruleth hi s
spirit than he that taketh a city . "--
Proverbs 16 :32 .

The. caption of the lesson, " heep-
in r the Body Strong," might ap-
ply to the church of Christ ; for ,
speaking to the church, the apostl e
says, "Ye are the body of Christ . "
(1 Coe. 12 :27.) Then he also re-
fers to the church as God ' s temple .
And as the temple of the Jews was
sacred and contained things tha t
were sacred, even so is the greate r
temple, the church, consecrated t o
God and therefore holy .

The apostle says that God's spir-
it dwells in the church. It is both
in the corporate body, and in the
individual members thereof. In
the first chapter of Revelation, we
find a picture of the seven golden
candlesticks, which we are tol d
represent the seven churches . In
the midst of these, supplying the m
with the oil is "one like unto the
Son of man ." The olive oil that
gives the light symbolizes the hol y
spirit of the truth, without whic h
no one can be acceptable to th e
Lord . I-fence we find the exhorta-
tion. "Grieve not the holy spirit o f
God, whereby ye are sealed unt o
the day of redemption ." And again ,
"See that thou hurt not the oi l
and the wine ."—Ephesians 4 :30 ;
Revelation 6 :6 .

The apostle reminds the breth-
ren of the importance of presentin g
their bodies "a living sacrifice ,
holy, acceptable unto God ." The
sacrifice is said to be a living on e
because God's people are not ac-
tually dead . but are energized i n
the service of the truth . The apos-
tle says, "the body is dead because

of sin ; but the spirit is life because
of righteousness . "

Again Paul says, "If Christ b e
in you . . . He that raised u p
Christ from the dead shall als o
quicken [Greek, `make alive'] you r
mortal bodies by His spirit that
dwelleth in you . Therefore, breth-
ren. we are debtors, not to the
flesh, to live after the flesh . For if
ye Iive after the flesh, ye shall die :
but if ye through the spirit do mor-
tify the deeds of the body, ye shal l
live . For as many as are led by th e
spirit of God, they are the sons o f
God."—Romans 8 :10--14 .

Those who have taken up thei r
cross to follow Christ must not b e
conformed to this world—to its
selfish ambitions, its policies, it s
ways of pride, and all the element s
that keep it estranged from God .
They must be "TRANSFORME D
by the renewing" of their minds
daily by the Word of truth . Unless
they do this, they will become spir-
itually weak. The closer they keep
to the divine Word, the more fully
they will be informed as to what i s
the will of God concerning them .
They must avoid the wine of fals e
doctrine, which would make the m
unsteady as Christians . Some per -
sons who claim to be following the
Master just stagger about and giv e
the impression of instability i n
their conduct and in their words .
But thepure truth of God make s
us strong to do and to dare in th e
cause of Christ .

fold :'

"And, Whomeve r -oeyer shall swear b y
the altar, it is nothing ; but whoso-
ever st.yeareth by the gift that i s
upon it, he is guilty . Ye fools an d
blind : for whether is greater, the
gift, or the altar that sanctifieth the
gift . ' Whosoever therefore shal l
swear by the altar, scyeareth by it ,
and by all things thereon .

E must remember that th e
work of Jesus was chiefl y
confined to the Jewish peo-
ple up to a certain time .

He said to His disciples, "Go no t
into the way of the Gentiles, an d
into any city of the Samaritans en -
ter ye not, " for . "I am not sent but
to the lost sheep of the house of Is-
rael ."—Matt . 10 :5 ; 15 :24 .

To the natural tribes, then, wa s
first offered the favor of becomin g
the spiritual tribes, had tits peopl e
been in a heart attitude to embrac e
this opportunity. But when they
proved unworthy of the "high call-
ing of God in Christ Jesus," th e
Lord extended this great privileg e
to the Gentiles . and Cornelius be-
came the first Gentile Christia n
convert to the true faith .

Strictly speaking therefore, th e
woman of the lesson had no claims
whatever upon the Master, for sh e
did not belong to Israel . However ,
there was something in her which
the Master recognized, somethin g
that in His sight knows no distinc-
tions of race or class, and that wa s
faith . She did not resent the im-
plication that she was a "dog," a
Gentile . She was humble, for sh e
was in need . No doubt, she love d
her (laughter, although demented ,
and, apparently, beyond human ai d
in her affliction.

And the woman nvon her case ,
for our Lord 's loving heart coul d
not turn her down when He behel d
her sincerity ,and her faith . Verily ,
lie had something that no amoun t
of money could buy and that H e
would not sell for nny monetar y
consideration. No wonder that
the people said, "Be bath done al l
things well : He maketh both th e
deaf to hear, and the dumb to
spealk . "

11_S lesson is one on tru e
consecration, which means
giving up all for Christ . It
is, indeed, no light matte r

to follow the Master, for Jesu s
said, "̀ Strive to enter in at th e
strait gate : for many, I. say unto

you, will seek to enter in, and shal l
not he able ." (Luke 13 :24.) And
again, "If any man come to Me ,
and hate not his father, and moth-
er, and wife, and children, and
brethren, and sisters, yea, and his
own life also, he cannot be My dis-
ciple . And whosoever Both no t
bear his cross, and come. after Me .
cannot be H , disciple . "--Luke 14 :
26, 27 .

Jesus did not mea'_l that His fol-
lowers should actually hate thei r
relatives. I)r. Wilson, quotin g
Pearce, given the following com-
ment on this passage :

"This is one amongst many ex-
amples in the sacred writings of
Oriental figurative language, where
the expression is hyperbolical i n
order to render the truth meant to
be conveyed in it more striking an d
impressive . Matthew, in. chapter
10 :37, expresses the literal mean-
ing of this passage, when he says ,
'loves hit father and mother mor e
than Me.' So when we read i n
Romans 9 :13, Jacob have I loved ,
but Esau have I hated, ' the mean-
ing is, I have loved Jacob more
than Esau ."

The fact that he who selfishly
triers to hold onto his own life shal l
lose it is made very clear by th e
Master's statement . And, contrar-
iwise, he who is willing to .part with
life in faithfully witnessing for th e
gospel, the same shall find it i n
higher measure in the time of th e
resurrection . It is therefore evi-
dent that the Lord requires whol e
hearted devotion to Himself . The
truth is to he so highly esteeme d
that nothing should be. permitted to
supersede it in anyone 's life . If
anyone should give it but second-
ary consideration, his loss would h e
exceedingly great .

Life is a very precious thing .
People will let everything- else go
before they'll part with life To
gain eternal life on the earth unde r
the administration of God', King-
dom to come will he a wonderfu l
thing, indeed . And yet, the he av-
enl'v life is still greater than that :

The nature of the members o f
the bride of Christ will be abov e
the nature of the angels . No won -
der that such a reward is held ou t
as a golden promise in the Scrip-
tures . Of Jesus it is written, "Who
for the joy that was set before Him
endured the cross, despising the
shame, and is set down at the righ t
hand of the throne of God ." Those
who drink of Isis cup of voluntary
humiliation now, are to share Hi s
glory hereafter . "Whosoever shal l
confess Me before men, him shal l
the Son of man also confess before
the angels of God, " said our Lord .
And those words are as true today
as when they were first spoken .—
I le g . 12 :2 : Luke 12 :8 .

All those who resist the truth
now, are resisting- the Lord wheth-
er they know it or not. After a
while, there will he some great sur-

rises . for Jesus said, "Many wil l
say to Me in that day, Lord, Lord ,
have we not prophesied '[ publicl y
expounded) in Thy name? and in
Thy name cast out devils? and in
Thy name done many wonderfu l
works : And then will I profes s
unto them, I never knew you : de -
part from Me, ye that work in-
iquity ."

:_ltte to 111 apart fisin tune measurements and his-
torical dates »-hied are furnished us by secular his-
tory . For example, we have no biblical record of th e
lapse o; years from the first advent of Christ dow n
to the present time . Thus, while we may succeed in
establishing the. starting point of a given prophecy
ilpon the basis of info3nlce11 given ns in the Bible . i f
that p r ophecy is to mean anything at all to us, w e
must, at some point in the prophetic span . associat e
it with dates furnished hr secular history . An ex-
-ample of this is our dependence' upon secular history
to determine the date for the beginning of our Lord' s
ministry and the end of the 69th week to "Messia h
the Prince." (Luke 3 :1-3, 21-23 ; 4 :1 .) Thus seen .
even this 69-week period would have little meanin g
for us entirely apart from secular history . i, f the his-
torians cannot he relied upon to furnish us with reas-

onably accurate dates during the period just preced-
ing the first advent of Jesus, there is no reason to sup -
pose that their records covering the period since th e
first advent are reliable .

Trite we should not permit the findings of man, no r
the wisdom of man, to offset the plain teachings of th e
bole . Put when histor :ans and astronomers alike

a gree on a certain date, as they do relative to the edic t
of King Cyrus for the returning of the Jews to Pal-
etint ., we should he hesitant indeed to say that the y
fire all wrong, without a most casein) examination o f
the l;ihlical prophecies isirolyed, to make are tha t
they are listing interpreted properly .

On account of .rtaserxes ' commandment to ceas e
building the city, the enemies of the few rushed in
and compelled them to cease work even on the templ e
itself . This evidently was a trick on the part of Is-
rael's enemies . No doubt they knew of Cyrus' decre e
to rebuild the temple, and that they had no legal righ t
to interfere with what the Jews actually were doing .
But they measurably misrepresented the facts, got a
decree from the ling to cease building the city, an d
used this to interfere with the work of rebuilding th e
temple, which was principally the work being done a t
the time. That legally they .could not have stopped
the work of building the temple. had all the facts bee n
known by Artaxerxes is apparent from the account o f
Ezra 5 :13-17 : 6 :1-8, 14, 1 .5 . But ir. order for the

A SUPPOSITION

THAT DIDN'T COME TRUE

QUESTION : In the Watch Tower Reprints, pag e
5368, we read the following statement by the pen of
Brother Russell : "But let us suppose a ease far from
our expectations : Suppose that A . D . 1915 should pas s
with the world's affairs all serene and with evidenc e

that the `very elect' had not all been `changed,' an d

without the restoration of natural Israel to favor un-
der the New Covenant . What then? Would not that
prove our chronology wrong? Yes, surely!" In vie w
of this opinion, as expressed by Brother Russell ,
should not all Bible Students today discard what they
once believed to be the true chronology ?

ANSWER : No real student of the Bible shoul d
he twilling to either accept or reject any suppose d
item of truth simply upon the basis of an opinion ex -
pressed by Brother Russell . Whether the chronology
that is still accepted by the vast majority of Bible
Student, is the true chronology or not should be de-
cided only upon the basis of whether or not it is i n
ho_rmonv with the Scriptures . The Bible should he
the final test of all truth. On the other hand, the
<-r 'e in point does not seem to call for a rejection of
one chronology, even apart from its sure Scriptura l
foundation. Rather, it seems to us that Brothe r
Ru>s:11'e supposition of the possible failure of th e
chronology, and what should he done in lieu there -
of, proves to the contrary of what the questione r
has_ indicate-d as being his view .

For example, he says, "Suppose that A . D. 191 5
should pass with the world's affairs all serene ." Who
would undertake to claim that 1914 did pass with
the world 's affairs remaining "alI serene '"' Not only
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were world affairs all upset in 1914, but they hav e
continued to be ever since . So great was the up-
heaval which began in 1914 that now secular writer s
and others who express their opinions publicly, fre-
quently refer to pre-war times as the "old world " t o
which we can never return. Great and powerful -
kingdoms have fallen . kings have lost their thrones, .
chaos, distress, fear, have stalked up and down i n
the earth. Yearly the tr ouble increases, while the
nations vainly endeavor, through increase of arms, '
to frighten each other into submission, hoping thu s
to avert the coming cataclysm which most thinkers
freely admit will completely wreck what is left o f
civilization . No, the wot-ld did not continue to go ser-
enely on when the Gentile Times ended in 1914 .

But hots about the "very elect" all being change d
at that time? you may ask . Here is a point on which
Brother Russell found that he needed to adjust Hi s
t,.ndersianding. It was taken for granted, with n o
Scriptural proof to support the thought . that the en d
of the Gentile Times . would necessarily mark th e
close of the church's career in the flesh . But the
Gentile Times hard to do with a lease of power grant-
ed to Gentile nations and with a. period of punish-
ment upon natural Israel, and not with the length o f
time the church was to remain this side the veil . So
there is no need to see-li for a new chronology on
this score . In fact, Brother Russell himself reached
the conclusion that it should not have been necessar y
to think that the harvest period and the Gentile
Times must end at the same time .

And how about the restoration of Israel under th e
New Covenant' The only adjustment necessary o n
this. point is to note the fact that time measurement s
of the Bible usually point out the beginning of event s
and not their conclusion . In view of the manner its
which Palestine has been opened up to the Jews a s
a result of events which marked the end of the Gen -
tile Times, who can say that God has not been work -
ing for His people in a manner that He had no t
done since they were cast off from His favor becaus e
of unbelief? Our only difficulty is in failing to real-
ize that a few years frith God is not nearly so long
a period as it seems to be to us . Dark-age theology.
had all prophetic events culminate in a 24-hour day .
and srnnerirnes we need to fight against the tendency
to revert to a shortsighted viewpoint of this Lind .

With the ending of the Gentile Times in 191 4
Caine a sudden upheaval of world affairs which start-
ed the nations on the road to ruin . None. of thes e
Gentile' nations have lien able to bring back what
they term a condition of normalcy . Coincident wit h
the gradual destruction of the world, has also been a
most remarkable change in the affairs of natura l
I : rael, just as we should expect it . Shall we the n
say that our chronology is all wrong simply becaus e
Christ's Kingdom is not yet fully established an d
universal peace reigning. upon the earth? Surely thi s
would be very unwise .

The requests have not only roue from within the Cite
of lhemphis, bat from other points in this state, as wel l
as from Mi s sissippi, Arkansas, Missouri, Kentucky,
.Alabama, Louisiana and Texas .

We realize, of co rse, that the foregoing does no t
represent a 'g'reat work, ' hat it does represent an op -
portnnit y to continue our efforts to trublish the gla d
tiding of great joy which shall be unto all people, '
and we rejoice in the privilege, knowing the dear Lor d
will male such use of it as seemeth to Him best, an d
that He does not hold us responsible for the result s
obtained . but rather for the effort put forth . We shall
appreciate an interest in your prayers, and with al l

lt. should not be expected that the distribution o f
these cards will always bring such a generous re-
sponse as Brother Gates reports in the above letter ,
and the friends who do obtain much smaller result s
should not feel discouraged . In practically every in -
stance, however . tie distribution of Kingdom Card s
has brought better results than the distribution of
an equal number of tracts .

The. exper-
ience of Brother Gates is contrary to this, as he
uses his own address . We are prepared to furnish
the "Consolation" cards either with The Dawn ad -
dress, or else with no address, to be filled in as de -
sired . It may be that a personal signature and ad -
dress on a card of this kind is the best . The fore -
going has to do with the "Consolation " cards : which .
in every instance is sent through the mail . The
other I'ing-dom Cards . namely the "Democracy" and
"Plan" cards. are also proving to be productive o f
encouraging results . These are designed either to h e
distributed from door to door, like tracts, or maile d
to addresses secured from telephone directories an d
other sources .
