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If happiness and personal fulfillment and peace of
heart and mind could be measured by the soaring
figures of Gross National Product, by the number of
new dwellings, new automobiles, new factories, ne w
superhighways produced each year; by the rise i n
kilowatt hours of energy consumed year by year, by
the growing number of dishwashers, refrigerators,
vacuum cleaners, computers, television sets, video
recorders, and two- and three-car garages in use ,
then, truly, we should be a happy people .
But we are not.

JESUS
The Only Hope for a Dying World
"Unto us a child is born, unto us a Son is given :
and the government shall be upon his shoulder :

and his name shall be called Wonderful Counsellor,
The mighty God, The everlasting Father,

The Prince of Peace ."
—Isaiah 9 :6,7

THE TRUE MEASURE of the worth and durability of a
civilization is not in its material wealth, but rather it i s

in its mental, moral, and ethical wellbeing . It is in the
degree of its possession of those 'oldfashioned' virtues o f
honesty, trustworthiness, kindness . It is in the measure of
its love for God, for one's neighbor, for righteousness, for
sharing . And this, the only real foundation for happiness
and peace within and between peoples and nations, is pass-
ing away. It was thus with God's ancient people Israel ;
when they followed God's righteous commandments an d
precepts they had God's favor ; when they departed from
them, they fell on difficult times . And from these righteous
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standards the world, like Israel of old, has largely de-
parted, and shall in due time reap a fitting reward .

The shiny, truly marvelous products of this day em-
phasize man's increased knowledge, and tend to hid e
from our mental view the deterioration that is relentlessly
proceeding within the rotting social framework, much as
the destructive work of the termite is indiscernible to th e
eye until the whole rotted structure finally totters and fall s
to the ground . Man is striving mightily to hold his
patchwork civilization together; but as the symptoms of a
fatal disease may be temporarily relieved without delayin g
the ultimate outcome, so with a dying world . Palliatives ,
be they ever so generously administered, will not cure .
What is needed, but not being used, is surgery to remov e
the root cause of the evil, which is selfishness .

Crime Increases
We are regularly informed that corruption, homicides ,

stealing, and crimes of every variety are still continuing .
Social diseases, once believed well in hand and virtuall y
banished, are once again escalating alarmingly, to the dis-
may of health authorities, and a new horror hovers ove r
mankind which is known as AIDS . Mental institutions are
filled to overflowing, and must deny admission to other s
seeking their help, which results in many harmless, home -
less people being pitifully thrown out upon the streets t o
fend for themselves . These evil reports have become s o
routine and commonplace that one's sensibility to shock
tends eventually to become dulled .

Moral permissiveness is rampant throughout th e
world . With many, the notion of giving a solid day's wor k
for a day's pay is almost extinct, dedication to good work s
is considered `fogyish', honesty akin to idiocy . Faith i n
God, in the Bible, and in the virtues which it teaches ,
have also largely passed away . These are indications tha t
we are at the end of the age, for Jesus told his disciple s
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that at that time lawlessness, or vice, would abound .
Matt . 24:12, Diaglott Translatio n

True, these conditions alone would not prove that w e
are at the end of the age, for down through the centurie s
there have been recurring periods when similar condi-
tions have flourished and waned. There have been war s
almost without ceasing between nations . Man has per-
petrated cruelties and injustices upon his fellow man sinc e
time immemorial . Robberies, murders, human bondage ,
immorality have marred man's existence since the initia l
entry into the world of sin, and death because of sin .

"Tribulation"
But the Lord additionally informed us that at that time

there would also be great tribulation, "such as was no t
since the beginning of the world to this time, no, nor eve r
shall be ." (Matt . 24:21) Jesus quoted this prophecy of the
end of the age from Daniel, who further stated that thi s
time would be marked by an increase of knowledge, an d
by a great increase in travel and communication—"run-
ning to and fro ." (Dan . 12 :4) It is the sum of these things ,
taken together, that distinguishes the times in which w e
are living as unparalleled in the annals of man .

Surely, one need not belabor the point that we are in a
time of great and unprecedented increase of knowledge .
Indeed, it is this fact that largely explains the countles s
inventions that have not only relieved mankind of s o
much drudgery, but have also supplied the potential fo r
man's moral and physical destruction .

Man is running about today in a manner and to a
degree never before possible until the advent of trains ,
automobiles, and jet planes . And the possibility of a
nuclear holocaust with the potential of destroying al l
civilization, all flesh—both man and beast—is certainl y
peculiar to the present time . It is the unprecedented con -
junction of all these various factors that marks th e
present time as the foretold end of the age .
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Sober minded people in every station of life are awar e
of the singularity of our day . An official of the Unite d
Nations, viewing the deplorable state of the world and th e
bitter contention dividing its members, stated that the
only hope for salvaging the world lies in strengthening th e
United Nations organization .

The Scriptures partly agree with these thoughts . They
agree to the need of a strong government to bring orde r
and justice and happiness to this present evil world . They
agree to the need for a world government with power t o
enforce its just edicts . But the Scriptures tell us that it wil l
not be a human organization that will accomplish thes e
much-desired and longed-for ends. The ruler will be Kin g
Jesus, and the worldwide, all-powerful government wil l
be the kingdom of God .

A New Ruler
The Heavenly Father long ago published this glad new s

through the words of the Prophet Isaiah : "Unto us a chil d
is born, unto us a Son is given : and the government shal l
be upon his shoulder : and his name shall be calle d
Wonderful Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting
Father, The Prince of Peace ." What a marvelous message
for a dying world! For it is this Jesus who is the hope —
and the only hope—of mankind for life, happiness, and
peace .

This future king was born almost two thousand year s
ago in a stable, and laid in a lowly manger . His birth was
announced to the shepherds as "good tidings of great joy ,
which shall be to all people . For unto you is born this day
in the city of David a Savior, which is Christ the Lord ."—
Luke 2 :10,1 1

Unlike most other kings of earth, who demand tribute ,
homage, and even life from their subjects, King Jesu s
voluntarily laid down his own life, in order to give life to
his people . He then "went into a far country to receiv e
for himself a kingdom, and to return ." (Luke 19 :1 .) He
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received that kingdom when he was raised from the grav e
by the power of God, and now, endued with all power ,
he has returned to establish his kingdom in the earth, and
to bestow the blessings of its beneficent rule upon al l
mankind.—Matt . 28 :18; Rev . 21:1-5

The first order of business of this world ruler is the
removal of this present evil world, or world social order ,
with all its wicked devices . This will be accomplished in a
period of time described in the Scriptures as "the Day o f
the LORD [Jehovah] ." "Howl ye ; for the Day of the LOR D
[Jehovah] is at hand ; it shall come as a destruction [of
corruption and corrupt institutions] from the Almighty . "
—lsa . 13: 6

The prophet goes on to explain why the LORD is send-
ing this destruction upon the world . "I will punish ['visit' ,
Strong's Concordance] the world for their evil, and the
wicked for their iniquity ; and I will cause the arrogancy o f
the proud to cease, and will lay low the haughtiness of th e
terrible ." (Isa . 13:11) We are also told how this will affect
the hearts of men . "Therefore shall all hands be faint, and
every man's heart shall melt : and they shall be afraid :
pangs and sorrows shall take hold of them ; they shall be
in pain as a woman that travaileth ."—Isa. 13:7, 8

Nations Distressed
Jesus described this time as being "days of vengeance, "

—then there would be "upon the earth distress of nations ,
with perplexity [Greek, 'no way out'] ; the sea and waves
[restless humanity] roaring ; men's hearts failing them for
fear, and for looking after those things which are comin g
on the earth ; for the powers of heaven shall be shaken ."
(Luke 21 :22,25,26) We believe we are now in the tim e
thus scripturally described as the Day of Jehovah, whic h
precedes the establishment in the earth of God's righteous
kingdom . The hearts of many today are surely afraid ,
and filled with perplexity, as they see no escape from th e
many problems besetting the world .
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As that day proceeds to its Armageddon climax, th e
troubles upon the world will multiply . "Alas for the day !
for the Day of the LORD is at hand, and as a destructio n
from the Almighty shall it come . Is not the meat cut of f
before our eyes, yea, joy and gladness from the house o f
our God? The seed is rotten under their clods, th e
garners are laid desolate, the barns are broken down ; for
the corn is withered . How do the beasts groan! the herd s
of cattle are perplexed, because they have no pasture ;
yea, the flocks of sheep are made desolate . 0 LORD, to
thee will I cry : for the fire hath devoured the pastures o f
the wilderness, and the flame bath burned all the trees o f
the field . The beasts of the field cry also unto thee : for th e
rivers of water are dried up, and the fire hath devoure d
the pastures of the wilderness ."—Joel 1 :15-20

The Apostle Peter also calls our attention to this sam e
time in man's history . He too spoke in symbolic terms ,
saying, "The day of the LORD [Jehovah] will come as a
thief in the night ; in the which the heavens shall pass
away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with
fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are there -
in shall be burned up . "—II Pet . 3 :10

A Righteous Rulershi p
Following the foretold destruction of this presen t

ungodly social order, Peter tells us of the coming of a ne w
heavens and a new earth "wherein dwelleth righteous-
ness." (11 Pet . 3:13) That will be the time for the promise d
heavenly kingdom under the rulership of King Jesus ,
when "the government shall be upon his shoulder ." (Isa .
9:6) With him will be his faithful followers, who, brough t
forth from death, will reign with him for the blessing of al l
the families of the earth .

The Prophet Isaiah, many centuries earlier, had an-
nounced the coming of this righteous kingdom to be rule d
over by Jesus, the antitypical David . He said: "Of the
increase of his government and peace there shall be no
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end, upon the throne of David, and upon his kingdom, to
order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justice
from henceforth even for ever ."—Isa . 9 : 7

In this kingdom Jesus will be "The everlasting Father . "
He came into the world so that "whosoever believeth in
him should not perish, but have everlasting life." (John
3:16) This is in contrast to father Adam, who did no t
bring his progeny everlasting life . Jesus gave himself a
ransom for all, and in order for all to receive the
promised blessings of life, all the dead will have to b e
resurrected from the grave . "The hour is coming," Jesus
said, "when the dead shall hear the voice of the Son o f
God: and they that hear shall live ."—John 5 :25

Life for the World
Peter referred to this kingdom period as "times of resti-

tution of all things, which God hath spoken by the mout h
of all his holy prophets since the world began ." (Acts
3 :21) All who then hear and heed the voice of tha t
Prophet shall be granted everlasting life by Jesus, for "as
the Father is himself the source of life, in the same wa y
he has made his Son to be the source of life ." (John 5:26 ,
New English Bible) To all of restored mankind, Jesus wil l
indeed be their everlasting lifegiver, their everlasting
Father .

In that kingdom, Jesus will also be called the "Wonder-
ful Counsellor ." We are told that "an highway shall be
there, and a way, and it shall be called, The way of holi-
ness; the unclean shall not pass over it ; but it shall be fo r
those ; the wayfaring men, though fools, shall not er r
therein ." (Isa. 35:8) As a shepherd watching tenderl y
over his sheep, our Lord and his associates—th e
church—will lovingly and patiently instruct, guide, and as-
sist each one desiring to come back into harmony wit h
their Heavenly Father, and to gain everlasting life here o n
earth . As their Mediator between God and men, as thei r
Wonderful Counsellor, his eye will be ever watchful, hi s
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ear ever open to their cry, that all whose hearts are right
may attain to perfect, everlasting life ; for this, indeed, is
the whole purpose of God's plan of salvation, and o f
Jesus' coming to earth to die on the cross .

Jesus will also then be known as "The mighty Go d
[powerful one] ." In order to establish his kingdom wit h
judgment and justice, all power has been given to him i n
heaven and earth . (Matt . 28 :18) Those who sincerel y
strive to obey the just laws of the kingdom then in opera-
tion will be assisted and encouraged in "the way of holi-
ness ." But the unclean, the unregenerate, the incorrigibl y
disobedient, shall not pass over it and gain life ; these shall
be destroyed from among the people . The power of th e
kingdom shall be extended over all the earth and over al l
peoples, and justice shall be meted out with righteous-
ness.—Isa . 28 :17; Acts 17:3 1

And best of all, Jesus will then be recognized an d
hailed by all mankind as "The Prince of Peace ." Everlast-
ing life, apart from peace, would be an imperfect blessin g
for mankind . But Jesus left the heavenly realms, sufferin g
as man's Redeemer, not only to bring life, but also
peace—peace between God and man—peace in all the
earth—peace between man and his fellow . Then wil l
come to pass the fulfillment of that marvelous promise
foretold by the heavenly host when, at the Savior's birth
in Bethlehem, they joyously sang, "Glory to God in the
highest, and on earth peace, goodwill toward men ." And
the promise is sure! for the prophet tells us that "the zea l
of the LORD of hosts will perform this . "—Isa . 9 : 7

The promises of God cannot fail of fulfillment . The
LORD himself assures us of this, saying, "As the rain com -
eth down, and the snow from heaven, and returneth not
thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it bring fort h
and bud, that it may give seed to the sower, and bread t o
the eater : so shall my [Jehovah speaking] Word be tha t
goeth forth out of my mouth : it shall not return unto me
void, but it shall accomplish that which I please, and it
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shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it ."—Isa. 55 :10 ,
11

Over and over again God has declared that it is hi s
purpose, by means of the kingdom of Christ, to establis h
peace—universal and everlasting peace—on earth . One
of the outstanding promises of God assuring us of thi s
reads, "He shall judge among many people, and rebuke
strong nations afar off ; and they shall beat their swords
into plowshares, and their spears into pruninghooks: na-
tion shall not lift up a sword against nation, neither shal l
they learn war any more . But they shall sit every ma n
under his vine and under his fig tree; and none shall
make them afraid : for the mouth of the LORD of hosts
hath spoken it ."—Mic . 4 :3,4

"The mouth of the LORD of hosts hath spoken it," an d
herein we may rest our hopes for a better world, a peace-
ful world, a world in which there shall be no fear, uncer-
tainty, or discontent, because the LORD has decreed it . I t
was the `Word of the LORD' which came to the shepherds
on the night Jesus was born, announcing that throug h
him as the world's Savior and king there would com e
" peace on earth . " Because it was the LORD speakin g
through the angels, we need have no doubt that what
they proclaimed will, in God's due time, become a reality .

Isaiah 9:6,7 is one of the beautiful and comfortin g
prophecies of the birth of Jesus . And in this prophecy the
great objective of his birth is explained It declared tha t
he was to be "The Prince of Peace," a . .d that "of the
increase of his government and peace there shall be no
end ." But it does not leave the accomplishment of this
wonderful purpose of God in human hands, for it con-
cludes with the reassuring statement, "The zeal of th e
LORD of hosts will perform this . "

All the prophecies and promises of the Bible concern-
ing `peace on earth' reveal that this divine purpose will be
accomplished by means of the setting up of Christ' s
kingdom in the earth . Concerning this messianic govern -
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ment the Prophet Daniel declared, "In the days of thes e
kings [represented by the ten toes of the humanlike imag e
which pictured Gentile dominion] shall the God of heave n
set up a kingdom ." (Dan . 2 :44) Many efforts have bee n
made throughout the centuries, some by ambitious men ,
others by the well-meaning and sincere, to set up govern-
ments which would assure peace to the people . They all
failed because this was not the LORD's way for his peac e
plan to be carried out . It was to be done by "the God o f
heaven . "

Jesus was born to be the king in the kingdom which th e
"God of heaven" had promised to establish . Satan
tempted him to accept and to cooperate with a differen t
plan for ruling the world, saying of the kingdoms of thi s
world, "All these things will I give thee, if thou wilt fal l
down and worship me ." Satan demanded that Jesus ac-
knowledge him as the supreme ruler . (Matt . 4:9) But
Jesus did not yield to this temptation . Instead, Jesus
waited for God's time and way to be exalted as the rule r
of earth. Meanwhile, his enemies killed him, one of thei r
excuses being that he was a traitor to the Roman Empir e
because he claimed to be a king .

When brought before Pilate, this Roman ruler aske d
him if the charge were true, and the Master replied, "M y
kingdom is not of this world : if my kingdom were of this
world, then would my servants fight, that I should not b e
delivered to the Jews : but now is my kingdom not fro m
hence ." (John 18 :36) What could be plainer than this? Al l
the kingdoms and governments of this world have bee n
established and maintained by the force of arms . Hu -
manly constituted governments are still resorting to thi s
method . But it will prove just as true now as it has alway s
been, that those who "take the sword shall perish with the
sword ."—Matt . 26:52

The reason we can have confidence that Christ' s
kingdom will bring peace to the people is that it is "not o f
this world ." Christ's kingdom will not be made up of the
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selfish elements of what the Apostle Paul describes a s
"this present evil world ." (Gal . 1 :4) Nor will his kingdom
employ the methods of this world to gain and maintain it s
power and authority over the people . That there could be
a king whose kingdom 'was not of this world' was difficul t
for Pilate to understand, so he asked Jesus further, "Ar t
thou a king then?" How could there be such a kingdom ?

Jesus replied to Pilate, saying, "To this end was I born ,
and for this cause came I into the world, that I shoul d
bear witness unto the truth ." (John 18 :37) Then Pilate
asked, "What is truth?" (vs . 38) Seemingly Jesus did no t
reply to this question, but as to the truth concernin g
God's plan to establish a kingdom in the earth an d
through it to give peace and life to the people, he ha d
already answered it ; and that great truth was, and still is ,
that the "God of heaven shall set up a kingdom," that the
fulfillment of his promises has not been left in the hands
of men, nor to human methods—"My kingdom is not o f
this world . "

Most 'Christian concepts' fail to take this great trut h
into consideration . Many churches are cooperating wit h
this world in their efforts to establish peace, rather tha n
looking to God to accomplish it . Their efforts are failing
because the "kingdoms of this world" with which they are
cooperating, and on which they are pinning their hopes ,
are presently being removed to make way for th e
kingdom of God . One of the basic errors of Christendo m
is the false idea that God expects man to establish hi s
kingdom for him. Whereas, on the contrary, the grea t
fundamental truth on this point is that God will do it in hi s
own way, and by the exercise of his own power . This i s
truth!

The Mountain of the LORD 'S House"
In Isaiah 2 :2 we read: "It shall come to pass in the las t

days, that the mountain of the LORD's house shall be
established ." The 'last days' referred to here are not, o f
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course, the last days of time, nor of this earth, nor o f
human experience, but simply the last days of the reign o f
sin and death in the earth—the last days of "this presen t
evil world ." (Gal . 1 :4) And it is in this period that th e
mountain, representing the kingdom of the LORD, is es-
tablished . By consulting Daniel 2 :35,44 it will be foun d
that this 'mountain' is in reality the kingdom of the LORD ,
which he—the God of heaven—will establish, as the
Prophet Micah stated it .—Mic. 4 :4

It is said to be the mountain, or kingdom, of th e
"LORD's house ." This is God's way of telling us that his
kingdom will be made up of a divine ruling house, or
family . The Scriptures make it abundantly clear tha t
Jesus, God's own beloved Son, will be the ruler suprem e
in this "house"—he will be the "King of kings, and Lord o f
lords." But there are to be other sons of God associate d
with him . These are referred to many times in the Bible ,
particularly in the New Testament . Paul, speaking of a
work of the Holy Spirit, wrote : "The Spirit [of God] itsel f
beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children o f
God : and if children, then heirs ; heirs of God, and joint -
heirs with Christ ; if so be that we suffer with him, that w e
may be also glorified together ."—Rom . 8 :16,17

"It is a faithful saying," wrote Paul, that if we "be dead "
with Christ we shall also "live with him," and if "we suf-
fer," we shall also "reign with him ." (II Tim . 2 :11,12 )
These Spirit-begotten sons of God who suffer and die wit h
Jesus are described in Acts 15:14 as "a people for his
name ." The explanation is given that the divine purpose
in proclaiming the Gospel to the Gentiles was to take ou t
of them this people to be members of the divine family .
The further explanation is given that it will be after this
work of God in the earth is accomplished that both Jew s
and Gentiles will receive their promised blessings, that al l
will then have an opportunity to "seek after the LORD . "

So the work of God in the earth throughout the cen-
turies since the peace prophecy of the angels was give n
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has not been the converting of the world . Many men have
tried to do this and have failed . God's work during thi s
Gospel Age has been the selection and preparation of that
small group whom he has called to be 'sons' . Their wor-
thiness to live and reign with Christ has been demon-
strated by their faithfulness in suffering and dying with
him . Each one of them has been given the assurance, "Be
thou faithful unto death, and I will give thee a crown of
life ."—Rev . 2 :10

But how can these reign with Christ, since they have al l
died? The answer to this is simple, for the Bible assures u s
of their resurrection to the spiritual nature . At the same
time, this fact highlights the meaning of the promise tha t
the God of heaven shall set up a kingdom . More than
nineteen centuries ago, and in the exercise of his might y
power, God raised Jesus from the dead to be the king i n
his kingdom. At this end of the age God again exercise s
his mighty power to raise the true church of Christ fro m
the dead—those who have suffered and died with him —
that they might be associated with him in his kingdom .
They are said to come forth in "the first resurrection" t o
life on the spirit plane, as did Jesus, to "live and reig n
with Christ a thousand years ."—Rev. 20:4, 6

Consideration of these facts helps us to grasp mor e
fully the meaning of the statement, "The zeal of the LOR D
of hosts will perform this," for it emphasizes that God' s
zeal is manifested in the use of his mighty power even t o
the extent of raising the dead—yes, even to exaltin g
Christ and his church to the divine nature and to his ow n
right hand of authority, in order that his ruling hous e
might be established .

We can have every confidence, then, that the moun-
tain of the LORD's house will be established . Condition s
around us in the world are clearly in fulfillment of th e
prophecies which testify that already the kingdoms of thi s
world are being removed . We are already in the historic
period when the old world, dominated by sin and selfish -
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ness, is passing away, and the new is about to be
manifested . The psalmist declared, "Therefore will not we
fear, though the earth [the social order) be removed . "
(Ps . 46 :2) If we can exercise faith in God's providences ,
and confidence in his ways, we will not need to fear at this
time when the hearts of so many are filled with fear .

To us the angelic message of peace on earth will tak e
on a new and brighter luster, despite the present trouble s
in the world, if we are able to grasp and believe the
thought that its fulfillment is certain because the LORD ha s
promised it, and his `zeal' will perform it . And not only
will the kingdom established by the God of heaven, brin g
peace to the people, it will also bring health and life ; for
Jesus was also announced to be a "Savior ." Paul tells us
that Christ must reign until he has put all enemies unde r
his feet, and that the "last enemy to be destroyed i s
death ."—I Cor . 15 :25,26

Let us rejoice in confidence that this dark night o f
human experience is soon to terminate in a wonderfu l
morning of joy! While rejoicing in this knowledge our -
selves, let us tell the whole world these blessed tidings . No
gift could bring greater joy to hearts filled with fear tha n
the assurance that God has a plan which is soon to reac h
fruition in the blessing of all the families of the earth, an d
that the prophecy of the angels is really true!

Song of Deliverance
KEY VERSE: "The LORD is my strength and song,
and he is become my salvation: he is my God, and I
will prepare him an habitation; my father's God, and
I will exalt him ."—Exodus 15:2
SELECTED SCRIPTURE: Exodus 15:1-10,13

I
T IS BELIEVED that the

author of this song wa s
Miriam, the sister of Moses .
(Exod. 15:20-22) In Micah
6:4, Miriam is listed as one
of the deliverers of th e
Hebrew people from Egypt :
Moses, Aaron, and Miriam .
Though she is referred to as
a 'prophetess', her service
in this field seems to be
limited to her song whic h
Moses and Israel sang after
they crossed over the Red
Sea, in which, actually ,
there is very little of a
prophetic nature . It is main -
ly a song of praise to Go d
for his mighty act of deliver -
ing his people from their
enemies .

She did express the idea
of a future habitation being
prepared for God . The
idea of the Creator's inter -

est in an earthly house to
be built for him by hi s
human creatures was firs t
suggested in the instruc-
tions to Moses for th e
building of the Tabernacle
in the wilderness . (Exod .
29 :43-46) Although, ear-
lier, Jacob, when fleein g
from Esau, saw, in a
dream, Jehovah lookin g
down from heaven assur-
ing him of the blessing fo r
which he had risked so
much . Jacob said, "Surely
the LOFT in this place . .
. . This :s none other but
the house of God, and this
is the gate of heaven ." —
Gen . 28 :16,17

The idea of God's house
was embodied in the Tem-
ple built by Solomon in ac-
cordance with divine in-
structions . But both th e
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Tabernacle and the Templ e
were recognized by their
builders as inadequate to
furnish a real home fo r
Jehovah . Of the Temple ,
Solomon declared : "The
heaven and heaven o f
heavens cannot contai n
thee ; how much less thi s
house that I have builded? "
-1 Kings 8 :27

God did not literally
dwell in the Temple, bu t
rather it was a place where
his presence was miracu-
lously represented . There ,
communion with God coul d
be had, and, if done in ac-
cordance with his instruc-
tions and made in the
proper spirit, sacrifices
could be offered and for-
giveness for sins could be
obtained.—Il Chron . 7 :12-
16

God clearly indicated in
his Word that the Taber-
nacle and Temple arrange-
ments were merely typical
of the church of God, an d
their true significance was
quite unrelated to a mate-
rial building . See Isaia h
57 :15 and Psalm 132:13 .

We cannot know th e
`physical' requirements, i f
any, of a divine being's

home . But we do kno w
where our Creator find s
comfort and joy in what h e
calls his home . We can ap-
preciate what makes a
human home desirable .
With man, we know tha t
harmonious, compatible
companionship is essentia l
for a good home, and w e
find it is even so with ou r
Creator . In order to share
his home—that "high an d
holy place" (Isa. 57 :15) —
his family must be com-
posed of those who have
devoted their lives to ac-
quiring all the elements o f
God's own righteou s
character . The Prophe t
Jeremiah reminds us o f
God's qualities, and in-
timates that those who wil l
eventually make up th e
members of God's divine
family will have the sam e
characteristics : "I am the
LORD which exercis e
loving-kindness, judgment ,
and righteousness, in the
earth : for in these things I
delight, saith the LORD. "
—Jer . 9 :23,24

And so it must and will
be with all who are bein g
"builded together for a n
habitation of God ."

Song of Triumph
KEY VERSE: "I will sing unto the LORD; I will sing
praises to the LORD God of Israel!"—Judges 5 :3
SELECTED SCRIPTURES : Judges 5:1-1 1

and served God prior t o
Jesus' First Advent . It mus t
have required a great deal
of faith on his part to lead a
comparatively small army
against the well equipped
forces of Sisera . Deborah
assured him that the LORD
had promised to help, and
Barak had enough faith t o
believe that the God of Is-
rael would fulfill his pro-
mise .

Deborah is styled a pro-
phetess. Seemingly in he r
case this title signifies one
through whom the LORD
sent special messages ; as ,
for example, the directives
which enabled Barak an d
his army to defeat Sisera .
Surely the LORD used her ,
and that because she was a
willing and consecrated ser -
vant of his cause and of hi s
people . There is a lesso n
here for all of his people ,
which is that in order to be
used by him in his service ,

A
FTER TWENTY YEARS

of oppression by
Jabin, King of Canaan, the
Israelites cried unto th e
LORD for help, and Deb-
orah was the one instru-
mental in delivering them .
Deborah realized her limita-
tions as a woman, so she
enlisted the help of Barak to
lead an army against Jabin's
general, Sisera .

Barak was somewhat
hesitant about attacking the
powerful army of Sisera .
But he believed that th e
LORD 's blessing was upon
Deborah, so he agreed to
the undertaking if sh e
would accompany him ,
which she did . The LORD
gave him a signal victory
over Israel's enemies . They
were destroyed ; and we
are told that as a result th e
land had rest forty years . —
Judges 5:3 1

In Hebrews 11 :32 Barak
is mentioned as one of the .
heroes of faith who lived
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full devotion of heart is es-
sential .

It is a question wit h
some as to whether Debo-
rah should be classed a s
one of the divinely ap-
pointed judges of Israel as
well as a prophetess . It i s
obvious that the LOR D
used her and that her ap-
pointment as a judge wa s
from God . Paul says, "God
gave [Israel] judges ." (Act s
13 :20) and Debora h
judged Israel together wit h
Bara'c at that time .

In this song of praise to
God for avenging Israel ,
when the people willingl y
offered themselves, two
humble and noble thought s
are expressed . Credit i s
given to God for the vic-
tory, and it properly ac-
knowledges the part Israel' s
army played in the effort . I t
was not merely that Debo-
rah and Barak worked wit h
the LORD, but, in addition ,
the people willingly offered
themselves .

Deborah's song of praise
for Israel's deliverance elo-
quently gives God th e
glory, and acknowledge s
with gratitude the coopera-

Lion of Barak and th e
others that helped .

Although she sang, "Th e
inhabitants of the villages
ceased, they ceased in Is-
rael, until that I Deborah
arose, that I arose a moth-
er in Israel" (Judges 5 : 7) ,
Deborah was undoubtedl y
a humble woman . It is no t
necessarily a sign of prid e
that she gave recognition o f
the fact that the LORD ha d
used her, but an expressio n
of thanks for the oppor-
tunity of service . When thi s
opportunity of service did
present itself to Deborah ,
she accepted it, and did the
best she could to carry it
out. She sent encouraging
messages to the chief me n
of various tribes . She was
respected ; her counsel wa s
appreciated ; her advice
was sought . In this way sh e
judged and assisted Israel .

There are many oppor-
tunities of service amon g
the LORD 's people today .
May each one of us per -
form faithfully whatever
part the LORD 's providen-
ces indicate as being ours .
And let us do it courage-
ously and with praise to the
LORD .

Song of Sorrow
KEY VERSE: "Saul and Jonathan were lovely and
pleasant in their lives, and in their death they were
not divided: they were swifter than eagles, they were
stronger than lions . "—II Samuel 1 :23
SELECTED SCRIPTURE: II Samuel 1 :17-27

T HIS WAS A song written
by David after Kin g

Saul and his son, Jonathan ,
were slain in battle . Their
lives had been intertwined
with that of David in a
rather tragic way . David—
who had been anointed by
the Prophet Samuel to suc-
ceed Saul as king—an d
Jonathan became close
friends; while Saul became
jealous of David and sough t
to kill him .

This placed Jonathan in
the very difficult, but na-
tural, position of wanting to
be loyal to his father, and
at the same time desirou s
of protecting David, t o
whom his heart was `knit' ,
against his father's fierce
hatred . That he used a
great deal of wisdom an d
tact is evidenced by the fact
that he maintained th e
goodwill of his father, yet
was instrumental in saving

David's life . He was indee d
a true friend to David—one
who was constant in hi s
devotion, even though a t
the risk of his own positio n
of favor with his father .

The friendship of Jona-
than and David bega n
shortly after the shepher d
boy had slain Goliath, th e
Philistine giant . This act of
bravery resulted in an out -
standing victory over Is-
rael's enemies, and Davi d
was brought before Kin g
Saul, that the king might
honor him . Saul was ap-
parently pleased with the
young man, and com-
manded that he remain i n
his palace as a member of
his household . This wa s
what brought about the
close friendship of Jona-
than and David . The rec-
ord indicates that the y
were inseparable, even to
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the eating of meals togeth-
er at the king 's table .

As time went on, how -
ever, David became a pop-
ular hero with the peopl e
due to various successes i n
overcoming Israel's ene-
mies. Bravery and success
are often recognized an d
acclaimed by the populace ,
and so it was in the case of
David . The women san g
that while Saul had kille d
his thousands, David had
destroyed tens of thou -
sands of enemies! This con -
firmed and increased the
jealousy of the king .

Jonathan, under ordi-
nary circumstances, woul d
have been the next in line
to occupy the throne of Is-
rael when his father died .
However, David must have
informed him that he ,
David, would become th e
next king . He told him, no
doubt, that Samuel, follow -
ing the instructions of God ,
had anointed him when h e
was just a shepherd boy .

We find that Jonathan
was quite reconciled to thi s
fact, and was willing to be -
come subject to Davi d
when God, in his own du e
time, placed him upon the

throne of Israel . However ,
Jonathan was killed in bat-
tle before David was made
king . During this conflict ,
Saul was put to flight, an d
in deep chagrin he fel l
upon his sword, taking hi s
own life .

We have, in the relation -
ship between Jonathan an d
David, a noble example of
friendship . Many in Jona-
than's position would hav e
chosen between the father
and David, but he did not .
He remained loyal to both .
And probably one reaso n
for this was the fact tha t
despite Saul's hatred o f
David and his efforts to
destroy him, David also
remained loyal to Saul, in
the sense that he refused t o
do anything to injure the
nearly insane king . Thi s
was a quality of characte r
which should call forth the
respect of every right-
thinking person .

Jonathan had ofte n
risked his life in his devo-
tion to David, to hi s
righteous principles, an d
his faithfulness to the LOR D
and David lamented sorel y
at the death of his friend ,
Jonathan .

Song of Joy
KEY VERSE : "My soul cloth magnify the LORD, an d
my spirit hath rejoiced in God my Saviour ."—Luke
1:46,47
SELECTED SCRIPTURE: I Samuel 2:1-5; Luke 1 :46-
55

THESE ARE THE words of
Mary, at the time she

was still only the prospectiv e
mother of Jesus . Mary did
not become the mother of
God, but was the mother of
the Son of God—the on e
who, in his prehuman state ,
was known as the Logos, or
Word of God .—John 1 : 1

The transfer of the life
of the Logos to the womb
of Mary in order that h e
might be made flesh for th e
suffering of death was quite
within the power of the
Creator to accomplish . We
cannot understand it, bu t
neither can we understan d
how human beings—o r
even the lower animals, for
that matter—are develope d
and born in what we cal l
the natural way . The life
principle and how it oper-
ates is a divine secret, an d
from our standpoint, is al -
ways miraculous .

The Prophet Isaia h
wrote, " Behold, a virgi n
shall conceive, and bear a
son, and shall call his name
Immanuel ." (Isa . 7 :14)
Mary was that virgin . While
espoused to Joseph—sh e
had not yet become his
wife—the angel, Gabriel ,
announced to her that she
was being offered th e
honor of becoming th e
mother of the great king o f
promise, the ruler who wa s
to come through the line o f
David. Gabriel said to her ,
"Thou shalt conceive in thy
womb, and bring forth a
son, and shall call his name
JESUS. He shall be great ,
and shall be called the So n
of the Highest : and the
LORD God shall give unt o
him the throne of his father
David ."—Luke 1 :31,32

Thus Mary became th e
mother of the Son of God ,
and it was by this arrange -
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ment that the 'Word', o r
'Logos', became flesh an d
dwelt on earth, becomin g
the man, Jesus . (Joh n
1 :14) At first Mary did no t
fully understand all tha t
was involved, but she did
rejoice in God's providen-
ces and recognized tha t
God would bring deliv-
erance to Israel throug h
her son . Thus, in our Key
Verse, she refers to him as
her Savior .

God is the great Author
of the plan of salvation . (I
Cor . 15 :21,22) But Go d
himself did not come t o
earth to die on the cross. It
was his Son, Jesus, wh o
was made flesh for the suf-
fering of death . He wa s
God's representative on th e
earth . Therefore it was ap-
propriate that the name
Immanuel, meaning 'Go d
with us' , should be given t o
him .—Heb. 2 :9

Not much is said in the
Scriptures concernin g
Mary . Unquestionably she
must have been a nobl e
woman, appropriatel y
fitted for the role which
was hers in the divine plan .
Every mention that is mad e
of her indicates that she

was a reverent woman ,
devoted to God, and eve r
solicitous for the welfare o f
her son, whom she wa s
convinced was the grea t
Messiah, and king o f
promise .

Later, after Jesus bega n
his ministry, she and he r
family attempted to se e
Jesus. Her presence wa s
announced to him, and he r
desire to speak to him con-
veyed . But Jesus, pointin g
to his disciples, said, "Be -
hold my mother and m y
brethren!" Jesus explaine d
that this applies to all who
are dedicated to the doing
of his Father's will .—Matt .
12 :46-50

The devoted Mary wa s
near the cross when Jesus
was crucified . We find he r
name last mentioned i n
Acts 1 :14, where it is
shown that she was among
the disciples who waited in
the Upper Room for the
outpouring of the Hol y
Spirit. The fact that sh e
was one of this faithfu l
company of disciples indi-
cates clearly that she not
only loved Jesus as he r
son, but that she becam e
one of his followers . 0
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LESSON FOR DECEMBER 29

Song of Praise
KEY VERSE : "0 LORD, our LORD, how excellent i s
thy name in all the earth." —Psalm 8:9
SELECTED SCRIPTURE: Psalm 8

The Creator, who mad e
the vast universe, has pro-
vided a balance of force s
that enables man to live in
happiness and abundance .
Our gratitude should lead
us to exercise suprem e
confidence and trust i n
such a Creator, and to con-
sider it a great privilege to
serve him .

The word visitest in this
text means 'to inspect' an d
'select' ; or 'to go to see in
order to relieve' . The chief
visit referred to propheti-
cally by the psalmist is the
coming of God's belove d
Son to the earth, first to
redeem the fallen race, and
then to restore those who
accept this provision o f
divine grace . Thus Go d
visits the human race rep-
resentatively in the person
of his Son .

Verse 7 : "Thou crown-
edst him with glory an d
'honor, and didst set him
over the works of th y

A
T THE TIME that David

through inspiratio n
wrote this psalm, th e
LORD's name was not excel -
lent in all the earth .
Mankind in general was ig-
norant of God, and many
who knew of him, did not
hold his name in excellence .

The psalm is a descrip-
tion of the glory possesse d
by Adam in his original per -
fection, before his fall into
sin . The Apostle Paul, in
Hebrews 2, gave us a won-
derful treatise on this
prophecy, quoting from it :

Verse 6 : "One in a cer-
tain place testified, saying ,
What is man, that thou ar t
mindful of him? or the Son
of Man, that thou visitest
him?" David is the one who
testified, and the certai n
place is Psalm 8:3-8 . This
question arose as the resul t
of meditation upon the im-
mensity of creation in com-
parison to the puny efforts
and nothingness of man .
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hands . " This refers t o
Adam in perfection, th e
progenitor of the human
race created by God . His
glory was that of perfec t
manhood, in the image o f
God . His was a "terrestrial
glory ." (I Cor . 15:40) Ma n
was created to be the kin g
of earth and was give n
dominion over the lowe r
animals . Thus he was given
honor as well as glory . Thi s
was the "first dominion "
referred to in Micah 4 :8 ,
and "the kingdom prepare d
from the foundation of the
world ."—Matt. 25:34

Verse 8 : "Now we see
not yet all things put under
him ." Alas, man lost hi s
dominion and his glory an d
honor . Now we behold hi m
in misery and distress as a
result of his own willfulness
and disobedience . Despit e
man's pride and boastful-
ness, he is not able t o
deliver himself from th e
result of his sin ; and the
human race is threatened
now with complete destruc -
tion .

Verse 9 : "But we see
Jesus, who was made a lit-
tle lower than the angel s
for the suffering of death,

crowned with glory an d
honor ; that he by the grac e
of God should taste death
for every man ." Here the
apostle clearly indicates th e
divine purpose to restore
man's original dominion o f
earth . We do not see this
accomplished, but we see
the outworking of the
divine purpose in the com-
ing of Jesus to redeem the
fallen race—"we se e
Jesus ." We see that Jesus
was made the exact coun-
terpart of father Adam ,
that he, like Adam, was
made "a little lower than
the angels," and that this
was in order that he might
suffer death, thus providin g
a corresponding price by
laying down his perfect
human life for the perfect
man, Adam, who forfeite d
his life . It was for this pur-
pose that Jesus poured out
his soul unto death .—Isa .
53 :6,12

When the restitution
work is accomplishe d
through Christ, all will the n
recognize the excellence o f
God, his love, his wisdom,
his justice, his power, and
they will sing this son g
throughout all the earth . U

Be Strong in the LORD!

THE MARVELOUS LIGHT of present truth brings a gen -
eral refreshment to the children of God, and to thi s

all of us will agree . Yet we know that in this very day in
which we are living, every man's faith and every man's
works will be tested 'by fire' to determine their worthiness .
(I Cor . 3 :13) "Every man's work shall be made manifest :
for the day shall declare it, because it shall be revealed b y
fire; and the fire shall try every man's work of what sort i t
is ." These words were spoken by the Apostle Paul just afte r
he explained the variety of work the ministers of God wil l
perform down through the Gospel Age. Some 'plant' ,
some 'water', but it is God "that giveth the increase ." (vss .
6,7) We have no doubt read that passage of Scriptur e
many times in our study of the Bible and realize that bein g
judged by God is indeed a serious matter .

Our faith and our works are going to be tested 'as wit h
fire' . This expression reminds us of the Apostle Peter's
words, "Beloved, think it not strange concerning the fier y
trial which is to try you, as though some strange thin g
happened unto you : but rejoice, inasmuch, as ye are par -
takers of Christ's sufferings ; that, when his glory shall be
revealed, ye may be glad also with exceeding joy ." (I Pet .
4:12,13) Again he said, "Wherein . . . rejoice greatly ,
though now for a season, if need be, ye are in heavines s
through manifold temptations : that the trial of your faith ,
being much more precious than of gold that perisheth ,
though it be tried with fire, might be found unto prais e
and honour and glory at the appearing of Jesus Christ . "
(I Pet . 1 :6,7) And so we realize that it is no light decision
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that we have chosen, to walk in the footsteps of our Lor d
Jesus .

How important then, brethren, it is for the child of Go d
to "put on the whole armor of God," as the Apostle Pau l
instructed us to do in his letter to the Ephesian church .
We think, when we read this letter, that Paul might hav e
written it just yesterday, or today! Paul had a look into
the future, and could visualize what the church woul d
endure even unto the end of the age .

Therefore, let us consider his advice in Ephesians 6 ,
from which our lesson will be taken, lest we become over -
charged by the cares of this life, and lest we becom e
spiritually drowsy . We do not wish to find ourselve s
judged by God as unable to defend the principles laid ou t
for us in God's Holy Word .

It is important that we defend the principles of the Gos -
pel of Jesus Christ . This defense of the Gospel take s
many avenues, some affecting our everyday worklife an d
homelife, and some affecting our lives as Christians in ou r
ecclesias . One is mentioned in the opening verse of this
sixth chapter, where an outline is given of the prope r
relationship between parents and children . It is wel l
known that in today 's society, for the most part, there is
a lack of communication between these two segments of
society . Respect is lacking between parents and children .
The apostle admonished that children should obey an d
respect their parents, but he also teaches that the parents
should endeavor, in turn, to treat their children in a
respectful manner . They must not be too harsh, nor are
they to be too lenient with their children .

Earlier Paul had pointed out the tender relationshi p
that exists between the Heavenly Father and his children ,
and advises us that this loving relationship should be a
pattern of good rapport with our children . We should b e
to our family what we want our relationship to our
Heavenly Father to be—a close and loving one . And our
relationship with each other, in Christ, should also be a s
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toward our own brothers and sisters . This loving, respect-
ful relationship should be carried throughout all th e
aspects of our lives .

Paul touched on this subject again, as recorded in 1
Timothy 5 :1,2 . Here he wrote that elders should be
looked upon as fathers, and respected for their exampl e
and instruction in spiritual matters . He also tells us that
older women in the church, those who manifest humilit y
and sober conduct and concern for the younger women ,
should be looked upon as mothers . Paul exhorted the
mature members of the ecclesia to be concerned for th e
welfare of the younger brethren, and to do all that they
could to help them develop as children of God .

Sometimes we tend to forget that a portion of the
brethren with whom we fellowship has not yet reache d
the stage of Christian maturity . If our Heavenly Father
did nothing but chastise these for their mistakes, how dis -
couraged they would be . Because all are imperfect, life
would be simply one chastisement after another . But in -
stead, God is very patient with us . He gently leads u s
along the way, lovingly giving us the same lessons over
and over again, until we finally reach a state of maturit y
as Christians . Likewise, we should follow God's kind ex -
ample, and show patience and concern for each member
of our ecclesia, whether immature or mature in Christ .

We, who are mature parents, or mature Christians ,
ought to keep in mind the thought that there are othe r
more effective ways of stimulating good works tha n
criticism . How good it is to praise somebody, even if they
only partially deserve praise . When we see an attempt
being made to do what is right, even though not a com-
pletely successful one, we should remember that a littl e
praise might be just what the person needs at that time a s
encouragement .

These bits of encouragement do not cost us any more
than a just small effort to speak a word of praise now an d
then at an appropriate time. If we are observant an d

notice the efforts of the brethren to serve in ways that
may not be extraordinary, it is well to let them know tha t
we see and appreciate their efforts . If we look for them,
we can find many avenues of being an encouragement t o
each other. A loving word may alleviate some of th e
hardness of an experience one might be enduring o f
which we are not even aware .

Our Heavenly Father always tempers the correction s
he gives us with joyful blessings . He always takes the tim e
to listen to our problems, to listen to our cares, and t o
listen to our anxieties . He is available to us in prayer a t
every moment of the day or night, and never turns a dea f
ear to us . We should follow his example in this particular ,
also, in our dealings with our brethren .

Our fellowship at conventions offers us opportunities t o
listen to the joys and sorrows of our brethren, either in-
dividually in private conversations, or collectively in tes-
timony. In the world we have many trials, we have man y
experiences, many hardships . We discover, while we are
attempting to handle these difficulties, that we have man y
fallen tendencies to overcome . But when we share ou r
trials with each other in testimony or private conversa-
tions when we gather at a convention, we find a grea t
source of encouragement and strength because we have
similar experiences . We become stronger because we di d
not forsake `the assembling of ourselves together' .—Heb .
10 :25

It is a good thing to meet together because that is ho w
we encourage, strengthen, and help one another . How
can we do all these things if we do not associate regularl y
with the brethren, taking advantage of every opportunit y
offered to us? Our privileges of fellowship at conventions
will not continue forever ; we must not take thes e
privileges for granted .

All of our dealings with our brethren must be carrie d
out in the spirit of love . It is necessary that we endeavor
to let the love we have received from God permeate ou r
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thoughts and words and doings in such a way that it migh t
be obvious to others, and encourage a response of love i n
their lives, thus that they might glorify God also .

We are told that if we seek honor among men, our
reward will come now, from them, and not later from
God! Jesus' words on this subject are recorded in
Matthew 6:16 : "When ye fast, be not, as the hypocrites ,
of a sad countenance: for they disfigure their faces, tha t
they may appear unto men to fast . Verily I say unto you ,
They have their reward [now] . But thou, when thou
fastest, anoint thine head, and wash thy face ; that thou
appear not unto men to fast, but unto thy Father which i s
in secret : and thy Father, which seeth in secret, shal l
reward thee [later on]," and far beyond our wildest im-
agination !

Paul said, "Cast not away therefore your confidence ,
which hath great recompense of reward ." (Neb. 10 :35
He indicated that whatsoever good work any man ac-
complished during his lifetime to glorify God, he shal l
receive from the LORD the reward for that which he per -
formed if his motivation was proper . His service will b e
received joyfully by the LORD, who will repay him many
times over .

Brethren, it is our privilege to help one another to wal k
faithfully and well in this narrow way, but we can not wi n
the battle for each other . Each must do it themselves, in
God 's strength and power . Be strong in the LORD! Be
strong in the power of his might, for it is the LORD who is
working in you to do this good thing . This is the Apostle
Paul's sound advice . Yes, dear ones, be strengthened i n
and by the power of the Father and by his dear Son . "Put
on the whole armor of God ."—Eph. 6:1 1

Paul told us to put on the whole armor of God, and he
also told us what each piece of that armor represents ,
and why we need to wear it . He said, "We wrestle no t
against flesh and blood, but against powers, against prin-
cipalities, against the rulers of darkness of this world ,
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against spiritual wickedness in high places ." (Eph. 6:12 )
Note that the Apostle Paul uses the word `wrestle' . We
wrestle every day, every conscious moment of our lives ,
against the things that would destroy us . This takes train-
ing, development of strength and fortitude, and consciou s
effort in order that we might be victorious .

Paul tells us that our armor will sustain us no matter
what enemies we might encounter, or whatever threaten-
ing events will transpire! We are aware of the evil sur-
rounding us—this awareness is part of our defense—an d
therefore we want to be diligent in taking advantage o f
the armor that God has provided . When we properly
clothe ourselves with the armor, we are protected com-
pletely against Satan and all his agencies .

Our Heavenly Father is the maker of this flawles s
armor . His workmanship is shown in the solidly made
armor of his Word, his truth, his oath : "Thus saith th e
LORD, " and, "It is written . "

This armor is composed of a number of parts, as men-
tioned by Paul in Ephesians, chapter 6 . He tells us first t o
put on the girdle of truth . (vs . 14) When one girds his
loins it enables him to exert more strength than usual i n
his efforts . This suggests the great, primary need for the
Holy Spirit of truth . It is one thing to have the truth, an d
it is another to have the Spirit of the truth . This involve s
a complete consecration to do his will . When we hav e
girded ourselves with the truth, and by the Spirit of th e
truth, and in consecration to God to serve that truth, w e
will be fortified absolutely against all our enemies—th e
world, the flesh, and the Devil .

Then Paul directs us to put on the breastplate o f
righteousness—the breastplate of justification . God's reck-
oned standing of justice comes to us through the precious
blood of Jesus, and our faith in its efficacy . When we are
with our brethren it is not difficult to follow righteous prin -
ciples, because they too are seeking to serve righteous-
ness . But to be just, and honest, and

sincere, and righteous in the world, is quite difficult, since
the majority of mankind are following different principles .
A battle ensues, because now we have unrighteous prin-
ciples with which to contend .

Next Paul tells us to put on the sandals of peace . If we
do not possess peace with God through justification, an d
if we do not possess the peace of God which our Lor d
Jesus Christ possessed, which passeth all human under -
standing, the truth will not be able to illuminate our lives ,
and we will have great difficulty in walking the path o f
sacrifice . Such a one who does not have peace with God,
and who desires not peace with his neighbors, wil l
generally go hunting for trouble . And if you go huntin g
for trouble you will find it right away! So it behooves us t o
put on the sandals of peace and not to go looking fo r
trouble. We must continually seek to be peacemakers !

Peace is a righteous motivation and brings joy to ou r
lives . Without the peace of God one is restless ; one be-
comes impatient ; one begins to run to and fro looking fo r
something new, rather than being satisfied with th e
Father's ways . Jesus assured his followers that as far a s
God is concerned, "Blessed are the peacemakers, fo r
they shall be called the children of God ."—Matt . 5 : 9

The shield of faith! Take up the shield of faith and
never lay it down . His truth is our buckler and it is our
shield . This piece of armor is our only defensive protec-
tion against the Godless theories and philosophies o f
men . "Without faith it is impossible to please God ." (Neb .
11 :6) Think of the prophets, the faithful ones prior to thi s
Gospel Age . Think of faithful Abraham and Isaac, Jaco b
and David, Job, and others—those ancient ones who
walked in faith . What did they have? They did not have a
knowledge of the spiritual rewards which have been of-
fered to us by God—the hope of glory, honor and immor-
tality . They did, however, have knowledge of th e
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promises God made to bless all the families of the earth ,
and that someday man would live forever in peace an d
health upon earth . They had a wonderful earthly hope ,
and exercised great faith in God's promises . Think o f
their great faith, and how they endured all manner of
persecution, suffering, and even death, because of their
great hope . (Heb. 11) How great, then, is our respon-
sibility to serve God faithfully, and to exercise absolut e
trust in him and in his power, wisdom, and love !

Another piece of our armor is the helmet of salvation .
The helmet protects the intellect . Never was it more vita l
in the life of the church than it is in our day, to protect th e
intellect . Think of all the written material that is in exist-
ence today—it staggers our minds . There is so muc h
literature available, and other materials of communica-
tion, that even in a lifetime we could not make a dent i n
absorbing all of it . It could take up our time and occupy
our minds so completely that we would not have time fo r
serving God or studying the truth . Much of its content is
the philosophies of men, and in direct conflict to th e
Word of God . No wonder that we are told to put on th e
helmet of salvation !

God has provided his divine plan of the ages as th e
solution to all problems . It is the only means by whic h
salvation will reach all men . Why should we marvel at th e
solutions offered by worldly men or worldly women, n o
matter how brilliant? God has already told us through hi s
Word that man's solutions will all come to nothing .

When we come to an understanding and appreciatio n
of the divine plan for redemption, we have placed secure-
ly upon our heads the helmet of salvation . We will no t
find anything that fits better! The same truth that we
learned when we first heard about `the divine plan of th e
ages', has never changed . The only thing that has hap-
pened is that it has become clearer, dearer, more pre-
cious, as the years go by . As our understanding grows
deeper, it becomes more a part of our personal lives .
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Paul concluded his lesson on the armor of God, by
saying : Take "the sword of the Spirit, which is the Wor d
of God ." All of the parts of the armor previously men-
tioned by Paul were for defensive purposes, to protec t
ourselves from the Evil One and his agencies . But now
Paul tells us to take up a sword, a two-edged sword—a n
offensive weapon. (Eph . 6 :17; Ps . 149 :6; Rev . 1 :18) W e
are Christians . We do not take up the sword to do har m
to anyone . But, figuratively, we wield this sword agains t
all spiritual error .

Our Lord Jesus used this sword so beautifully when ,
after he came out of the water at the time of his baptism ,
he straightway went into the wilderness forty days, an d
was tempted by Satan . He used that two-edged swor d
three times . "It is written!" No matter what anybody say s
to you, whether it is man or devil, the two-edged sword ,
"It is written," will cut down their argument if it is incor-
rect. And if it cannot be cut down by that two-edge d
sword, then it is truth. It is as simple as that !

Nothing can ever take the place of this sword because
it has been provided to us by our Heavenly Father . I t
bears the inscription, "It is written," and the words whic h
were written came from God. When our Master was
tempted, nothing could take the place of that powerful
sword to defend Jesus against the wiles of the Adversary!
The Word of God can put down all evil suggestions, al l
doubts, all temptations, all fleshly allurements, and eve n
the Adversary, himself .

The sword of the Spirit gives a reason for the hope that
lies within our hearts, collectively and individually . The
Word of God can combat all things, but also it can searc h
out the very intents of every thought that we have . Why
do we have the thoughts that we do? What is the purpos e
behind these thoughts; what are we trying to prove?
What are the motives behind our conduct? We must pa y
particular attention that our conduct and our motives ar e
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always pure ; and they will be if we wield the sword of the
Spirit—the Word of God—honestly .

The Word of God can guide us to our goal . Once we
have made a vow with our Heavenly Father to become a
soldier of the cross, we must diligently clothe ourselves in
the armor of God . We must not become careless . We
must not turn our backs on the foe . Be vigilant . Satan wil l
attempt to overcome us when we are off guard . But the
armor God has provided can effectively protect ou r
spiritual lives if we keep our armor on, and keep it shin-
ing bright . We must not let it rust from lack of use .

Brethren, be watchful ; be careful . We must realize tha t
our battle is a struggle until the end . We are not to run
away from the battle, but strive daily to contend for th e
faith that was once delivered to the saints . Let our dail y
life be a witness to the LORD and an example of holines s
to all men . We must do with our might what our hand s
find to do .

The last point is very important to all, young or old ,
and the older we get the more important it becomes. Paul
said, "Finally, my brethren, be strong in the LORD, and in
the power of his might. Put on the whole armour of God ,
that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the Devil .
Wherefore take unto you the whole armour of God, tha t
ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and havin g
done all, to stand ." Now stand firm against all odds ,
clothed with the whole armor of God, and know that
nothing will divert your attention from the mark, from th e
love of God, and Christ, and the brethren . Stand ,
brethren, be faithful, and gain the victory .

Paul concluded with these words : "I open my mouth
boldly, to make known the mystery of the Gospel, for
which I am an ambassador in bonds ; that therein I may
speak boldly, as I ought to speak . But that ye also may
know my affairs, and how I do, Tychicus, a belove d
brother and faithful minister in the LORD, shall mak e
known to you in all things . Peace be unto the brethren
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and love with faith, from God the Father and the Lord
Jesus Christ . Grace be with all them that love our Lord
Jesus Christ in sincerity . Amen . "—Eph . 6 :19

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VOICES FROM THE PAST

Brother Kenneth Nail, New York, NY

I Corinthians 1 0

OUR LESSON IS centered around I Corinthians, chapte r
10. Evidently the first few verses of the chapter wer e

directly related to problems which the brethren at Corint h
had in their day . However, the sin of unfaithfulness, which
"so easily beset" them, can also `easily beset' us today . —
Neb. 12 : 1

We read: "Brethren, 1 would not that ye should b e
ignorant, how that all our fathers were under the cloud ,
and all passed through the sea ; and were all baptize d
unto Moses in the cloud and in the sea; and did all eat the
same spiritual drink : for they drank of that spiritual Roc k
that followed them: and that Rock was [represented ]
Christ . But with many of them God was not well pleased :
for they were overthrown [died] in the wilderness . Now
these things were our examples, to the intent we should
not lust after evil things, as they also lusted ."—1 Cor. 10:
16

In the 12th verse, the apostle emphasized the impor-
tance of remaining faithful to our Heavenly Father . Paul
here stressed the gravity of unfaithfulness, and that it is a
very easy attitude for fallen human beings to adopt . He
said: "Wherefore let him that thinketh he standeth tak e
heed lest he fall ." This can happen to us . If we look bac k
over our Christian life and begin to be pleased with our
efforts, thinking, Well, I have won this battle very hand-
ily, and I won my last battle as well ; I'm getting pretty
good at conquering my weaknesses! If we get into thi s
frame of mind, we are very ripe material for the Adver-
sary . So the apostle gave us a good admonition when h e
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said, "Let him that thinketh he standeth take heed lest he
fall ." We must never forget that it Is in the LORD' s
strength that we overcome, not in our own strength .

Then follows an inspired verse of Scripture for which
we are so appreciative to the Heavenly Father . These
words, penned by the Apostle Paul under inspiration, as -
sure us that the LORD will never allow trials to come to u s
beyond what we are able to endure, and to profit from .
He said, "There has no temptation taken you but such a s
is common to man : but God is faithful, who will not suffer
you to be tempted above that ye are able ; but will with
the temptation also make a way to escape, that ye may be
able to bear it ."-1 Cor . 10:1 3

This is a truly comforting promise, especially when ou r
trials seem almost unbearable . The LORD knows just how
much we can undergo without damage to our Christian
character, and he will never permit us to break under th e
strain, but will provide the comfort, encouragement, an d
strength to overcome . The Diaglott Translation has a
little different rendering . It says that God will "direct th e
issue ." This means that regardless of what the outcome is
to our flesh, God will overrule on our behalf, to see tha t
we, as spiritual New Creatures, will get the blessing de -
signed from it .

"Wherefore, my dearly beloved, flee from idoltary, "
was Paul's next advice, so tenderly proffered . If we re -
search the meaning of the Hebrew word `flee', as Pau l
used it here, we discover that it has the thought of bein g
`clean' . Paul is referring back to his words in the 7t h
verse, where he reiterated some of the transgressions o f
the nation of Israel . There he advised the Corinthians, a s
well as us today, "Neither be ye idolaters, as were som e
of them; as it is written, The people sat down to eat an d
drink, and rose up to play ." Israel's idol worship an d
revelry while Moses was up in Mt . Sinai receiving the Law
from God, was an admission on their part that they ha d
turned their backs on God, lost their faith in the grea t
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Jehovah, and had taken instead to worshiping an idol —
one made of gold—the golden calf. By worshiping this
manmade golden calf they indicated that they were sub-
servient to their new god, and all that was represented in
the idol, and had forsaken the true God and his precepts .

Yes, my dearly beloved, we must, indeed, flee fro m
idolatry of every kind. We must flee from idols in fear ,
lest we be tempted, or overcome, by them—the idols o f
wealth or power, prominence or fame, leisure or com-
fort, complacency or apathy, or whatever idol is present-
ed to us to worship by our adversary, the Devil . We are
to 'be clean' and not become sullied by these idols .

We come to the apex of our lesson in the 15th verse .
Paul said, "I speak as to wise men ; judge what I say." The
apostle introduces the fact that his message is directe d
toward Spirit-begotten Christians, to those who hav e
been enlightened by God through his Holy Spirit . To
paraphrase his words, we might say: "I speak to thos e
who are acquainted with Christian principles, and be-
cause of this have superior wisdom and knowledge o f
things pertaining to God . "

Then we would continue to paraphrase, "I beg of yo u
to ponder the weight of what I am going to say . " Pau l
wrote the familiar verses that we often quote at the tim e
of the observance of the Memorial Supper : " The cup o f
blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of th e
blood of Christ? The bread which we break, is it not the
communion of the body of Christ? For we being many ar e
one bread, and one body : for we are all partakers of tha t
one bread ." The Diaglott Translation says, "Because
there is one loaf, we, the many are one body ; for we al l
partake of the one loaf ." Thus Paul completes his argu-
ment begun in the early verses of the chapter, that a s
Israel was one because they partook of the water fro m
the Rock, which represented Christ, so the church is on e
body, because they partake of the one loaf—the Bread o f
Life .
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The apostle goes on in the succeeding verses to show
how Israel after the flesh partook of the arrangement tha t
God had made for them with respect to the priesthood ,
and the altars, and the sacrifices, etc. He concludes wit h
these words : "Behold Israel after the flesh : are not they
which eat of the sacrifices partakers of the altar? What sa y
I then? that the idol is anything, or that which is offered i n
sacrifice to idols is anything? But I say that the thing s
which the Gentiles sacrifice, they sacrifice to devils and
not to God : and I would not that ye should have fellow -
ship with devils . Ye cannot drink of the cup of the Lord ,
and the cup of devils : ye cannot be partakers of the
Lord's table, and of the table of devils . "

Here in these few verses, the Apostle Paul has ver y
neatly outlined for us the arrangement that God provides
for his Spirit-begotten people now, and then compared i t
to the altar, or arrangement of things, that he had for hi s
people in ages past—Israel after the flesh . He also calls to
our attention the altar, or arrangement of things, tha t
Satan had for the Gentiles, or the heathen . Paul com-
pares the three 'altars' . As Israelities after the Spirit, i s
not our partaking of the cup and the bread a confession
that we are partakers of the one loaf? And is it not a n
indication of our partnership together in this cause?

This was demonstrated in the past when Israel's priest s
ate of the sacrifices which had been offered by Israel, an d
accepted by God, showing that they were partakers of the
'altars' . In the case of natural Israel, the fat and othe r
choice parts of the animal were completely consumed o n
the altar, becoming a 'sweet savor unto the LORD' . But
the remainder of the animal was eaten by those wh o
served the altar .

An account of this is given to us in Deuteronomy, the
18th chapter, starting with the 1st verse : "The priests the
Levites, and all the tribe of Levi, shall have no part no r
inheritance with Israel : they shall eat the offerings of the
LORD made by fire, and his inheritance . Therefore shal l
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they have no inheritance among their brethren : the LORD
is their inheritance, as he hath said unto them . And thi s
shall be the priest's due from the people, from them tha t
offer a sacrifice, whether it be an ox or a sheep ; and they
shall give unto the priest the shoulder, and the tw o
cheeks, and the maw . The first fruit also of thy corn, o f
thy wine, and of thine oil, and the first of the fleece of thy
sheep, shalt thou give him . For the LORD thy God hat h
chosen him out of all thy tribes, to stand to minister in the
name of the LORD, him and his sons forever . "

This was the recompence to the Levites and the priests
who served the Temple and the Tabernacle in ancien t
days . They had no inheritance in the land, but they ate
and lived from the things that had been offered on the
altar . In the LORD's arrangement under the terms of the
Law Covenant, the priests and the Levites had no inheri-
tance in the land . The LORD had set them aside as a
tribe, to serve him in the priesthood . And, as they were
servants of God, they were given the honor of sharin g
with God the things offered to him on the altar . They
became partakers, or partners, or had common-unio n
with Jehovah ; in other words, God's interests were pic-
tured as being their interests .—Deut . 18 : 2

In I Corinthians 9 :13, Paul used this ancient arrange-
ment as grounds for believing that those who ministered
to the brethren in God's service, such as the apostles an d
pilgrims, were, according to the Jewish Law, entitled t o
sustenance . However, the Apostle Paul never availe d
himself of this privilege. (vss. 15-19) But he wanted to
point out to the brethren that anyone in the full-time ser-
vice of the LORD was perfectly within their rights to as k
for assistance toward their livelihood . And so he said ,
"Do ye not know that they which minister about hol y
things live of the things of the Temple? And they whic h
wait at the altar are partakers with the altar?" H e
reminded them that this was an ancient provision of th e
Law . He concluded this subject, saying, "Even so bath th e
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LORD ordained that they which preach the Gospel shoul d
live of the Gospel ." —vs. 14

In his letter to the Hebrews, Paul used the Tabernacle
and the Temple lessons of the priests' privilege of eatin g
at the altar, to bring out a doctrine that is very dear t o
those endeavoring to walk in the footsteps of Jesus . He
showed that the church has the blessed privilege o f
having a part in the sin-offering, instituted by God t o
bring all the world back into harmony with him.

We turn to Hebrews, the 13th chapter . In the 10t h
verse we read, "We have an altar, whereof they have n o
right to eat which serve the Tabernacle ." In just a fe w
words the Apostle Paul pinpointed a very important les-
son . Under the Levitical arrangement, priests were en -
titled to receive sustenence from the sacrifices made on
the altar—and this was true 364 days of the year . But
one day of the year, the Atonement Day, when th e
animals were offered as sin-offerings and their bloo d
taken into the Most Holy and sprinkled upon the Merc y
Seat for sin, these animals were not to be used as food b y
the priests . At that time it was against the Law to eat th e
offerings. Not only was it against the Law, but it wa s
impossible for them to do, because we are told that these
animals were to be taken without the camp and burned . —
Lev . 16:27

When the Apostle Paul said, "We have an alta r
whereof they have no right to eat which serve the Taber-
nacle, " he was pinpointing the antitypical Day of Atone-
ment—we who are the antitypical priests are serving the
altar represented by the typical altar of old, on the Day o f
Atonement . We will quote several Scriptures along thi s
line: "No sin offering, whereof any of the blood is brought
into the Tabernacle of the congregation to reconcile
withal in the Holy place, shall be eaten : it shall be burned
in the fire ."—Lev : 6 :30

Specifically concerning the Day of Atonement we read
"The bullock for the sin offering, and the goat for the sin
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offering, whose blood was brought in to make atonemen t
in the Holy place, shall one carry forth without the camp ;
and they shall burn in the fire their skins, and their flesh ,
and their dung ." (Lev . 16:27) The sacrificed animal wa s
not available to be eaten, as the other sacrifices had been .

In Hebrews 13 :11, we read, "The bodies of thos e
beasts, whose blood is brought into the sanctuary by th e
High Priest for sin, are burned without the camp ." Pau l
continues, using the word, "wherefore ." This is a very
strong connective word indicating that his next statemen t
is a conclusion drawn from the words preceding it —
"Wherefore Jesus also, that he might sanctify the people
with his own blood, suffered without the gate . "

So Jesus' offering was made on the altar that h e
'served' . The 13th verse includes his footstep follower s
with that same altar . It says, "Let us go forth therefore
unto him without the camp, bearing his reproach ." We
have been invited to share with Jesus his altar—to la y
down our lives in sacrifice as he did when he offered hi s
life as a sin offering for the whole world .

In Romans, we have a nice supporting scripture for thi s
thought : "In that he [Jesus] died, he died unto sin [as an
offering for sin] once ; but in that he liveth, he liveth unt o
God ." (Rom . 6:10,11) The only way that Jesus who wa s
holy, harmless, undefiled—perfect—could die unto sin
was to die as a sin offering . "Likewise, "—in other words ,
just as Jesus became a sin offering for the sins of th e
whole world, likewise we are counted into that arrange-
ment of things—"reckon yourselves also to be dead as a
sin offering, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ, ou r
Lord. "

Returning to 1 Corinthians 10 :16, we read: "The cup o f
blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of th e
blood of Christ?" When we consider this formidable
thought for a moment, we are so thankful for the ar-
rangement God has made, permitting us to be partaker s
at this wonderful spiritual altar . We realize that the invita -
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tion to partake did not just 'happen ' to come to us . We
have the wonderful words of Jesus which tell us that "n o
man cometh to me except the Father who sent me draw
him." (John 6 :44) This means that each of us who have
the hope of becoming part of the Christ—a member of hi s
'body'—and of bestowing untold blessings upon the worl d
of mankind—have been invited to share in this hope by
the LORD himself .

The Father has extended to us this favor of sonship, o r
joint-heirship with Jesus . He has promised us that he wil l
be our inheritance, as he promised the priests and th e
Levites, of old . Surely this inheritance is the cup of bless-
ing with which he blessed us !

The meaning of the symbols given in I Corinthian s
10 :16,17, is beautifully explained for us by Jesus himself
in John 6, beginning with the 48th verse . Jesus said, " I
am the bread of life ." No one will enjoy everlasting life o n
any plane of existence without having first 'partaken o f
the bread' . Jesus is the bread of life . He said, "Your
fathers did eat manna in the wilderness and are dead .
This is the bread which cometh down from heaven, that a
man may eat thereof and not die . I am the living brea d
which came down from heaven : if any man eat of thi s
bread, he shall live forever : and the bread that I will give
is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world . " It is
important that we understand this concept of what the
bread means .

Later, in the succeeding verses, Jesus makes a mor e
specific application with respect to the bread . Yo u
remember that after he had said that the bread was hi s
flesh, which he would give for the life of the world, som e
of the scribes and Pharisees around him became con -
fused, and were talking among themselves . "The Jew s
therefore strove among themselves, saying, How can thi s
man give us his flesh to eat?"—vs . 52

To appreciate what Jesus is saying from this point for -
ward, we have to realize that when Jesus came to eart h
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he directed his message to the Jews only, for three an d
one-half years . Everything he said to them had reference
to the heavenly kingdom, the heavenly promises, becaus e
these were the things which were being opened to the m
at that time . Their earthly favor and privilege of being
God's chosen people was drawing to a swift close. But
instead they had the specific privilege, exclusive privilege ,
of being invited to his heavenly calling .

This is why we read, in the 53rd verse, that "the n
Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you [he is
talking directly to the Jews], Except ye eat the flesh of th e
Son of man, [the Bread of Life] and drink his blood, ye
have no life in you ." This was a loathsome thought t o
Jews, because to drink blood would mean, according t o
the Law, that they were condemned to death . But this i s
exactly the meaning that Jesus wanted them to get . He
wanted them to know that if they were going to have life ,
it would be necessary that they die to earthly aims an d
ambitions, to sacrifice their flesh . Then they must turn to
Jesus, and by demonstrating their faith in his death ,
receive justification . This is a reckoned standing in God's
sight, which consecrated believers have . We have the
privilege of partaking of the bread and the blood now ,
ahead of the world . And if we do this, and do it faithfully ,
we will receive abundant life .

In the typical Tabernacle arrangement, when the priest
laid his hand upon the head of the animal to be sacrificed ,
the animal pictured the priest, himself . And then th e
priest slew the animal, picturing the priest giving his life i n
sacrifice . But in the antitype, there is no animal substitut e
for this . Jesus, our forerunner, actually laid down his life
in death . Therefore, as his footstep followers, we must
lay down our lives in sacrifice even unto death, as he did .

In Romans 12 :1 there is a really beautiful truth: "I be-
seech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God ,
that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice ." What does
the Apostle Paul mean by a living sacrifice? None of us
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have life—we are all condemned to death through Adam .
We have nothing to offer God as a `living' sacrifice . Only
through the application of the blood of Christ Jesus tha t
justifies us, do we have anything to offer God . Because ,
through faith in his death, we have been reckoned per-
fect, thus we have something worthy of offering to God .
The merit is all in our Lord's ransom price . And when the
last member of the body of Christ is beyond the veil, the n
Christ's merit becomes available to the world of mankind ,
so that they too will have an opportunity for life .

Paul wrote in Romans 6 :13: "Neither yield ye your
members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin : bu t
yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive fro m
the dead [we have life through faith in Christ's sacrifice ]
and your [body] members as instruments of righteousness
unto God ." We have been justified and are counted a s
being able to perform in a righteous manner, since ou r
sins have been, and are constantly being, forgiven .

In Romans 8 :10, 11, we read : "If Christ be in you, the
body is dead because of sin ." If Christ be in us—if we are
Spirit-begotten--our body is accounted as dead as a si n
offering . Paul continues, "but the Spirit is life because o f
righteousness . But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesu s
from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ fro m
the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by hi s
Spirit that dwelleth in you . "

Paul wrote : "The cup which we bless, is it not the com-
munion of the blood of Christ?" When the sons o f
Zebedee asked Jesus if one could sit on his right hand an d
one on the left when our Lord ascended his throne, Jesu s
asked them, "Are ye able to drink of the cup that I drin k
of?" Here the cup pictures the trials that were necessar y
to perfect Jesus' followers as New Creatures in Christ .
Jesus had to drink of this cup . The Apostle Paul said ,
"Though he were a Son, yet learned he obedience [unde r
extremely adverse conditions] by the things which he suf-
fered ." (Heb . 5:8) The trials which he experienced durin g
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the three and one-half years of his ministry perfected hi m
as a New Creature ; they proved him faithful to God an d
righteousness beyond any question of doubt, so that in
the eons and ages to come he would be looked upon a s
worthy to hold the position as king of Kings and lord o f
Lords over God 's vast universe . Therefore, symbolically ,
the cup also pictures the testings which are necessary fo r
each New Creature in Christ to develop and grow strong ,
and to crystallize in character .

We have an altar, the arrangement of which is that w e
can come to the LORD to be covered by the merit o f
Christ's righteousness . We can offer ourselves as an ac-
ceptable offering for sin along with our Lord Jesus' great ,
meritorious offering . We realize that when Jesus died o n
the cross he provided all the merit that will ever b e
needed in order to ransom Adam and his progeny fro m
death . But if we are faithful, we will have the privilege o f
helping to dispense the blessings to all the families of th e
earth at Jesus' side, when we partake of his glory .

Hannah's Gift to God

SAMUEL'S LIFE HAS many interesting facets for us to ex-
plore. He was a prophet, a judge, and, at a ver y

young age, was helper to a priest . His experiences were
closely intertwined with those of two famous kings of his
day.

To start at the beginning of his life, we learn tha t
Samuel's very existence was as a result of his mother' s
many prayers to God . Although Hannah, Samuel' s
mother, and Elkanah, his father, had been married a lon g
time, Hannah did not have any children . This trouble d
Hannah and made her quite sorrowful .

Each year, Hannah and Elkanah traveled from thei r
hometown of Ramah to Shiloh, where the Tabernacl e
was now permanently set up . There they offere d
sacrifices to the LORD, and each time she prayed, he r
prayers were for a son . Year after year went by, and stil l
she was childless, until she was so unhappy she could no t
control her weeping, and she lost her appetite . Her hus-
band loved her very much and was quite concerned abou t
her. He asked Hannah, "Why weepest thou, and wh y
eatest thou not, and why is thy heart grieved? Am not I
better to thee than ten sons?" She tried to be cheerfu l
because she loved Elkanah, and knew he was alway s
especially kind and loving to her . But when she prayed t o
the LORD this time, she made a vow . "LORD of hosts, i f
thou wilt give unto thine handmaid a man child, then I
will give him unto the LORD all the days of his life ." —
I Samuel 1 :1 1

The priest, Eli, was watching her as she prayed . It wa s
obvious to him she was very intense about her prayer .
After talking to her, he told Hannah, "Go in peace : and
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the God of Israel grant thee thy petition that thou has t
asked of him ." Her confidence in his words was so sure
that at once she forgot her sadness, and was able to joi n
her husband, and to enjoy a meal with him .—I Samuel
1 :17,1 8

Finally Hannah's longing for a son was satisfied! She
had a fine, healthy little boy whom she named Samuel ,
meaning, `Asked of God ' . As the years passed by, he
grew into a lovely child, and before long it was time fo r
Hannah to keep her vow to Jehovah . When Hannah an d
Elkanah went to Shiloh to leave Samuel there with Eli ,
the priest, to serve the LORD, it was a joyful day! Hanna h
said, "My heart rejoiceth in the LORD . . . . There is none
holy as the LORD, . . . for the LORD is a God o f
knowledge ." Hannah's complete prayer is recorded in I Samue l
2 :1-10 . It is indeed a very beautiful prayer, which you ma y
enjoy reading !

"Samuel ministered before the LORD, being a child ,
girded with a linen ephod . Moreover, his mother mad e
for him a little coat, an d
brought it to him from
year to year, when sh e
came up with her hus-
band to offer the yearl y
sacrifice . And the child
grew on, and was in fa-
vor both with the LORD ,
and also with men ."—
I Samuel 2 :18,19,26

Samuel was intro-
duced into the LORD' s
service as a prophe t
while he was still very
young, and in a ver y
unique manner . Fro m
early childhood he ha d
served Eli in the hous e
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of the LORD . One night when Eli was sleeping, the LOR D
called Samuel . He answered, "Here am 1 ." (I Samuel 3 :2-
4) He did not know this was the LORD calling him . He
supposed Eli had spoken to him, needing some help .
Surprised to learn Eli had not called, he went back to bed
only to be summoned again! Once more he reported t o
Eli . He had the same experience a third time . Now El i
realized it must be the LORD speaking to the boy . He tol d
him that if he heard his name called again, to answer ,
"Speak, LORD, for thy servant heareth ."—verses 5-1 0

The LORD did speak to Samuel again, and he an-
swered as Eli had instructed him . At this time Jehova h
gave his new, young prophet in Israel his first message t o
deliver—God's message to Eli . These were difficult word s
for Samuel to say to Eli, to whom he was a loyal servant ,
because the information was a judgment against Eli an d
his sons, who had not been as faithful in their priestl y
duties as they should have been .

After Samuel spent a restless night, early the nex t
morning Eli insisted that the young man tell all of th e
message from God, which Samuel faithfully did . It was a
hard blow to Eli, but he took it well, saying, "It is th e
LORD: let him do what seemeth him good ." (I Samue l
3 :18) Later, the judgment of God did fall upon Eli and hi s
sons, just as Samuel had prophesied . In this way th e
young servant of God was confirmed as a prophet .
"Samuel grew, and the LORD was with him, and did le t
none of his words fall to the ground . And all Israel kne w
that Samuel was established to be a prophet of the
LORD ."—I Samuel 3 :19,20

For many years Samuel served well as a helper to El i
and as a prophet. But the LORD had still another role fo r
him . Samuel was also privileged to serve as a judge who
would deliver Israel from their enemy, the Philistines . As
was true with all who served the LORD in the capacity o f
judge over that idolatrous people, Samuel's first work wa s
to call the nation back to the worship of the true God .
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Samuel spoke to all the house of Israel and said, "If ye d o
return unto the LORD with all your hearts, then put away
the strange gods and Ashtaroth from among you, an d
prepare your hearts unto the LORD, and serve him only :
and he will deliver you out of the hand of the Philistines ."
(I Samuel 7 :3) The people heard his words willingly an d
with hope, and so Samuel told them, "Gather all Israel t o
Mizpeh, and I will pray for you unto the LORD . "

It was a great test of Samuel's faith in God, since, while
the people were gathered at Mizpeh, they were complete-
ly surrounded by their enemy, the Philistines . But Samuel
offered sacrifice to the LORD and continued to pray .
Meanwhile, the Philistines took advantage of the situa-
tion, and drew near to do battle against Israel . But the
LORD thundered with a great thunder on that day, upo n
the Philistines, and they were terrified . Israel joined battle
with them, and won! (I Samuel 7 :10,13) The Philistines
were conquered, not only in that skirmish, but they never
again invaded Israel all the days Samuel served as judge .

"Samuel judged Israel all the days of his life . And he
went from year to year in circuit to Bethel, and Gilgal ,
and Mizpeh, and judged Israel in all those places, and hi s
return was to Ramah, for there was his house ; and there
he judged Israel ; and there he built an altar unto the
LORD."—verses 15-1 7

Samuel was Israel's last judge . He had brought the Is-
raelites back to the LORD . Because of this, peace came t o
the land after the destruction of the Philistines under his
leadership as judge . But in spite of this, there was a grow-
ing desire on the part of the people to have a king rule
over them, just as the Gentile nations around them ha d
kings . So it was not long before all the elders of Israe l
gathered themselves together, and assembled befor e
Samuel at his home in Ramah . They spoke these words :
"Behold, thou art old, and thy sons walk, not in thy ways :
now make us a king to judge us like all the na-
tions ." (I Samuel 8 :4,5) Samuel was deeply upset wit h
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their demand, feeling it meant the people were rejectin g
him and lacked appreciation for the faithful service h e
had rendered to the nation . But God assured him ,
saying, "they have not rejected thee, but they hav e
rejected me, that I should not reign over them ." He told
Samuel, " Hearken unto their voice, and make them a
king . "

Now Samuel, the old and loyal servant of God, had a
new task before him . The LORD said to Samuel, "Behol d
the man whom I spoke to thee of! This same shall reig n
over my people ." (I Samuel 9:17) The man God ha d
chosen was named Saul, "a choice young man, and a
goodly : and there was not among the children of Israel a
goodlier person than he : from his shoulders and upwar d
he was higher than any of the people." (I Samuel 9:2 )
Yes, it was true that he would be a tall and handsom e
king, but would he be a righteous and just ruler ?

Although the prophet warned against the power that a
king would exercise over them, the people said, "We wil l
have a king over us ; that we may be like all the nations :
and that our king may judge us, and go out before us ,
and fight our battles ." See I Samuel 8:10-19 .

According to custom, Samuel took a vial of oil an d
poured it upon Saul's head, anointing him Israel 's king .
He kissed him and said, "Is it not because the LORD hath
anointed thee to be captain over his inheritance?" An d
Samuel spoke to all the people, saying, "See ye hi m
whom the LORD hath chosen, that there is none like hi m
among all the people?" And all the people shouted ,
crying out, "God save the king!"—I Samuel 10:1,24

Just before he died, Samuel gave the children of Israe l
some very good advice . His words are truly eloquent .
They are recorded in I Samuel, chapter twelve . Included
were some thoughts he wished to share with his people :
"I am old and grayheaded, and I have walked before yo u
from my childhood to this day . Now therefore, behold th e
king whom ye have chosen, and whom ye have desired ,
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and, behold the LORD hath set a king over you! I wil l
teach you the good and the right way : only fear the LOR D
and serve him in truth with all your heart : for consider
how great things he hath done for you!"—verse s
2,13,23,24

Saul soon proved to be a wicked king, and Samue l
found it necessary on a number of occasions to deliver
words of warning to Saul, which he ignored . Finally
Samuel said to Saul, "I will not return unto thee ; for thou
hast rejected the word of the LORD, and the LORD hath
rejected thee from being king over Israel . " To replace
King Saul, God had chosen another young man name d
David. Once again Samuel had the honor of anointin g
Israel's king. Samuel took the horn of oil and anointe d
him before his brothers . And although he was anointe d
king, and the spirit of the LORD came upon David fro m
that day, it was not until Saul was dead, many year s
later, that David sat on Israel's throne .—I Samuel 16:13

This appears to have been Samuel's last official act fo r
the LORD . From boyhood to old age he had neve r
swerved from faithfully serving the cause of the LOR D
eagerly . No flaw of character is recorded concernin g
Samuel during his life as helper to Eli, the priest, as
prophet, as judge, and as counsellor of kings. When
Samuel died, all the Israelites gathered together and la-
mented him . And they buried him at his home i n
Ramah.—1 Samuel 25 : 1
