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HIGHLIGHTS OF DAWN

Armageddon ,
the Climax of History

I N A GENERAL way, those who are at all acquainted wit h
the Bible think of the Battle of Armageddon as being a

final and decisive struggle of the nations, a struggle fro m
which God and his principles of righteousness will emerge
victorious . This is true . And undoubtedly the presen t
chaotic state of the world, with the distress of nation s
resulting from two global wars and many more localize d
wars in a generation, are the preliminary skirmishes, so t o
speak, which are rapidly moving toward the climax cul-
minating in the battle which the prophecies of the Bibl e
describe as Armageddon .

Armageddon is a Hebrew word signifying the hill o f
Megiddo, or the Mount of Destruction . Megiddo occupie d
a very marked position on the southern edge of the Plain
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of Esdraelon, commanding an important pass into the hil l
country . This locality was the great battleground of Israe l
on which were fought many of the famous battles of Ol d
Testament history . This ancient battleground has recently
come into prominence again, because the children of Is-
rael once more are fighting their enemies on, and near ,
this ancient site . This time it is not the Amalekites, nor the
Hittites, nor the Jebusites, who are their enemies—bu t
the Arabs . The Jews are fighting to retain possession o f
the land which God gave to their fathers—the land which ,
according to the promises of God, is to be theirs as an
everlasting possession .

It was the nature of the battles fought at Armageddo n
by the ancient Israelites that gave this name its prophetic
significance and importance . There was a great fact con-
cerning these battles that has not been true since, wit h
respect to the battles fought by any of the nations of th e
earth . This fact is that God took a hand in them, Whe n
the Israelites were victorious, it was because their God
had helped them . When they were defeated, it was be -
cause God saw that they needed to be punished or t o
learn a lesson of trust in him, and not to depend upon
their own strength .

It was at Armageddon that Gideon and his little army
of 300, frightened and defeated the huge army of th e
Midianites . In this instance the Israelites did practically no
fighting . They simply followed the strategy outlined fo r
them by the LORD and led by Gideon . Their enemies
became extremely frightened, and in their confusio n
destroyed one another as they took flight . In the prophe-
cies concerning the larger, antitypical Armageddon strug-
gle with which this present Gospel Age will end, we are
informed that, similarly, God will turn every man 's sword
against his neighbor . In other words, the selfish nations o f
the earth will all but destroy one another, and thus th e
way will be open for the LORD to establish his rulershi p
over the earth . Christ will emerge victorious from that

struggle, and ultimately be recognized as "King of kings ,
and Lord of lords . " —Rev . 19 :1 6

It was on the ancient Armageddon battlefield that Kin g
Saul was defeated by the Philistines . In this instance, God
permitted Israel to meet defeat because of their sin and
that of their wicked king, Saul, who had been rejected b y
God . Also at this same place, Kin g Josiah was slain by
Pharaoh-Necho in one of the most disastrous conflicts i n
the history of Israel .

However, God did not always permit his people to be
defeated at Megiddo . When they were faithful to him he
fought for them, bringing them victory over thei r
enemies . So, whether in defeat or in victory, God took a
hand in the conflicts of his people on that ancient field o f
Megiddo . For this reason it typically represents the las t
great struggle of mankind under the reign of sin, whe n
the nations will learn that Jehovah is LORD . In the
providences of God, this battle will result in the complete
routing of all the forces of sin and unrighteousness . From
it will emerge the kingdom authority of the divine Christ .

While the Scriptures use the term 'Armageddon ' only
once (Rev . 16 :16), they abound with allusions to this pro-
phetic struggle which brings the " present evil world " (Gal ,
1 :4) to an end . The Prophet Daniel describes it as "a tim e
of trouble, such as never was since there was a nation . "
(Dan. 12:1) Jesus referred to it as "great tribulation, such
as was not since the beginning of the world to this time, "
and adds, "no, nor ever shall be [again] ." (Matt . 24:21 )
In this same connection, Daniel declared that God 's rep-
resentative, Michael, which means 'Christ', "shall stan d
up, the great prince which standeth for the children of th y
people [Israel] ." He will 'stand up ' for the salvation o f
God's people and for the rectification of error and wrong .
He will stand for the establishment of righteousness an d
truth . He will bring to the world of mankind the grea t
kingdom of God which has been preached from the day s
of Abraham .—Gen . 12 :2,3
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The Apostle Peter indicated that the antitypical Ar-
mageddon will be a great `conflagration' in which the pre -
sent self-seeking institutions of earth are swallowed up . (I I
Pet . 3 :7,10) Elsewhere in the Scriptures this devastatin g
time of trouble is pictorially represented as a `storm', as a
` whirlwind ' , as a ` fir e ' which will consume everything evil .
In the prophecy of Revelation pertaining to Armageddon ,
we are told that in preparation for this final struggle of a
selfish and dying world, the nations of earth are
gathered, or united . (Rev . 16 :16) Joel's prophecy refer s
to the same assembling of the nations and describes it a s
a gathering into the "valley of decision ." (Joel 3 :14) It wil l
be a warlike gathering in which the nations beat thei r
plowshares into swords, and their pruning hooks int o
spears . This is an apt symbol of the manner in which the
nations have been, and are even now, diverting so much
of the natural resources of the earth into the sinews o f
war. The verdict to be rendered in this ` valley of decision '
will be one of condemnation against all selfishness and
sin . These prophecies indicate that all nations will b e
weighed in the balances and found wanting in those qual-
ities of righteousness, justice, and truth, which woul d
make them suitable to participate as co-rulers with Jesus
in his kingdom, which will replace them .

The Jews will, according to the prophecies, be prom-
inently associated with the final phase of the grea t
Armageddon struggle . The Scriptures indicate that befor e
this battle occurs, God 's ancient people will be securely
settled in the Promised Land . They will suddenly discover
that a mighty armed force from the north, joined by satel-
lite nations from other countries, have attacked them . It
will be then, according to the prophecies, that God wil l
fight for his people as he did in the days of old . It will be
then, that the great power of God will be demonstrated i n
his exercise of kingdom authority over the Jews in Israe l
and over the Gentile nations throughout the whole earth .
While the Battle of Armageddon is not yet in progress, i t
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is well for us to focus our attention on what is occurring i n
and around Israel . Prophecy is being fulfilled before our
very eyes, and from that Holy Land, the holiness of th e
kingdom of Christ will soon be manifested by the blessing
of all mankind with joy and everlasting life .

The Apostle Peter prophesied that at the end of the
age there would be scoffers who would say that all things
continue as they were . (II Pet . 3:4) They would say ,
"Where is the [fulfillment of the] promise of his comin g
[presence]?" But at this time there are also many who
have no desire to scoff . There are many who realize the
tremendous significance of world events and trends, an d
believe that the world situation is moving toward histor y ' s
greatest climax—and they believe that this climax is no t
far away .

Only the Bible reveals that the great catastrophe no w
so universally feared is not just the climax of a struggl e
between the existing forces of this world today . Rather, i t
is the final and inevitable result of the 6,000-year reign o f
sin and selfishness . Throughout all the ages evil ha s
caused untold suffering in human experience . But unti l
our modern era of rapid communication and travel, an d
instruments of mass destruction, the cruelties imposed b y
fallen human selfishness have been, to a great extent ,
only local in character . Therefore, they have not been o f
sufficient magnitude to lead to the climactic crisis which is
now threatening the destruction of the entire huma n
race—"all flesh," as Jesus stated it .—Matt . 24:21,22

It was our modern era of knowledge and inventio n
which made possible the First World War . Prior to that ,
and from the early days of the Assyrian Empire, govern-
ments and nations had risen and fallen . But through all o f
these changes, most of the world continued to be
governed by their hereditary ruling houses, or roya l
families . There were exceptions, but this was the genera l
situation . But the war that started in 1914, began t o
change this arrangement .
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Who, living at that time, could have predicted wha t
would happen to the hereditary ruling houses of the old
Roman world, as represented in the divided states o f
Europe? Before World War I, it seemed that they were
entrenched in power and wealth forever . They ha d
owned and ruled Europe for centuries . They boldly pro-
claimed that God had appointed them to this position .
None of them realized the adventures and disasters whic h
were about to befall them and their families .

After a few years that war ended, but the world has
never been the same . There followed 21 years of fluctua-
tion and change of governments . Dictators replaced the
most powerful ruling families in Europe, and their gree d
plunged the world into another devastating war . In World
War II, the European fascist dictators were overthrown ,
but Europe was left prostrate and bleeding . Communism
emerged from this conflict stronger than ever . But for the
economic and military aid from the United States, th e
communistic philosophy would have run rampant over al l
Europe . For several decades the world was divided int o
these two armed camps—democracy vs . communism —
and both persuasions feverishly endeavored to line up th e
nations and peoples on their side . Frantic preparations
were being made for a third world struggle which woul d
make World War II seem, by comparison, like child' s
play . Atomic and hydrogen bombs with long-range je t
bombers and rockets to deliver them on their target s
around the globe ; ballistic weapons which can hurl mis-
siles of destruction across oceans, are some of th e
awesome weapons designed, improved upon, and read y
for global destruction .

Both sides insist that these weapons were built to pre -
vent war . It is hoped that the dreadful contemplation o f
what full-scale war means will frighten the other side int o
keeping the peace . This method of keeping the peace ha s
never succeeded in the past, and there is no reason t o
suppose that it will do so now . While the dreadful threat
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of another global conflict has subsided somewhat i n
recent times, people are keenly aware that stockpiles o f
nuclear weapons, in our volatile world, could be
employed with lightning speed at almost any time, fro m
almost anywhere, to almost anywhere on earth .

But is it not possible that the problems of the world
could be solved through negotiations? This, of course, i s
the hope of all peace-loving peoples of the world . Intense
negotiations have been continuing since the close o f
World War II—more than four decades ago—ye t
problems in many places on the globe continue to wors-
en—South Africa, Ireland, the Russian provinces, etc .
Not a single one of the major situations which did erup t
into war found solution by negotiation in all those years .
Most problems and conflicting interests have becom e
even more complex and baffling . Many countries ha d
hoped that the Gulf War, Desert Storm, could have bee n
avoided by talking instead of shooting, but negotiation s
proved fruitless .

We certainly are not pessimists . We are simply tryin g
to be realistic in our appraisal of the world situation as i t
can be seen by every right-thinking person today . This
climax of Armageddon, toward which the world is rapidl y

drifting, does not mean the end of human existence . Man

will indeed be saved out of their dilemma, despite the fac t
that he, himself can find no way to solve his problems .
Pyramiding human selfishness shouts out to us in trumpe t

tones that the time is near for divine intervention in the
affairs of men .

In the nearly two thousand years which have elapse d
since Jesus was born, when the angel announced, " Peace
on earth, good will toward men," most professed fol-
lowers of the Master have given up expecting that the
promised Messiah will ever do anything about th e
problems of human selfishness . In their zeal to establish a
better world, they have brought to bear their united influ-
ence upon lawmakers to establish better laws, imaginin g
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that in this way they are being used by the LORD to estab -
lish his kingdom for him . It never seems to dawn on th e
religionists of today that the LORD will ever do anythin g
for the people, except perhaps to bless their feeble ef-
forts .

But the unbelief of those who profess to believe, will i n
no way hold back the divine plan for the establishment o f
the long-promised kingdom of the Messiah . The world is
indeed moving swiftly toward the greatest climax of his-
tory, but only those who have confidence in the prophe-
cies of the Bible and in the promises of God containe d
therein, know how great this climax will be . Worldly
minds visualize it as an unavoidable destruction of civiliza -
tion, with the remnant of mankind later building a ne w
and better social order . But we see it as the end of the
failing efforts of man to rule himself, and the establish-
ment of divine control over the affairs of the human race .

"In the days of these kings," said the Prophet Daniel ,
"shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom ." (Dan . 2 :44 )
This declaration of the prophet sums up the meaning of
an illustrated prophecy which spans 2,520 years of
human history . The illustration was the human-like imag e
which King Nebuchadnezzar saw in his dream . It had a
head of gold, a breast and arms of silver, thighs of brass ,
legs of iron, while its feet and toes were of iron and clay
mixed . A stone cut out of the mountain without hand s
smote the image on its feet and destroyed it .

Daniel explained to Nebuchadnezzar that he, as king o f
Babylon, was represented by the head of gold . He was
told that three successive world powers or kingdom s
would follow Babylon . The last of these was Rome . Then
came the divisions of Rome, as shown in the feet and toe s
of the image . These were smitten by the stone, cut out o f
the mountain without hands . Daniel explained that this
dream represented the fact that "in the days of these
kings shall the God of heaven set up a kingdom, whic h
shall never be destroyed : and the kingdom shall not be
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left to other people, but it shall break in pieces and con-
sume all these kingdoms, and it shall stand for ever : —
vs . 44

The long period of time spanned by this prophecy ha s
ended . The divisions of the Roman Empire—the monar-
chical governments of Europe—came to an end soo n
after World War I . Since 1914 they have largely been
destroyed in a revolutionary overthrow of government s
such as the world has never before experienced . We are
still in the throes of the chaotic, changing times of the
days when the God of heaven is preparing to set up hi s

kingdom . The complete downfall of human authority and
rulership in the earth is the great climax toward whic h
"this present evil world " (Gal. 1 :4) is now madly rushing .

But, thank God, the new world will not be anothe r
experiment by fallen man to better his own condition .
Instead, it will be a government set up by the "God o f
heaven . " The responsibility for the success of that govern-
ment will rest upon the shoulder of none other than h e
who is described in the prophecies as "Wonderful, Coun-
sellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The
Prince of Peace ."—Isa . 9 : 6

The 6,000-year rule of sin and selfishness will hav e
reached its terrible climax in the time of tribulation whic h
will threaten the destruction of the human race itself . I t
will require a thousand years for the new government o f
righteousness to completely eradicate sin and selfishnes s
from human hearts, and restore the sin-sick and dyin g
race to health and life everlasting .

But right from the beginning, there will be marke d
progress, and those who desire peace and justice, righ-
teousness and life, will rejoice and be glad . The Prophe t
Malachi likened the coming into power of the messiani c
kingdom authority as the rising of the "Sun of righteous-
ness," and he declared that there will be "healing in hi s
wings ." As the warming, healing rays of the new govern-
ment begin to penetrate into the lives of the people, sick -
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ness will vanish, pain will be destroyed—both physica l
and mental, and finally there will be "no more death" ! —

Rev . 21 :4
"The inhabitant [of that day] shall not say, I am sick, "

wrote the Prophet Isaiah . (Isa. 33 :24) The fulfillment o f

this promise will change the conversational habits of th e

people . Instead of commiserating with each other ove r

their many pains and ills, they will rejoice together tha t

their sicknesses are vanishing, and that each day they are

feeling younger, and stronger, and happier !

Finally, death itself will cease ; for the promise is tha t

the LORD will "swallow up death in victory, " or as one

translation states it, he will "strike down death in vic-

tory . " No longer will that great monster, Death, stalk up

and down in the earth felling its victims and causing the

hearts of the survivors to fill with anguish and sorrow .

Death itself will be "struck down, " and the LORD will wipe

away tears "from off all faces ."—Isa. 25 : 8
Nor will the countless millions of casualties of Deat h

which have resulted from the long reign of sin and selfish-
ness be forgotten . The promise in the Scriptures is tha t

these will be awakened from the sleep of death and given

an opportunity to obey the laws of the kingdom, and to
enjoy its blessings of everlasting health and life . Yes ,

"there shall be a resurrection of the dead, both of the jus t

and the unjust ."—Acts 24 :1 5
What a glorious climax it is, then, that the world i s

approaching! For a moment—compared with eternity--it

will be distressing to mankind . But when the people real-

ize its meaning and its effects, they will rejoice . We cannot

hasten the coming of this climax in any way, but we ca n

and do pray daily, "Thy kingdom come . Thy will be don e

in earth, as it is in heaven ."—Matt . 6:10 q

LESSON FOR JUNE 2

Hope Renewed
KEY VERSE: "Then rose up . . . with all of them
whose spirit God had raised, to go up to build th e
house of the LORD which is in Jerusalem."—Ezra 1 : 5

SELECTED SCRIPTURE: Ezra 1 :1-8,1 1

THE DELIVERANCE OF
the Israelites from cap-

tivity in Babylon was an im-
portant development in the
outworking of God 's plan ,
and divine prov?dence over -
ruled in the experiences o f
Cyrus, king of Persia, to
prepare him for the role
which God had designed for
him to accomplish . While
Satan has been the princ e
of "this present evil world"
(Gal . 1 :4), the Creator has
always directed, in what -
ever way was necessary, in
the lives of rulers and the
affairs of government to as -
sure the accomplishment of
his purposes . Satan has
never been able to interfere
with God's designs .

God is an accurate time
keeper . Seventy years was

to be the period of the cap-
tivity, and in the first year
of Cyrus the seventiet h
year was reached . The n
the Spirit of the LOR D

stirred up Cyrus to issu e
the necessary decree grant-
ing liberty to the captives .
The record is silent on th e
point, but it seems likel y
that the LORD may hav e
used the Prophet Daniel to
stir up the spirit of Cyrus t o
issue his decree of libera-
tion . Cyrus may also hav e
been influenced by Isaia h
45 :1-6 .

While Cyrus' decre e
gave liberty to all Jews to
return to their own coun-
try, he realized that proba-
bly there would be many
who would not desire t o
go . The Prophet Jeremiah
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had admonished the Is-
raelites to make the best o f
their situation in Babylon .
They were to build house s
and plant gardens . The y
were to raise families s o
that their numbers woul d
increase, not diminish .

Evidently, most of the
captives followed this ad -
monition, and in sevent y
years would have had thei r
roots rather deep in thei r
alien home . Most of the
older ones among them
would have died before th e
seventy years were ended ,
so that the decree of libera -
tion would fall upon th e
ears of those who wer e
young when the captivity
began, and those of a ne w
generation . Returning to
Judah would have been too
difficult for the very elder -
ly, and it is understandabl e
that many of the new gen-
eration would not be inter-
ested in leaving Babylon .

Because of this, Cyrus
admonished that any wh o
stayed behind should gran t
assistance to those wh o
returned—helping wit h
their expenses for the jour -
ney—and also by makin g
donations for the new Tern -

ple which he decreed they
should build in Jerusalem .
This was a good suggestio n
on his part, and revealed a
true interest in those he
was setting free .

King Cyrus is referred to
in Isaiah 45 :1 as th e
LORD ' s " anointed . " This
simply means that he wa s
commissioned, or authori-
zed, by God to make pos-
sible the release of his
people from captivity, their
return to their homeland ,
and the rebuilding of thei r
Temple in Jerusalem .

Ezra 1 :2 tells of his de-
cree : "Thus saith Cyru s
king of Persia, The LOR D
God of heaven hath give n
me all the kingdoms of th e
earth; and he hath charge d
me to build him an house
at Jerusalem, which is i n
Judah . "

Cyrus could be though t
of in a limited way as bein g
a picture of Christ, who i s
the LORD ' s "Anointed" to
accomplish a greater deliv -
erance—even the deliver-
ance of all mankind from
captivity to sin and death .
This is the great work to be
accomplished during hi s
thousand-year kingdom . q

A New Beginning
KEY VERSE: "All the people shouted with a great
shout, when they praised the LORD, because the foun-
dation of the house of the LORD was laid . "
—Ezra 3 :1 1

SELECTED SCRIPTURE: Ezra 3:1,6-8,10-1 2

THE NAME ZERUBBABE L

means `born at Babel ,
that is Babylon' . Whil e
among the Hebrews wh o
took advantage of Cyrus '
decree to return to Israe l
there were many of th e
original captives, Zerub-
babel was not one of them .
Born in Babylon he woul d
be a younger man, although
old enough to be head o f
the tribe of Judah. Later he
was called the `prince of the
captivity ' .

Zerubbabel was an ar-
dent servant of the LORD ,
and under his leadershi p
the work of rebuilding the
Temple was soon begun . hn
the seventh month after th e
captives had arrived safely
in their own land, th e
priests, together wit h
Zerubbabel, "builded the
altar of the LORD God o f
Israel, to offer burnt offer-
ings thereon, as it is written

in the Law of Moses the
man of God . " (Ezra 3:1,2 )
They also "kept the feast o f
tabernacles as it is written ,
and offered the daily burn t
offerings by number, ac -
cording to the custom, a s
the duty of every day re-
quired ."—Ezra 3 : 4

" But the foundation o f
the Temple of the LOR D
was not yet laid," although
much had been contributed
for this purpose. (Ezra 3:5 -
7) It was in the second yea r
after the return from cap-
tivity that Zerubbabel, wit h
Jeshua, and "the remnant
of their brethren, th e
priests and the Levites, an d
all they that came out o f
captivity unto Jerusalem ,
appointed the Levites ,
from twenty years old an d
upward, to set forward the
work of the house of th e
LORD . "—vs . 8
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Some of the chief elder s
made liberal donation s
toward the work . "The y
gave after their ability unto
the treasure of the wor k
threescore and one thou-
sand drams of gold, an d
five thousand pounds of sil -
ver, and one hundre d
priests ' garments . " (Ezr a
2 :69) This suggests that al-
though there were many
who did not return from
Babylon, those who did
were deeply moved by the
mercy of the LORD which
had released them fro m
captivity, and given them
an opportunity to worship
God as they desired to do .

There was a great cele-
bration when the founda-
tion of the new Temple ha d
been laid, the priests an d
the Levites leading th e
songs of praise on trumpets
and cymbals . The people
"shouted with a grea t
shout, when they praised
the LORD." But there wer e
some who were not s o
filled with joy—many of the
priests and Levites an d
chiefs of the fathers, wh o
were ancient men, ha d
seen and remembered the
original Temple built by

Solomon . These were no w
old men, but not so feebl e
that they could not journey
from Babylon to Jerusa-
lem . (Ezra 3 :12, 13) So
there was a mingling o f
nostalgic tears on the par t
of these ancient men, a s
they remembered th e
greater glory of the past ,
with the joy and hope o f
the younger people as they
anticipated the completion
of the new Temple .

The LORD's people o f
the Christian era worshi p
God in spirit and in truth .
While many costly edifice s
are built in which to wor-
ship God, these are bu t
buildings made with hands .
The church itself—that is ,
the congregation of Christ' s
followers—is now bein g
built as a spiritual house ,
and through these th e
LORD will reveal himself to
mankind during the Millen -
nial Age .—I Pet . 2 : 5

The various temple s
raised up for Israel wer e
temporary, and wer e
meant to illustrate th e
greater, spiritual temple— a
house not made wit h
hands, eternal in the heav-
ens.—II Cor . 5:1

Facing Obstacle s
KEY VERSE : "We are the servants of the God of heav-
en and earth, and build the house that was builded
these many years ago, which a great king of Israe l
builded and set up ."—Ezra 5:1 1

SELECTED SCRIPTURE: Ezra 5 :1-1 1

W
E READ : "WHEN th e

V V adversaries of Judah
and Benjamin heard tha t
the children of the captivity
builded the Temple unto the
LORD God of Israel; then
they came to Zerubbabel ,
and to the chief of the
fathers, and said unto them ,
Let us build with you : for
we seek your God, as ye
do . " (Ezra 4 :1,2) Zerub-
babel recognized this as a
ruse to provide an oppor-
tunity to sabotage the work .
Together with other leader s
of the people, he said to
them, "Ye have nothing to
do with us to build an house
unto our God."—vs . 3

Their hypocritical offe r
of help rejected, "th e
people of the land weak-
ened the hands of the
people of Judah, and trou-
bled them in building . "
They hired lawyers to see k
legal means of interfering

with the work . After the
death of Cyrus, they sent a
message to King Ahasuerus
accusing the Israelites o f
wrongdoing in building the
Temple . Still later, a lette r
was sent to King Artaxer-
xes, explaining that th e
Jews were rebuilding the
" rebellious and the ba d
city," and demanding tha t
a search be made "in the
book of the records of th y
fathers" for the purpose o f
proving that Jerusalem ha d
been a rebellious city . —
Ezra 4 :6-16

Actually, the Israelite s
had not at this time starte d
to build the walls of th e
city . It was the Temple that
was being rebuilt . But these
shrewd enemies of God's
people led the king to be-
lieve that it was the cit y
and its walls that were be-
ing built . Naturally th e
`records' of the `fathers '
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would prove that the Is-
raelites had never been to o
cooperative with their hea -
then neighbors, so th e
reply came back from the
king that the work of build -
ing was to cease . And i t
was stopped .—vss . 17-24

Years passed with n o
further work being done to
rebuild the Temple . Then
the LORD raised up two
prophets—Haggai an d
Zechariah—and throug h
them "stirred up the spiri t
of Zerubbabel the son o f
Shealtiel, governor o f
Judah, and the spirit o f
Joshua, the son o f
Josedech, the high priest ,
and the spirit of all th e
remnant of the people ; an d
they came and did work i n
the house of the LORD of
hosts, their God ."—Haggai
1 :14

Just as before, however ,
the enemies of Israel en-
deavored to hinder th e
work . Now, however ,
Zerubbabel and the people
were more determine d
than in the beginning .
Their zeal for the LOR D
and their courage to do hi s
bidding strengthened them
to defy their enemies .

Asked by whose authorit y
they were resuming th e
building of the Temple ,
they replied that it was by
the authority of their God .
Added to this was the in -
formation that year s
before, a decree had bee n
issued by King Cyrus tha t
the Temple should b e
built .—Ezra 5 :3-1 6

Again a letter was sent
to the king of Persia, th e
overlord of Israel, explain -
ing the situation, and ask-
ing that a search be made
to discover whether or not
such a decree had been is -
sued by Cyrus . The search
of the records was mad e
and Cyrus' decree wa s
found . Thereafter the kin g
was governed by it, an d
sent back word, " Let the
governor of the Jews and
the elders of the Jews buil d
this house of God in hi s
place .''—Ezra 6 : 7

The decrees and laws o f
the Medes and the Persian s
could not be changed . The
elders of Judah were free
to resume their Temple
reconstruction work . Thu s
does the LORD work i n
mysterious ways his won -
ders to perform!

Responding to Opportunity
KEY VERSE : "Ezra had prepared his heart to see k
the law of the LORD, and to do it, and to teach i n
Israel statutes and judgments . " --Ezra 7:10

SELECTED SCRIPTURE : Ezra 7:11-16,25-28

BY WAY OF introduction ,
the record reads :

" This Ezra went up fro m
Babylon : and he was a
ready scribe in the Law of
Moses, which the LOR D
God of Israel had given :
and the king granted him al l
his request, according to the
hand of the LORD his Go d
upon him . " —Ezra 7 : 6

With Ezra on this jour-
ney to Jerusalem fro m
Babylon were "some of the
children of Israel, and th e
priests, and the Levites ,
and the singers, and th e
porters, and the Nethi-
nims . " (vs . 7) Nethinims
were men who assisted the
Levites in their mor e
laborious tasks .

We are told that "Ezr a
had prepared his heart t o
seek the Law of the LORD ,
and to do it, and to teac h
in Israel statutes and judg-
ments ." (vs . 10) He went
to Jerusalem with the au-

thority and full support o f
King Artaxerxes . The king
granted liberty to as man y
of the Israelites remaining
in Babylon as desired to g o
with Ezra. He also supplie d
silver and gold to purchas e
" bullocks, rams, lambs " to
be offered upon the altar i n
the newly constructe d
Temple in Jerusalem .

But more money wa s
provided by the king and
his counselors than would
be needed to get the sacri-
ficial services of the Templ e
established, and Ezra wa s
told that the additiona l
funds could be used i n
whatever way might see m
good to him, and to hi s
brethren . (vss . 16-18) Ves-
sels were also provided fo r
the Temple services, " and
whatsoever more shall b e
needful for the house o f
thy God, which thou shal t
have occasion to bestow ,
bestow it out of the king's

treasure house, " the king
commanded.—vs. 20

Ezra greatly appreciated
the cooperation of the kin g
and gave credit to his Go d
for it, saying : "Blessed be
the LORD God of ou r
fathers, which hath put
such a thing as this in th e
king's heart . . . . And I was
strengthened as the han d
of the LORD my God wa s
upon me, and I gathere d
together out of Israel chief
men to go up with me ."—
vss . 27,28

Ezra was truly a faithful
servant of the LORD, cou-
rageous in doing that whic h
he recognized to be right .
A problem confronted him
in connection with the jour -
ney from Babylon to Jeru-
salem . They were a large
company and would attrac t
the attention of unfriendly
people in the countr y
through which they passed .
They would be easy pre y
for those who "lay in wai t
by the way."—Ezra 8 :3 1

"I was ashamed to re -
quire of the king a band o f
soldiers and horsemen to
help us against the enemy
in the way :" said Ezra ,
"because we had spoken

unto the king, saying, Th e
hand of our God is upon al l
them for good that see k
him ; but his power and his
wrath is against all the m
that forsake him ." (vs . 22)
Ezra had testified boldly t o
the king as to the ability of
God to care for his own ,
and now it would seem in -
consistent to ask for sol-
diers to protect them .

Ezra and his company
carried much silver an d
gold with them, and thi s
made the journey eve n
more dangerous . But h e
arranged a day of fastin g
and prayer before the y
started. Then, placing the
treasures in the custody o f
twelve priests and thei r
brethren, he said unto
them : "Ye are holy unto
the LORD ; the vessels are
holy also ; and the silve r
and the gold are a freewil l
offering unto the LORD . .
. . Watch ye, and kee p
them . " —vss . 28,2 9

Ezra's faith and courage
were rewarded by th e
LORD, and the compan y
got through to Jerusale m
unharmed, with thei r
treasures intact .—vss . 33-
36

Called to Be Faithful
KEY VERSE : "Make confession unto the LORD Go d
of your fathers, and do his pleasure : Separate your-
selves from the people of the land ."—Ezra I0:1 1

SELECTED SCRIPTURE : Ezra 9:2,3,10,1 1

E
ZRA WAS BOTH a pries t

and a scribe . He was
well versed in the Mosai c
Law, and zealous in observ-
ing it . He believed th e
promises of God relative to
those who were obedient t o
the Law, that the LORD
would bless and protec t
them . He also understood
well that God's displeasure
would be upon those wh o
were disobedient, and that
this was the reason for thei r
seventy years of captivity in
Babylon .

Ezra proved to be a cou-
rageous reformer in Israel .
During the years that fol-
lowed Cyrus' decree autho-
rizing the return of the
Israelites to Israel, many o f
those who did return ha d
intermarried with non -
Hebrew people of the land .
This was contrary to th e
Law, and Ezra knew that as

long as this condition ex-
isted, the LORD 's blessing
would not be upon them as
richly as would otherwise
be the case . He took this
matter very seriously to
heart, and in chapter 9 ,
verses 5-15, we find Ezra ' s
eloquent prayer of confes-
sion and appeal to th e
LORD for guidance an d
blessing in righting thi s
wrong .

Intermarriage with non-
Israelites created a problem
which had to be met cou-
rageously and solved prop-
erly by calling upon the
wrongdoers to dissolv e
their union with the hea-
then . This, of course ,
worked a hardship upo n
those who had entered into
these improper marriages .
But as the faithful Ezra sa w
it, this hardship would b e
as nothing compared wit h
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the trouble that woul d
come upon the nation if thi s
reformation was not made .
And the people agreed :
"All the congregation an-
swered and said with a loud
voice, As thou hast said, so
must we do ."—Ezra 10 :1 2

It was God 's purpose to
keep the natural descen-
dants of Abraham a peopl e
separated from all others ,
and devoted to him . He
knew that if they were per-
mitted to intermarry wit h
non-Israelites they woul d
soon lose their identity as a
people . It has been thi s
regulation of the Law that
has kept the Jews a sepa-
rate people throughout all
the centuries . While this
law has not been observed
by every Israelite, the ex-
ceptions have not been suf -
ficient to lead to th e
absorption of the people b y
non-Jews .

No such restrictions hav e
been placed upon spiritua l
Israelites of the Gospe l
Age . God's little flock t o
whom he is well pleased t o
give the spiritual rulershi p
of the Messianic kingdo m
under their Head, Christ
Jesus, are selected from all

races and nations . (Luke
12 :32) Paul wrote, "Ther e
is neither Jew nor Greek ,
there is neither bond no r
free, there is neither male
nor female : for ye are al l
one in Christ Jesus . And i f
ye be Christ 's, then are ye
Abraham's seed, and heir s
according to the prom-
ise ."—Gal . 3:16,27-2 9

For Christians who are
following in the footsteps o f
Jesus, keeping separat e
from the people of the lan d
would be to keep separat e
from the worldly spirit . The
spirit of the pleasure-mad
world is largely one of self-
ishness . The world has it s
many idols of silver an d
gold, etc ., but we are not
to bow down to any o f
these—our minds an d
hearts are to be fixed on
serving the LORD, follow-
ing in the footsteps o f
Jesus . We are not to be in-
fluenced by worldl y
schemes and methods . We
have covenanted to giv e
our all in serving the LORD ,
and only by faithfulness t o
our covenant even unt o
death may we hope to live
and reign with Christ .

A Day of Small Things

THE PROPHET ZECHARIAH wrote : "The angel that talked
with me came again, and waked me, as a man that i s

wakened out of his sleep, and said unto me, What sees t
thou? And I said, I have looked, and behold a candlestic k

all of gold, with a bowl upon the top of it, and his seve n
lamps thereon, and seven pipes to the seven lamps, whic h

are upon the top thereof : and two olive trees by it, on e
upon the right side of the bowl, and the other upon the lef t

side thereof . So I answered and spoke to the angel tha t
talked with me, saying, What are these, my lord? Then the
angel that talked with me answered and said unto me ,
Knowest thou not what these be? And I said, No, my lord .

"Then he answered and spoke unto me, saying, This is
the word of the LORD unto Zerubbabel, saying, Not by
might, nor by power, but by my Spirit, saith the LORD o f

hosts . Who art thou, 0 great mountain? before Zerub-
babel thou shalt become a plain : and he shall bring forth
the headstone thereof with shoutings, crying, Grace ,

grace unto it . Moreover the word of the LORD came unto
me, saying, The hands of Zerubbabel have laid the foun-
dation of this house ; his hands shall also finish it ; an d
thou shalt know that the LORD of hosts hath sent me unt o
you . For who hath despised the day of small things? Fo r

they shall rejoice, and shall see the plummet in the han d
of Zerubbabel with those seven ; they are the eyes of th e
LORD, which run to and fro through the whole earth . " —

Zech . 4 :1-1 0
Here is recorded a unique vision given to the Prophe t

Zechariah by God through an angel . The prophet did not
understand the lesson which the extraordinary vision was

intended to convey, and so he asked the angel to give hi m
an interpretation . Zechariah was absorbed by the various
features of the vision. For instance, he saw two olive tree s
on either side of a wonderful golden candlestick . Seem-
ingly, these two olive trees supplied the oil to the top bowl
of the candlestick, and then this oil ran down into th e
seven branches of the candlestick, providing the fuel t o
produce its light .

Zechariah asked, "What are these, my lord?" And the
angel said, "Knowest thou not what these be?" An d
Zechariah replied, "No, my lord ." (vss. 4,5) The angel
seemed to put off replying to his question . Instead o f
answering him, he told him about Zerubbabel, and abou t
a great mountain, and about a headstone, and about a
plummet in the hand of Zerubbabel, and seven eyes, and
everything else but the olive trees and the candlestick! Bu t
the prophet was persistent, and again asked, "What ar e
these two olive trees upon the right side of the candlestic k
and upon the left side thereof?" Still no reply wa s
forthcoming, so once more he repeated, "What be these
two olive branches which through the two golden pipe s
empty the golden oil out of themselves?" Finally, he go t
an answer . But even with the receiving of the answer, the
prophet did not fully understand the significance of th e
vision . Nevertheless, it contained a lesson for the prophe t
which he, in turn, conveyed to Israel at that time .

The background of this prophecy is this : We must un-
derstand the situation in which Zechariah found himself a t
that particular moment in time . The Israelites had lef t
Babylon under the decree of Cyrus . Approximatel y
42,600 men who were sturdy enough, and willin g
enough, and who had enough faith to go back to Israel ,
left Babylon to return to their homeland . These men ha d
a great desire to rebuild the Temple of the LORD . That
was their commission . With determination to put forth the
required effort to do the LORD's will, as soon as they
arrived they began to rebuild the Temple . Under the
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leadership of Zerubbabel, who was the governor of the
people at that time, and Joshua (in some instances he i s
called Jeshua), who was the High Priest, the peopl e
began the task of laying the foundation for the Temple .

This work was completed in a very short time . When
the foundation was finished the people rejoiced to see the
beginning of the rebuilding of this wonderful edifice .
Some who were along in years could still remember th e
glory of the original Temple built by Solomon . It had been
truly glorious! See I Kings, chapter 6, for a description o f
Solomon's Temple .

But about the time that the foundation of this ne w
Temple was completed, neighboring heathen enemie s
began to hinder the work . When they heard of th e
progress that the Jews were making in rebuilding th e
Temple, they feared a resurgence of Israel's mighty posi-
tion in the world, as it had been under David and
Solomon . They made all kinds of trouble for the Israelites .
As a result of their harrassment, an impact gradually wa s

made upon the Israelites ' motivation to continue . The
men, formerly enthusiastic, lost their spirit, and stoppe d
working on the rebuilding of the Temple . Only the foun-
dation had been laid, nothing more .

The Israelites began to go about their own private busi-
ness . They started to build comfortable homes for them -
selves, making themselves contented in their homeland .
They overlooked the fact that the mission for which the y
had been particularly sent back to Israel had gone into

neglect. The LORD raised up prophets—not one, but two ,
Zechariah and Haggai—to urge them to continue th e
work of the LORD . Quite a period of time elapsed durin g
which no work was accomplished on the Temple rebuild-
ing project ; but, in time, the prophets succeeded in arous -
ing the people 's enthusiasm and incentive again .

Turning to Haggai ' s prophecy, we will quote a few
verses concerning the circurnstances surrounding the ces -
sation of work after the foundation of the Temple ha d
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been completed . We read, "Thus speaketh the LORD of
hosts, saying, This people say, The time is not come, the

time that the LORD's house should be built ." (Hag. 1 :2 )

We see that they had come to this conclusion very readi-
ly . Although they had been sent back to the Holy Land
for the sole purpose of rebuilding the Temple of th e
LORD, as soon as some enemies came in to hinder th e
work, they decided that the LORD thereby was indicatin g
that it was not the right time to continue the work on th e

Temple . How quickly they forgot their mission !
Is this sometimes true with us, as followers of th e

Master? When we first engage in a service for the LORD
we have great enthusiasm for it . As we make some
progress in our task, what happens? The Adversary send s
enemies to hinder our advancement, and immediately we
conclude that it is not his will for us to continue the

project . We will wait till some other more appropriat e
time . Perhaps God will indicate to us when this bette r
time arrives . If we were certain when we began this ser-
vice that it was in accordance with God's will, we shoul d
not allow the Adversary to discourage us from doin g

God's task . It is too easy for the flesh to conclude that th e
`time has not come' for us to continue working, just as the
Israelites did back in days gone by . This is true, of course ,

with our consecration . When we first made a decision to
offer up our justified earthly life as part of the sin-offerin g
sacrifice, we were thrilled with the thought that the LORD

had called us to such a high purpose . We struck out along
the narrow way with great vigor and enthusiasm . But it
was probably not very long before the Adversary pu t

some trials and temptations in our path .
The devil knows just exactly where our shortcomings

lie, and takes advantage of them to tempt us through the
world, the flesh, or our family, or our job—whatever ou r

weaknesses happen to be . We must listen very carefull y

to the words of the prophets the LORD has sent to us ,
and we must analyze our responses to them . Are we put -
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ting forth the necessary zeal to complete the magnificen t
task the LORD has presented to us? We can know wher e
the message is coming from by the principles which i t
inculcates . The Adversary's message is to "be comfort-
able—do not sacrifice so much!" The LORD's message is :
"I have given you a task to complete, and the necessar y
grace and strength to complete it! "

The Prophet went on to say, "Then came the word o f
the LORD by Haggai the prophet, saying, Is it time fo r
you, 0 ye, to dwell in ceiled houses, and this house lie
waste? " (Hag . 1 :4) In other words, " Look at you r
homes—they have roofs and ceilings. You have made
yourselves very comfortable! But my house has only a
foundation . It has no roof, no walls . You are thinking o f
yourselves more than you are thinking of honoring the
LORD by properly rebuilding his house ." Then he goes
on, "Now therefore thus saith the LORD of hosts ; Con-
sider your ways . Ye have sown much, and bring in little ;
ye eat, but ye have not enough ; ye drink, but ye are no t
filled with drink ; ye clothe you, but there is none warm ;
and he that earneth wages earneth wages to put it into a
bag with holes ." (vss . 5,6) With these words the LOR D
indicated that Israel had forgotten their covenant wit h
him . They were overlooking Jehovah's will concernin g
them . Therefore, he told them that he would withhold the
temporal blessings that they so much sought .

Is it possible for us, too, to somehow miss the LORD' s
blessing? Have we ever failed to follow closely the
providential leadings of our LORD? Have we, as the
footstep followers of Jesus, kept close to our guide, an d
been zealous and faithful to the mission on which we have
been sent? Or do we sometimes turn aside from our call-
ing, and yearn for the diversions and comforts of thi s
world? Perhaps at times we neglect the work for which we
have been called—the building of the spiritual temple o f
the LORD. If this should be the case, we cannot have the
fullness of the LORD's blessing which we so much crave .
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When we made a full consecration to do the LORD ' s
will, we promised the LORD that we would serve him wit h
all our strength, give him our very best until the end o f

our lives . The LORD promised to supply all our needs, as
we endeavor daily to fulfill our covenant by sacrifice t o
follow wherever he leads us, presenting the Gospel o f
salvation to others whenever, and wherever, we have th e
opportunity . This is the work of building the spiritua l
temple of God. There is so little time left to build the
temple of the LORD—we know by the prophetic signs tha t
the Gospel Age is coming quickly to a close . Let us be
diligent and enthusiastic in this work .

We are glad for the work of the two prophets in Israel ' s
midst . Zechariah was the younger prophet, one who wa s
just coming upon the scene . And Haggai was a gray -
haired old man . Notice how beautifully they worke d
together in doing the LORD 's will, and as a result th e
LORD blessed their ministry . Eventually Israel returned to
the LORD and again, under the leadership of Zerubbabe l
and Joshua, they began to rebuild that Temple . In time i t

was finished . The vision that was given to Zechariah evi-
dently was used by the LORD as a means of stimulatin g
the Jews to go back to the work of rebuilding the Temple .

What could this vision have meant to them? To Israel ,
this golden lampstand, this candlestick, would no doub t

have represented themselves—the nation of Israel . Were
they not to have been the light-bearers to all nations?
That was the promise made by the LORD, that he woul d
use them as instructors to all the surrounding heathen
nations . Then these two olive trees, one on either side o f
the candlestick, might have represented the leadership o f
their people as represented in Zerubbabel—the civil ar-
rangement—and in Joshua—the priestly or spiritual ar-
rangement . The LORD's blessing coming through these
two administrative agencies would bless the nation of Is-
rael itself, and through them, as lightbearers and leaders ,
all people would receive the blessing of the LORD !
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This vision stimulated them . They thought it was fine
that the LORD's promise as he gave it originally throug h
Abraham still held true on their behalf : "I will make of
thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make th y
name great ; and thou shalt be a blessing : and I will bles s
them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee :
and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed . "
(Gen . 12 :2,3) With this stimulus they renewed their ef-
forts to complete the building of the Temple . We can
readily see that there is a greater fulfillment of this visio n
on behalf of spiritual Israel, greater blessings, greater les-
sons . We, too, receive encouragement from God's proph-
ets and teachers, and their messages stimulate us to more
zealous work in the LORD's service . Let us go through
this prophecy, verse by verse, and see just how, in mor e
detail, we can get a lesson from it .

We read, "This is the word of the LORD unto Zerub-
babel, saying, Not by might, nor by power, but by m y
spirit, saith the LORD of hosts ." (Zech . 4 :6) The LOR D
told Israel through the prophet that the work he commis-
sioned them to do would not be accomplished by their
own physical might, or by their ability to overpower thei r
enemies who were attacking on every side to hinde r
them . No, the LORD assured them, it was to be accom-
plished only by Jehovah's Spirit and by his power! H e
promised them that he would overrule each incident, an d
if they cooperated with him and with the leadings of hi s
Spirit, even those things which seemed impossible to ac-
complish, would be done most easily .

"Who art thou, " he said (vs . 7), "0 great mountain?
before Zerubbabel thou shalt become a plain ." Th e
enemies which attacked them seemed as large an obstacl e
as a mountain would seem in the path of an individual .
These hindrances were seemingly insurmountable . But
the LORD's estimation of the situation was expressed in
his words, "Who art thou, 0 great mountain?"—you ar e
nothing compared with My mighty power !
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Zerubabbel, the governor of Israel, was a type of the
great Zerubbabel, Jesus, who will govern the people
when his kingdom is established upon this earth . The
Bible is full of prophecies concerning his great reign . The
Prophet Micah spoke about him in Micah 5 :2-4, as a

great "ruler . " "Thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though tho u
be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of the e
shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler in Israel ;
whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlast-
ing . . . . And he shall stand and ['rule', Marginal transla-

tion] in the strength of the LORD, in the majesty of the
name of the LORD his God ; and they shall abide : for no w
shall he be great unto the ends of the earth . "

This `Zerubbabel' is again referred to in Matthew 2 :6 :
"Thou Bethlehem, in the land of Judah, art not the least

among the princes of Judah : for out of thee shall come a
Governor, that shall rule my people Israel ." Jesus will be
that governor or ruler of the people whom the LORD will
raise up in due time to lead all people along a just an d

righteous pathway . And before the antitypical Zerub-
babel, all mountain-like obstacles and enemies will b e

done away with . Remember that Jesus referred to some

of these `mountains' ; he said if we had as much faith as

even a tiny mustard seed, that we could say to this moun -

tain, "Be removed" and it would be removed .—Matt .

17 :20
Before our Zerubbabel, any great obstacle to ou r

growth as Christians, or to following the pathway whic h
has been laid out for us, will just vanish, and the way wil l
be as a plain, as a flat tableland . Again, this will be true ,

not by our power, not by our might, not by any influenc e
that we can exert as human beings . No, we will overcome
by looking to our Zerubbabel for his power and might .

This victory, which we cannot accomplish in any othe r
way, will be accomplished for us by him .

In the ninth verse, we read, "The hands of Zerubbabe l

have laid the foundation of this house ; his hands shall also
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finish it ." What a comfort these words must have been t o
the Jews at the time of our lesson . Zerubbabel superin-
tended the building of the foundation, and he promised to
remain with them until that Temple was finished . To the
Israelites this ensured the completion of the project . Our
Zerubbabel laid the foundation of his church ninetee n
centuries ago, and he will be here supervising the wor k
until the final stone and timber is laid . We read : "Other
foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesu s
Christ . " (I Cor . 3 :11) So let us do our part in the wor k
with great enthusiasm, to help in the building!

Zechariah goes on, " For who hath despised the day o f
small things? For they shall rejoice, and shall see th e
plummet in the hand of Zerubbabel with those seven . "
The finishing of the Temple's foundation was a meage r
accomplishment—the work of a "day of small" achieve-
ments . The major portion of the rebuilding lay ahead .
The framing, the roofing, the walling in, the decorating ,
the carving to snake the Temple beautiful ; the addition of
gold, silver, and precious stones to make the Templ e
splendid and magnificent ; the laying of soft carpets an d
hanging of embroidered tapestries ; the setting in of win-
dows ; the revival of the priesthood to walk in and out o f
those walls, performing their ceremonies and acts of wor-
ship and sacrifice ; these all must still be added . Yes, i t
was indeed a day of small things . But the LORD did no t
think of it in that light . It was the first step . The last step
cannot be taken without the first step having been com-
pleted .

We meet many who think of the work of the Gospe l
Age as a "day of small things ." The work is humble . It i s
foolishness in man's sight . "The preaching of the cross i s
to them that perish foolishness ; but unto us which ar e
saved it is the power of God . For after that in the wisdom
of God the world by wisdom knew not God, it please d
God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that
believe ." (I Cor. 1 :18,21) The work of God in this age i s
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not carried out by important or prominent men whose
names and acts are in the public eye . It is a humble work ,
carried on by humble people, in whatever way they ca n
conceive to carry the wonderful Gospel message to thei r
neighbors . A tract or booklet given at a propitious time ; a
word of hope to a family who has lost one of their dea r
ones ; a volume offered to one who seems to be seekin g
after the LORD. It is just a small work, but it is Go d 's work
for this day and age . Jesus taught us in a parable that b y
and by we may hear his commendatory words : "Wel l
done, thou good and faithful servant : thou hast been
faithful over a few things, I will make thee ruler ove r
many things : enter thou into the joy of thy lord . " ( Matt .
25 :21) Luke 's account says : "Well, thou good servant :

In just a fe w
miraculous moments and by the waving of a wand, Hol-
lywood-style, he could have made the earth ready fo r
man 's habitation . Did the LORD do it that way? No, our.
Heavenly Father took a very long period of time—man y
thousands of years long which he designated "days"(Gen .
chapter 1)—to prepare the Planet Earth for man's home .
As the angels watched the slow progress, they no doubt
wondered if it would ever be completed . But eventually
the finished product was pronounced, "very good" (Gen .
1 :31) by the Creator . We must learn never to despise th e
day of small things .

Then when Jesus came upon earth's scene, he was th e
promised Messiah . All men were in expectation of his ar-
rival . His coming had been predicted by prophet s
throughout the centuries . Surely great things would begi n
to happen in Israel . This great leader, this marvelou s
governor, this powerful general would conquer all thei r
enemies and restore Israel to its former glory! And so too ,
the angels watched him .

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how he was introduced to this world ?
The angels sang their joyous message to the kings and th e
mighty men of earth! No? No! They sang to poor
shepherds watching their flocks upon a hillside outsid e
Bethlehem . Remember how he was born? In a palace ,
surrounded by eager attendants? No . He was born in a
stable . Could a more lowly place have been found t o
bring the savior into the world? It was a day of "small
things . " Who has despised the day of small things?

When Jesus reached manhood he began to preach th e
Word of the LORD . How many followers joined him? Did
the great men of Israel espouse his cause and join wit h
him? No ; they despised him and rejected him and tried t o
thwart his purposes continually, and finally succeeded in
putting him to death, hanging him upon a cross amon g
thieves . Nevertheless there were with Jesus, twelve
humble men . Look at them—a few fishermen, a ta x
gatherer, a net mender—just the common folk . Was this
poor, humble man the Savior of the world, the great on e
whom we have been expecting? Was it a day of smal l
things? Yes, it was .

The leaders of Israel despised that day of small things .
But the Prophet Zechariah said, "He shall bring forth the
headstone thereof with shoutings, crying, Grace, grace
unto it ." (Zech . 4:7) This prophecy had a partial fulfill-
ment in Jesus' day—yes—but in just a very small sense .
When Jesus rode into Jerusalem on the foal of an ass jus t
a few days before his death, the people cried out ,
"Hosanna to the son of David : Blessed is he that cometh
in the name of the LORD ; Hosanna in the highest," i n
fulfillment of the words of Zechariah : "Rejoice greatly, 0
daughter of Zion ; shout, 0 daughter of Jerusalem ; be -
hold, thy King cometh unto thee : he is just, and havin g
salvation ; lowly, and riding upon an ass, and upon a col t
the foal of an ass . " —Zech. 9 : 9

When the shouting gained momentum, and began t o
rise in volume, some of the Pharisees said, " Master ,
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rebuke thy disciples . And he answered and said unt o
them, I tell you that, if these should hold their peace, th e
stones would immediately cry out," in fulfillment o f
Zechariah's prophecy . But that shout was not the corn-
plete fulfillment of this prophecy . This headstone will ye t
be brought forth in glory .

Christ is that headstone . Zechariah identified him a s
such in the third chapter, saying : "Behold, I will brin g
forth my servant the BRANCH . For behold the stone tha t
I have laid before Joshua ; upon one stone shall be seve n
eyes: behold, I will engrave the graving thereof, saith th e
LORD of hosts, and I will remove the iniquity of that land
in one day . " (Zech . 3 :8,9) We know that the BRANCH o f
this prophecy is Christ, head and body . When the LORD
"in one day" removes the "iniquity of that land, " then wil l
all the world cry out, "Grace, grace be unto it . "

The identical picture is given in the Book of Revelation :
"I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels roun d
about the throne and the beasts and the elders : and the
number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand ,
and thousands of thousands ; saying with a loud voice ,
Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, an d
riches, and wisdom, and strength, and honour, an d
glory, and blessing . And every creature which is i n
heaven, and on the earth, and under the earth, and suc h
as are in the sea, and all that are in them, heard I saying ,
Blessing, and honour, and glory, and power, be unto him
that sitteth upon the throne, and unto the Lamb for eve r
and ever . " (Rev . 5 :11-13) Every intelligent creature wil l
take part in the universal anthem, praising the Lamb—th e
BRANCH—the headstone—forever and ever . They wil l
cry out, "Thank you Lord! Grace, grace be unto you! "

If we are tempted to despise the day of small things, le t
us look not at what is happening today, but let us loo k
forward to the glorious finished results . When the beauti -
ful Temple in Israel was completed, what joy there was t o
see that remarkable edifice! From mere stone and wood ,
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with mighty effort and strength and wisdom provided b y
the LORD it had become a place of worship where Jeho-
vah could dwell . How much greater the joy will be whe n
the antitypical spiritual temple eventually is completed ,
and becomes the meeting place between God and men
throughout the whole Millennial Age . What rejoicing ,
what joy, there will be! What shouts of "Grace, grace "
unto the headstone of that temple . No longer will it be a
day of small things !

If we learn just this one lesson, it will mean so much t o
us in everything that we undertake in the days to come ,
in the carrying out of our consecration vows . We must
never despise the day of small things . We are just small
people . No matter if we combined all of our efforts to-
gether, we will never set the world on fire . If every saint ,
the world over, suddenly became fired with all the full-
ness of zeal and love that it is possible for a human being
to muster, to work together in one concerted effort t o
make the Word and plan of the LORD known throughou t
the whole earth, do you think they would set the worl d
on fire? No, their efforts would hardly be noticed . Some
few people might stand up and take an interest . But thi s
is not God's time to convert the world . Still, we should do
everything that we can . Let us make known his plan as
far and wide as we can—the LORD will do the rest . It i s
his work . We can go no farther than the LORD 's power
through his Holy Spirit will take us . He will complete the
work as he has promised, much to our joy, and to the joy
of the whole world .

Next the angel mentioned the "seven ; they are the
eyes of the LORD, which run to and fro through th e
whole earth ." These eyes represent the complete wisdo m
of God which is revealed to us through his overall plan o f
the ages . Through these "eyes" we can see and under -
stand his ways, and we can see his character reveale d
therein . This knowledge stimulates us to continue th e
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work at hand, the building of the spiritual temple of th e
LORD.—II Cor . 6 : 1

The eyes assisted Zerubbabel in his work as the "plum -
met" man—the director of the work . Together they woul d
see to it that nothing was out of line—not a corner nor a
wall . Our Zerubbabel is also holding the plummet. Every
stone in the antitypical temple is being measured by ou r
Zerubbabel, Christ . If any are not in line with his trut h
and righteousness, and in line with his will, that stone wil l
be rejected and set aside . Peter spoke of these stones ,
saying, "Ye also, as lively (living) stones, are built up a
spiritual house [or temple], an holy priesthood, to offe r
up spiritual sacrifices, acceptable to God by Jesu s
Christ ."—I Pet . 2 : 5

The angel, speaking to Zechariah, finally told him the
answer to his question : "These [two olive trees] are the
two anointed ones, that stand by the LORD of the whol e
earth ." It is through these two trees that the oil is supplie d
into this candlestick . In complete fulfillment of thi s
prophecy, the candlestick represents spiritual Israel of thi s
Gospel Age . They are the lampstand of the LORD . They
are the candlestick, the light of the world . Jesus told hi s
disciples, "Ye are the light of the world . . . . Neither do
men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a
candlestick ; and it giveth light unto all that are in th e
house . Let your light so shine before men, that they ma y
see your good works, and glorify your Father which is i n
heaven ."—Matt . 5:14-16

From whence comes the supply of oil, or the Hol y
Spirit, that is continually flowing into this lampstand t o
allow it to continue to be the light of the world? It come s
from two sources only—from the Old and the New Testa-
ments . They are the source of the Holy Spirit from whic h
God's influence and power can enlighten his people . The
Bible is the only means by which the church is enabled t o
be the lightbearer to the world . The LORD has provide d
these two witnesses—the Old and the New Testaments--

to supply the oil, the enlightenment, the power, whic h
enables the church to be the lightbearers to the whol e
world, in this day of gross darkness which covers th e
earth.—Isa . 60 : 2

We are glad that the angel finally gave Zechariah th e
answer concerning the two olive trees . And we are glad ,
too, that the LORD has sent another angel to us in thi s
harvest period to help us interpret this vision . How glad
we are that in order to understand the visions of the Ol d
and New Testaments the LORD has given gifts to th e
church—the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, th e
teachers, the pastors . They mightily assist us to under -
stand the dark sayings; they assist us through the powe r
of the Holy Spirit to get all the good from the two wit-
nesses that is possible .

We thank the LORD that we find ourselves practicall y
at the end of this harvest period of the Gospel Age, stil l
rejoicing, still being deeply filled from the source of God ' s
Word through the power of the Holy Spirit, whic h
enables the church to continue to be the lightbearer to th e
world, " Not by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit ,
saith the LORD of hosts ."

How Excellent Is Thy Name!

THE EIGHTH PSALM reads : "0 LORD our LORD, how
excellent is thy name in all the earth! Who hast set th y

glory above the heavens. Out of the mouth of babes an d
sucklings hast thou ordained strength because of thin e
enemies, that thou mightest still the enemy and the
avenger .

"When I consider thy heavens, the work of thy fingers ,
the moon and the stars, which thou hast ordained ; Wha t
is man, that thou art mindful of him? and the son of man ,
that thou visitest him? For thou hast made him a little
lower than the angels, and hast crowned him with glor y
and honour .

"Thou madest him to have dominion over the works o f
thy hands ; thou hast put all things under his feet : all
sheep and oxen, yea, and the beasts of the field ; the fowl
of the air, and the fish of the sea, and whatsoever passet h
through the paths of the seas .

"0 LORD our LORD, how excellent is thy name in al l
the earth! "

We do well to notice how the psalmist David phrase d
the opening and closing thoughts of this psalm ; he said :
"0 LORD," and then he adds, "our LORD," implying tha t
we can have a very personal relationship with our God .
And this is the case with us, as followers of Christ . Our
Master taught us that our association is so personal tha t
we have been given the right to address him as Abba, ou r
dear Heavenly Father. What a tender and close associa-
tion this is,-and what beautiful pictures it conjures up in
our minds of the Father's tender care and guidance, a s
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well as our deep love and reverence for our Heavenly
Lifegiver .

David expressed his feeling of awe and respect for the
Creator, saying, "0 LORD, our LORD, how excellent i s
thy name in all the earth ." We think David's words en -
compass his view of God as he understood him from pas t
experiences—his own, as well as historic records con-
tained in the Holy Word, with which David was very
familiar . Or we could think of David's expression as ap-
plying to whatever experiences he was undergoing at the
time he wrote this particular psalm . Or, again, he may
have been thinking about the future, when God's pur-
poses in earth would be fully consummated, and when al l
mankind will have learned to know God as their lovin g
Heavenly Father who gave them life in the first place ;
redeemed them from death when they had fallen unde r
condemnation ; and who would everlastingly provide
them with all they would ever need for continued life int o
the infinite future !

Being a natural man dwelling upon this earth, David
wrote these words from his own standpoint as a man . He
no doubt was recalling the remarkable way in which God
had called him to be the king of Israel . He had been a
humble shepherd, young, inexperienced, but with a noble
character which God knew he could make use of in th e
high position to which he was anointed by Samuel .

But these words also have prophetic implications, an d
were written to benefit all Jesus ' footstep follower s
throughout the Gospel Age, and to inform them concern-
ing the future . In the world that was, and during the pres -
ent evil world (Gal. 1 :4), God's name has not been con-
sidered by mankind in general to be `Excellent' . Men have
`trodden his name under foot', so to speak—not only Go d
and his holy name, but all of his representatives as well . —
Heb 10 :29; 11 :37,38

In Ezekiel 36 :21, we read, "I had pity for mine Holy
Name, which the house of Israel had profaned among the
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heathen, whither they went ." We remember that Go d
told Moses that his goodness actually is his name—his
love, his mercy, his kindness toward all his creatures .
This is recorded in Exodus 34 : "The LORD descended in
the cloud, and stood with [Moses] there, and proclaimed
the name of the LORD . And the LORD passed by before
him, and proclaimed, The LORD, the LORD God, merci-
ful and gracious, longsuffering, and abundant in goodnes s
and truth ." (vss . 5,6) But what did the nation of Israel
do? They turned away from Jehovah, and followed after
the worship of heathen gods . In this thankless manner
they trod underfoot the name of their great God, who s o
much deserved their worship, fidelity, and praise . So
God said, "I will show pity for my name . "

"Thus saith the LORD God ; I do not this for you r
sakes, 0 house of Israel, but for mine holy name 's sake ,
which ye have profaned among the heathen whither ye
went . And I will sanctify my great name, which was
profaned among the heathen, which ye have profaned i n
the midst of them ; and the heathen shall know that I a m
the LORD, saith the LORD God, when I shall be sanctified
in you before their eyes ."—Ezek . 36 :22,2 3

God went on to say, "I will take you from among the
heathen, and gather you out of all countries, and wil l
bring you into your own land . Then will I sprinkle clea n
water upon you, and ye shall be clean : from all your
filthiness, and from all your idols, will I cleanse you . A
new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I pu t
within you : and I will take away the stony heart out o f
your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh . And I wil l
put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in m y
statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them .
And ye shall dwell in the land that I gave to your fathers ;
and ye shall be my people, and I will be your God ."—vss .
24-28

Through the words of the Prophet Ezekiel, God fore -
told the time when he would bring Israel back into har -
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mony with himself, and his righteous laws. He would ac-
complish this by taking away their stony hearts, an d
giving them hearts of flesh . But he was not going to d o
this for their sakes—he was going to accomplish it be -
cause of his holy name 's sake . By successfully executing
this mighty work in the hearts of the citizens of the natio n
of Israel, it would prove to them that their God was in -
deed a Mighty Being . God, in this way, would put hi s
name back into its proper position of standing before all
the people . It is not because Jehovah needs the adulatio n
and worship of his creatures to satisfy his vanity, but be -
cause the proper reverence and appreciation of God—hi s
laws, and all which he has provided for us in his role a s
Creator—indicates the right heart condition in God's sub-
jects .

When we look at the 8th Psalm from the standpoin t
that it is speaking of the future, we can see that it is a
prophecy concerning the time in which the `dead ' wil l
have completed their walk up the `highway of holiness '
(Isa . 35 :1-10), and will have reached perfection of life ,
perfection of understanding, and perfection of being .
Psalm 8 speaks of the time when man will love Go d
supremely, and will love one another even as themselves ,
in fulfillment of the commandments of God . It tells of th e
time when there shall be quietness and peace upon th e
earth . It prophesies of the time when all shall call upo n
the name of the LORD and serve him with one consent . —
Jer . 31 :31-34; Isa . 9 :6,7; Zeph. 3 : 9

From this aspect the 8th Psalm is very beautiful—it i s
the viewpoint of one, primarily David, observing thi s
earth after all God's purposes for mankind have bee n
accomplished, after man has been fully restored to God' s
favor, and to sonship with him . As one looks out upo n
the earth in its perfection, he sees the love man has fo r
one another, the love they have for God, and the good-
ness and purity of their hearts; he sees man's realization
of how good God has been to the children of men—hi s
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mercy, his longsuffering, and his love . They will ap-
preciate how much it cost him to give his only begotte n
Son to die upon the cruel cross that they might have thi s
opportunity for everlasting perfect life . Viewing this scene
it will be apparent that mankind is filled with rejoicing, jo y
and gladness, as they walk upon earth in its perfectio n
and abundance .

David, as he takes this ultimate view of the completed
earth at the close of the Millennial Age, says this : "0
LORD our LORD, how excellent is thy name in all th e

God Gives Laws to Israel
MOSES WAS AN outstandingMOSES

His greatness wa s
due to the fact that he always ,
very properly, gave the LOR D
God the glory for all the mighty
acts which he was given th e
privilege of carrying out. Moses
is described as being the meek-
est man in all the earth . (Num-
bers 12 :3) In his position a s
leader of the great nation of Is-
rael, he was especially useful t o
God because he was not prou d
or haughty, but could follow th e
LORD ' s instructions exactly
without question, and with com -
plete faith in his wisdom and /IN
power .

After the miraculous crossin g
of the Red Sea, many difficul t
experiences were still in stor e
for the Israelites . They wer e
not a calm or trusting people ,
nor were they meek in the wa y
that their leader, Moses, was .
Each time some new hardshi p
occurred, they immediately be -
came upset and excited, an d
blamed Moses for thei r
troubles, forgetting that he was
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only God's agent . Their complaints, therefore, were ac-
tually against Jehovah .

And many life-threatening dangers lurked in this deser t
wilderness : no water to drink, no food to eat, no shelte r
to protect them from weather, or human enemies, or wild
animals . But these obstacles were really no challenge t o
God's almighty power, and Moses was keenly aware o f
this fact. No water to drink? That was no problem! Bitte r
water was made fresh and pure by God's power . (Exodus
15 :23-25) In a desert place, at Moses' command, wate r
poured forth in abundance right out of a rock! (Exodu s
17 :6 ; Numbers 20:8) No food to eat? God caused an
unknown, white substance to fall out of the sky eac h
morning, which tasted like wafers made with honey!—Ex -
odus 16 :3 1

The people called it manna, which means, `What is it? '
This manna was their basic food for the entire forty year s
that Israel wandered in the desert . It settled on the
ground every single morning (except on the Sabbath Day )
to provide food for the multitude of Israelites . They use d
it in several different ways—mainly, baked into littl e
cakes .

The manna continued without interruption until, fort y
years later, they entered the land of Canaan . Early eac h
morning it was gathered—just enough for one day—an d
when the sun rose, what was left on the ground melted
away. On the sixth day of the week, twice as much a s
usual was collected . It was to be eaten that day and on
the next, the Sabbath . Since no work was to be done o n
that holy day, the work of gathering it was done on th e
day before . Ordinarily, none of the manna would kee p
from one day to the next ; it would spoil and would hav e
to be thrown away . But the Sabbath was a miraculous
exception—it would keep perfectly, and would be fresh
and pure and useable .

These careful provisions for their life-sustaining need s
—food and water—should have been a daily reminder o f
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God's loving attention and protection over the nation .
And they had many other evidences of God's care . Very
soon after they arrived in the Wilderness of Shur, th e
people who already lived there felt threatened and attack-
ed them . These were the Amalekites .

You might enjoy reading Exodus 17 :8-13 . In this inter-
esting account, we find that Joshua led chosen men into
the battle against Amalek . Moses, meanwhile, climbed up
to the top of a hill overlooking the battle site . Each time
that Moses lifted the rod of God up over his head, the
Israelites had the advantage ; but when his arms tired
from holding up the rod and, to rest, he put it down, th e
Amalekites overpowered the Hebrews . So we find tha t
the solution was to place a large rock under Moses so h e
could sit down . Then Aaron stood on one side of him and
helped hold up one arm, and Hur stood on the othe r
side! In that way, the victory was won through faith in
God . Once again, Jehovah showed Israel how strong h e
was for them when they trusted in his strength! Whe n
God makes a promise to help his people, it always come s
true !

In the third month of their travels, always following the
pillar of cloud by day, and the pillar of fire by night, the y
arrived at what was to become the most historic place an d
event before or since that time—Mount Sinai! It was her e
in this mountain that God spoke to Moses and said, "If y e
[Israel] will obey my voice indeed, and keep m y
covenant, then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto m e
above all people : for all the earth is mine: and ye shall b e
unto me a kingdom of priests, and an holy nation . All the
people answered together, and said, All that the LOR D
hath spoken we will do ." Moses told them that God was
going to make a covenant, or agreement, with them . —
Exodus 19 :4-8

The events that occurred in the days that followed
were really amazing! Among the most marvelous was tha t
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God wrote his ten commandments on tablets of ston e
with his own finger, and gave them to Moses .

This was done in a very impressive way . Moses climbed
up to the top of the mountain, which was covered with
smoke as from a furnace ; the whole mountain quaked, a
trumpet blew loud and long, and there were thundering s
and lightnings . Out of the midst of all these frightenin g
circumstances, God 's voice spoke to his people! The
people were very fearful . They were told not to com e
near the mountain, but only to stand at a distance whil e
Moses went up and down several times in the next fe w
days receiving the details of God's Law .—Exodus 20 :18 -
21

The ten commandments are :
1. "I am the LORD thy God . . . Thou shalt have no

other gods before me ."—Exodus 20 :2, 3
2. "Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven

image . " —vs . 4

3. "Thou shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God
in vain . " —vs . 7

4. "Remember the Sabbath day, to keep it holy ."—
vss . 8-1 2

5. "Honor thy father and thy mother ."—vs . 1 2
6. "Thou shalt not kill ."—vs. 13
7. "Thou shalt not commit adultery ."—vs. 14
8. "Thou shalt not steal ."—vs. 1 5
9. "Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy neigh-

bor . "—vs. 16
10. "Thou shalt not covet . . . anything that is thy neigh-

bors . "—vs. 1 7
These, briefly, are the rules that govern the lives o f

God's people, in order that they will honor God and liv e
peaceably with their neighbors . "He [Jehovah] gave unto
Moses, when he had made an end of communing with
him upon Mount Sinai, two tables of testimony, tables o f
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stone, written with the finger of God! " Moses was up o n
the mountain forty long days and nights receiving all thi s
information, and much more, from God .

What were the children of Israel doing in the mean -
time? What sight met Moses' eyes as he climbed down ou t
of the mountain? What noises reached his ears? Mose s
had been gone so long on the mountain, the people
decided he had died there in the confusion of all the
smoke, and quaking, and thunders, and lightnings . They
had made themselves a golden calf and were in the mids t
of a great ceremony to worship this image . They made
sacrifices to it, and were feasting, singing, and dancing, t o
honor their new god, the golden calf .

"It came to pass, as soon as he came nigh unto the
camp, that he saw the calf, and the dancing : and Moses '
anger waxed hot, and he cast the tables out of his hands ,
and broke them beneath the mount . And he took the cal f
which they had made, and burnt it in the fire, and groun d
it to powder, and strawed it upon the water, and mad e
the children of Israel to drink of it ."—Exodus 32 :1-6

Moses was very angry, and he stood before the peopl e
and demanded to know, "Who is on the LORD's side? Le t
him come unto me . " Only the tribe of Levi gathere d
themselves together unto him . The Levites took thei r
swords and slew three thousand men that day, to punis h
them for worshiping the golden calf . Then Moses praye d
to the LORD that he might forgive Israel .

As this sad scene brings to a close a series of spec-
tacular events, we look around and see the tables of the
Law, written by God's own hand, broken and discarded
at the foot of Mount Sinai ; we see thousands of punishe d
and mourning Israelites burying their dead ; we see the
whole nation subdued and ill from drinking the wate r
sprinkled with ground gold from the image of the calf ; we
see Moses on bended knee, seeking forgiveness for thei r
sins and lack of faith . Night is falling on this drama, an d
we wonder at God 's great patience with his people . We
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also wonder how they will receive God's Law, and wha t
will happen next out there in the Wilderness of Sinai .
