Pub lisher’s Fore word
The orig i nal edi tion of the “Daily Heav enly Manna”
was announced in Feb ru ary 1, 1905 (R3498). The com -
piler, Sr. Ger trude W. Seibert, was noted for  making her
selec tions with “par tic u lar ity and care ful ness.”

The pop u lar ity of the first edi tion of 20,000 called for
a sub se quent print ing of 40,000 in 1907 (R3967). This
sec ond edi tion added the fea ture of inter leaved lined
pages for use as an “Auto graph and Birth day Record.”
Its use as a fol low-up for the col por teurs was sug gested
at that time, and some of their early expe ri ences are
recorded in R4561 and R5869.

By 1911, the pop u lar ity of the “Manna” was so great
that a reader of the “Tow ers” sug gested the use of the
Wednes day text for the weekly tes ti mony meet ing
(R4770). A sim i lar sug ges tion a few months later was
amended by Bro. Rus sell to a sug ges tion for the Thurs -
day text. (R4833)

When intro duced in 1905, its method of use at the
Bethel home was described: “At the Bible House break -
fast table, we first read the text, ask the ques tions on it
and dis cuss it, and then read the “Tower” extract as the
clos ing com ment.”

Not ing the spir i tual prof it abil ity of the “Manna” for
morn ing devo tions, Sr. Phyl lis Stracy of Yeovil, Eng -
land, com piled a sim i lar set of quo ta tions for the end of
the day, which became titled “Songs in the Night.”
These were orig i nally pub lished seri ally in the Dawn
Mag a zine from July 1946 through June 1950. Shortly



there af ter, they were printed in a bound hard-cover book 
for mat. Both the “Manna” and “Songs in the Night”
have been kept in steady pub li ca tion by The Dawn for
many years.

Sev eral years ago, the Chi cago Bible Stu dents com -
bined both of these books into a small vest-pocket size
edi tion. The con tin ued pop u lar ity and tes ti mo nies of
spir i tual help from both of these devo tional books has
led to the cur rent deci sion to join them as one hard-cover 
book. This new full-size library edi tion com bines both
the “Manna” and “Songs in the Night” into a book with
an attrac tive gold-let tered cover. 

In this new book, each day’s “Manna,” “Songs in the
Night,” and lined area for birth day entries, etc., appear
on fac ing pages through out, so that the day’s morn ing
and eve ning read ings are con ve niently located together.
A sewn-in book mark is also pro vided as an easy method 
for locat ing each day’s read ings. As a ref er ence to each
day’s read ing, both a Top i cal Index and Scrip ture Index
can be found at the back of the book. The read ings, “My
Morn ing Resolve,” “A Vow Unto the Lord,” and “Close
Your Eyes for a Moment” are also included.

It is with the sin cere hope that this devo tional book
will be of spir i tual value to the “House hold of Faith” that 
the pub lish ers place it into print.

18:18,19), and it
is because of our belief in this that we hold to the
exact pre sen ta tions of the apos tles as rep re sent ing
the divine will, and allow no tes ti mony by sub se quent
fol low ers of the Lord to have the same weight or
influ ence.

None can get too much of this Holy Spirit, none can
secure an over sup ply for his own use so that he could
sup ply oth ers from his abun dance. The Bride groom
has made in advance abun dant pro vi sion by which all
those who are invited to go in with him to the mar riage 
may be prop erly equipped, not only with robes and
lamps, but also with the oil; and if any are care less in
the pro cure ment of the oil, they thus indi cate their
unfit ness to be of the class who are to enter with



the Bride groom before the door is shut. This is the
essence of the Lord’s instruc tion by this par a ble—that 
those who hope to enter into the king dom and share
its glo ries with him must expect to make prep a ra tion
in advance. If they wait until the moment for the
door to close, how ever will ing they may be, how ever
 anxious, they will not be  prepared—the prep a ra tion
requires time, patience, care.—R3868:5 (Hymn 230)

apos tle declares, he was the first that should rise from
the dead. His res ur rec tion was the life res ur rec tion—



to per fec tion on the spirit plane. In that he was the
firstfruits of them that slept, the impli ca tion is that
oth ers slept sim i larly and are to come forth in the res -
ur rec tion as spirit beings after the same man ner. To be 
the firstfruits implies that the oth ers will be of the
same kind, for although our Lord was the firstfruits of
all that slept in the sense that his res ur rec tion pre ceded 
all other res ur rec tions, in another sense he is the
firstfruits of the church, which is his body. It is in a
still larger sense that The Christ, Head and body, is the 
firstfruits brought up to life of the whole world; as the
Apos tle James expresses the mat ter, “Of his own will
beget he us with the word of truth, that we should be a
kind of firstfruits of his crea tures.”—R3377:5 (Hymn
285)

They shall be mine, saith the Lord of hosts, in that day
when I make up my jew els; and I will spare them as a

Had the Lord sent us forth to seek his bride, we might
have gath ered in some whom he rejects as unwor -
thy—because we are unable to read the heart.

Their life rights and priv i leges must all be rec og nized
as com ing to them through his sac ri fice. In a word, the 
bread rep re sent ing our Lord’s body teaches our jus ti -
fi ca tion through the accep tance of his sac ri fice.—

Is it not in silence before
God, wait ing and watch ing first to see his lead ing, his
will, in every mat ter before pre sum ing to touch things
that often involve so much? So the psalm ist sug gests,
say ing, “I was dumb with silence: I held my peace, even
from good” [even from doing or  saying what seemed
good in my own sight]. —R1937:4

There is no
other name given under heaven or among men whereby
we must be saved. Like wise there is no other way that
we can attain to the new nature than by accept ing the
Lord’s invi ta tion to drink of his cup, and be bro ken with
him as mem bers of the one loaf, and to be bur ied with
him in bap tism into his death, and thus to be with him in
his res ur rec tion to glory, honor, and immor tal ity. … Let
us, when we cel e brate this grand memo rial, not for get to 
give thanks to the Lord for our jus ti fi ca tion, and also for
the grand priv i lege we enjoy of being fel low sac ri fic ers
with our Redeemer, and fill ing up that which is behind
of the afflic tions of Christ. And while sor row ful and
thought ful, med i ta tive and full of heart searchings on
this occa sion, let us, as did the Lord,  triumph through
faith and go forth sing ing praise to him who called us
out of dark ness into his mar vel ous light, and who has
priv i leged us thus to have fel low ship in the great trans -

for life or death ever last ing. As then all the typ i cal
first born were safe so long as they remained in the
house and ate of the lamb whose blood was sprin kled
upon the doorposts and lin tel, so we who abide in the
house hold of faith under the better “blood of sprin -
kling” and who eat of our Pass over Lamb, Jesus, are
safe from death—sure of life ever last ing under God’s
prov i dence. We do not now rec og nize the typ i cal
lamb, but instead Jesus, “the Lamb of God, which tak -
eth away the sin of the world.” On him we feed; not
eat ing his flesh lit er ally, but by faith par tak ing of the
merit of his sac ri fice and appro pri at ing it to our selves. 
All through this night of the Gos pel Age do we thus
feast on our Lamb—until the morn ing of the mil len -
nium, when we shall be deliv ered.

Let us
more and more apply each to him self the apos tle’s
words to Tim o thy. Until we do study we will have
every rea son to doubt our prep a ra tion or use ful ness in
the Lord’s ser vice. First comes con se cra tion, wholly,
unre serv edly; and sec ondly, as the first step in the
 fulfilling of that vow, comes the study of the divine
will, the divine word, the divine plan; and fol low ing
that comes labor in the Lord’s vine yard.—R3717:1

Thence forth their mor tal body is counted as
the body of the new crea ture, no lon ger as a human
body; for this was sac ri ficed. Actu ally, how ever, it is
quick ened to be the ser vant of the new crea ture. Being 
still actu ally human, it must be given a robe of righ -
teous ness to wear until the end of the pres ent life. This

He tells us that when we have other gods, 
we must con sider him jeal ous; but the impro pri ety of
jeal ousy is when it leads to bit ter ness and other like

When the Lord announces him self as a
jeal ous God, he means us to under stand that he wants
all of our affec tions, all of our con fi dence, our entire
trust. He wants us to be so fully in accord with him
that his will shall be supreme in all the affairs of life.
This is not to be con sid ered self ish ness on the part of
the Almighty; because this, under his over rul ing pro -
vi dences, means to his crea tures the larg est amount of
hap pi ness, the larg est amount of suc cess in the duties
and affairs of the pres ent life, and the full est prep a ra -
tion for the bless ings which God has pre pared for, and

The word anger seems not to be so
strong a word as wrath. Wrath in an imper fect, fallen
being, seems to be deep, deter mined, and last ing
anger, some thing that is resent ful, retal ia tory.

deceit ful, more mali cious. Many peo ple become so
weak in char ac ter, so unbal anced, that they do not
real ize the proper appli ca tion of the Golden Rule in
their daily lives. They say things of oth ers that they
would not wish oth ers to say of them. They treat oth -
ers in a way that they would not wish to be treated. All
such con duct should be put far away from the Lord’s
chil dren, from those who have taken God’s holy cov e -
nant upon them selves and who pro fess to be God’s
ambas sa dors.—R5974:1 (Hymn 267)

They shall put you out of the syn a gogues: yea, the
time com eth, that who so ever killeth you will think that

The per se cu tions of today are more refined than in
any pre vi ous period. The faith ful today are not stoned
with lit eral stones or shot with lit eral arrows or lit er -
ally beheaded, but it is still true that the wicked shoot
out arrows at the righ teous, “even bit ter words,” and
many because of faith ful ness are reproved and slan -
dered and cut off from fel low ship—“beheaded for
the tes ti mony of Jesus.”

A “pecu liar peo ple,” not pecu liar in dress, nor in man -
ners, nor in lan guage, nor in fool ish, sense less forms
and idiosyncracies, but pecu liar in that it is sep a rate
from the world and the spirit of the world. It has the
spirit of Christ—a spirit of full con se cra tion to the
Lord, and sep a rate ness from the world and its self ish
aims.

It would have applied to Sam son in
his day as a nat u ral man, a ser vant, and it applies to us
of today who are new crea tures in Christ Jesus, ser -
vant-sons of the Most High. If we look back to Sam -
son and all the ancient wor thies recounted by the



apos tle, we note that the secret of their strength of
char ac ter, by which they endured and over came, re -
sided in their faith in God and in the prom ises. And so
it must be with us. But there is a dif fer ence between
faith and cre du lity; the lat ter may give a spirit of
energy, but will not endure. The for mer is the power
of God which enables us to endure all things as good
sol diers of the Lord Jesus Christ, sol diers of the truth,
sol diers of righ teous ness, fight ing against sin and
error and all ungod li ness, includ ing the art ful wiles of
the adversary, by which he would deceive us and the
whole world, mis rep re sent ing the divine char ac ter by
the “doc trines of dev ils” foisted upon the Lord’s peo -
ple dur ing the Dark Ages, to the blind ing of the eyes
of their under stand ing. Now in the Lord’s prov i dence
our eyes are becom ing more and more opened in har -
mony with the apos tle’s prayer, I pray God for you
that you “may be able to com pre hend with all saints
what is the breadth, and length, and depth, and height;
and to know the love of Christ which passeth knowl -

All man kind will then be invited to ap -
proach the Lord in wor ship, to ap proach the spir i tual
temple, The Christ, and through The Christ to ap -
proach the Father; and all who shall hear that mes sage
and who shall obey it will be glad indeed, even as the
mes sage brought by the angels at the birth of Jesus
inti mated that even tu ally the tid ings of great joy shall

of the spir i tual inter ests of the Lord’s peo ple. As, for
instance, in the preach ing of the truth, if there be sac ri -
fices or self-deni als, loss of strength, etc., in con nec -
tion with this ser vice, it is the lay ing down of that
much of one’s life for the breth ren, for the fel low-
mem bers of the body of Christ.—R3932:6 (Hymn 191)

Worldly wis dom might
inti mate that to own a Mas ter and Teacher who had
been exe cuted as a felon would be to their dis credit,
and thor oughly hin der them from prog ress in gath er -
ing fol low ers to their Leader. But these faith ful wit -
nesses con sulted not with flesh and blood as to what
they should preach—they told the story sim ply in all
of its details, not neglect ing even those of Peter and
Judas, and the dis put ing as to which should be great -
est, etc. The truth in the sim plic ity in which God
intended it to be deliv ered has evi dently come down

become poor (in the sense of tak ing our lower nature—
but not its blem ishes, for he was “holy, harm less, and
sep a rate from sin ners”); and yield ing up this human
nature a ran som- price or cor re spond ing price for the life 
for feited by father Adam for him self and his race. This
is the basis upon which every offer to grace is pre sented
by the Scrip tures. And now, he who was the Father’s
agent in the redemp tive work is to be the Father’s agent
also in the work of “bless ing” all the redeemed with

He surely did; and as that full con se cra tion was
rewarded by the Father, so we have the assur ance that
our full con se cra tion (and noth ing less than this) will
be fully rewarded by our Lord and Head in the king -

Here the Lord’s prom ises are help ful, assur ing
them that he knows their weak nesses and frail ties, as
well as the wiles of the devil and the influ ence of the
spirit of the world, which are con trary to the spirit of
love. He tells them that they may go freely to the throne
of heav enly grace, there to obtain mercy in respect to
their fail ures to live up to the high stan dard which their
hearts acknowl edge and to which they strive to con -
form. He also assures them that they may find grace to
help in every time of need.—R5123:4 (Hymn 150)

As Paul again declares, “Our suf fi ciency is of God”!

The truth seems to take hold on the stron ger char ac ters 
rather than on the weaker ones. The for mer have in
their flesh more of the firm ness, grit ti ness, and com -
bat ive ness than have many oth ers, who are too pli able
and “wishy-washy” to be accept able to the Lord as
mem bers of the “lit tle flock” of overcomers. Thus we



see that the very qual ity which makes us accept able to
the Lord and which is one qual i fi ca tion of the over -
com ing posi tion, is a seri ous dis ad van tage in some
respects, when a num ber of these come together as a
church. Even a dia mond sur rounded by mud would
cut noth ing, would scratch noth ing; but place a dozen
dia monds together, and the more you get rid of the
mud ele ment the more grit ting, scour ing, and cut ting
there is likely to be. So it is with the Lord’s jew els—
the more they come together, the more they get wak -
ened up, the more oppor tu ni ties there will be for fric -
tion, and the greater neces sity there will be that all be
thor oughly imbed ded in and cov ered with the Holy
Spirit, which, like oil, is smooth and unc tu ous and
tends to pre vent fric tion.—R4995:5 (Hymn 23)

He urges that as we find out what our weak -
nesses are, phys i cal and men tal, we should endeavor



to shape our course of life accord ingly, so as to be able 
to over come the dif fi cul ties of the way and the be -
setments of the adver sary. We make the straight paths
by choos ing such a course as will not unnec es sar -
ily aggra vate and excite our weak nesses, and thus
make us the more lame. We are to seek to over come
the lame ness, and to do so, are not only to pray,
“Aban don us not in temp ta tion,” but are to seek to
avoid the temp ta tion in all ways. How do we do this?
We answer, by the exer cise of our wills, or deter mi -
na tions—by men tal res o lu tions; or, in other words,
by mak ing vows or sol emn prom ises to the Lord re -
spect ing our deter mi na tions to take the proper course.
 Anyone, there fore, who has fol lowed the apos tle’s
injunc tion in our text has made vows to the Lord,
which he should be faith ful in per form ing, if he would

We are not told that he was one of the saints; the pre -
sump tion, there fore, is that he was not, but that at most 
he was a friend to some of them, and that thus the
apos tle’s atten tion was drawn to him. The fact that he
had been bed fast, help less, eight years, tes ti fied that
the heal ing was a mir a cle. Its fame spread abroad, and



resulted, we are told, in the draw ing of many unto
the Lord and to the church. Thus did the Lord estab -
lish the church and attract to it those who were in the
right atti tude of heart, using mir a cles then, as he now
uses other means. Those mir a cles can not have lasted
much lon ger than the apos tles them selves, the gifts
of heal ing etc., being granted only through the lay ing
on of hands of the apos tles—and the twelve had
no suc ces sors—the heav enly Jeru sa lem had twelve
foun da tions, and no more, and in them were writ ten
the names of the twelve apos tles, and no oth ers.—

The angel of the Lord encampeth round about them
that fear him, and delivereth them.—Psalm 34:7
How it enlarges the con fi dence of a Chris tian to real -
ize that whilst earthly pow ers may be in oppo si tion,
and whilst he may be really of him self pow er less to
resist adver sar ies, and whilst in addi tion to the flesh
and blood adver sar ies he may real ize that he bat tles
also with spir i tual wick ed ness in exalted places—

All wish fre quently, no doubt, that the test ings were
all over and that we were accepted to a place amongst
the overcomers; but patience and faith and trust are to do 
a refin ing work in our hearts, mak ing us mel low, will ing 
and obe di ent to the Lord. Let the good work go on. Let
us rejoice if our tri als have brought us les sons of any
kind that are prof it able to us;—that have tended to make 
us stron ger in char ac ter, more firm for truth and righ -
teous ness, more aware of our own weak nesses, and
more on guard against the same. Even those con flicts
which have resulted in only par tial vic to ries have pos si -
bly been to our advan tage.

When the believ ing, con verted, con se crated, begot ten,
sleep ing “new crea ture” has been awak ened—when the
eyes and ears of his under stand ing have been opened to
see the true con di tions of the world, and to real ize him -
self as a new crea ture in Christ—his next duty is to



“arise.” His aris ing from the dead sig ni fies the activ ity
of the new mind, the new will, in direct ing and con trol -
ling his mor tal body. This implies effort; the putt ing
forth of all the energy of the new crea ture. It requires no
effort to sleep, or to lie after one gets awake; but to rise
requires the exer cise of every mus cle. Aris ing is not an
instan ta neous act, but a pro cess requir ing one move -
ment after another, until it is fully accom plished; so also
is the aris ing of the new crea ture from the dead con di -
tions of sin and tres pass against the laws of righ teous -
ness and truth and purity; it requires his every effort, and 
is a work of time. Indeed all expe ri enced Chris tians who 
have fol lowed the apos tle’s injunc tion to arise from the
dead have found that it requires days, months, years, of
ener getic effort to rise up above, supe rior to the fallen
ten den cies of his own flesh, com mon to the world of
man kind. He finds that even after he has risen fully up,
so that he does not  wilfully prac tice sin, nor coun te -
nance it in any sense or degree, he still must be on his
guard lest he be entrapped by the weak nesses of his
mor tal body; or by the allure ments of the world; or by
the temp ta tions of the adver sary; and thus stum ble again 
over some of the things of sin and death from which he
had arisen by the Lord’s grace.—R2967:1 (Hymn 20)

est ser vant, the one who ren ders most assis tance to
oth ers. The great est ser vant in the church was the
great Head of the church him self, who gave even his
life on our behalf. And those of his fol low ers who
desire to be great in the esti ma tion of the Lord and
so esteemed of their fel lows, are enjoined that they
should fol low closely in the Mas ter’s foot steps, and
with humil ity of heart be ready and seek to lay down
their lives for the breth ren. Nor does this mean sim ply
for mal ser vice; it means actual ser vice. Our Lord’s
sac ri fice, we see, was not merely a form or a show of
inter est and of love; it was the giv ing of his life as the
pur chase price for ours. So with us; we are not merely
to love one another and to serve one another, in word,
in pro fes sion, in title (as for instance, the word “min is -
ter” sig ni fies ser vant); but we are to serve one another
as we are to love one another, “in deed and in truth.”

teach ing is equally effec tive as the more pub lic.—

is con stant vig i lance and prayer and the putt ing on of
the whole armor of God—the truth and the spirit of
