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The Manner of Christ’'s Second Advent

AT THE first advent ol Jesus
very lew {he Jewish nation
whom e came were awave that the
Messiah was among them, for the
reagon {hat they did not nnderstand
the manner of Tlis coming.  They
expected that the promised Messiah
would be a great King with a
mightv army, prepared and abund-
antly uble fo deliver them from the
onpressive hand of Rome.  Tnstead,
He came as a huwuble servant, os-
tensiblv the son of a earpenter, and
the associate, for the most part, of
pablicans and sinners and fishermen.

This was not the nationnl Jewish
conception of their promised Mes-
<1ah, they rejected Jesus, and
ealled for Tis erucifixion. To this
dav, the Jewish people as a whole
vefuse {o heliove that their Messiah
did come back there; that the One
whom {hev eruecified nineteen cen-
furies ago. actually died for their
sins in order that thev evenfually
imicht have everlasting Tife.

The manner of Jesus’ gecond ad-

Now it <hould readily be seen that
any ittempt to apply all the pro-

so i{ is with respect to the second
advent of Jesus, but in a mueh more
pronounced manner: beeause.  the
second presence of Jesus covers a
period of a thousand years, as we
have noted, while the first presence
covered a period of only thirtv-three
and one-hall’ veavs,

do, first with Ty bieth, then Hix
minisiryv of three and one-liadl vears,
during which Ile seleeted His apos.

flos, and  Hix  persecuiion,  death.
and resuwrreetion. His seeond pres-

The Christ Disposition

Again Christ is depicted 10 us as a disposition of
the heart—as a spirit which can be formed in us. To
the faltering Galatians he wrote, “My little children,

o1 travail in birth again until Christ be formed
m vou (Gall 4:190) 0 He was willing again to go
over the whole ground of their redemption and ac-
ceptance with God, if only the disposition of Christ
could be reestablished in their hearts.  Their trifling
with Judatsm had lost them something that the truth
had given them, and they were the poorer for it. Dt
he was willing to teach them {from the begining
again to help them recover their fost spiritual trea-
stre.

This Christ disposition s m other places called the
“mind of Christ,” which should be characteristic of
the ontire company of faithiul believers,  “llet this
mind be i vou, which was also in Christ Jesus,”
Paul  writes. (Phil, 225y Tle taught them to know
that 11 they lived in close contact with Jesus, they
could not help but acquire the sweetness and irag-
rance of 1Tis character, and he a reflection of that
vlorious character of which He left us an example
when Fe was here on carth,

Another term deseriptive of Christ within, is holi-
ness - that “holiness without which no man shall sce
the TLord,” (Heb, 12:14,) This growth in holiness
1= the daily response within the heart to the loveliness
and charm of the character of  God  Thimself—a
change within, deepening slowly from glory to glory.
And as God, in the omworking of His gracious de-
signs. and  through our contemplation of Hiny, he-
comes constantly more wonderiul to our vision: so
too, as we view 1Tim do we find ourselves changed,
while we behold as in o glass His wondrous Glory.

And now let us draw conclusions and apply them
tooour own dav. In the wonderiu! purpose of God,
the Anointed, the Messiah class occupy o special
place—an absolutely unique posivion not - given 1o
either angels or men. “Tow beautiful upon  the
mountains are the feet of Him™ The Chyist 1s an
aggregation ol responsive souls, accepted not only
through the sacrifice of Jesus but accepted in Him.
He s the Nourisher and Comforter of them alll Tt
ix from Fim that all thev have iz derived. He walks
with them my every wial of life, and right on to the
end of their earthly experience.

The privileee of knowing Christ, of livine with
Christ, and of dving with Christ, is the greatest priv-
Hleoe of all tme. The privilege of such a standing
and assoclation is worthv of all our tvime. all our
effort, all our study and rescarch,

Cod’s sons live among hostile conditions  today.
though they are not so openly persecited as in Paul’s
dav.  There are manyv of FHis loved ones todav in
need of comfort and succor.  What are we doing for

fears he might have something to say about our lack
of concern for *Christ and those who are Christ’s.

Qur Brethren Need Help that We Can Give

Mosi of these anointed children of God are still the
poor and untaught, the weak and of no account; and
it would be an easy thing 1o overlook their needs and
forget all about them.  There is a jov and delight as
the Word of God opens up in our own personal or
ecclesia studies: but 11 the fure and case of the arm
chair causes us to Jorget the needs of our brethren,
there 1s something wrong with our position.  1f Paul
had done this it would not have entailed his journeys
over land and sea, his perils in the deep, among the
vobbers, ete., of which he tells the Corinthian breth-
ren. But to him, the knowledge acquired was as a
hurning fire in his soul, prompting him to impart it
to others.

But before we cao vise 1o the height of the spirit
of Christ in the role of nurse or caretaker, there
nmust be a personal response to and longing for Christ
Jesus to O owr own lives.  Qur times ave different
from those 1 which Paul Hved. There is not the
same bitter persecution and prison awaiting us for
our adherence to our beloved Lord, except in some
few countries where arrant higotry and intolerance
are the order. And because the cost to us is less
we are liable to undervalue the “gift and calling of
God.” Had we to go out into some secluded place,
Or into some mountain retreat to unite i holy wor-
shipe perhaps not o many of us would be prepared
tooves Pt 1o such creumstances those who would
o veculd e possessed of a burning desire {for Christ,
which no persecution or imprisonment could quench,

|

Veowrales it ax only when the Targer degree of
care thrust noon one by the needs of our brethren,
heeomies too heavy 1o hear, that the presence and
succour and comiort of our dear Tord and Head is
sought.  xperience shows that the Christian life
without these cares and concerns tends to hecome
stade and circumseribed ~-Jacking in vital power. The
last terenty vears show very markedly that those who
have no concern for their hrethren, and who try fo
Hve their Christian e alone, tend to grow cool, and
then cold A spivitual chill sets in and the fires upon
the heart™s altars die down, praver becomes formal,
and followship (11 sought at all} hecomes awkward
and sl No contact with the hrethren means less
contact with the Tord. A lack of sensing our breth-
ren's needs means less ardor and enthusiam in our
own fellowship with the Tord, The great all-essen-
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tial thing in the Christian life is irequent contact with
the Lord. Without it, it is as though a hand or a
foot sought to function without being in contact with
the brain—an utter impossibility, of course, but illus-
trative of living apart irom our Head, Christ Jesus—
it cannot be done.
Hearts Attuned to the Divine Will

LEvery heart needs to be sensitive to the whisper-
ings of the Lord, as they come to him from the
Word, and to the gentle messages of love intended
for that heart in its moment of need.  These are the
sweet spiritual confidences of Christ to those whom
e loves.  The sensitive heart sceks the Lord for
cuidance in every venture of life—in all that is un-
dertaken; and realizes that the Lord has an interest
in it In Jact, rightly understood, every venture is

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The Powers of the Age to Come

‘Tt js impossible for those who were once enlightened,
and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made
partakers of the holy spirit, and have tasted the good
word of God, and the powers of the world to come, if
they shall fall away, to renew them again unto re-
pentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son
of God afresh, and put Him to an open shame.—
Hebrews 6:4-6

the apostle mean by the “powers of the age
to come?  In order dor us to properly
understand these words of St. Paul it is necessary
{6 take into account the immediate text as well as
associated texts of Scripture.  From even a cursory
reading of these words, it is quite apparent that they
apply in the present lifetime.  But only by carefully
analvzing the context can we lmpe to learn what the
author meant by the expression, “the powers of the
age to come.”

First, we notice that this passage of Scripture has
a progressive character to it 1t starts with enlight-
enment, then a further experience of tasting the heav-
enly gift, followed by being made a partaker of the
hn}., spirit, and a consequent further tasting of the
good Word of God, and finally, the words of our
subject, “the powers of the age to come.” A super-
ficial consideration of these words might lead to the

supposition that they all mean one and the san
thing: but by comparing them with other similar

expressions of Scriptures, we are led to the conclu-
sion that they form a natural sequence of the heav-
enfv or spiritual benefits coming 1o every true child
of God in this Gospel dispensation.

Tn this mmu’cti(m we notice the statement found
in 1 Corinthians 1:30, " But of Tim [God] are ye in
Chrisi Jesus, who uf God 1s made unto us wisdom
“entightenment, undevstanding . and righteousness
justification ! and  sanctification Ta sclung apart
{0 holiness. purification . and finally? redemption.”
Again in Romans 8282300 there s a0 similar expres
siom, onlv in the reverse order: U And we know that
all things work together for goad to them thar love
God, to them who are called according 1o His purs
FFor whom e did foreknow, Te also did pre-

pose,
destinate to be conformed 1o the image of His Son.
that 11e might be the firstborn among many breth

ren. Moreover whom fle did predestinate, them
[Te also called: and whom He called, them He also
justificd s and whom Te justified. them He o also
glorified Thonored, by opening the eves of their un-
derstanding . Trom these citations, it can be seen
that tlere is a similar progression to the words of
our text. On the basis of this assumption, let us ex-
amine the passage in the light of associated expres-
sions, realizing that “God is His own interpreter,
and e will make it plain.”

Those Who Were Once Enlightened

That the expression, “those who were once en-
lightened,” carries with it a full appreciation of the
responsibility attached 1o the divine message, there
can be no doubt, for it is these who are now on trial
for life or d ,dﬂ. as the remainder of the fext so
clearly shows.  And, but for the fact that this state-
ment is qualified by the succeeding words. it might
he reasonably concluded that this “enlightenment™
comprehends the whole purpose of God for this age

with respect to the new creation. However, we are
aware that there are differing and varving degrees

to any kind of enlightenment. This holds true with
reference to God's method of dealing with His peo-
ple. Nothing veally worth while is learned all at
ance, nor without personal application entailing time
and attention. Neither do we Jearn “all the counsel
of God™ immediately and all at one time and without
amv etfort or expenditure of time and energy on our
part.  The noblest science, the wisdom irom above,
comes to us only as we apply ourselves and carnestly
seek it and then the plan and purpose of God grad-
vally unfolds to our enlightened vision in harmony
with the prophetic assertion, “Whom shall He teach
knowledge ? and whom shall He make to understand
doctrine ¥ them that are weaned from the milk, and
drawn from the breasts: for precept must be upon
precept, precept upon precept: line upon lime, Jine

upon line: here a Titde, and there a little.”-—-Isaiah
28:9, 10,
This enlightenment hardly can he understood to

constitute  the plenitude of knowledge and under-
standing which only a lifetime ol patient endeavor
can produce.  O1 course, some persons have the nat-
ural endowments, brain capacity, perceptive quab-

Tere, too, we mnote a gradation or sequence of
thought relating to the enlightenment, It will be
seen {rom this statement that the very first item of
enlightenment is “the knowledge of Fim [Christ
Jesus our Losd];” then a further revealment as to
the “hope of Flis calling”; then, “the riches of the
glory of Tlis inheritance in the saints”; and finally,
“what is the exceeding greatness of His power to
USWARD WHO BELIEVE, according to the
working of His mighty power, which e wrought
in Christ, WHEN HE RAISED HIM FROM
THE DEAD, and scv Him at His own right hand
in the heavenly places.”

Therefore, we would understand that the writer
of the text we have under consideration, had in mind
that, after recetving all the benefits vecounted, be-
gimming with Yenlightenment,” and then disesteem-
mg them (o such an extent as to pursue a course in
direct opposition to what he has learned of the way
of truth and righteousness, thus proving himsclf un-
worthy uf any {urther favors from God, he could
expect nothing short of the extreme penalty for his
profligacy- ~destruction, oblivion,

The enhightenment referred to in this same passage
ol Scvipture we  would understand, thercfore, to
mean the first step in the unfoldment of divine truth
to all who enter the school of Christ, and that is the
“knowledge of Jesus Christ.”  In other words, it
means that they must first be introduced to their
divine Instructor. It means that they have come to
vealize their impotency to effect release from the
thraldom of sin and death, that they are sinners need-
ing a Redeemer, a Deliverer, and that Jesus Christ
supplies that need.  Accepting Him as their personal
Saviour, they are then in a position to receive the
further blessings of the Tord and are called to ol-
low on to know Him more intimately and by know-
ing Him more intimately, they can appreciate the
vrandeur and glory of the divinity of God Him-
self, whom to know in the [ull, complete sense, as
Jesus Himseli stated, 1s “life crernall”™ (John 17:3.)
The heathen arve not thus enlightened—~they are still
in darkness, not having been acquainted  with the
only “name vnder heaven given among men, whereby
we must be saved = Nets 40120

Flaving thus examined this first step in the path
that leads to life and glory, let us now consider the
next step of the wav——justification.

And Have Tasted of the Heavenly Gift

To realize our sinful state and the need of somcone
to help us up out of the “broad way, that leadeth 1o
destruction,” and then to be informed of the One
who can do this for us, Jesus Christ, is mdeed. an
honor, a privilege that has not by any means been
accorded the vast majority of the hwman race. In
fact, many of the faithful of the past had no such
opportunity and, no doubt, would have eagerly em-
braced it had it been their lot to be such recipients
of Fhis favor and blessing.  But this enlightenment.

although a great privilege and special favor of God
in the present dispensation of His grace and truth.
is not enough to constitute us “saints of God,” mem-
bers indeed of the Body of Christ. We must act on
the favor, the enlightenment thus far given in order
to prove ourselves worthy of His further blessings,
His further enlightenment.  God is not disposed to
envich us with His bounties so graciously given, un-
Jess we value them sufficiently and take the proper
steps to msure their receipt. And so it is with the
first step of the way.,  Unless we appreciate what
Jesus came to accomplish and what His life and
death mican to us, how can we lay lurther claim to
recognition from Him.  And may 1t not be because
ol mertia and mdifference to His arrangements that
some of FHis people are not receiving all the benefits
of Tlis grace and truth that they should be receiving
ar fhis hand > T would scem to be even so.

Neting, then, en the enlightenment of His favor
roward us, Jeads us to this next step of tasting “of
the heavenly gift.”  The expression, “tasted,” sug-
vests that of “wving,” Uresting.” but its real signifi-
cance 1s broughr home to us by other Seriptures in
which we fnd this word, For instance, m Psalms
P1o:1080 104 we read, “Hoew sweet are Thy words
o oy taxte! vea, sweeter  than honey to myv
nouth! fronghe Thy precepts T oget understand-
g thevefore I hate every false way.,” Jercmiah 15:
16 reads, " Thy words were found, and 1 did eat
themy: and Thy word was unto me the jov and re-
jeicimg of mine heart: for [am called by Thy name,
O Tord of hosts.” Hebrews 2292 reads, “But we sce
Jesuss who was made a fittle lower than the angels
for the sulfermyg of death, crowned with glory and
honor; thar He by the grace of God should faste
death for every man.” From these texts it will he
seen that the words “have tasted™ mean have exper-
wineed, e realized.

-set apart 1o holiness, purification-—hy means of the
holv spivits influence 1 our Bives and hearts, we are

Have Tasted the Good Word of God

Some may be inclined to think we have tasted.
really understood and fully appreciated the Word of
God right from the very beginning of our Christian
experience, and while that is measurably true. it 15
not the real import of these words; for they come
in sequence after the promise of the holy spirit. As
an example, we recall the experience of the early
apostles and disciples of Christ. While thev ap-
preciated and valued the Waord of God 1o the extent
of accepting Jesus as the Messinh, they were unable
to fully and clearly understand the divine purposc
for etther Christ or themselves, until after the Pente-
costal outpouring of the holv spirit. And 1s it nor
trie 1]1:11 not il we receive the entightening in-
e of the holy spirit, can we rveally appreciate
‘ﬂr' \A]\ of the Word of God in its threefold as:
pret- —as a chastener and  purifier, develaper and
noeurishier,  and  protector. Not o until then  can
we o he \‘.'!,1(\ to Dhe bhegotten as new creanures.

The Powers of the Age to Come

We cannot think of these "powers of the age to
come” in any other sense than that of their per-
sonal imphcations. These “powers”  cannot pos
siblv be of an impersonal and external character
because the preceding  statements preclude such o
thonght. Thev must be of an individual, personal,
character and  appropriate toour present  experi-
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ences—not something relating to the {uture. We
shall have 1o examine the personal characteristics
of the “Age 10 Come™ in order to determine what
is implied by these words, for they relate not to the
world, but to the church—here and now.

The secvet of our discovery of the meaning of
this expression, “the powers of the age to come,”
lics in our understanding of the purpose of that
age: namely, that it is to be a time of “regen-
eration.” (Matt, 19:28 ) While actual regeneration
is not experienced by consccrated believers of this
age, vet method of dealing with the church
is such that the Dlessings of a complete standing in
1lis favor, through the merit of Christ, are pos-
sihle.

In that tme of regeneration or vestitution, they
shall frst he awakened ivom the sleep of death,
and given to understand that a new ernment,
under Christ, is in comnand of human affairs, This
corresponds e the enlightenment of the chureh,
mentioned i oour text.

privicion.  This Intter feature of phvsical suffering
and privaton 1s oone of the few differences i the
modus operandi of the holy spirit now from what
1wl be o the next age. We, the church. are
called upon o sacvifice the physical, the carthiv, for
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the heavenly, spiritual riches, while the world will
be required to relinquish merely such things as
would tend to undermine and weaken the full at-
twinment of the purpose of that {future time of bless-
ed favor; namely, human perfection.  Our Dless-
ings. giits and benefits are all of a spiritual nature
or character, whereas theirs will be of an carthly
order,

These “powers,” therefore, of the present time,
like those of the future, are cducational, instructive,
creative, 1T we permit ourselves to react in accord
with the principle of selfishness and sel{-interest of
the world about ux, we negative the forces or pow-
ers of constructive righteousness going on in our
lives and characters. And i we thus follow the
great concourse of the people of the world, whether
religious or not, how can we be said to be walking
in the newness of life counseled by the New Testa-
ment?  Nor can we be sald to be risen with
[lim and seated in the heavenlics—now in the holy,
and soon, we trust, in the most holy beyond the
veil.  Lven now, hy Jaith our minds and  hearts
should e centered in those glories that are he-

vond the second veil—that is, we should “set our
affections on things above.””  We have passed the
veil of human mindedness and can discern cven

now “the glories of {rue holiness™ and, through the
eve of faith, the glories of the future divine nature
which will come to us only after we have altained
what is possible of true holiness i the present life.

It is readily conceived that these “powers™ are
not now being exerted over others than the church

class, the consecrated; except indivect)y, through
the Christian’s influente for good and righteouss

ness. It 3s exerted in ourselves to conquer, to over-
come whatever hesetments and difficuliies life's ex-

pertences shall produce and to develop the “‘peace-
able fruits of righteousness.”  The peace and joy
that come to the heavt of one walking up to his
privileges and opportunities in Christ cannot be
properly compared with anvthing else.  The trans-
ient jovs of human nature are not comparable to
“the exceeding greatness of Ilis power to usward
who believe,” netther in the realization of the pres-
ent spiritual advantages which we enjov, nor wvet n
“the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the
saints” in the {future.

Need we Jurther expatiate on these “powers of
the age o come™ 7 Arve they not self-evident to us?
I we Tl to grasp their solemn mport to us, it
must be hecause we have failed to value properly
God's dealings with us at the present time, Will we
permit the trifling advantages of an alveady deca-
dent and crumbling order of selfishness and  sel-
interest to rob us of our birthright?  Iet us resolve
here and now that we will not permit anvthing to
hecloud our vision of the glory and grace of God,
ultimately to be disclosed to all fleshe—Isa. 40:5.

The beloved Apostle Paul, in 2 Timothy 3:14-17,
comprehends  our  summation,  as  follows:  “But
comtinae thou i the things which thou hast learned

The Righteousness of the Saints

(Article 3 of *These Savings of Mine™)

For I say unto you, That except your righteousness
shall exceed the righteousness of the scribes and Phar-
isees,

ye shall in no case enter into the kingdom of
heaven.—Matthew 5:20.

&

P ESUS desired that those who were to hecome
the “lght of the world,” taking the place of
the scribes and Pharisces who, until then,
had sat in Moses' scat, should realize that
such an honorable position called for a very high
of righteousness—much higher than that
set forth and practiced by the religious leaders of
that dav. ‘That this high standard set forth by Jesus
is dircetly related ro the discharge of duties as an
ambassador of Christ is evident from TTis words re-
corded in the verse preceding our text. We quote:
“Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least
commandments, and shall teacl men so. he shall be

standard

called the feast in the Kingdom of heaven,”™ ete. A
provision has been made through the redemptive
work of Christ to forgive the unwilling imper{ections
of the Tallen fesh which cause the Chrisuan to come
shore of the perfect standard of righteousness; hut to
condone sin by o dishonest handling of the Word of
God, and by precept and example to lead others into
a similar course of disobedience, would surelv indi-
cate a measure of wilfulness very displeasing to the
Ford,

While the first coming of Jesus mtroduced a new
dispensation, durmg which o different phase of the
divine plan was 1o be carried out, e wanted His
tollowers 1o know that this new work would not be
accomplished i a manner contrary to that which had
vone before, The standard of righteousness set up
by the law and the prophets was a good standard, a
perfect standard, a divine standard.  Upon this stan-
dard, He would build.  Tustead of destroving the law,
He would “magnify™ st and “make it honorable.”
(lsa. 42:210)  Instead of making 1t less rigid, He
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would make it more exacting, not by changing it in
any way ,but by pointing out its intended effect upon
the very thoughts and intents of the heart.

It was quite possible to make an outward show of
obedience to Moses’ Law, yet inwardly be in rebel-
lion against God and against the spirit of the Law
which He gave to Moses. It is this point- of heart
obedience which Jesus stresses as being all import-
ant, and which Ide refers to as the righteousness that
exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees. Outward
conformity to a high moral code and to certain con-
ventionalities of society may cause one to rank high
in the opinion of men, but only sincerity and purity
of heart can stand the test of divine judgment. Man,
looking upon the outward appearance, sees a measure
of refinement and polish displayed by an individual,
and concludes that he is a fine character; but God,
who looketh on the heart, may see hypocrisy and
fraud operating- under that veneer of professed good-
ness.

Let Us Seek to Please God

So it was in the case of the scribes and the Phari-
sees. Concerning them Jesus said, “But all their
works they do for to be seen of men.” (Matt. 23:5.)
Here seems to be the essential difference betweén the
righteousness of the scribes and Pharisees, and the
righteousness of the true saints of God; namely, that
the former is done to be seen of men, whereas the
motivating spirit back of the latter is that ‘God may
he pleased. Here is a point that should be taken into
consideration at every step of the Christian way. The
motive back of our every thought, word and deed,
should be carefully analyzed. Every plan we make,
every effort we undertake, every advance step we
take, should bhe preceded by the question, Why am I
doing this? Is it wholly that I may the better please
God by conforming more closely to His will, or is
there in it some semblance of a desire that our works
may be “seen of men”?

Matthew 23:2

Jesus shows that, for the time
being, tho :cribcs and Pharisces were still sitting in
“\Io es' seat” ) so He gave instructions to obey their
precepts, but not to follow their example. The reason
for this was, as He shows, that they preached one
thing and practiced something else. In this, also, the
righteousness of the true followers of the Master
must exceed that of the Pharisees. Christian am-
bassadorship must be of the heart in order to be ac-
eptable to God. One may speak with the tongue
of men and of angels, vet if the heart of the preacher
1s not in harmony with the message, even the most
polished oratory becomes, in God’s ears, as sounding
brass and tinkling cymbals.

That outward show of righteousness which is in-
tended merely to exalt one in the opinions of others,
is repugnant to God, and wholly out of harmony with
the standard of humility which He sets before all
those who aspire to reign with Christ. The “great-
est among vou, shall be your servant.” said Jesus.
{Matt. 23:10.) To be a servant in Jesus’ day was
not a very honorable position m the sight of men:
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and those who aspive to be servants, must surely be

impelled by a different spirit than that of the scribes

and Ph'msees, who sought the chief seats in the syn-

ago@ues and who enco‘uraged the people to call
them “Rabbi, Rabbi,” or ‘Master, Master.—Matthew
23:7. v

Man was created to be a master, not over his fel-
lowmen, but over the earth and the lower creations
of the earth. This trait is still inherent in the hu-
man race, hut almost always misguided into an
attenypt to Lord it over their fellows. The Christian
needs to watch this tendency lest it assert itself in
dealing with others of like precious faith, and thus
seek to lord it over them. “Whosoever shall exalt
himself,” Jesus said, “shall be abased; and he that
shall humble himself shall be exalted.” (Matt. 23:
12.) Such is another phase of the standard of right-
eousness the Master sets. before us—righteousness
that must exceed the righteousness of the scribes and
Pharisees else we cannot enter into the Kingdom of
heaven.

Magnifying the Law

After establishing this ' general foundation of true
righteousness, showing ‘that it must be a quality of
ha heart rather than somethmo that is affected and
merelv seen. from the odfside, as a veneer, Jesus then
proceeds to give specific' examples of w hat this heart
righteousness means when applied to various parts
of the Law of Mosés,’ First, in this connection, he
mentions the law pertaining to murder—"“Thou shalt
not kill.”  While there are, doubtless, many in the
world today, who would not hesitate to commit mur-
der were it not for the restraint of the civil law; vet
it 1s hard. to imagine one who professes to be a Chris-
tian., especially one' whio claims to be in “present
truth,” deliberately taking human life. But how do
we stand in the light of this particular commandment
of Jehovah as its real intent was revealed by Jesus?

Jesus said that
ther
229

“whosoever is angry with his bro-
shall be in danger of the judgment.” (Matt. 5:

The Apostle John, giving us his version of
Tesus' teaching on fhis'pdint. said “Whosoever hat-
eth his brother is a murdered.” (1 John 3:15.) How
do we measure up to Jesus standard of righteousness
when this test is applied? Are we so filled with the
spirit of divine mercy and love that there is no room
far hatred in our hearts? It isn’t a matter of wheth-
er or not we may think there is a proper cause for
hatred. In the Common Version the words “without
a cause” have been added to what Jesus actually said,
with the result that the rigid requirements of this
command ave thereby largely nullified. These words
are not found in the oldest Greek manuscripts, and
are no part, therefore, of the sacred text.

Tf Jesus had actvally said what the Common Ver-
sion 1mputes of Him-—that we could hate our brother
when there was a cause for it—then the inherent seli-
ishness of the human heart, which is “deceitiul above
all’ things, and despelare]\ wicked.” (Jer. 17:9))
would alw avs be able to find a “cause” for hatred,
and the qualities of God-like Tove and mercv would
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be thereby prevented from being exercised to the
blessing and benefit of His people.  No, irrespective
of the attitude of others towards us, we, as followers
of the Master, are forbidden by the command of our
T.cader to harbor hatred in our hearts for anyomne,
much less for our brethren in the Lord. We should
strive to take so generous a view of even our worst
enemies that we will be able o deal with them with-
out prejudice, being cver on the alert to help them
to correct, if ])05511)1(1, their unrightcous ways and to
know the Lord and conform themselves to His will,
Lspecially is this so with respect to those who pro-
fess 1o be followers of Jesus and, therefore, our
brediren.  Any other attittde on our part would
imply that, within the meaning of the magnified law,
we are guilty of murder,
Put Away All Anger

i Iphesians 42260 we are admonished, “Be ye
and sin not:

angry, let not the sun go down upon
vour wrath.”  This text should not be construed as

a licemse o hate our brethren, even temporarily.
Conditions may arise at tinws to cause even the best
intentioned  Christian o become, for the moment,
wrought up, or agitated.  We should strive against
such an occurence.  Our faith in God and in His
will, and our knowledge of His ability to control, for
our good, all the circumstances with which we are
surrounded, should give us a repose of heart and
mind even under the most trying conditions. But, if
in an off-guard moement, we lose our repose and
balance, we should, by no means, permit it to be a
lasting condition.  “let not the sun go down upon
vour wrath,” is the apostle’s way of putting it. The
thought scems to be that if we check the sudden, in-
ad\ ertent outburst of anger, not permitting it to dHCCt
our heart condition of Jove for ﬂ]L brethren, and even
our enemies, then it will not be held against us as
Nagrant sin that will keep us out of the Kingdom.

We should not condone the sin and imperfections
of others, wnd neither should we condone our own
sin and imperiections ; but just as we are struggling
against these things in our own bodies, even so we
Jhould conclude that our brethren are doing likewise.
Heucc while we hate sin, wherever it is found,
must love, and do all we can to help, those who are
affected by it. Solomon says. “There is Ca time
1o love, and a time to hate”” (Feel 3:8)  lle could
also have said, There are things to love and things
to hate: and it is as we take into consideration the
testimony of the entire Word of God that we learn
what these things are.  We are to love our brethren
and our enemies at all times.  Scripturally, there is
no time when we are permitred to hate these.  We
are, according to the Scriptures, to hate sin at all
fimes. At no time are we permitted to love unright-
cousness, Bor i any way to countenance it as a mat-
ter of expediency,

The Seriptures tell us that God hates the wicked,
and that He will destroy them; but this does not give
us license to hate our enemies. God can read the
heart. the motives; and it is only when He seces
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therein an incorrigible condition which makes re-
pentance and change impossible, that Ile decrees the
death sentence, We are not able to read the heart of
anothier, henee are forbidden to pass final judgment,
We are to coutinue showing mercy and love as long
as we have breath, doing so in realization of the fact
that, even if we are merciful 1o some who are unde-
serving of mercy, the experience nevertheless will be
of value to us, even though it may not have helped
the sinner involved.

The Figurative Resurrection

The apostle goes on to tell us in Romans 6:11

verse as walking “in newness of life.”  When the
sacrifice of our justified flesh took place, we, individ-
wally, were begotten of the spirit to be sons of God- -
sons on the spiritual plane, instead of on the human
vlane,  There it was that the eonscorated will was
accented as the new ereature and began its existence,
and which prospers in proportion as it remains loyal
tn God and to T_h'\ covenant of sacrificing the mortal
hody and its interests. The mortal bod, thus sac-
rificed and reckoned dead with Christ is to he so
“quickened” or encrgized by the new will, o con-
trolled by at, that the remainder of life hguratively
is spoken of as a reswrrected fife. The new ereature,
the new willl acting in and through these mortal
hodies, 1s declared, figuratively, to be risen with
“hrist and living {or, secking, those things which arc
above, (Col. 3 1 ) The apostle refers to this new-
ness of life, or figurative resuwrrection, in which the
nevw will uses the mortal body in the divine service,
saving, “If the %pirif of Him that raised up Jesus
{rom the dead dwell in you, He that raised up Christ
from the dead shall also quicken [enliven, energize]
vour mortal hodies by His spirit swhich dwelleth in

vou.” (Rom. 8:11.)  To as full an extent as pos-
sible therefore, the new will thus gains control of
its mortal body, and uses it in the present life as the
hest substitute it has for the spiritual body, which,
ol course, will not be obtainable until the actual res-
urrection.

The “power™ of His resurrection 1s God's holy
spirit working in us to will and to do all His good
No wonder the apostle says that we “live
by God,” according to the Diaglott translation, Just
as the spirit of the Father enabled Jesus to accom-
plish all that was represented by the killing of the
tvpical bullock (leviticus 16), so the same spirit.
the spirit or influence ()l the truth, through Christ,
upon the Lord's “goat” class, enab les them to cru-
cify themselves as men—-to kill the “goat”™ the de-
praved will—in hope of the promised glory and im-
mortalitv of the divine nature, as new creatures in
Christ. Thus we keep the goat nature always sac-
rificed.

ufication.”™  The apostle here personifies sin and k-
ens him to a slave-owner with millions of helpless
daves under his oppressive rule, St Panl realized
that even if Satan were destroved, sin would still be
mgrained i the flesh of mankind, hence sin is the
oreater taskmaster, Satan, although himseli a great
Sdave-driver is subordinate 1o this mighty degenerat-
ing force.

The Pharisces re-
garded this simple act as threshing
and winnowing the grain, and as
such, they hel d it to be a profana-
tion of the Sabbath.  Our Lord de-
fended  the disciples against the
charge, and pomted out what Da-
vieh had done in ecating the shew
bread, which was lawiul only for
the priests to eat. Matthew's ac-
count of the matter also tells us
that [esus called attention to the
{act that the priests performed
their duties in the temple every
Sabbath day, and were not con-
denmed for so doing.
The Pharisecs and the doctors ol
the law were constantly opposing
owr Lord, trying to entangle Him
v THis talk, and seeking for an op-
portunity to put Him out of the
way. Yet it was their very at-
tacks upon Iim that brought out
some of the finest truths of His
ministry,  Some one has  said,
“The flint of oppnsition struck out
divine fire that has pever ceased to
burn. Tt was like the cannon ball
from the enemy at Sebastopol,
which opened a spring of cold wat-
the besieged garrison.” And
the same is true today,  Those who
fight against wuth only serve to
bring out more of its beauties in
the eyves of those whose hearts are
inoa proper attitude to appreciate 1t
“The Sahbath was made for man
and not man for the Sabbath,” said
the Master.

Ll saries of the Cross ]esus
i trusted with the great com-
mission of preaching the
gospel. - No wonder that His en-
tire work bafiled the religious lead-
ers of His time. To the scribes and
Pharisees Jesus was just a carpen-
ter.

They believed that Joseph was His
father and Mary His mother, and
that James, Joses, Judah and
Simon were His Drothers, How
then, could He possibly be any dif-
ferent from other people?

‘When .giving to His disciples the
greatest of all commissions, our
Lord counselled them not to make
any special provision for their
journey., They were to be faithful
in their ‘service, and were prom-
ised that God would look after
them. It was in barmony with this
that in the Sermon on the Mount
Jesus called their attention tc the
lilies of the field, reminding them
that the splendor of these simple
flowers outmatched that of King
Solomon.  If God could thus clothe
the lilies, He could clothe them,
and would surely do so while they
were devoting their lives to His
work.  Jesus was not using the Iil-
ies to show that they DO NOTH-
ING, and that therefore we should
do nothing. Indeed, nothing could
be further from His purpose. The
lilies and all flowers are governed
by the laws of nature. They use
what they have, but they have no
arms, no feet, no eyes with which
to see, no ears with which to hear,
no brains by which to reason and
to think. = Their capacities are ex-
ceedingly Jimited as compared with
those of man.

The Lord expects us to use the
things that we have. To Moses
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He said, -“What is that in thine
hand?”. In substance He says the

same thing to every professed fol-
lower of the Master. The parable
of the talents makes it very plain
that we should be faithful in the
use of our various capacmes for
service.  Those who speak for the
Lord, let them do so. Those who
can write, let them do that. Some
have & pleasing personality, and
that, also, can be nsed. Some have
a fine gift for expounding the great
plan of the ages, and that is a
splendid talent for anyone to pos-

sess.  The Word of God says,
“that ye should shew forth the
praises of Him who hath called

you out of darkness into His mar-
velous light.” (1 Pet. 2:9.) There-
fore, we. should give c\ple:sxon to
the truth, both in our words, in our
deeds, dl’ld m any special service we
can render for the Lord, the truth
and the brethren.

The disciples who went out into
the Lord’s vineyard soon {ound
that they ‘did not lack for anything.
They did’not have to worry about
where their next meal would come
from. "They had no need for anx-
iety regarding the future, and what
would become of them in their old
age. since they were in no position
to lay up money. They were to

remember  the Master’s  words,
“Seek ye first the Kingdom of
God. and His righteousness; and
all - these things [food, clothing,
etc.] ~shall be added unto you.”—
Matthew 6:33.

GOLDEN TEXT: Give ye them fo
eat—Mark 6:37

M AT God can make things
¢o a long way there can be
no question. A little ener-
gv {rom the sun's rays, and
liave the power stored in wood,

and oil.  To be sure, it has

taken time to do this, but what is

time  with God? He can take a
thousand  or more years to do
something, or, if He so desires,
He can do the same thing in a few
sccondds,  There s no fourth or
other dimension with God.  Time
and space are but the mediums of
indicating His insuperable power
and  capacity.

When God takes a long time to
do something wonderful, like cov-
ering. the apple trees with fruit, we
see 1o miracle in it, but merely
consider it as being the natural
thing. But when He does things
suddenly and unexpectedly, we call
it a miracle. Thus Jesus called for
a few water-pots, had them filled
with water, and all at once it was
converted into wine,  That certain-
ly was a miracle.  Yet every sum-
mer God takes water and minerals
from the soil and sends them up
into grape-vines, cherry, plum and
other (rees and turns them into
wine, and because it takes longer to
accomplish this, we do not regard
it as a miracle.

In the days of [lijab the pro-
vhet, God made a little meal and o
small quantity of oil last a womay
and her son and himself a “full
year. (1 Kings 17:15, margin.)
That was because she was willing
to share it with the prophet. Then
again i the time of Elisha, we find
there was a widow who had noth-
ing in her home but a little oil. The
prophet told her to borrow vessels
of her neighbors, and she did so,
and under the divine blessing they
were all filled with oil. (2 Kings
4:1-7.)  Thus. we repeat, can God
make things go a long way when
they are used in His service.

Tesus was always serving others.
Whether He was casting out de-
mons from obsessed persons, or
giving sight to the blind, hearing
to the deal, power to walk to the
lame, raising the dead. telling ahout
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the divine Kingdom, or feeding the
multitude, He was in every case
doing something for others and ex-
pressing His  good-will  toward
them. In all this He has left us
“an example, that we should follow
in His steps” by using the pound
and the talents entrusted to us.

Only five loaves and two fishes
made o feast for five thousand
men!  But it was not hard for God
to do a thing like that. Perhaps
He had angels employed in making
the bread and fishes, and had ev-
ervthing prepared for the occasion.
We do not know, for we are not
informed as to the particulars, It
was simply a miracle, that was afl.
But Jesus did not ler the multi-
tude go awav hungry. And today
He has leit the {eeding of the mul-
titude to us, while e, Himself, in-
visibly present. superintends the
work., It is not in our province to
feed everybody, but those hunger-
ing for the truth will find soul-sat-
isfaction in the divine message we
can bring them. In the great com-
ing Millennial age, God will feed
all men with a knowledge of Him-
self. using as Tis divine agency
our lLord Jesus and the church,
His bride. But we have a wonder-
ful privilege at the present time in
witnessing for the truth and feed-
ing the truth-hungrv with the pre-
cious hread of life.

AE children of Israel, after Joseph’s death,
multiplied so rapidly in the land of -Egypt,”

M said Uncle Eb, “that the king decided to
=== stop their increase by a very cruel and heart-
less method. He commanded that all the little baby
bovs be drowned in the river Nile as soon as they
were born.  You can imagine what a terrible thing
it was for the parents to see their little ones destroy-
ed like this. Now. there was a woman who had a
beautiful little son, and she hid him away for three
months, and when she found that she couldn’t hide
him any longer, she did a. very ingenious - thing.
She made a little basket or ark of bulrushes and made
it water-tight with a good layer of pitch, . Then she
placed her little hoy-in it and laid it down among the
réeds along the river bank., And the child’s sister
stood hack some distance to see \\hat ‘would take
place.

“Well, a very interesting thing took place. Who
indeed should come down to bathe in the river but
the daughter of Pharaoh, the king. And; of course,
she saw the basket floating there, and she sent one of
her maids to bring it to her. “What ‘then was her
amazement upon looking into the little ark to see a
beautiful child! The babe wept, and the princess of
Egvpt had compassion on him, and she said, “This is
ome of the children of the Hebrews.” Then the child’s
sister came to her and said, ‘Shall T go and call 2
nurse that she may take care of the child for you?
And the princess said, ‘Yes, go and do so.” So, the
sister, whose mname was Miriam, ~ brought - the
child’s own mother, and Pharaoh’s daughter said to
her, ‘Here, take t]m babe and nurse it, and I'll pay
vou vour wages.” So, in this strange manner, the
mother was paid for nursing her own child.

“And the child grew up, and he was taken into the
royal palace of Egypt and became the son of the
king’s daughter. Of course, he was well educated
and became learned in all the arts and sciences of
the Egyptians. He knew, also, how to govern a
kingdom, and how to lead an army to battle, He
hecame a very good and a very wise prince indeed,
and his name was Moses, which means, ‘drawn out,
or taken out.” because he was taken out of the water.

“Now, of course. Moses knew that he was a He-
brew, and that his people were in bondage to the
Iigvptians.  Naturally, he felt that he would like to
do something to help- them. But what could he do?

- One day Moses saw an Egyptian smiting a He-
brew, and he looked around to see if there was any-
one watching him, and when he saw no one, he kill-
ed the Egyptian and dug a kind of grave rwht there
im the sand and hid the body. But you know there
is a. saying, that, ‘Murder will out.” And on the
very, next day when Moses saw two Hebrews striv-
ing together, and said. unto them, ‘Why. do you fight
lxke that ? one of them replied, “Who made you a
prince and. a judge over us? Do you intend to kill,
me as you killed the Egyptian? And by these words
Moses knew: that his. deed was discovered, and he
felt that his life was in. danger, and so he fled out of
the country. to the land of Midian, and there he sat
down by a well.

“Now .the ‘priest of :Midian had seven daughters,
and they: came to the well to draw water for theis
father’s  flocks.  And ithere were certain herdsmen;
who were rough fellows, and these came. along "and
drove the young ladies. away and took possession of
the well. . But they did not reckon on Moses, for he
arose and wiglded his staff with such good effect that
he put. the: herdsmen. to flight. Then he drew water
with , which- the ladies could water their flocks Then
they told their father. what had taken place, and he
said to them, “Where is the man who served you so
well?  Bring him into the house that we may enter-
tain ‘him.  So Moses came in and stayed in that
home, and he married one of the priest’s daughters
and her name was Zipporah.

“And that was how Moses became a shepherd. For
many years he kept the flocks, and 1 suppose that
many a time he had fo protect the sheep from wild
animals, And the long period of forty years passed
away, and Moses was now eighty years of age. DBut
he was not feeble Jike most men of that age are today,
hut was very active dnd strong, and more llke a young
man than an old one. And the life of a shepherd,
which was lived out-of-doors, would tend to keep
him in the best of health,

“Omne day Moses was near the mountain of Horeb,
when he saw a very strange sight.  Well, it was
mer, ey a “bush on ﬁrc but the strange thing about it
was that " the bush’ was not consumed So Moses
decided to go over closer to the bush and see why
it wds not burned Then, as he drew near, God call-
¢d to him from the mldst of the bush, and said.
‘Moges. Moses.” And Moses replied. “Fere am 1’
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“And God said to him, "Take your shoes from off
your feet, for the place on which you stand is holy
corounl.” Then God said *I am the God of your
fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and
the God of Jacob.” And Moses covered his face, for
he was afraid to look upon God.

“And God said, I have surely seen the sufferings
of My people, the children of fsrac), and have heard
their cry that they have madé unto Me, and now the
tme is come for Me to deliver them, and to bring
tiem forth into a Jand of their own, a land flowmg
with milk and honey.  And you are the man whom
[ have chosen to accomplish My purpose.  Come
now., therefore, and perform the task T have assigned
to you. | want you t go up to Pharaoh the king
and demand that he let My people go that they may
serve Me!

“Now Moses did not think that he was qualified
for a task of this kind, for be was a very humble
man. But God encouraged him, saying, ‘Certainly
| will be with you. So go and gather the elders of
Israel together and set this matter before them. Tell
them that My name is T ADM, the great self-existing
One, and that T am the God of Abraham, the God of
fsaac and the God of Jacob. And if you want to
prove that you bhave come from Me, I'll give you
certain signs.  Now T see that you have a rod in
your hand. Cast that rod upon the ground. So
Moses cast down the rod, and it was turned into a
serpent, and Moses fled from before it.  Then the
f.ord said, ‘Now put forth vour hand and catch it by
the tail,” and he did so and it became a rod in his
hand  again.

“Then God said, "Now if you want another sign,
here is oue. Put your hand into your bosom.” And
Moses did this: but when he took his hand out at the
Ford's command, the hand was discased with the
disease called leprosy.  Then God told him to put
ithe hand in again, and when he took it out this time.
it was all right.

“One other sign the Lord gave. He told Moses to
take the water of the river and pour it on the dry
tand, and when this was done, the water was turned
into blood.  Equipped with these three signs, Moses
would surely be able to convinee the people that God

lad sent him to do the work of deliverance. But
still Moses did not  think that he was eloquent
coough, He said, T am slow of speech, and of a

sow rongue.”  Then the Lovd said, ‘Go up to Phar-
aoh, and [ will be with your mouth and will tell yon
‘he right thing to sav.  And if you still feel incap-
able of doing this, take with you Aaron your brother.
e can talk well, and the two of vou can go up to-
gether.

“So after taking leave of his father-in-law and
journeving to Egypt with his fanuly, Moses went to
have an interview with the king. And he said to
him. “The Tord requires you. to.let His people go
‘that they may hold a feast unto Flim in the wilder-
ness.”  But Pharaoh said, “Who is the Lord that you
are talking about? 1 do not know vour God, and 1
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will not let the Israelites go.”  And then Pharaob
made the tasks of the Israelitcs harder than they
were hefore. And the children of Israel said to
Aoses, 'What is this that you have done to us? You
have made our burdens far heavier than they were
before you came herc to interfere.  Now what are
we to do?

“Sa Moses told the Lord about this.  And the
Lord sent him to Pharaoh again and wld him to
show the signs that had been given to him. So Moses
and Aaron went into the presence of Pharaoh and
Aaron cast his rod down and it became a serpent,
Then Pharaoh called the magicians of Egypt to see
what they could do, and they cast down their rods,
and they also became serpents.  Perhaps they were
real serpents that looked like rods before they were
cast down.

Just faney putting
your hand in vour pocket and finding a live irog
there.  Fancy seeing them hopping about in vour
parlor, and getting on the table at meal time. 1 can
tell vou that the people became good and sick of
frogs.  1I'm surc they felt that they never wanted to
see another {rog as long as they lived.  And the king
with all his power could not get rid of them, and
could not make them less than they were. The only
Lope was that the one who had hrought them would
rake them awav,  So Pharaoh called for Moses and
Aaron and asked them to remove the frogs. that then
he would let the Israelites go.  So Moses prayed to
the Tord and the Lord answered his praver, and the
frogs dicd in all the tand.  And then it was that the
people had guoite a task on their hands; for, as T have
said, ther wers nulions of frogs. and now thev were

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THE TRUTH CAN ANSWER

POTHING is more destructive to the stabil-
#l ity and progress of truth than to conclude,
8l for sake of peace, to refrain from discussing
points of difference. Yet there is a “happy
medium,” as it were, or a proper “‘spiritual balance,”
in this matter as well as in all others pertaining to
the Christian life,  Or, to express the thought in
Scriptural terms, it is necessary that we “contend
carnestly for the faith,” vet at the same time we are
to remember that “the servant of the Lord must not
strive.”  Brother Russell once said that we “should
preach the truth, and let its mighty power do the
work.” In doing this, it seems to us, we are obeying
the whole counsel of God as it pertains to this phase
of the Christian life.

Merely to tell a brother who doesn’t agree with us
that he is wrong will more than likely convince him
more than ever that he is right. But, if patiently and
lovingly, we can point out to him what we under-
stand to be the Scriptural view on the point in ques-
tion, and why, it may be that he will be helped there-
by to a better understanding of the matter. Even
s0. it s not always wise to entirely ignore the erro-
neous views of others, because there are times when
the truth is caused to shine more resplendently when
contrasted with the error. Thus, for example, the
truth relative to the condition of the dead was made
the plainer as Brother Russell conmpared it with the
Gaed-dishonoring  theory of eternal torture.

But when it scems necessary, for sake of clarity,
fo compare error with truth, it should always be
done in the spirit of love, and never with the inten-
tion or desire to criticize those who hold what we
may consider to be crroneous views,  Yes, let the
mighty power of the truth do the work. The truth
answered all our questions in the past, and it is still
able to do so. On this point the following quotation
from the Bible Students Monthly, of England, is
very timely

““Now a new vear opens before us with its golden
omortun’ties.  In the years that are past men and
wonrten bave studied and diseussed, prayed and medi-
fated, served and labouved, in this glorious fellowship
they called *The Trath.” There was a clear exposition
of the divine Word along lines which broadened their
spirifual percention immeasurably. For some, old per-
plexities were dissolved, old questions answered, old
problems swept away. Much of the gross materialism
of nineteenth century theology was dispelled by this
clearer light on the Word

““The whole vonception of Christ’s work for maw-
kind, His dealing with them in ‘Ilis day,’ the manner
of Mis return and appearing, the ultimate purpose of

all dead, and there they lay all over the land. And
the people couldn't leave them there. for they would
have hred disease, so they gathered them up. T fancy
they shovelled them up in carts, and it must have
taken some time to do this: but finally they were all
huried. and the people must have heen glad to ge
rid of such a terrible plague.

“So the frogs were gone. and Pharaoh saw that
the land was rid of them. Now, surely, he would et
the Tsraclites go. He would surely know that the
Gaod who could turn water into blood and could fill
the land with frogs was not a God to be trifled with,
Tt is hard to understand how a person could be as
stubhorn as he was, But again he refused to comply
with God's command.  And we find that today. as
well, people often refuse to da the thing that thev
know to he richt. However, there is no safety in
disobeving God, and the only safetv lies in doing
what God tells us to do.  And we find this out in
Tis Word, and so we read His Word, and seek to
know His divine will so that we may have His di-
vine blessing on our lives, With the second plague
and the refusal of Pharaoh, we hring this story to a
close.”
