"He Maketh Wars to Cease "

"He maketh wars to cease unto the end of the earth ; He
breaketh the bow, and cutteth the spear in sunder ; He
burneth the chariot in the fire."—Psalm 46 : 9

FOR sometime the news media have been keeping the worl d
informed about the progress of SALT II (Strategic Arm s
Limitation Treaty) negotiations between the two superpower s
of the world, the United States and the Soviet Union . Bot h
nations have stockpiled enough nuclear bombs to stagger th e
human mind in its effort to comprehend the potentia l
destructive force involved . The firepower of these bombs i s
measured in megatons. One megaton is equal to one millio n
tons of TNT . In World War II days the blockbuster bomb ha d
a striking force of one ton of TNT . How can we visualize a
bomb that has the equivalency of millions of tons of TNT ?

Although actual figures have never been published (and ar e
kept secret by both nations), it is generally supposed that th e
United States has nuclear bombs equivalent to one hundre d
trillion tons of TNT and the Soviet Union has the equivalent o f
sixty trillion tons. These figures boggle the mind and th e
imagination . Professor Einstein, shortly after the first atomi c
bomb was used in World War II and before the advent of the
hydrogen bomb, said, "The annihilation of all life upon eart h
has now become a technical possibility ." Today, if we coul d
properly comprehend (as Einstein was able to comprehend) ,
we would be frightened at the contemplation of what woul d
happen if the explosive power that these two nations have
stockpiled was ever used in an all-out war . The materials o n
hand far exceed the power necessary to destroy all life upo n
earth . Can we wonder, then, why our Lord said, as recorde d
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in Matthew 24 :22, "And except those days should be
shortened, there should no flesh be saved . "

How will those days be shortened? Will it be because of th e
success of SALT II, which would limit the delivery of nuclea r
bombs through deployment of missiles and bombers? Will i t
be because the prospect of nuclear war is so terrible that it i n
itself has become a deterrent? Not at all! It becomes eviden t
when we review what was accomplished as the result o f
SALT I that such treaties serve only as screens for double -
dealing by the respective parties . The intent of SALT I was t o
stop the escalation and multiplication of arms and weapon s
that would be used specifically to carry nuclear warheads . I t
failed to do so . For example, the treaty limited the United
States to 1,054 land-based intercontinental ballistic missile s
(ICBMs) and the Soviet Union to 1,607 . Both contries have
equaled or exceeded these limitations . The treaty also sai d
that the U .S . could increase its submarine missile total fro m
656 to 710, and the U .S .S .R . from 740 to 950, if they retired
one land-based missile for every additional submarin e
missile . The Soviet Union has exercised this option ; the
United States has not . But since SALT I limited the number of
missiles delivering a single nuclear warhead, both sides
proceeded to develop a missile carrying multiple warheads ,
each warhead capable of going to a separate target ; and this ,
of course, made the treaty meaningless .

The new SALT II, which is awaiting signing by both sides ,
now includes heavy bombers in the count of missiles and call s
for a total of 2,250 for each nation . The U .S . has a total of
2,058 (ICBMs and heavy bombers) . The U .S .S .R . has 2,500 .
Other features involve rules on cruise missiles and multipl e
warheads .

The United States Congress has been asked by Presiden t
Carter to become involved in studying the treaty . It is
expected that it will produce greater equality in arms and
hence stability . This would mean, therefore, that neither sid e
would be tempted to launch a first strike .
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The big problem facing both sides is the lack of ability t o
make accurate verification . Political changes abroad may
reduce the number of American systems for verification .
Already a critical location has been lost because of the chang e
in governments in Iran . In that country, important strategi c
intelligence-gathering equipment was deployed by the C .I .A .
This equipment was used to track the flights of Russia n
missiles and to monitor electronic signals reporting th e
missiles' performance. With the change of administration in
Iran, the equipment has been dismantled and removed, or
lost . The events in Iran have made consideration and
acceptance of the treaty more difficult .

It is the conviction of the U .S . critics of the treaty that the
Russians have been able in the last five years to evad e
verification . Even with all the monitoring systems in
operation, both sides agree that verification will be difficult .

It is clear that neither nation trusts the other . Without a
treaty, each will spend billions for more weapons. With a
treaty, they are likely to spend even more . Treaties are a
paradox . Essayist E . B . White once described an arms contro l
treaty as a "document that is generally regarded as s o
untrustworthy we feel we must hold arms in order to mak e
sure we're not disadvantaged by its being broken ." We
should not wonder, then, that news correspondents in writin g
about SALT say that it causes "men's minds to turn, none to o
lightly, to Armageddon ." They also say concerning SALT ,
"The question is the balance of terror ." One articl e
mentioned how strange it was that every time a treaty was
signed to limit arms, the spending on new arms by bot h
nations signing the treaty increased .

But the concern about nuclear war and nuclear terror is no t
restricted to the acts of the superpowers alone . Today ever y
small nation in the world buys arms, and many produce an d
sell arms, too . The business in arms is greater in dollar
volume today than ever before in man's history . Recently ,
one thousand people gathered in Chicago outside the O'Har e
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Exposition to protest an international arms exhibit an d
conference . The conference, called "Defense Technolog y
'79" by its sponsor, was called "Death Exposition" by th e
protestors . The exhibition was closed to the news media and
the public but open to manufacturers, diplomats, and heads
of State and their representatives . Visitors from the Middl e
East, Indonesia, and Latin America were among thos e
attending the first day of the four-day conference .
Demonstrators shouted, "Murderer" and "Death Merchant "
to those entering the hall .

Even the nation of Israel considers arms sales a necessar y
evil . A recent article said :

"Before the 1973 war, Israel was a minor arms merchan t
with sales averaging $60 million a year in a market dominated
by the United States, the Soviet Union, France and Britain .
Since then, Israel's military merchandise for sale has
increased by at least six times, with sales this year estimate d
at $400 million .

"Israel's sales are shrouded by censorship and self -
imposed restrictions in the industry . But Defense Ministr y
officials hasten to remind inquirers that the Israeli arm s
industry is important for a small nation with a staggerin g
balance-of-payments deficit, and accounts for at most two
percent of the global traffic in weapons .

"Israeli officials are also close-mouthed about who thei r
clients are and what they buy, but according to foreign pres s
reports and sources such as the London-based Internationa l
Institute for Strategic Studies, the highly successful Uz i
submachine gun is sold to more than 60 countries, includin g
the United States, which equips its Secret Service with the
weapon .

"According to these sources, Israel's customers includ e
Nicaragua, South Africa, Ethiopia, Kenya, Greece, Taiwan ,
Honduras, Chile, Iran, Bolivia, Ecuador, El Salvador an d
Mexico . Prime Minister Menachem Begin has made no secre t
about Israel's arms aid to Christian militiamen in sout h
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Lebanon . This represents a political decision related to
Israel's concern about Palestinian guerrillas regrouping at it s
northern border .

"Israel still relies heavily on the United States for muc h
advanced equipment but it produces about 40 percent of it s
light ammunition needs. A brochure published by th e
Defense Ministry in French, English and Spanish offers a
wide variety of equipment for sale. The items include the
Galil, a light-assault rifle that converts into a submachine gu n
or grenade launcher capable of firing antitank or anti -
personnel ammunition ; the Gabriel sea-to-sea missile ; the
Shafir air-to-air missile, and communications and scannin g
devices . "

The people living in this world have come to accept war a s
inevitable, even though they hate it and long for real, lasting ,
secure peace . Christian nations are sometimes regarded as
capable of leading the way toward peace. Unfortunately ,
these so-called Christian nations have waged as much war a s
the heathen nations, if not more . How can these truly say that
they espouse the cause of the Prince of Peace ?

What did the Prince of Peace, Jesus, say concerning ou r
time and concerning war? In the 24th chapter of Matthew ,
Jesus tells about the signs dealing with the end of the age .
His disciples had asked him to tell them of his secon d
presence and the nature of events at the end of the age . Jesus
said, among other things : "And ye shall hear of wars and
rumors of wars : see that ye be not troubled : for all these
things must come to pass, but the end is not yet ." (vs. 6) We
note that Jesus used the word "must ." "These things must
come to pass ." In other words, he was saying that wars must
come to pass . Wars and threats of wars would be man's lot
until brought to an end by the power of the Prince of Peace .
And so it has been . Wars and the threat of wars have grown
in intensity, leading us to the present troublous times . The
prophet Daniel prophesied of this time . (Dan . 12 :1) Jesus
quoted him, saying : "Then shall be great tribulation, such as
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was not since the beginning of the world to this time, no, no r
ever shall be . And except those days should be shortened ,
there should no flesh be saved ."—vss . 21,22

Jesus did not expect that peace would come in our day .
Rather, he expected that the time spanning his first an d
second advents would be characterized by warfare of al l
types . His words recorded in Matthew 10 :34-37 are : "Thin k
not that I am come to send peace on earth : I came not to sen d
peace, but a sword [to make war] . For I am come to set a ma n
at variance against his father, and the daughter against he r
mother, and the daughter-in-law against her mother-in-law .
And a man's foes shall be they of his own household . He tha t
loveth father or mother more than me is not worthy of me :
and he that loveth son or daughter more than me is no t
worthy of me. "

The implication of this prophecy is that sin and selfishness
would be prevalent in these last days and that those wh o
would become his followers would endure trouble . The spiri t
of war would be everywhere .

This frightening picture will not change until the Prince o f
Peace, Jesus, establishes his kingdom . Isaiah's wonderfu l
prophecy of the birth of the Messiah said : "For unto us a
Child is born, unto us a Son is given : and the government
shall be upon his shoulder : and his name shall be called
Wonderful, Counselor, The mighty God, The everlastin g
Father, The Prince of Peace ." (Isa. 9:6) A key point in thi s
prophecy is the phrase, "the government shall be upon hi s
shoulder ." It is necessary, for the abolishing of war, tha t
there be established a worldwide government which is no t
influenced or swayed by sin, but which will supervise ,
overrule, and control the affairs of all earth's inhabitants fo r
their good . This can be accomplished only by th e
establishment of God's kingdom .

Another requirement for the prevention of war is th e
conversion of all nations from a condition of hardness o f
heart, selfishness, and sin to a condition of tenderness o f
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heart, generosity, and righteousness . These will be the exact
accomplishments of Christ's government . A prophecy by
Jeremiah reads : "I will put My law in their inward parts, an d
write it in their hearts ; and will be their God, and they shal l
be My people ." (Jer . 31 :33) Isaiah's prophecy continues : "Of
the increase of His government and peace there shall be n o
end, upon the throne of David, and upon His kingdom, t o
order it, and to establish it with judgment and with justic e
from henceforth even forever . The zeal of the Lord of host s
will perform this ."—Isa. 9 : 7

When Jesus came to earth at his first advent, he came as
the Lamb of God, to be the ransom for father Adam . H e
fulfilled Isaiah's prophecy, "As a sheep before her shearer s
is dumb, so he openeth not his mouth ." (Isa . 53 :7) Jesus i s
also identified as the Lamb of God in the Book of Revelation ,
"the Lamb that was slain ." But here the picture changes : the
Lamb does not behave like a lamb but rather like a lion or a
bull . He displays such anger that all who oppose him ar e
forced to try to hide and are very fearful . They say to the
mountains and rocks, "Fall on us and hide us . . . from the
wrath of the Lamb ." (Rev. 6 :15-17) A lamb is usually though t
of as being meek and docile. In this picture we see a lamb ful l
of wrath .

The Lord is conveying to our minds an important feature o f
his plan in this picture of a "wrathful lamb." First, he want s
us to remember that Jesus died for us, as the Lamb of God .
Second, he wants us to know that Jesus will establish hi s
kingdom and will make war against all of the institutions o f
selfishness and unrighteousness . Later in Revelation we see
Jesus riding at the head of his army, bringing about the
complete destruction of this present evil world . At the
conclusion of that chapter we read of the final victory gaine d
by him who is rightfully "King of kings, and Lord of lords . "
—Rev . 19:11-2 1

In other places in the Scriptures we have remarkable
prophecies telling us of the ways in which God will bring a n

end to war . One prophecy (Isa . 2:2-4) shows the voluntar y
action by those who want to be in God's kingdom . This
prophecy foretells the establishment of God's kingdom, in th e
last days, over all kingdoms in this world . Those who observe
the blessings given to the people already in the kingdom ar e
glad to "go up to" the mountain of the Lord . They willingl y
convert all the resources for war into productive tools : "They
shall beat their swords into plowshares, and their spears int o
pruning hooks : nation shall not lift up sword against nation ,
neither shall they learn war any more ." It is noteworthy that
the key to making wars cease is not learning war anymore .
The kingdom will foster this desire of peace that even now
beats in the hearts of most men .

Those unwilling to give up war will be restrained . A
dramatic prophecy in the Old Testament, the 46th Psalm ,
tells of another way in which God brings an end to war . The
psalm says : "Come, behold the works of the Lord, what
desolations he hath made in the earth . He maketh wars to
cease unto the end of the earth . He breaketh the bow, an d
cutteth the spear in sunder; he burneth the chariot in the
fire. "—vss . 8, 9

This is real disarmament . No treaty ever signed was willing
to include the destruction of all war materials . But God wil l
forcibly destroy all weapons as if they were playtoys crushe d
by His great power. And so it will be that "He maketh wars to
cease ." Blessed be our God and his Son, our Lord and Savior .

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Bible Study
LESSON FOR JUNE 3

The Need to Make
Right Decisions

MEMORY SELECTION : "To obey Is better than sacrifice ,
and to hearken than the fat of rams ."—I Samuel 15:22

SELECTED SCRIPTURE : I Samuel 15:10-16,22,23 ; 16: 1
THERE is only one decision tha t
the true child of the Lord should
make, and that is to be obedien t
to God's instructions . A willing-
ness, and in fact a desire, to be
obedient centers around a con-
dition, or state of mind, called
humility . Humility has been
defined as an attitude of mind
that results from a prope r
appraisal of one's self whe n
compared with our Heavenly
Father or our Lord Jesus . We
are as the dust in the balance ;
we are nothing by comparison .
If our minds have been en -
lightened, we know that we
have nothing but that which was
received from the Lord . Know-
ing this, it would seem that
being obedient would be very
easy for the Christian, but this is
not so. Pride and selfishness ,
which are an inherent part of
our makeup and which we have
acquired as a legacy from father
Adam, constantly push them -

selves to the fore in our daily
conduct . One of the hardes t
battles of a Christian is to
eliminate these two unwanted
elements from our character .

Our lesson centers around the
experience of Saul . The nation
of Israel, until Saul was ap-
pointed , king, was a theocratic
government . In other words ,
God directed the affairs o f
Israel, and he used earthl y
representatives, such as Samuel ,
to convey his instructions . The
nation of Israel, however, tire d
of this arrangement, especiall y
since all the neighboring govern-
ments were kingdoms. Israel
desired to have a king like thei r
neighbors .

This was a terrible shock t o
Samuel . The scripture in I
Samuel 8 :6,7 reads : "But the
thing displeased Samuel, when
they said, Give us a king t o
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judge us . And Samuel prayed
unto the Lord . And the Lord said
unto Samuel, Hearken unto th e
voice of the people in all that
they say unto thee : for they hav e
not rejected thee, but they have
rejected me, that I should not
reign over them." The Lord
listened to the people and
selected Saul to be their king .

When it came time to in-
augurate Saul as king, he coul d
not be found. "Therefore they
inquired of the Lord further, i f
the man should yet come
thither . And the Lord answered ,
Behold, he hath hid himself
among the stuff." (I Sam. 10 :22 )
Truly, Saul was humble at thi s
point in his life . But it was no t
long before pride began to
assert itself in Saul's actions .
This became manifest when
Saul tired of waiting for Samuel
to offer a sacrifice to the Lord
before going into battle . Saul
himself then offered a burn t
offering unto the Lord . This wa s
in direct disobedience to the
Lord's instructions .

Then the Lord instructed Saul
to "smite Amalek, and utterly
destroy all that they have, an d
spare them not; but slay both
man and woman, infant and
suckling, ox and sheep, came l
and ass ." (I Sam . 15:3) The
Lord gave them the battle, but
Saul kept back for the children
of Israel the best of the animals

and saved the king, Agag .
Because of this disobedience ,
the Lord rejected Saul fro m
ruling over the children of
Israel .—I Sam. 16 : 1

The lesson from this ex-
perience of Saul is well sum-
marized in this statement of
Samuel : "And Samuel said ,
When thou wast little in thine
own sight, wast thou not made
the head of the tribes of Israel ,
and the Lord anointed thee king
over Israel?" (I Sam . 15 :17) It
was only when Saul was humbl e
that the Lord could deal with
him . And this is true with us
also . As footstep followers of th e
Master, we have been figura-
tively beheaded; that is, our
consecration to the Lord in-
volved the death of our own wil l
and the accepting of his only .
Disobedience is an evidenc e
that our own will is not dead an d
that we are not being faithful to
our covenant with the Lord .

Sacrifice was offered as a n
atonement for transgression.
The Lord, of course, woul d
prefer obedience, and then
there would be no transgression.
In this light, how beautiful are
Samuel's words: "Hath the
Lord as great delight in burn t
offerings and sacrifices, as i n
obeying the voice of the Lord ?
Behold, to obey is better than
sacrifice, and to hearken tha n
the fat of rams . "—I Sam. 15 :22

BIBLE STUDY
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LESSON FOR JUNE 1 0

Life-giving Decisions
MEMORY SELECTION : "As thy life was much set by thi s
day in mine eyes, so let my life be much set by in the eyes o f
the Lord, and let him deliver me out of all tribulation ."—
I Samuel 26 :2 4

SELECTED SCRIPTURE : I Samuel 26:6-12,21-2 4
AFTER Saul's disobedience the
Lord sent Samuel to anoint
David, the son of Jesse, as the
future king of Israel . (I Sam .
16 :11-13) The Lord, however ,
permitted Saul to occupy th e
throne for many years after
David's anointing . In the begin-
ning David and King Saul were
close. But as David began to
manifest the spirit of the Lord
and it became evident that h e
had the Lord's favor, Sau l
became jealous . He endeavore d
to take David's life, and it
eventually became necessary fo r
David to flee and be a fugitive
from the wrath of the king .

On two occasions David ha d
the opportunity to take Saul' s
life . The first instance is re -
corded in I Samuel 24 :1-7 . David
and some of his men were
hiding from Saul in a cave . Saul
and his army decided to cam p
nearby, and Saul entered the
cave and went to sleep . David
had the opportunity to slay Saul,

but he did not do so. Instead ,
David cut off a piece of Saul' s
robe, which he subsequently
displayed to Saul as evidence
that he had spared Saul's life .

Saul was remorseful for a
time, but soon he began to
pursue David again . Our lesson
is centered around the secon d
incident wherein David spare d
Saul's life . Saul and his men
encamped again near the place
where David and his men wer e
hiding . David and a voluntee r
went at night to observe Sau l
and his men and found that the y
were all sound asleep . Saul wa s
sleeping in a trench, that is ,
between rows of military equip-
ment . When David came upon
Saul, his companion urged
David to allow him to thrust
Saul's own spear through him ,
but David again refused to tak e
Saul's life . But he did take
Saul's spear and the cruse of
water that was at his bolster .
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The next morning, at the
appropriate time and from a
safe distance, David again con -
fronted Saul with the evidenc e
that he had spared his life .

David had great love for Go d
and his law and his arrange-
ments . It was David who said :
"0 how love I Thy law! it is my
meditation all the day . . . . I
have refrained my feet from
every evil way, that I might keep
Thy word ." (Ps. 119:97,101 )
David, of course, realized that
Saul had been selected by Go d
to be king over Israel and that
he had been anointed with th e
holy anointing oil . Even though
God had removed his favor fro m
him, he still allowed Saul t o
occupy the throne . Until Go d
removed him, David would d o
nothing to interfere, even though
he had been appointed as Saul' s
successor .

The lesson for us in this
experience of David's is that we
are to recognize the Lord's
appointments and arrange-
ments in all the affairs of the
church . Even though one migh t
become the enemy of righteous-
ness, it is not for us a s
individuals to accomplish hi s
destruction . The Lord, who ha s
called us to the kingdom an d
has promised to give it to us i n
due time, has instructed us tha t
we should live peaceably with
all men and exercise patience,

moderation, and kindness, even
toward our enemies—even to -
ward those who would destroy
us or who are pursuing us with
the intention of assassinating
our characters . We are not t o
render evil for evil, nor railing
for railing, nor slander for
slander . On the other hand, w e
are to speak as kindly of ou r
enemies as we can and to thin k
as generously of them a s
possible .

The promise to the church i s
not that she shall receive
blessings for well-doing but
quite to the contrary. The
promise is that the footstep
followers of Jesus will receiv e
evil for good .

The Apostle Peter states the
matter thus: "For this i s
thankworthy, if a man fo r
conscience toward God endure
grief, suffering wrongfully . For
what glory is it, if, when ye b e
buffeted for your faults, ye shal l
take it patiently? but if, when y e
do well, and suffer for it, ye take
it patiently, this is acceptabl e
with God . For even hereunto
were ye called : because Christ
also suffered for us, leaving us
an example, that ye shoul d
follow his steps : . . . who, when
he was reviled, reviled not
again; when he suffered, he
threatened not ; but committed
himself to Him that judgeth
righteously ."—I Pet . 2 :19-23 q

BIBLE STUDY
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LESSON FOR JUNE 1 7

Discipline in Family Life
MEMORY SELECTION : "Train up a child in the way h e
should go : and when he is old, he will not depart from it ." —
Proverbs 22 : 6

SELECTED SCRIPTURE : II Samuel 14:21-28; I Kings 1 :5, 6
OUR lesson implies that it was
because of David's slackness in
the way he raised his children
that they were so unruly when
they grew to manhood. We
certainly agree that they wer e
lawless and unmanageable, but
the scriptural reason is that thi s
was part of the punishment th e
Lord meted out to David be -
cause of his terrible trans-
gression with Bathsheba . In
II Samuel 12 :11 we read: "Thus
saith the Lord, Behold, I will
raise up evil against thee out of
thine own house ." This sen-
tence was fulfilled in the agon y
brought on David by Amnon' s
scandalous behavior with his
half-sister, Tamar, and his
consequent murder by hi s
brother, Absalom. Absalom
escaped to a foreign land and
after three years returned . Then
Absalom conducted a deliberat e
attempt to win the hearts of th e
people and supplant his fathe r
as king .

David was forced to flee fro m
Jerusalem, with the mass of the

people against him. Later there
was the terrible battle in th e
wood of Ephraim, which wa s
won by David's army, but
Absalom was killed in the fight .
David expressed his agony of
heart many times in the histor y
of these tragedies (II Sam .
13 :1-19 :8), and even in some o f
the psalms . At the very end of
David's life, when David la y
dying, his son Adonijah at-
tempted to usurp the throne an d
was later executed as a traitor .
"Then Adonijah the son of
Haggith exalted himself, saying,
I will be king: and he prepare d
him chariots and horsemen, and
fifty men to run before him . "
"Then king Solomon ware b y
the Lord, saying, God do so to
me, and more also, if Adonijah
have not spoken this word
against his own life . Now
therefore, as the Lord liveth ,
which hath established me, an d
set me on the throne of Davi d
my father, and who hath made
me an house, as he promised ,
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Adonijah shall be put to death
this day . "—I Kings 1 :5 ; 2 :23, 24

In addition to these catas-
trophies, the Lord had permitte d
Absalom to defile David's wives,
in further fulfillment of the
prophecy of the evils that were
to befall him .—II Sam. 12 :11 ;
16 :21,2 2

David may have had dif-
ficulties with his children befor e
God's pronouncement of judg-
ment upon him, but there i s
nothing in the Scriptures t o
indicate this . So we conclude
that God permitted these things
to happen to David as punish-
ment .

We believe the principle
stated in our memory selectio n
is a worthy one. However, we
cannot expect imperfect parent s
to rear imperfect children wh o
are full of wisdom and the
graces of perfection. But very
much depends upon the way th e
children are trained as to what
kind of men or women they wil l
become .

It is a sad fact of life that man y
parents train their children in
the way they should not go .
They countenance wrong ideals ,
which subsequently bring forth
characteristics of which they are
ashamed . The children are the n
reproached and reproved by
their peers . In some cases, the
children are obliged to try to
overcome these evil character-

istics all their lives . What a
blessing it would be if proper
training had been given while
the children were still young !

On the other hand, when a
child has been reared under the
influence of a Christian home ,
the results are usually different .
Under such circumstances the
Bible is the recognized stan-
dard; and if both parents are
consecrated, the home will be
permeated with an atmosphere
of prayer, which will bear a
constant testimony to the
parents' reliance upon the over -
ruling providences of the Lord .
Under these conditions th e
parents will be engendering in
the minds of their childre n
proper concepts, the principle s
of righteousness . The Apostl e
Paul, in Galatians 5 :22-26 ,
enumerates them as love, joy ,
peace, longsuffering, gentle-
ness, goodness, faith, meek-
ness, temperance, and godli-
ness . Children brought up with
this kind of background wil l
certainly reflect its influence al l
their lives .

We will readily admit that
these are very difficult times in
which to raise children properly .
Nevertheless, instead of makin g
the parents lax or indifferent in
respect to their obligations, th e
challenge should engende r
greater diligence to "train up a
child in the way he should go."

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LESSON FOR JUNE 2 4

Wisdom for Decision Making

MEMORY SELECTION: "Happy is the man that findet h
wisdom, and the man that getteth understanding ." —
Proverbs 3 :1 3

SELECTED SCRIPTURE : I Kings 3:3-1 4
TRUE wisdom comes only fro m
the Lord . The wisdom of men i s
faulty and imperfect becaus e
men are imperfect and their
wisdom deals with transitory
things, whereas the wisdom of
God deals with things eternal .
The Apostle Paul, in ,Ephesian s
1 :6-9, states : "He hath made u s
accepted in the Beloved. In
whom we have redemptio n
through his blood, the forgive-
ness of sins, according to th e
riches of his grace ; wherein h e
hath abounded toward us in al l
wisdom and prudence ; having
made known unto us the mystery
of his will, according to his goo d
pleasure which he hath purposed
in himself. " Then he continues ,
in verse 17, praying "that th e
God of our Lord Jesus Christ ,
the Father of glory, may giv e
unto you the spirit of wisdo m
and revelation in the knowledg e
of him."

In the first part of this text th e
apostle states that God "hath
abounded toward us in al l
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wisdom and prudence ." Then in
verse 9 he identifies this wisdo m
and prudence : it is that he has
made known to us the mystery
of his will . The word mystery is
a translation of the Greek word
musterion, which means "know n
only to the initiated." This
implies that the number who
receive this wisdom which i s
from above is limited . And, i n
verse 17, the apostle tells us
that true wisdom comes fro m
knowing God .

The Lord himself tells u s
through the Prophet Jeremiah
what is the basis of all tru e
wisdom . "Thus saith the Lord ,
Let not the wise man glory in hi s
wisdom, neither let the mighty
man glory in his might, let not
the rich man glory in his riches :
but let him that glorieth glory in
this, that he understandeth and
knoweth me, that I am the Lor d
which exercise lovingkindness ,
judgment, and righteousness, in
the earth: for in these things I
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delight, saith the Lord ."—
Jer . 9 :23,24

Having knowledge of God is i n
itself a gift from God, because a
knowledge of him results fro m
the Holy Spirit operating upon
our minds. In I Corinthians
2:7,12, we read : "But we speak
the wisdom of God in a mystery ,
even the hidden wisdom, which
God ordained before the world
unto our glory . . . . Now we have
received, not the spirit of the
world, but the Spirit which is o f
God; that we might know the
things that are freely given to u s
of God . "

It is only through revealed
knowledge of the Heavenly
Father and of his plans and
purposes that we have a basi s
for exercising wisdom . Adam, i n
the Garden of Eden, wa s
perfect, made in the mental an d
moral image of God . Adam
knew the Heavenly Father an d
had communion with him . He
was in harmony with the eternal
purposes of God . Because of
this relationship with and hi s
knowledge of God, he was
capable of exercising wisdom
and of making proper decisions .
As far as Adam was concerned ,
the only decisions that wer e
important had to do with those
things that were in harmony
with God's will . To Adam thi s
was a matter of life or death . He
was capable, and God held him
responsible .

BIBLE STUDY

Adam, of course, made th e
wrong decision, and because of
it, he was condemned to death ;
and not only he, but all his
progeny are imperfect and
estranged from God . Jesus wa s
the first human being since
Adam who was capable of
making proper decisions . God
tried and proved him, and
because of his faithfulness h e
was exalted to the right hand of
the throne of God .—Phil . 2 :6-11 ;
Heb . 5 :8, 9

The church, during the Gospel
Age, because of the enlighten-
ment of their minds by the Hol y
Spirit, are privileged to kno w
God and appreciate his laws and
arrangements ; and therefor e
they are responsible and ar e
judged according to the de-
cisions they make .—Heb . 6 :4-9 ;
10 :26-29; I Pet . 4 :1 7

The world of mankind, in th e
next age, will for the first time
be capable of making proper
decisions ; and because of this ,
the thousand years of Christ' s
kingdom will be their day of
judgment . Judgment will be
possible because Satan will b e
bound so that he can deceive th e
nations no more . And all the
mass of lies and confusion wil l
be cleared away, and in its place
will be the knowledge of th e
Lord, which will cover the eart h
as the waters cover the sea . —
Acts 3 :19-24 ; Isa . 25 :6-10 ; Jer .
31 :33,34 ; Acts 17 :31

THE PEOPLE OF THE BIBLE—PART XXXII I
ACTS 18 :23 THROUGH 21 :1 7

PAUL'S third missionary journey, like the first two, began at
Antioch, in Syria. However, unlike the other two, it did not
end at Antioch but in Jerusalem, where he was received b y
the brethren of the Jerusalem church . How long Pau l
remained in Antioch before embarking on his third tour we d o
not know. The record simply states that "after he had spen t
some time there, he departed, and went over all the countr y
of Galatia and Phrygia in order, strengthening all the
disciples ."—Acts 18 :23

From this we gather that during the first part of this journey
Paul concerned himself more with ministering to the brethre n
than with evangelistic work, although—knowing Paul as he i s
revealed to us in the Book of Acts and through his epistles —
we are confident that, even while primarily ministering to th e
brethren, he did not overlook any opportunities to proclai m
the glad tidings to those who had never heard the kingdo m
message .

Verses 24 to 28 are in the nature of an introduction to Paul' s
experiences when, after passing "through the upper coasts ,
[he] came to Ephesus ." (ch . 19:1) These verses tell of a
brilliant convert to Christianity named Apollos . Verse 2 4
informs us that Apollos was "an eloquent man, and mighty i n
the Scriptures" and that he visited Ephesus . This was before
Paul had arrived .

Paul's Third Missionary
Journey
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Apollos preached the Gospel to the Jews in the synagogu e
at Ephesus . He was "fervent in the spirit" and "taught dili-
gently ." And although the record states that he "was instructe d
in the way of the Lord," it is apparent that he was not fully in -
structed. Aquila and Priscilla had accompanied Paul from Cor -
inth to Ephesus on his previous tour, and he had left them
there . They were well instructed in the truths of the Gospel ;
and when they heard Apollos preach to the Jews in the syna -
gogue and they compared his knowledge with what they ha d
learned from Paul, they recognized that he had much to learn .

So when a favorable opportunity presented itself, Aquil a
and Priscilla took Apollos aside, perhaps into their home ,
"and expounded unto him the way of God more perfectly . "
(vs . 26) Soon after this, seemingly, Apollos decided to "pas s
into Achaia ." Learning this, the brethren in Ephesus wrot e
letters exhorting those whom Apollos would visit "to receiv e
him ." And we are told that "he helped them much which ha d
believed through grace : for he mightily convinced the Jews ,
and that publicly, showing by the Scriptures that Jesus was
Christ ."—vss . 27,28

Here we have a revealing incident of the generosity of spiri t
usually manifested by the Lord's people toward thei r
brethren . They recognized in Apollos an able exponent o f
some of the simple truths concerning Jesus' being th e
promised Messiah ; they realized that Apollos was more tha n
able to "hold his own" with the unbelieving Jews . On the
strength of this they did not hesitate to recommend him to
other brethren . While he had been immature in knowledg e
and experience, Aquila and Priscilla, rather than condem n
this ardent servant, helped him to a better understanding .
Certainly when he left Ephesus he understood the truth muc h
more clearly because of the interest taken in him by these two
friends of Paul .

Paul at Ephesu s
After Apollos left Ephesus, Paul arrived, "and findin g

certain disciples, he said unto them, Have ye received the
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Holy Spirit since ye believed?" Their reply was, "We hav e
not so much as heard whether there be any Holy Spirit ." (ch .
19 :1,2) Without doubt these "certain disciples" had receive d
the Gospel and believed as a result of the ministry of Apollos ,
and in their own lack of understanding we see evidence o f
their teacher's immaturity in the truth .

As Aquila and Priscilla had endeavored to help Apollos, so
Paul directed his attention to those whom Apollos ha d
converted . He learned that they had been baptized wit h
"John's baptism," which was a baptism of repentance ,
symbolizing the washing away of sin . Paul explained to the m
that while John's baptism was proper for the time and was i n
harmony with John's work of preparing the way for Christ ,
there was now a higher baptism, a baptism into Christ, o f
which immersion in water was a symbol .

There were twelve of these "certain disciples," an d
apparently they were glad to receive the better under-
standing of the truth which Paul was able to give to them ; so
they were baptized again . They then received the Holy Spirit ,
Paul laying his hands upon them, thus transmitting the powe r
of the Spirit to speak "with tongues" and to prophesy .

Meanwhile, Apollos was mingling with the brethren i n
Corinth of Achaia . While Paul was still in Ephesus, possibl y
three years later than this, he wrote his first epistle to th e
Corinthian brethren . In this epistle it is revealed that in th e
Corinthian church there was spiritual immaturity . While Pau l
had been used by the Lord to establish the church at Corinth ,
now the brethren were divided, some standing with Apollos ,
some with Paul, and others with Cephas . Other influences
had also entered the congregation, leading to additiona l
sectarian "cliques ."—1 Cor . 1 :11,1 2

In passing, it may be well to observe that much of th e
unchristian conditions which have existed among the Lord' s
people throughout the age have been due either to lack o f
understanding or to instability . It is a trait of fallen human
nature to lean too heavily and too trustingly upon huma n
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leaders . How noble is the example set by the Apostle Paul i n
his letter to the Corinthian brethren in explaining that it wa s
wrong for any of them to be saying, "I am of Paul . "

We have a similar example in Paul's letter to the brethre n
at Philippi . He had also been used by God to establish th e
church at Philippi ; but in his epistle to these brethren he
reminds them that it was God who had begun the good wor k
in them and that God would be able to complete this work ,
even though they did not see Paul again in the flesh . (Phil .
1 :3-6) May we realize ever more clearly that our loyalt y
should be first to the Lord, and then to brethren only to th e
extent that, in their teachings and spirit, they reflect the wil l
of the Lord .

In the Ephesus Synagogu e
After helping the twelve brethren who had begun th e

Christian way under the tutelage of Apollos to a clearer
understanding of the truth, Paul then, as his custom was ,
sought opportunity to witness to the Jews in the synagogue .
He concluded, apparently, that Apollos, even with hi s
eloquence, had not exhausted the possibilities among his ow n
people, the Jews. For three months he continued this effort ,
"disputing and persuading the things concerning th e
kingdom of God ."—Acts 19 : 8

Finally the usual thing happened . The Jews of th e
synagogue who did not accept the message becam e
"hardened" and "spoke evil of that way before th e
multitude ." (vs. 9) Then Paul "departed from them, an d
separated the disciples, disputing daily in the school of on e
Tyrannus ." For two years Paul continued his work in thi s
school . It is not clear just what connection he had with th e
school or whether or not Tyrannus was a believer . It is likely ,
however, that Paul merely used the schoolroom at times
when it was not used by Tyrannus to conduct his own classes .
—vs. 1 0

Paul's work in the school of Tyrannus was by no mean s
limited to the brethren, for we read that in the two years h e
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labored there "all they which dwelt in Asia heard the word o f
the Lord Jesus, both Jews and Greeks ." (vs . 10) It is no t
necessary to conclude from this that every individual in Asia
Minor personally visited the school of Tyrannus and hear d
Paul preach . The thought is, evidently, that all heard abou t
Paul and his message that Jesus was the foretold Messiah o f
the Jews . Of course, many did visit the school to learn more
about the Gospel of Christ .

Certainly Paul's reputation spread throughout the countr y
during those years, for through him "God wrought specia l
miracles, . . . so that from his body were brought unto the sick
handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases departed from
them, and the evil spirits went out of them ." (vss . 11,12 )
With miracles like this supporting his spoken word, it is n o
wonder that the people of the whole country knew about Pau l
and the message he was declaring . Without doubt, i n
connection with these miracles of healing, Paul took occasio n
to emphasize that with the return of the Messiah and th e
establishment of his kingdom there would be a worldwid e
healing of the sick, when all blind eyes would be opened and
all deaf ears unstopped .

Among all races there are the unprincipled ; so at Ephesus ,
there were "vagabond Jews ." The Revised Version reads ,
"wandering Jews ." The thought is evidently of a class o f
Jews who were unsettled in their convictions, going from
place to place, perhaps, and as opportunists, seizing upon
anything that would be of profit to them along material lines .
These particular ones were exorcists and, recognizing th e
success of Paul in casting out evil spirits in the name of th e
Lord Jesus, undertook to use this name themselves . "Seve n
sons of one Sceva, a Jew," are particularly charged with this
wrongdoing .—vss . 13,1 4

When in the name of the Lord Jesus these "vagabon d
Jews" commanded an evil spirit to leave one who was
afflicted, the spirit answered, "Jesus I know, and Paul I
know ; but who are ye?" The evil spirits had come in contact
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with Jesus and had been forced to obey his command . The
same was true with respect to Paul . They could truly say tha t
they knew these two . They knew them to their own sorrow ,
but they challenged the right of these "vagabond Jews" t o
order them around .

Not only did this spirit refuse to obey but he caused th e
person he was controlling to attack the would-be exorcists ,
and he "overcame them and prevailed against them, so tha t
they fled out of that house naked and wounded." (vss . 15,16)
Naturally the news of this incident spread and was soon
known "to all the Jews and Greeks also dwelling at Ephesus ;
and fear fell on them all, and the name of the Lord Jesus was
magnified ."—vs. 1 7

"Fear" fell on "all," but not all believed, althoug h
"many" did ; and these "came, and confessed and showed
their deeds ." (vs . 18) "Many of them also which used curiou s
arts brought their books together, and burned them before al l
men : and they counted the price of them, and found it fift y
thousand pieces of silver ." (vs . 19 )

This was, perhaps, the original "book burning ." But how
different were these circumstances from those associate d
with the book burnings of more recent times! With those a t
Ephesus it was a case of having learned the truth and ,
discovering that their books contained satanic error, the y
voluntarily burned them . In many later instances it has bee n
the case of religious bigots burning books which in realit y
contained the truth, particularly the Bible, in order to preven t
others from reading what they knew they could not logicall y
refute .

Diana of the Ephesian s
While Paul, on his third missionary tour, remained i n

Ephesus for upwards of three years and must have had man y
outstanding experiences—some happy and some trying, bu t
all blessed—only a few are recorded .

One was his witnessing the uproar precipitated b y
Demetrius when he charged that Paul's preaching was
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ruining the business of those who manufactured idols .
(Acts 19 :21-41) In this episode we again see the banefu l
influence of human selfishness . Demetrius, the silversmith ,
who earned his living by manufacturing "shrines for Diana, "
had no valid objection to Paul's preaching . He did not
attempt to show that it was wrong . His only objection to it wa s
that it threatened to ruin his business and the business o f
others who were making their living in the same manner .

Nor was it difficult for him to stir up a mob of oppositio n
against Paul and his companions . The majority of those in th e
mob were not silversmiths but zealous, though bigoted ,
worshipers of the goddess Diana . It was religious fear an d
prejudice that moved them to action, as has been the case
over and over again throughout the ages .

We are prone to look back upon the Ephesians and than k
God that we have progressed beyond fear and prejudice i n
our religious concepts . But let us not be too sure! Let ou r
cherished beliefs and self-created idols be challenged o r
threatened, and we may find that we become as deepl y
stirred as did those ancient worshipers of the goddess Diana .
This should not be! If our faith is firmly established in th e
Word of God rather than in the opinions of men, we wil l
reason that if our creed "idols" cannot be supported by th e
Word of God, they should be destroyed .

Paul was not personally endangered by the demonstratio n
of the heathen worshipers stirred up by Demetrius, but hi s
companions were seized and taken into the theater ,
apparently with the thought of inflicting injury of some sor t
upon them . Paul, who was never fearful of danger ,
endeavored to join them, but the disciples restrained him .
Other friends of Paul also advised him not to become involve d
in the riot .

And a riot it was! The record indicates that, while there wa s
much shouting and excitement, most of the participant s
seemed to have no idea what it was all about . The disciple
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Alexander called for the attention of the crowd and was read y
to explain the situation as he saw it, but the crowd learne d
that he was a Jew and became more riotous than ever . Fo r
two hours they continued to repeat the shout, "Great is Dian a
of the Ephesians . "

Finally the town clerk, displaying a great deal of wisdom ,
was able to restore order . He explained that if anyone had a
real complaint against Paul and his companions it could b e
heard in an orderly manner and through the channel s
provided for the purpose . He also reminded Demetrius and
his friends that if Diana were the true goddess whom the y
and the Ephesians in general believed her to be, they had
nothing to fear, that she was fully capable of taking care o f
herself and of her temple—or words to this effect .

This sort of philosophy, which is true, was used by differen t
ones as recorded in the Scriptures . Gideon's father employed
it when the idols he had erected were destroyed by Gideon .
(Judges 6:28-31) The Pharisee, Gamaliel, resorted to th e
same argument—in principle—when asking the religiou s
rulers of Israel not to interfere with Peter and John . He
explained that if the work of these two men was of God th e
members of the council could not overthrow it and that b y
trying to do so they might be fighting against God . —
Acts 5 :33-39

True followers of the Master will never maliciously attac k
those with whom they do not agree, either by word or b y
deed . If they are convinced, as they should be, of the right-
ness of the cause which they represent, they will gladly la y
down their lives promoting it but will not endeavor to restrai n
the liberties of those who may not agree with them . Any
inclination, or urge, to do so is an evidence of weakness an d
an admission of one's own insecurity . The town clerk of
Ephesus and his compatriots were deluded and terribl y
wrong in supposing that their "Diana" was a true goddess ,
but at least he had the courage of his conviction concernin g
her power and did not see the necessity of persecuting me n
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who had done no wrong, in order to save Diana's standing i n
the community . He was a wise man.

On this third journey, Paul had in mind that it was th e
Lord's will for him to visit Jerusalem again and then go t o
Rome . So, even before the demonstration stirred up b y
Demetrius, he was making his plans to leave Ephesus, visi t
the brethren in Macedonia and Achaia, and then go on t o
Jerusalem and Rome . Now that "the uproar was ceased, Pau l
called unto him the disciples, and embraced them, and
departed for to go into Macedonia ."—Acts 19:21 ; 20 : 1

Pentecost
(Whitsuntide )

WHITSUNTIDE (Pentecost) has been observed as a religiou s
festival by Christians for centuries . It is held in remembranc e
of Pentecost and the baptism of the disciples by the Hol y
Spirit . The word Pentecost is derived from a Greek word
meaning the fiftieth day . The time was measured from th e
16th of Nisan, which was the day of the waving of the sheaf o f
grain, the firstfruits of the harvest .

The principal feature of the feast of Pentecost was th e
waving of the two loaves before the Lord . These loaves wer e
made from the first of the grain harvest . The children o f
Israel were not permitted to partake of the produce of the ne w
harvest, nor could any other firstfruits be offered, until th e
pentecostal loaves were presented to the Lord .

Exact instructions were given concerning the preparation o f
the loaves, and one of the requirements was that they were t o
be leavened . This was in contrast to the offering of the shea f
of the firstfruits which was waved before the Lord at th e
beginning of the fifty days of harvest, or the 16th of Nisan .
The grain of the sheaf was unleavened and uncontaminated .

The instructions regarding the waving of the sheaf and th e
feast of Pentecost are recorded in Leviticus 23 :10,11,14 ,
15-17 : "Speak unto the children of Israel, and say unto them ,
When ye be come into the land which I give unto you, an d
shall reap the harvest thereof, then ye shall bring a sheaf o f
the firstfruits of your harvest unto the priest : and he shal l
wave the sheaf before the Lord, to be accepted for you : on the
morrow after the sabbath the priest shall wave it . And ye
shall eat neither bread, nor parched corn, nor green ears ,
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until the selfsame day that ye have brought an offering unt o
your God: it shall be a statute forever throughout you r
generations in all your dwellings . And ye shall count unto yo u
from the morrow after the sabbath, from the day that y e
brought the sheaf of the wave offering ; seven sabbaths shal l
be complete: even unto the morrow after the seventh sabbat h
shall ye number fifty days ; and ye shall offer a new meat
[meal] offering unto the Lord . Ye shall bring out of you r
habitations two wave loaves of two tenth deals : they shall be
of fine flour ; they shall be baken with leaven ; they are th e
firstfruits unto the Lord . "

We are, of course, aware of the marvelous fulfillmen t
of this type . Jesus, as the antitypical Passover Lamb, die d
on the cross about 3 :00 p .m . on the 14th of Nisan . He was
placed in the tomb before sundown on the 14th . He was
in the tomb all the next day, the sabbath . Then, early in th e
morning on the 16th of Nisan Jesus was resurrected .
(Matt . 28 :1 ; Mark 16:1,2; Luke 23:52-56 ; 24 :1 . Jesus was th e
antitypical firstfruits of them that slept . (I Cor . 15 :20) We
believe that it is entirely possible that at the very moment th e
priest was waving the sheaf of grain in the temple the realit y
of the type (the resurrection of Jesus) was actually taking
place.

Since Pentecost is a celebration of the firstfruits of th e
harvest, the first of the firstfruits (Jesus) should b e
considered a part of the harvest . This we find to be true ,
because the days of counting till Pentecost began from th e
day they brought the sheaf of wave offering to the priest . And
in reality, the fifty days until Pentecost was measured fro m
the resurrection of Jesus .

During the antitypical harvest of the Gospel Age, th e
Heavenly Father has been seeking those from every nation ,
kindred, and tongue who will faithfully walk in the footstep s
of Jesus and thereby be accounted as part of the firstfruit s
unto God. The two wave loaves in the type pictured all th e
consecrated spirit-begotten footstep followers of the Lord
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down through the Gospel Age . The two loaves were to b e
from flour made from the grain of the new crop . And so th e
spirit-begotten of the Gospel Age are the firstfruits of th e
Spirit and the first to be recovered from the condition o f
death . The two loaves were to be baked with leaven, whic h
pictured that the prospective members of the church were t o
be selected from the world while under adamic condem-
nation . They became acceptable as an offering to the Lord
because the sheaf of grain (in the antitype, our Lord) wa s
offered at the beginning of the harvest .

The wave offering was composed of two loaves, to illustrat e
the two classes that will be developed from th e
spirit-begotten during the Gospel Age—the little flock an d
the great company . This same illustration is given to us in th e
type of the tabernacle. There were three animals that wer e
offered on the Day of Atonement : the bullock, whic h
represented Jesus ; and two goats, which together repre-
sented all the spirit-begotten down through the Gospel Age .
After the bullock was offered, the two goats were dealt with .
The priest cast lots, and the goat on which the lot fell becam e
the Lord's goat and was offered for the sins of the people . This
goat pictured the little flock of the Gospel Age . The other goat
became the scapegoat, picturing the great company . And so
with the loaves, we believe that one represented the littl e
flock and the other represented the great company, but bot h
together they comprised the firstfruits of the Gospel Age .

In Acts 1 :1-3 we read that Jesus had been with the apostle s
forty days after his resurrection, having been seen of them o n
various occasions . "And, being assembled together wit h
them, commanded them that they should not depart fro m
Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, which ,
saith he, ye have heard of me . For John truly baptized wit h
water ; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Spirit not man y
days hence." (vss . 4,5 ; John 1 :33) And so the eleven retired
to the upper room, there to wait ten days until the fiftieth da y
after our Lord's resurrection, or Pentecost . Then in Acts 2 : 1
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we read : "And when the day of Pentecost was fully come ,
they were all with one accord in one place . And suddenly
there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind ,
and it filled all the house where they were sitting . And ther e
appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sa t
upon each of them . And they were all filled with the Hol y
Spirit, and began to speak with other tongues (languages), a s
the Spirit gave them utterance ." This was the evidence of th e
gift promised by the Father—the Holy Spirit .

There was a multitude of people gathered from differen t
parts of the country, many of them speaking various lan-
guages; and when they realized that the apostles were ad -
dressing them each in his own language, they were amazed .
Some of them, realizing that the apostles were not learne d
men but fishermen and the like, accused them of being drun k
with wine. "But Peter, standing up with the eleven, lifted hi s
voice and said unto them, Ye men of Judaea, and all ye tha t
dwell at Jerusalem, be this known unto you, and hearken t o
my words : for these are not drunken, as ye suppose, seeing i t
is but the third hour of the day . But [instead,] this is [th e
beginning of] what was spoken through the prophet Joel : And
it shall come to pass in the last days, God declares, that I wil l
pour out of My Spirit upon all mankind, and your sons and
your daughters shall prophesy—telling forth the divin e
counsels—and your young men shall see visions ; and your ol d
men shall dream dreams . Yes and on My menservants als o
and on My maidservants in those days I will pour out of M y
Spirit, and they shall prophesy—telling forth the divin e
counsels and predicting future events pertaining especially t o
God's kingdom ."—Acts 2 :14-18 (See Amp . Bible . )

This part of Joel's prophecy related to the church of th e
Gospel Age . Peter's hearers knew nothing about th e
operation of the Holy Spirit as it was to affect the lives of th e
footstep followers of Jesus during the Gospel Age . The only
experience that they had was with the prophets and seers .
God dealt with them, in conveying his message o r
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instructions, by visions and dreams . And therefore that is
how the Lord instructed Joel to describe his dealings with th e
spirit-begotten during the Gospel Age . This, as Peter bring s
out, is just the beginning of the fulfillment of this wonderfu l
prophecy . It will be completely fulfilled in the kingdom, when
God's spirit will be poured out upon all flesh .

The marvelous enlightening effect of the Holy Spirit upo n
the mind was immediately evident in the Apostle Peter. He
was one of those who ten days before had indicated by th e
question to Jesus concerning the establishment of th e
kingdom that he believed it should be established then i n
power and glory . The Holy Spirit had now enabled him t o
understand that there was a great work to be done before th e
establishment of the kingdom . This new insight was revealed
in his interpretation of the prophecy by Joel and also by th e
balance of his wonderful sermon recorded in the rest of th e
2nd chapter and all of the 3rd chapter of Acts .

In John 14 :26 we read : "But the Comforter, which is th e
Holy Spirit, whom the Father will send in My name, he shal l
teach you all things, and bring all things to you r
remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you." An apostl e
had to be one who had been with the Lord, hearing his word s
and observing his every action . It was because of this promise
concerning the Holy Spirit that the Gospels could be written ;
otherwise much would have been lost .

In the last few hours of his life Jesus desired to comfort hi s
followers before his departure, and so in a very general wa y
he told them something of the Holy Spirit . In John 14 :16,1 7
he stated that if he went away he would ask the Father to
send them a comforter (the Holy Spirit), that it would be a
power that would not be discernible by the world, but the y
would know that they had it because it would dwell with the m
and would dwell in them . Then in verse 26 he stated that th e
Holy Spirit would teach them all things . During the time th e
disciples were with Jesus he told them many things ; bu t

because their minds were not enlightened, there were thing s
he could not tell them . (John 16:12) The thought was tha t
after the Holy Spirit came upon them they could receive a
complete knowledge of the truth, with understanding .

Then in John 15 :15 Jesus stated that because of thei r
enlightenment by the Holy Spirit he would be able to relate t o
them everything he had heard from the Father and that thi s
would mean a change had taken place in their status . They
would no longer be slaves, or servants, because the servant
does not know what the master is doing ; but rather they
would be friends, or associates . "For as many as are led b y
the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God . For ye have not
received the spirit of bondage again to fear ; but ye have
received the Spirit of adoption [sonship], whereby we cry ,
Abba, Father . The Spirit itself beareth witness with ou r
spirit, that we are the children of God ."—Rom . 8:14-1 6

As sons, those so baptized of the Holy Spirit are prospectiv e
heirs of God and joint-heirs with Christ, if so be that they
suffer with him . In John, the 16th chapter, verses 1-3, Jesu s
indicates that because of this relationship they will receive
persecutions even as he received them .

John the Baptist, in identifying Jesus, stated, "But He that
sent me to baptize with water, the same said unto me, Upo n
whom thou shalt see the Spirit descending, and remaining o n
Him, the same is He which baptizeth with the Holy Spirit . "
(John 1 :33) Jesus was the first to receive this baptism of th e
Holy Spirit ; and "This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof w e
all are witnesses . Therefore being by the right hand of God
exalted, and having received of the Father the promise of th e
Holy Spirit, he hath shed forth this, which ye now see an d
hear ."—Acts 2 :32,33

We are aware of the change that came upon Jesus after h e
was baptized with the Holy Spirit . In Matthew 3 :16 we read :
"And Jesus, when he was baptized, went up straightway ou t
of the water : and, lo, the heavens were opened unto him, an d
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he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and lightin g
upon him ." The thought seems to be that all the hidde n
things of God's Word were then revealed to him . Obviously ,
Jesus, with his perfect mind, knew the Scriptures . But there
were many hidden things in the prophecies and types an d
shadows that were not to be revealed until the proper time .
The 40th Psalm is a prophecy about Jesus at this time in hi s
life. The 6th verse reads as follows: "Sacrifice and offering
thou didst not desire ; mine ears hast thou opened: burnt
offering and sin offering has thou not required ." The key
thought in the text is that his ears were opened . In other
words, he was able to hear an d , understand things that wer e
not understood by him before . This information included
God's plan for the redemption and reconciliation of the world
of mankind and our Lord's part in it . We also believe that he
understood that there would be associates with him wh o
would share in his sufferings and his glory . The first of thes e
were his disciples, to whom he promised to send the Hol y
Spirit .

The Holy Spirit had an enlightening effect upon th e
disciples, as well as upon all the church down through th e
Gospel Age . The Apostle Paul describes the Holy Spirit as th e
earnest of our inheritance . The knowledge enables us to know
and appreciate our relationship to the Heavenly Father . I t
also enables us to know the responsibilities and privileges o f
sonship . The Apostle Paul stated, "Now we have received ,
not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit which is of God ; tha t
we might know the things that are freely given to us of God . "
(I Cor . 2 :12) It is a knowledge of these things that enables us
to walk more nearly in the footsteps of Jesus .

From the standpoint of the day of Pentecost being a day t o
be remembered, the following points should be considered .
The work that was started that day marked the beginning of a
new age . From this point the Holy Spirit was to be engaged i n
creating something that had never been created before— a
being that was to have the potential of being like God himself .
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The Apostle Paul wrote : "Therefore if any man be in Christ ,
he is a new creature [creation] : old things are passed away ;
behold, all things are become new ."—II Cor . 5 :1 7

We recognize, from the standpoint of the covenants, tha t
the Abraham Covenant lay dormant for some 1500 years .
During this time the Law Covenant filled up the time until the
Seed should come . "Wherefore then serveth the Law ?' It was
added because of transgressions, till the Seed should come t o
whom the promise was made; and it was ordained by angel s
in the hand of a mediator ." (Gal . 3:19) In verse 16 of this
same text we read : "Now to Abraham and his seed were the
promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many ; but
as of one, And to thy Seed, which is Christ ." And so the
resurrection of Christ activated the Abrahamic Covenant an d
brought to an end the Law Covenant to everyone that be-
lieveth . Then continuing to the last verses of this chapter we
learn that Christ is to be composed of many members, that al l
the true footstep followers of Jesus "are all the children o f
God by faith in Christ Jesus . For as many of you as have been
baptized into Christ have put on Christ ."—Gal . 3 :26,2 7

Finally, Pentecost marked the beginning of the develop-
ment of the heavenly phase of the kingdom . The Holy Spiri t
cannot be poured out on the rest of mankind until the work of
completing the church is ended . Then will come that glorious
time when the kingdom will be established and God's law s
will be obeyed in earth as they are in heaven .

"I saw a new heaven and a new earth : for the first heave n
and the first earth were passed away . . . . And I heard a great
voice out of heaven, saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God i s
with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be hi s
people, and God himself shall be with them, and be thei r
God . And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes ; and
there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying ,
neither shall there be any more pain : for the former thing s
are passed away ."—Revelation 21 :1,3, 4

Do You Know ?

That those who go to hell will return, that the Bible say s
that "death and hell [margin, the grave] delivered up th e
dead which were in them ."? And after this has been done ,
death and hell will be destroyed in the lake of fire, which is a
symbol of the second death of complete destruction . Read
Revelation 20 :13,14 .

That many sincere people who find it impossible to believ e
in the theories of the Dark Ages, such as the hell-fire
doctrine, have learned to accept the Bible for what it reall y
teaches and have faith in the loving God of the Bible and th e
blessings of his kingdom, where God's will shall be done i n
earth as in heaven? Read Ecclesiastes 9 :10 ; Matthew 6:10 .

That the idea that all scientists are atheists is wrong? Man y
noted men of science have affirmed their belief in th e
existence of a supreme, intelligent Creator . Sir Isaac Newton,
one of the world's great scientists, was a firm believer in th e
Bible as the inspired Word of God. Read Psalms 14 :1 ; 10 :4 .

That evolution is still an unproved theory, not a fact o f
science? That the exhibits in museums, starting with the ver y
low forms of fossil life, gradually coming up the scale of livin g
creatures, are not true to fact and reflect only the imaginatio n
of the one who has arranged them? All the facts of creatio n
known to science actually agree with the account found in th e
Bible . Read Genesis, chapters 1 and 2 .

That when Adam and Eve were created, their Creator sai d
nothing about their going to heaven if good or to a conditio n
of torment if bad? That man was created to live on the earth ,
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and that God's kingdom will eventually be "from sea to sea ,
and from the river unto the ends of the earth"? Rea d
Genesis, chapter 3 ; Psalms 72 :7,8 ; 115 :1 6

What the world's only hope for survival is? That when tha t
hope becomes a fact, all hate and greed and selfish
government will give place to a reign of righteousness unde r
the control of the One whom God has ordained to bless all th e
families of the earth with health and everlasting life? Rea d
Acts 17 :31 ; Jeremiah 31 :33,34 ; Genesis 22 :17,18 .

That war will eventually cease and that nations will the n
cease to educate their people to fight one another? And tha t
all the materiel of war will be converted into the needs of a
peaceful society? And when established, this peaceful worl d
will continue forever? Read Psalm 46 :9; Isaiah 2 :4 .

That the world that existed on this earth came to an end a t
the time of the Deluge, more than four thousand years ago?
That the world in which we now live will come to an end, an d
yet, according to the Bible, the earth abideth forever? Read
II Peter 3 :5-7,13; Ecclesiastes 1 :4 .

That the world's present-day turmoil of crisis upon crisi s
was foretold by the prophets of God and recorded in the Bibl e
many centuries ago? That the Bible not only describes thes e
conditions but also gives the name and the place of birth o f
the One who will lead the way out of our confusion into th e
green pastures of peace and goodwill? Read Matthew 24 :7,8 ,
21,22 ; Luke 2 :10,11,14 ; Micah 5 :2 .

That the prayer, "Thy kingdom come . Thy will be done i n
earth, as it is in heaven," first offered by Jesus, will be ful-
filled in the establishment of a kingdom of peace and goodwil l
so extensive that it will fill the earth as the waters fill the seas
and oceans? Read Habakkuk 2 :14 .

The Unpardonable Sin

Jesus said: "All manner of sin
and blasphemy shall be forgiven
unto men : but the blasphemy
against the Holy Spirit shall not
be forgiven unto men. And who-
soever speaketh a word against
the Son of man, it shall be
forgiven him: but whosoever
speaketh against the Holy Spirit ,
it shall not be forgiven him,
neither in this world, neither in
the world to come." (Matt .
12:31,32) What is this unpar-
donable sin against the Holy
Spirit?

IN ORDER to find the answe r
to this question we must first
take into consideration what
the Holy Spirit is and how it
operates . This aspect of the
question is fully discussed in th e
booklet entitled "Father, Son ,
and Holy Spirit," a copy o f
which will be supplied free upo n
request . Briefly, the Holy Spirit
is the holy power of God ,
utilized by him for the accom-
plishment of all his purposes . It
was exercised in creation, i t
shapes the providences of Go d
for his people, and it works i n
their hearts and lives to will and
to do of his good pleasure.

On the occasion when Jesu s
said that speaking against the

Holy Spirit could not be for-
given, either in this age or in th e
age to come, he had just
employed the power of the Holy
Spirit to heal a man who wa s
possessed of a devil and wh o
was blind and dumb . (Matt .
12 :22) The people were amazed ,
but the Pharisees charged that
Jesus had performed thi s
miracle by the power of "Beel-
zebub the prince of the devils . "
(vss . 23, 24) Jesus was referring
to this viewpoint of the Phari-
sees in making his statement
about speaking against the Hol y
Spirit .

The connection is obvious .
The holy power of God had been
manifested in miraculousl y
healing a man . A good work had
been performed which th e
Pharisees could not condemn .
Nor could they claim that what
had been accomplished was
other than a miracle . The
afflicted man was beyond human
help. But they refused t o
acknowledge the truth. They
spoke against what had been so
clearly demonstrated, saying
that this good work was done ,
not by the holy power of
God—the Holy Spirit—but by
the power of the Devil . Thus
they spoke against the Holy
Spirit .
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We are not to conclude ,
however, that just one willful act
of this nature would of necessit y
lead to eternal destruction .
True, as Jesus said, it could not
be forgiven—it must be pun-
ished, but not necessarily with
an everlasting cutting off from
life . It would be only a con-
tinuance of this willful denial of
the truth made so plainly
evident that would lead to the
"second death ."

On another occasion Jesus
said: "That servant, which
knew his lord's will, and pre-
pared not himself, neither did
according to his will, shall be
beaten with many stripes . But
he that knew not, and did
commit things worthy of stripes ,
shall be beaten with few stripes ,
(Luke 12:47,48) This sets forth
the principal involved . Doubt -
less the Pharisees will receive
"many stripes," but they ma y
yet, in the next age, have thei r
hearts softened and turn to the
Lord. Jesus said that the tim e
was coming when they would
say, "Blessed is He that cometh
in the name of the Lord ."—
Matt. 23 :3 9

Applying this principle, we
could say that sin against th e
Holy Spirit is any willful oppo-
sition to revealed truth . To the
extent that we have been en-
lightened and know that a
certain attitude, or course, is

wrong, yet persist in it, we
would be sinning against th e
Holy Spirit . Very few, if any ,
who are not fully consecrated to
the Lord are today sufficiently
enlightened to thus sin willfull y
against the known will of God .
The position of the Pharisee s
was unusual, in that Jesus, th e
Son of God, was personally in
their midst, and through him
they were given many dem-
onstrations of the power of th e
Holy Spirit .

The consecrated followers o f
the Master who have received
the begetting and anointing o f
the Holy Spirit are in a differen t
position than are the unconse-
crated of the world . These have
devoted themselves to the doin g
of God's will, and the great
desire of their hearts is to please
and honor him .

Through the Word of truth ,
these have received the Holy
Spirit in their hearts, and th e
power of God is working in the m
to accomplish his good pleasure .
The Holy Spirit has also en-
lightened their minds, so that
willful transgression of the wil l
of God on their part would be a
sin against the Holy Spirit .

Concerning these we read : "It
is impossible for those who were
once enlightened, and have
tasted of the heavenly gift, and
were made partakers of the Hol y
Spirit, and have tasted the good
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Word of God, and the powers of
the world to come, if they shall
fall away, to renew them again
unto repentance ; seeing they
crucify to themselves the Son of
God afresh, and put him to an
open shame ."—Heb. 6:4-6

In Hebrews 10:26,27 Pau l
writes in a similar vein, saying ,
"If we sin willfully after that w e
have received the knowledge of
the truth, there remaineth n o
more sacrifice for sins, but a
certain fearful looking for of
judgment and fiery indignation ,
which shall devour the adver-
saries ." Both of these passage s
in Hebrews reveal clearly that it
is possible for those who were
"once enlightened" and who
have received the Holy Spirit to
commit willful sin, which, if
continued, would lead to the full
and eternal penalty of sin, the
"second death ."

Such willful sin on the part o f
the consecrated people of God
does not usually come about
suddenly. The Prophet David
prayed: "Who can understan d
his errors? cleanse thou m e
from secret faults, keep back thy
servant also from presumptuous
sins ; let them not have dominion
over me : then shall I be innocent
from the great transgression . "
—Ps. 19 :12,13

"Secret faults" may lead t o
"presumptuous sins ." A pre-
sumptuous sin is willful sin and,

if persisted in until the heart
becomes hardened, will lead to
the "great transgression," the
"sin unto death," the "secon d
death . "

One Kingdom

What Is the difference be-
tween the "kingdom of heaven"
and the "kingdom of God" ?

BOTH of these expressions are ,
of course, used in the Bible . The
Bible also speaks of the "king-
dom of Christ ." In Daniel 7 :27
we read, "The kingdom an d
dominion, and the greatness of
the kingdom under the whole
heaven, shall be given to the
people of the saints of the mos t
High." From this text we might
properly use the expression
"kingdom of the saints . "

In Daniel 2:44 we read, "In
the days of these kings shall th e
God of heaven set up a
kingdom ." This would properly
be the "kingdom of God." I t
would also be the "kingdom of
heaven," because it is set up by
the God of heaven. The Scrip-
tures reveal that Christ will b e
the Head of this kingdom ; so it
would be the kingdom of Christ .
His followers, the "saints," will
reign with him ; so it also will b e
their kingdom .

To a large extent, therefore ,
these various expressions are
used interchangeably in the
Bible . In many instances, how -
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ever, the form of expression
used seems especially to fit wit h
the context in which it is found .
For example, Jesus said :
"Among them that are born of
women there hath not risen a
greater than John the Baptist :
notwithstanding he that is least
in the kingdom of heaven i s
greater than he ." (Matt . 11 :11 )
Here the "kingdom of heaven "
seems to refer specially to the
heavenly phase of Christ' s
kingdom, and Jesus is telling us
that John the Baptist will not b e
a part of that phase of th e
kingdom . John will be one of th e
human representatives of th e
kingdom, one of the ancient
worthies who will be raised fro m
the dead and appointed to b e
"princes in all the earth ."—
Ps. 45:1 6

The expression "kingdom o f
God," as used by Jesus in the
prayer he taught to his disciples ,
carries a more comprehensive
meaning than would the ex-
pression "kingdom of Christ ."
The prayer states, "Thy king-
dom come. Thy will be done i n
earth, as it is in heaven." (Matt .
6 :10) The reference here is more
particularly to the time when th e
sovereignty of God will be
recognized throughout all the
earth, which is the great ob-
jective to be accomplished b y
the thousand-year mediatorial
reign of Christ .

This glorious consummatio n
of the divine plan is beautifully
expressed by Paul. He wrote :
"Then cometh the end, whe n
He shall have delivered up the
kingdom to God, even the
Father ; when He shall have pu t
down all rule and all authority
and power. For He must reign ,
till He hath put all enemies
under His feet . The last enemy
that shall be destroyed is death .
For He hath put all things under
His feet . But when He saith al l
things are put under Him, it i s
manifest that He is excepted ,
which did put all things under
Him. And when all things shal l
be subdued unto Him, then
shall the Son also Himself b e
subject unto Him that put al l
things under Him, that God may
be all in all . "—I Cor . 15 :24-2 8

Body and Soul

Matthew 10 :28 reads, "Fea r
not them which kill the body ,
but are not able to kill the soul :
but rather fear him which is able
to destroy both soul and body in
hell ." Does not this text prove
that the soul Is a separate entity
from the body and that it can
continue to live after the body
dies?

NO, NOT when properly
understood! The word "soul" i s
used in the Bible for the firs t
time in Genesis 2 :7, and from
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this text we learn that the soul i s
the being . This text reads : "The
Lord God formed man of th e
dust of the ground, and breathe d
into his nostrils the breath of
life ; and man became a livin g
soul ." The new Standard Re-
vised Version reads, "living
being ." From this text, then, it
is clear that the living soul is th e
combination of the body ani-
mated by the breath of life . Thi s
indicates that the destruction of
the body would mean the death
of the soul, for there cannot be a
soul, or living being, without a
body .

What, then, did Jesus mean
when he spoke of those who ar e
able to destroy the body but ar e
not able to destroy the soul ?
This statement was made to his
disciples whom he was sendin g
out into the ministry of the
Gospel . He warned them that
they would be persecuted an d
perhaps put to death ; but he
wanted them to be assured that
in the event they were killed, it
would not mean their eterna l
destruction, for they would be
restored to life in the resur-
rection and thus again be living
souls .

Because God intends to rais e
the dead, he looks upon them as
merely being asleep . The sig-
nificance of the resurrectio n
from this standpoint is shown by
Jesus when he said to the

Sadducees : "Now that the dead
are raised, even Moses showed
at the bush, when he calleth the
Lord the God of Abraham, and
the God of Isaac, and the God of
Jacob . For he is not a God of th e
dead, but of the living : for al l
live unto him ."—Luke 20 :37, 38

This thought is stated from
another standpoint in Matthew
16:25, where Jesus is quoted as
saying, "Whosoever will save
his life shall lose it : and who-
soever will lose his life [i n
death] for my sake shall find it ."
In sending his disciples into the
ministry, Jesus was giving them
an opportunity to sacrifice their
lives in his name and in hi s
service . He said that by doin g
this they would "find" their
lives, which, of course, could b e
only in the resurrection . Thus ,
while their enemies might de-
stroy their bodies, their live s
would be restored . Incidentally ,
the Greek word translate d
"soul" in the text under con-
sideration (Matt . 10:28) is the
same one that is translate d
"life" in this text .

Another interesting text bear-
ing on the point is John 5 :24 . In
this text Jesus says, "He that
heareth my word, and believeth
on Him that sent me, hat h
everlasting life, and shall no t
come into judgment [Revise d
Version] ." The everlasting life
now possessed by believers i s
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on the basis of faith in th e
resurrection . In verse 29 these
are said to come forth in th e
resurrection to "life" rather
than to judgment .

So it is that by faith believer s
do have a life, a soul, that is not
permanently destroyed when
the body dies . Their names are
in God's book of life ; and whil e
they may remain asleep in death
for awhile, they will be awakened
in the resurrection . Thus they
live unto God. On the othe r
hand, if because of willful
disobedience to God they are
destroyed by him, their lives are
snuffed out forever . As souls, or
living beings, they are no longer
in his book of life .

Being Save d

Do I have to join a church in
order to be saved?

THE keeper of the prison at
Philippi inquired of Paul an d
Silas : "Sirs, what must I do to
be saved?" The answer was ,
"Believe on the Lord Jesu s
Christ, and thou shalt be saved ,
and thy house ." (Acts 16 :30,31 )
There is nothing said here about
joining a church in order to b e
saved, and we think that Pau l
and Silas gave the right answer .

To be saved means to be free d
from the death condemnatio n
that came upon the entire
human race through the sin of

our first parents . Throughout
the thousand years of Christ' s
reign, those who are saved from
this condemnation will, if the y
obey the laws of the kingdom ,
be restored to human perfection
and live forever . With these, of
course, the first step toward
being thus saved will be their
belief in Christ as their Re-
deemer, a belief that will be
demonstrated by obedience to
the divine will .

Being saved during this pres-
ent age is upon the basis of
faith . True belief in Christ, no w
as always, is demonstrated by
"works," which, in this age, to
begin with, is in the form of a
full consecration to God's will .
This is a burial, or "baptism, "
of one's will into the will of God .
Those who take this step of
obedience are described a s
being baptized into Christ ; and
Paul wrote, "There is there-
fore now no condemnation to
them which are in Christ
Jesus, who walk not afte r
the flesh, but after the Spirit . "
--Rom . 8 : 1

Being "in" Christ also means
baptism, or burial, into his
death . (Rom. 6 :3,4) So, instead
of believers in this age bein g
restored to perfection of human
life, they die sacrificially wit h
Jesus, with the merit of his she d
blood making their sacrifice
acceptable to God . Paul ex -
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presses it as presenting ou r
bodies "a living sacrifice, holy ,
acceptable unto God," which i s
our "reasonable service."—
Rom. 12 : 1

Paul further wrote, "If we
have been planted together in
the likeness of his death, w e
shall be also in the likeness of
his resurrection . " (Rom. 6:5 )
Jesus was raised from the dead
a glorious divine being, exalted
above angels, principalities, and
powers .
