Two Views of the Second Advent

The return of Christ to earth i s
commonly referred to as the Second
Advent. Views concerning this great
event are widely variant. Some
claim that it took place at Pentecost
when the Holy Spirit came upon the
waiting disciples ; and that since then ,
as each sinner is converted, it con-
stitutes a further coming of Christ ,
hence that when all are converte d
He will have fully come . The claim
is made that in this way Jesus fulfils
His promise, "Lo, I am with you al-
way, even unto the end of the worl d
[age] ."—Matt. 28:20 .

On the other hand, many claim
that Jesus will return to earth as a
man, and that He will be recognize d
by the print of the nails in His hands
and in His feet, and the spear wound
in His side which He received at the
time of His crucifixion . This latter
view depends to a considerable ex -
tent upon a literal interpretation o f
certain prophecies; such as that o f
Revelation 1 :7, where we read, "Be-
hold He cometh with clouds, and ev-
ery eye shall see Him ."

We believe that the truth of the
matter, supported ° by the entire

testimony of the, Scriptures, lies be
tween these two extreme a7hdp,ppos
mg views, The first view, floes away
with the necessity of a personal com-
ing of Christ 'yet approxiniate$ the
truth ebnterningthb nature of ',fetus '
in that it considers Him to be so fa r
above hitnan .beiriga i.n,nature that
fie can 'be' said to be present with
them without their being able to see
Him:

The second view holds to th e
clearly established Scriptural fact
of a personal return of the Master ,
but circumscribes the grandeur an d
possibilities of that momentous event
by the unscriptural claim that H e
returns to earth as a sort of glorified
man, and not the powerful, invisible
divine being that He became when
the Heavenly ,Father raised Hi m
from the dead, and gave Him a name
which is above every name .—Eph .
1:18-23 .

The Scriptures teach that when
Jesus was raised from the dead He
was no longer a human being, but a
powerful divine being, the "image of
the invisible God ." (Col . 1 :15; 2 Cor.
5 :16 ; 1 Pet. 3 :18.) Hence, by nature ,
He is now invisible to the human
eye, even as God is invisible. It is
this divine Christ who returns to
earth at the Second Advent, hence
the fact of His return will need to be
recognized otherwise than by seeing
Him with the natural eye .

True, Jesus did appear as a man to
His disciples on several occasions
following His resurrection; but this
does not mean that He was, by na-
ture, still a human being . The cir-
cumstances of His few brief appear-
ances prove to the contrary . For
example, He always appeared in a
different body, which would not
have been the case had the huma n
body in which He appeared been
His real body .

Only once did Jesus appear in a
body similar to the one which was
crucified, and that was becaus e
Thomas made it plain that he woul d
not believe the Master had bee n
raised from the dead unless he coul d
see His wounds. Jesus satisfied
the doubter's lack of faith ; al-
though only this once did the disci-
ples see any wounds. In fact, on the
occasions of His other appearances
to them they did not recognize Him
by His personal appearance, but b y
the things which He said and did .

They gel d
and ate with him ; but they were not
human beings—although for a time
Abraham thought they were.-Gen .
18:1, 2; Heb . 13 :2 .

Jesus was present with His disci-
ples for forty days between the tim e
of His resurrection and His ascen-
sion; but only a very small portion
of this time were the disciples able
to see Him; and then, as we have
seen, only when He miraculously
appeared to them. It is this Jesus,
therefore, who is able to be invisibly
present among human beings, and
who, the Scriptures declare, is to
return to earth for the purpose o f
establishing a Kingdom of righteous-
ness by means of which the redeemed
race is to be restored to life and hap-
piness upon the earth.

Jesus' Flesh a Ransom

Jesuswas made flesh in order that
He might give Himself as a come--
spending price, a ransom, for Adam
and his race . The Master said, "My
flesh . . . I will give for the life of
the world." (John 6:51.) Had Jesu s
been raised from the dead as a hu-
man being it would have meant that
the ransom was taken back and thu s
the world of mankind would have
been unredeemed .

But the Scriptures show that whil e
Jesus was put to death in the flesh
He was made alive in the spirit, or
as a spirit being, (1 Cor. 15: 44-47;
1 Pet. 3 :18 .) Jesus had previously
explained to Nicodemus - that on e
who is born of the spirit can com e
and go as the wind, that is, be invis-
ible to the human eye, although hav-
ing great power. He proved this to
be true in His own case, for, afte r
His resurrection, His disciples coul d
not tell from whence He came nor
whither He went, when appearing to
them.--John. 3 :8 .

That Jesus still possesses the pow-
er to appear to human beings, as He
did to His disciples following Hi s
resurrection from the dead, we do ,
not dispute; but the Scriptures do
not say that His second coming wil l
be revealed to the world in this man-
ner. His appearances following His
resurrection were evidently intend-
ed to establish in the hearts and

When, for example, the disciples
enquired of Jesus, "What shall b e
the sign of thy coming [parousia,
presence]?" they were not asking
how they might ,know in advance
when He would come, but how they
could identify His presence when
He did come. In other words, in
harmony with Romans 1:20, they
wanted to know what visible things
they were to look for as a token tha t
the invisible Christ had returned to
establish His Kingdom .

Archaeological discoveries in re -
cent years reveal that the Gree k
word parousia was used in those an-
cient times to describe the visits o f
kings and emperors to various cities
and provinces of their realms . One
discovery reveals that taxes to pay
the expenses of such a visit were
raised by the issuing of a special
"parousia coin. "

How appropriate, then, that this
word should be used in connectio n
with the visit to earth of the King
of kings, and Lord of lords . But, as
in the case of the earthly rulers
whose visits are thus described, so
with Jesus, parousia does not mean
the moment of coming, but cover s
the entire duration of the visit .

Present for a Thousand Years

Jesus' Second Advent, then, is
truly a "visit," and not merely a
coming : It is a Scripturally estab-
lished fact that His second presenc e
or parousia,' is to continue for a
thousand years. It is this thousand
years that students of prophecy refe r
to ,as the Millennium . During the
Millennium, Christ, and together
with Him, His church are to reig n
upon the earth. (Rev. 5:10.) The
object of the reign is to destro y
death, and establish peace and right-
eousness everywhere .-1 Cor . 15 :22 -
28; Rev. 20 :4; 21:1-5; Psa . 2 :2-8 .

The first presence of Jesus, when
He was here upon the earth as a man ,
lasted in all but thirty-three and a
half years—from His birth to His
crucifixion . He remained forty day s
longer as a divine being, invisibl e
to the world, and then He returned
to the heavenly courts . There ar e
many prophecies in the Old Testa-
ment concerning the period of Jesus '
first presence . Some tell of His birth ;
some of one or another part of His

life and ministry . Some tell of His
death as' man's Redeemer. Mani-
festlyall of these prophecies were
not fulfilled in any single day of the
Master's earthly experience ; and it
would lead to confusion should we
undertake to apply them all to any
one event in His life .

The promises and prophecies con-
cerning the second presence of Jesus ,
covering as they do, the work of a
thousand years in the divine plan ,
are even more varied; hence call for
a greater carefulness in study, if we
are to understand them with an y
measure of correctness. For exam-
ple, we are told that Christ returns
to claim His bride, the church. (John
14:3.) Again we are told that He
appears with His church. (Col. 3 :4 . )
Manifestly these two events must
take place at different times, ye t
both are related to the period o f
His presence, or parousia .

The Scriptures represent the Mas-
ter as being present carrying on a
harvest work, He, Himself being th e
Chief Reaper. (Matt. 24:31; Rev.
14:14, 15.) But He is also shown to
be present as a great King to whom
all nations must bow down and give
homage. (Rev. 11 :15-18.) It is onl y
as we keep in mind that His second
visit to the earth embraces a perio d
of a thousand years, during which a
variety of work is accomplished ,
first on behalf of His church, an d
later for the whole world, that thes e
apparently contradictory statements
of the Word are found to be har-
monious. As this discussion has to
do primarily with the effect of Jesus '
return upon the world of mankin d
in general, we will not digress to
take up the matter of His coming
as a reaper to gather His church,
etc., referring the reader for thi s
information to Volume Two o f
Studies in the Scriptures, entitled
"The Time is at Hand ."

Manner of His Presence

In answering the disciples 's ques-
tion concerning the signs of His pres-
ence, the Master took occasion no t
only to outline a number of sign s
by which that great event would b e
revealed, first to the church, an d
then to the world, but also to point
out certain fundamental facts per-
taining to the manner of His pres-
ence. Apparently Jesus knew that
it would be difficult for His people

to grasp the greatness and true im-
port of the event, that they would be
prone to think of His returning as a
man, hence might be tempted to loo k
for Him in some hidden, secluded
spot, as they would naturally hunt
for a human being whose presence
they might wish to locate ; so He
said to them:

"Wherefore if they shall say unto
you, `Behold, He is in the desert ; go
not forth: behold, He is in the se-
cret chambers ; believe it not. For
as the lightning [Greek, astrape ,
bright shining] cometh out of the
east, and shineth even unto the west ;
so shall also the coming [parousia ,
presence] of the Son of man be."
Matt. 24:26, 27 .

By these words Jesus is endeavor-
ing to convey to our finite minds
that His coming and presence wa s
not to be like that of a human being .
He was to return as a great divine
being, the express image of the Fa-
ther's invisible person; so we mus t
consider the subject from that stand-
point. You won 't find Me, Jesus is
saying, hidden away in some secre t
chamber, as you might find a man or
a woman. Rather, you will discern
My presence, even as you discern
the existence of God Himself, an d
that is, by the great things which
you ascribe to Him .

And so it is. We behold the sun -
shine and the rain, watering th e
earth and warming it, that it ma y
bring forth and provide for thos e
upon it and we say, this is evi-
dence that God exists; a great Crea-
tor is back of it. So, Jesus ex-
plained that we will know of Hi s
second presence, because it will b e
like the lightning (Greek, astrape,
bright shining) that, similar to th e
sun, cometh out of the east, and
shineth even unto the west .

Some have mistakenly suppose d
that, by this illustration of th e
lightning, Jesus is endeavoring to
impress upon our minds how sud-
denly He would come, that is, like
a flash. But the time element doe s
not seem to enter into this picture
at all . Rather, the Master is describ- ,
ing the effect of His presence, say-
ing that it will be world-wide, an d
like a bright shining that comes out
of the east, and shineth even unt o
the west. The light of the sun is the
only light that fits this description .



When we think of light coming out
of the east we think of the dawning
of a day; so, the Scriptures describ e
the thousand years of Christ's sec-
ond presence as a "day"—the "day
of the Lord ." (1 Thes. 5 :2; Psa . 30 :
5.) The full scope of the blessings t o
be dispensed to a dying world dur-
ing that "day" are represented as
coming to the people because th e
"sun of righteousness" arises, bring-
ing healing to the nations.—Mal . 4 :2 ;
Rev . 22 :1-3 .

Brethren Not in Darknes s

In connection with the illustratio n
of the "day" of Christ's presence,
other Scriptures come to mind whic h
fit into the general harmony of th e
divine testimony. For example, the
Lord's people are represented as be-
ing "watchmen," who, throughou t
the long night of sin and death tha t
precedes the coming of Christ's new
day of blessing, are earnestly watch-
ing for the coming of the morning .
It is made plain that these will no t
know in advance of the return o f
the Lord, for He will come as a
"thief in the night. " Hence, they are
told to watch, with the clear impli-
cation that when He does return,
and the early dawn of the new da y

( <_ appears, they will be the first t o
know about it.—Matt. 24 :36-42 .

It is important also to note tha t
the coming of the Lord is synon-
ymous with the coming of the "da y
of the Lord ;" for it is His coming
that ushers in His day. Hence, the
Apostle Paul says, "The day of th e
Lord so cometh as a thief in the
night, . . but ye, brethren, are no t
in darkness, that that day shoul d
overtake you as a thief." (1 Thes .
5i1-5.) In verse three of this proph-
ecy we learn that those who are no t
watching fail to discern the thief -
like presence of the day of the Lord .

The fact that the "watchers" are
privileged to know of the early
dawning of the day of Christ, while
others are unaware of what is tak-
ing place, is further emphasized by
Jesus' comparison of the conditions
that existed before the flood, when
`Noah was present with the people ,
with those that prevail at the end o f
this age, in the "days of the Son o f
man." While Noah and his family
knew of the coming flood, an d
preached about it, the people in gen-
eral refused to believe, hence were

in total ignorance of the significan t
times in which they were living .
See Luke 17 :26-28 ; Matt. 24:37-39 .

It should be noted well that, in
this illustration, the sudden comin g
of the flood does not represent th e
sudden coming of Jesus, but the cata -
clysmic trouble that is precipitate d
by the Master's return—the "sudde n
destruction" of the old order de -
scribed in 1 Thessalonians 5 :3-5 .

As a Thief

Thieves in Bible times apparentl y
were destroyers as well as robber s
of other men 's possessions . See John
10:10 ; Job. 24 :14 ; Jer. 49 :9; Luke 10 :
30. Paul employs this characteristi c
of a thief to illustrate to our minds
that in addition to the day of th e
Lord coming, secretly upon the
world, it also results in the "sudden
destruction" of Satan's world . "The
day of the Lord so cometh as a thie f
in the night. For when they shall
say, Peace and safety ; then sudden
destruction cometh upon them, a s
travail upon a woman with child;
and they shall not escape . "—1 Thes .
5:23 .

In 2 Peter 3 :10, also, the thief-like
presence of Christ is associated with
the work of destroying the old world .
In Revelation 16 :12-20 the final over -
throw of the kingdoms of this world ,
preparatory to the full establishmen t
of the Kingdom of Christ, is de -
scribed as the battle of Armageddon
In the midst of this cryptic account
we read the Lord's statement "Be-
hold, I come as a thief," as' though
He would have us understand tha t
the gathering of the nations to th e
great battle of Armageddon is due
to the fact that He has secretly re -
turned and is engineering the over -
throw of Satan ' s world:Rev. 11 :15 -
18.

Bright Shining of His Presenc e

As the have already noted, Jesu s
explained that His second presence
would be like-a bright shining . (Matt .
24:26, 27 .) Heie, unmistakably, is th e
idea of enlightenment, symbolizin g
increasing knowledge. The Prophet
Daniel, describing conditions tha t
were to obtain in the "time of th e
end," declares, among other things ,
that "knowledge shall be increased . "
—Daniel 12 :4 .

In this same prophecy of Daniel
(verse 1) the prophet, speaking of

Christ as "Michael," explains tha t
when he stands up—that is, begins
to take a hand in earth's affairs ,
"there shall be a time of trouble ,
such as never was since there was a
nation . " Evidently, therefore, the in-
crease of knowledge, or "bright
shining" of the Master's presence, i s
closely associated with the great
time of trouble that overthrows th e
old order .

It is not difficult to discern the
manner in which this is so, as a re -
cent statement by H. G . Wells, th e
renowned British historian, indicates .
Mr. Wells mentions the large army
of educated but unemployed youth
of the world and shows why these are
an important factor m opposing es-
tablished customs and are ready to
overthrow the constituted authori-
ties of the old world : We quote

"And this modernized excess pop-
ulation has no longer any social
humility. It has no belief in the in -
fallibility of its rulers. It sees them
too clearly ; it knows about them,
their wastes, vices and weaknesses,
with even an exaggerated vividness.
It sees no reason for its exclusio n
from the good things of life by such
people . " — Magazine Digest, con-
densed from the Fortnightly, London .

In these few words Mr . Wells re-
veals the true cause of much that i s
happening in this generation tending
to bring this order of things to an
end. Indeed the phenomenal in -
crease of knowledge peculiar to thi s
generation has contributed largel y
to the downfall of the pre-war king-
doms and institutions of earth . As '
we have seen (Matt . 24 :26, 27; Dan.
12:4), it was foretold to be a sign
of Christ's presence. Back of thi s
increase, of knowledge then is th e
fact of the Master's thief-like return
—the knowledge itself being but th e
first gleam of the bright shining o f
His presence . It is the means by
which the old world is destroyed and
a new one established .

Satan, the Prince of Darkness

How perfectly logical it is that an
increase of knowledge on the part o f
the masses of mankind should be on e
of the first evidences of the presence
of Christ, the King of the new world .
The long reign of sin and death
under Satan, the prince of this world ,
is described in the Bible as a night-
time of darkness : "Darkness shall
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cover the earth and, gross darkness
the people, " the prophet tells us ; and
in contrast he says concerning th e
time when Christ is King, "And th e
Gentiles shall come to Thy light, an d
kings to the brightness of Thy ris-
ing."—Isa. 60;2, 3 .

In John 1:9 it is said that Jesus
is that " true Light, which lighteth
'every man that cometh into the
world." The prophecies clearly show
that the complete fulfilment of thi s
promise will he during the secon d
presence of Christ ; that it will be
then that the "earth shall be full o f
the knowledge of the Lord, as th e
waters cover the sea." (Isa. 11:9. )
It will require the work of the entire
thousand-year day of Christ to com-
plete the work of scattering all th e
mists of ignorance and superstitution
so that the people will be able to
know and worship the true Go d
and rejoice in His blessings .—Isa.
25:6- 9

However, before the people can
learn about the true God, they must
first unlearn a lot of things . And this
they are now doing. As Mr. Wells
points out, they are becoming mor e
and more aware of the false claims
of the privileged minorities and rul-
ing classes of the earth. This is true
in the political, economic, financia l
and also ecclesiastical circles .

No longer can the masses of man -
kind be held in restraint through ig-
norance nor by superstition. Even
among the ignorant peasantry of
Russia, education is beginning t o
spread . As superstition is exposed,
the first desire on the part of th e
masses is to destroy the systems that
have fostered it . This has given ris e
to all sorts of reform and pseudo -
reform movements among the na-
tions. Yes, even nations themselves,
whipped into frenzy by opportunist
dictators, embark upon crusades for
liberty from under the yoke of for-
mer world-powers .

Already, in many countries old
forms of governments have give n
place to new ones. In some cases the
new governments may be better
than the old ones, but very frequent-
ly they are worse. But in every case ,
the general agitation is resulting i n
a continuous increase of chaos whic h
threatens the very existence of wha t
men have called civilization. Dr.
Butler, of Columbia University, de -
scribes the matter vividly by saying

that "Civilization has been torpe-
doed ."

This, then, is the first result of the
bright shining of the Master's pres-
ence. The increase of knowledge
that has precipitated present world -
chaos, has not been of a gradual de-
velopment throughout the ages. No ,
it has come suddenly—that is, sud-
denly as compared with the thou -
sands of years of ignorance that pre -
ceded the last few decades of in -
creasing education and enlighten-
ment. The fact that it has come
suddenly, and has already produce d
such world-wide upheavals, is evi-
dence that it is not a "natural" de-
velopment, but an interposition o f
divine influence resulting from the
second presence of Christ — th e
"bright shining of His presence . "

A Night Also

In a cryptic prophecy recorded i n
Isaiah 21:11, 12, the prophet speak s
of a "night also" that follows the
early dawn of the new day—that
new day of blessing when mankind
will be given a new, divine deal . The
geographical setting of this proph-
ecy is the ancient mountain of Seir .
Travelers who have visited this ter-
ritory tell us that with the rising o f
the sun there occurs a peculiar phe-
nomenon, in that the rapid evapo-
ration of the dew that has fallen in
the night, caused by the sudden ris-
ing of the sun over the mountain ,
produces a thick fog, or mist, whic h
temporarily hides the sun ; and tha t
hence, even though the morning has
come, it is followed by a short pe-
riod of dense darkness .

How clearly this illustrates wha t
is taking place in the world today !
The great effulgence of light ac-
companying the Master 's presence,
and the consequent dawning of
earth's new day, piercing, as it does,
the vail of superstition that has s o
long kept the world of mankind i n
darkness, causes a sudden inflamin g
of enlightened passions which tem-
porarily results in a short dark night
of increasing trouble—a "time o f
trouble," indeed, "such as never was
since there was a nation."—Dan. 12 :1 .

While thus far man credits th e
phenomenal enlightenment of the
present time to the achievements o f
what they call the "brain age, " yet
the world is awakening more an d
more to the stark reality that the

alleged brain powers of our day are-
tragically unable to rescue the out -
worn institutions of the world that,
was before 1914, from the clamorin
masses of humanity who have be -
come enlightened enough to know--
that they are entitled to a "bill of
rights" which, throughout the ages, .
has been denied to all except the -
privileged few .

Peace and Safet y

Man, not knowing the true sig-
nificance of the increase of knowl-
edge that has come to him in our
day, imagines that at long last he is
able, as a result of the enlighten-
ment, to find his way to lasting peace
and good-will, nationally and inter -
nationally . Hence, 1913 witnessed
a world-wide hue and cry of Peace .
It was in that year that the Peac e
Palace at the Hague was dedicated ,
with all the so-called civilized na-
tions of earth participating in th e
ceremonies. There seemed to be an
expectancy of peace in all the diplo-
matic quarters of the world.
But this expectancy of peace

proved to be without foundation i m
fact. It was like the proverbial wish
that is father to the thought. The
Apostle Paul foretold this situation ,
and in the fulfilment of his proph -
ecy, we have another evidence o f
the Master's presence and of the-
early dawn of His new day. Paul
writes : "For when they shall say,,
Peace and safety ; then sudden de-
struction shall come upon them, a s
travail upon a woman with child ."
-1 Thes. 5 :3 .
How manifest has been the fu1-

filment of these words since 1914 .
The apostle explains that the de-
structive trouble would come like
travail upon a woman with child ;
that is, in spasms. That is exactly
how the world's troubles have de-
veloped since the old world began ,
to die. And all the while, the persis-
tent cry of Peace and Safety con-
tinues. All sorts of peace efforts have
been made since 1914. There have
been peace conferences, and disarm-
ament conferences. Hundreds of
peace societies have been formed
throughout the world . Each spasm .
of trouble seems to call forth new-
formulae for peace: Even the mighty
armies of the nations, formed in bat-
tle array, are called "Peace Fronts . '
But, adds the apostle, "they shalt
not escape . "



In Jeremiah 8 :11 and Ezekiel 13 :10
we are also told of a cry of "Peace,
peace;" when `there is no peace .

'These prophecies were evidently the
:inspiration for Pau l ' s statement noted
foregoing. So outstanding has been
their fulfilment that the Pope, in hi s
Easter message of 1939, called atten-
tion to them, saying that undoubted-
ly they are being fulfilled in this, ou r
'day. What the Pope evidently didn't
recognize is that the fulfilment o f
this, and like prophecies, denotes the
second presence of earth's new King.

We hold that the only plausible
answer as to why the world, in spit e
of all the blessings and advantages o f
our day, is unable to extricate itsel f
from chaos, is that our returne d
Lord; by dispelling the darkness o f
the long night of superstition an d
error, is bringing about the end of an
order of things so fundamentally out
of harmony with Him that it must b e
destroyed ere His Kingdom of right-
eousness can establish the glad ne w
world of tomorrow.

The Antichrist Destroyed

In 2 Thessalonians 2:8, the Apos-
tle Paul explains that antichrist is
to be destroyed by the brightness of
the Master's presence. This, then, is
another result of His bright shining,
and, if it is taking place, is anothe r
evidence of His presence . In this
text, the Greek word translate d
"coming" is parousia, meaning, as we
have seen, presence . In the begin-
ning of this chapter Paul explains ,
for the benefit of some in his da y
who thought the Lord had then re -
turned, that this event could not take
place until there come a great fall-
ing away from the faith, and th e
man of sin, or antichrist, be devel-
oped. He then explains that this man
'of sin would be destroyed when Je -
sus did return, by the "brightness o f
His presence . "

`Some are still looking for this "ma n
of sin" to manifest himself, failin g
to note that Paul says that what h e
"describes was already beginning to
manifest itself even in his day. The
'evidence is overwhelming that wha t
Paul refers to is not an individual,
'but a system—a system that claim s
to be Christ's Kingdom, and has mas-
queraded as such down through the
centuries.

It is a token of our day that peopl e
are beginning to realize the sham of
much of the religious trappings by
which former generations have been
impressed .

Does this mean the failure of
Christianity? Nay, verily! It is but
the discovery of the false gods that,
for so many centuries, have been
worshiped as the true God . With
this discovery there is a turnin g
away from religion altogether fo r
awhile. It is not a turning away from
the true God, for the illiterate masse s
of the world have never reall y
known Him .

Their god has been the torment
god, the purgatory god, the god o f
intrigue, exploitation and war. To
these, the God of love and kindness
is a total stranger. The God who
sent His Son to die for them, and
who, in His love and mercy, is abou t
to establish a Kingdom for their
everlasting blessing, is indeed an un -
known God to the hordes of atheist s
who are now such a menacing threat
to what is left of civilization .

"He Cometh in Clouds "

In Revelation 1:7, we are told that
Jesus returns in clouds, and tha t
every eye shall see Him . As Christ
is a divine being, the express imag e
of God Himself, men can see Him
only through the incidents and
events which accompany His return .
The time will yet come —and tha t
time is not far off, we believe—whe n
these events will be of such a pro-
nounced character that all men will
readily recognize their true signifi-
cance .

In Joel 2:1, 2, there is further ref-
erence to the "clouds" that become
so distressingly ominous in the early
dawn of Christ's new day. Here we
are informed that this day, to begin
with, is not to be a day of peace, but
rather the reverse . It is to be a "day
of darkness and of gloominess, a da y
of clouds and thick darkness, as the
morning spread upon the mountains :
a great people and a strong ; there
hath not been ever the like, neithe r
shall be any more after it, even to
the years of many generations . "
It will be noted from this that th e

"clouds" which appear in the early

dawning of the day of the Lord' s
presence, really consist of "a great
people and a strong, " the like of
which has never before been known .
This is evidently a reference to the
uprising of armed forces so tremen-
dous that civilization will crumbl e
and fall under the impact of the rev-
olutionary struggle they will pre- .
cipitate .
These clouds of trouble are even

now visible . Already the tribes o f
the earth are mourning because o f
them, although, as yet, they do no t
"see" the Master's presence as th e
immediate cause of the trouble . Je-
sus said that there would be a great
mourning because of His presence ,
that there would be upon the eart h
distress of nations and perplexity .
(Luke 21 :25, 26 ; Matt. 24 :30 .)'As the
atheistic and paganistic forces, armed
and unarmed, become increasingly
threatening, the world looks forwar d
with fear to the outcome .

God's Hand Over Israel

But how, you may ask, will the
people in general be made to recog-
nize that this world-wide trouble
is the death throes of the old world .
and is caused by the presence of the
King of the new world? The Scrip-
tures indicate that this will come
about through divine intervention
on behalf of the Jewish nation, now
being so bitterly persecuted .

The experiences of the Jews
throughout .these days of trouble
constitute additional evidence o f
Christ's presence . It is the time, ac-
cording to the Scriptures, whe n
their land is to be restored to them ,
and they are to be reestablished in
it. What has occurred along this
line since 1914 has been miraculous,
and should be viewed as part of the
constructive work of the new world .
This regathering of Israel was pro-
phetically due at the very time whe n
the nations, as a whole, were being
gathered unto the final destructiv e
"battle of Armageddon . "—Joel 3:1, 2 .

But these prophecies concerning
the Jews also indicate that whil e
they were to have their land re -
turned to them, and to be permitted
to go there and restore much of it t o
a high state of cultivation, as ha s
been done, yet that additional trouble
and persecution was in store fo r
them. This too, we see, has come t o
pass. These troubles are to increase,

for awhile, even as the trouble upon
the world will increase ; one spasm
following another .

It is not wise to go into details
concerning events which have no t
yet transpired, but the Scriptures do
make it plain that near the end. o f
the final death-struggle of the na-
tions, the Jews in Palestine will find
themselves in a very precariou s
situation, with virtual annihilation
threatening them ; and that then the
Lord will intervene on their behalf,
rescue them from their enemies, and
under the leadership of their resur-
rected prophets, establish His King-
dom as a literal governing power
over the whole earth.—Ezek. 38 :18 -
23 .

Evidently, therefore, it will be in
this final phase of the "time of troub -
le" that the nations will recognize
the hand of God; for, in the, las t
verse of Ezekiel 38, cited above, the
Lord says : "Thus will I magnify My -
self, . . . and I will be known in the
eyes of many nations, and they shall
know that I am the Lord ."

In this prophecy the forces of Gog
and Magog are identified as the ene-
mies of Israel. The etymology of
these names indicate that they are
used prophetically to describe armies
of Europe and Asia. While we can-
not know the details in advance, th e
prophecy would seem to show tha t
eventually certain of these force s
will be lined up in an attack against
Israel in Palestine . This also, per-
haps, will coincide with a concerted
effort to "liquidate" the Jews else -
where. For God to intervene at this
point and save His people would
certainly be, to the world, the strang-
est of all the strange events now
transpiring .

The Kingdom Established

The defense of Israel by divin e
power will be merely the first mani-
festation of the operation of the new
world powers. From then on the
Kingdom agencies will rapidly cal m
the storm of human passions whic h
by that time will have brought th e
people of the whole earth to a stat e
of desperation and despair .

But, just what is the new order we
look for? Will it be merely a holy
influence that will sweep over th e
earth? It will, indeed, be such an
influence, but in addition it will
have a definite Kingdom personnel .
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Ch rist will be the King, the invis -
ible Ruler. The church-all those
throughout the age now closing wh o
have faithfully followed in His foot-
steps—will be associated with Him
in the spiritual phase of the King -
dom. The promise to these has been ,
that if they suffer with Christ, they
shall also reign with Him .—2 Tim .
2:12 .

God 's promises to the church are
all of a spiritual character. Mis-
understanding the intent of thes e
promises, many have concluded from
them that it has been God's purpos e
to take as many of earth's inhabi-
tants to heaven as would believe on
Christ; and that all those who do no t
believe were to be lost. But now it
is seen that in preparing the churc h
to reign with Christ in the Millen-
nial Kingdom, the Lord has merel y
been. getting ready to save Mankind
in general by restoring them to lif e
upon the earth .—Rev . 5 :10 ; 20 :4 .

There will be earthly representa-
tives of the Kingdom., also . Even as
the invisible prince of this world ,
Satan, has operated chiefly throug h
visible agencies, so Christ, and th e
church, the invisible rulers of th e
new world, will have visible repre-
sentatives. The Bible tells us who
these will be. Jesus, for example ,
explains, that in the Kingdom, me n
will come from the east, west, north
and south, and will "sit down with
Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob and al l
the prophets ."—Luke 13 :28, 29.

In Psalms 45 :16 this same class of
ancient worthies are described a s
those who will be "princes in all the
earth." In Psalms 47 :7-9, the same
thought is presented . Here the Lord
is said to be King over the whole
earth, but the "princes" are His rep-
resentatives, who will execute the
laws of that new Kingdom . This class
of princes will be made up of all the
faithful ones from Abel to John th e
Baptist .

This explains what has been a
mystery text to many students of the
Bible; namely, Matthew 11 :11. In
this text Jesus declares that while
there has not risen a greater than
John the Baptist, nevertheless, "h e
that is least in the Kingdom of heav-
en is greater than he." Here the
"Kingdom of heaven" means the
spiritual, or heavenly phase of tha t
Kingdom. Those who are with
Christ in that phase of the Kingdom,

will be, - like Him, powerful spirit
beings ; hence the least of them will
be greater than John the Baptist ,
who will be one of the earthly rep-
resentatives of the Kingdom .

Not Too Fantastic to Believe

Let us not say that these thing s
are impossible with God. For the
ancient prophets to become the vis-
ible rulers in the new Kingdom
means that they will be raised, from
the dead . Is it too much to believe
that God will do this? Is it not a
fundamental of the Christian relig-
ion that there is to be a resurrection
of the dead? Surely if we are look-
ing to the Bible for a solution o f
the world 's problems we should be
prepared to believe that God is able
to do all that He promises to do .

As for the church being raised t o
spiritual life with Christ, and wit h
Him reigning as invisible rulers fo r
a thousand years : surely we shoul d
have no difficulty in believing this .
Have not most Christians always be-
lieved in. the spiritual existence afte r
death? While a mistake has been
made in supposing that the momen t
of death is the moment of a change
to a higher life, yet the thought ha s
always been that there is a spiritual
life, and that it is possible for love d
ones to be present, although unseen.

The great mistake in this thought
is that we have supposed this spir-
itual existence described in the Bible
is a natural outcome of the "cycle
of life " This is not so. The wages o f
sin is death, and the dead know no t
anything. (Rom. 6:23 ; Eccl. 9 :5 . )
Nevertheless, the Scriptures teac h
that in the resurrection some wil l
be given spiritual bodies. Thus
Christ was raised, and thus th e
church will be raised ; and these wil l
be powerful spirit beings who ,
through the resurrected prophets ,
will exercise control over mankin d
throughout the thousand years o f
the Messianic Kingdom .—1 Cor. 15 :
44, 45 ; 6 :2, 3 .

Of :that time the prophet declares ,
"The law shall go forth of Zion, an d
the word of the Lord from Jerusa-
lem." (Micah 4:2.) Here the heav-
enly and earthly phases of the King-
dom are symbolized as "Zion" —
Christ and the church (Rev . 14 :1 ;
Psa. 2 :6-9)—and "Jerusalem"—the
visible part of the Kingdom, prob-
ably centered in the literal city of

Jerusalem with a cabinet of the res-
urrected prophets at its head .—Luke
13 :28 .

Solving World Problems

With such a Kingdom arrangement
in force, backed up by divine, mir-
acle-working power, how wonder-
fully one after another of earth's
problems will be solved. Take the
problems of war. When the King-
dom first begins to function it will
find mankind devastated by the rav-
ages of war, revolution and anarchy .
The nations will recognize divine in-
tervention on behalf of Israel, and
being bled to the point of exhaustion
by the dreadful carnage of Arma-
geddon, their governments over -
thrown, in this wilderness of despai r
they will look to the power that de-
feated them, and say :

"Come, and let us go up to the
mountain [symbol of kingdom] of
the Lord, and to the house of the
God of Jacob ; and He will teach us
of His ways, and we will walk in
His paths : for the law shall go forth
of Zion and the word of the Lord
from Jerusalem . And He shall judge
among many people, and rebuke
strong nations afar off ; and they
shall beat their swords into plow-
shares, and their spears into pru n
inghooks; nation shall not lift up
sword against nation, neither shal l
they learn war any more ."--Micah 4 :
2, 3 .

How wonderfully simple is this di -
vine solution of the war problem !
It reverses the age-old axiom tha t
in order to keep peace the nation s
must be prepared for war. It starts
at the very foundation with a pro -
gram of education in the arts of
peace instead of war ; and thus a
genuine disarmament program is pu t
into effect. Then will the promise s
of God pertaining to Jesus as the
Prince of Peace be fulfilled . Then
will the angelic message of "peac e
on earth, good will toward men, "
become a reality.

There is, also, the economic prob-
lem of today. How serious it is!
Millions permanently unemployed,
depending on charity for a mere
subsistence. This problem will be
solved in the Kingdom, for then the
arrangements will be such that "ev-
ery man shall sit under his vine and
under his fig tree; and none shall
make them afraid: for the mouth of
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the Lord of hosts hath spoken it."—
Micah 4:4 ,

The problem of poverty is, and al-
ways has been, a menacing one to
millions. The poor, the underpriv-
ileged, have ever been a patheti c
group. But these shall no longe r
constitute an army of forgotten men ,
as heretofore, but will be considered
and blessed. Concerning this prob-
lem the prophet says :

"He [Christ] shall judge the poor
of the people, He shall save the chil-
dren of the needy, and shall break
in pieces the oppressor. . . . For He
shall deliver the needy when he
crieth; the poor also, and him that
hath no helper [the forgotten man]."
—Psalms 72:4, 12 .

Another problem which, today, i s
becoming a serious one in som e
countries is that of living room .
Adolph Hitler, Dictator of Germany,
is using this problem as an excus e
for what most people in other coun-
tries believe is a war of aggression .
Whether or not Germany actually
needs more "living room " at this
time is beside the point. Certainly
some countries are over-crowded ;
and others will become so as tim e
goes on . This problem would, in-
deed, soon become a fruitful source
of further bloodshed .

But the Lord has provided a solu-
tion for the living room problem
also. First, we have the promis e
that all the waste places of the earth
will become habitable and produc-
tive. "The desert shall rejoice, and
blossom as the rose, " the prophe t
tellsus. (Isa . 35 :1, 2 .) Think of all the
unused lands in the two Americas ,
in Australia, in South Africa, etc .
With these parts of the earth mad e
habitable and available for the peo-
ple, surely there will be no need to
shed blood in order to acquire ad-
ditional territory .

But there is still another way in
which the population problem wil l
be permanently solved, and that i s
by a gradual diminishing birth rate .
When our first parents were created
they were commanded to multiply
and fill the earth. It should be ob-
served that once a sufficient numbe r
of humans have been born to prop-
erly fill the earth, the purpose of thi s
divine command will have been at-
tained, hence the provision by whic h
it was implemented will be with -
drawn .

Jesus gave a hint along this lin e
when answering a question concern-
ing the resurrection. The Sadducees
presented Jesus with a hypothetica l
question concerning a woman wh o
had successively married seven
brothers. They wanted to know
whose wife that woman would be in
the resurrection. Jesus' reply to th e
question was that in the resurrectio n
of the dead "they neither marry no r
are given in marriage . "—Matt. 22:30 .

In other words, the populating o f
the earth has been arranged by di -
vine decree, and the process will b e
halted when divine wisdom decides
that the earth has been sufficientl y
filled. Thus there will be no nee d
for concern along this line, for th e
matter will be adjusted to the entir e
satisfaction of all, and to the glor y
of God .

Then there is the problem of self-
ishness. There could never be genu-
ine peace and good will in the eart h
as long as selfishness plays such a n
important role in the affairs of men .
Thank God, even this problem will
be solved through the Messianic
Kingdom arrangements. When men
are taught the Lord's way it mean s
that they will learn the value of love
as against selfishness .

Jeremiah 31:31-34 assures us that
during that glad day of the Lord' s
Kingdom the law of God, which is a
law of love, will be written in th e
hearts of the people ; and that all ,
eventually, are to become so wel l
acquainted with the Lord and Hi s
ways of love, that none will need to
say to his neighbor, Know thou the
Lord : for all shall know Him, from
the least of them unto the greatest
of them .

The religious problem is also to b e
solved. Today earth's millions wor-
ship a multiplicity of gods, and even
those who attempt to worship th e
true God are hopelessly divided int o
factional groups from which comes a
jargon of conflicting claims, dogmas
and doctrines. But all that will be
changed, for the promise is that th e
Lord will "turn to the people a pure
language, that they may all call upo n
the name of the Lord, to serve Him
with one consent ."—Zeph. 3 :9 .

Death to be Destroyed

Finally there is the major proble m
of sickness and death. Unless this
problem can be solved mankind

would still need to travel through
the "valley of the shadow of death ." .
In such an event there could be no ,
lasting peace and happiness any -
where. Every peaceful and happy
home would be currently blighted
by the dread enemy that now counts
its victims by the millions ever y
year.

But Christ, the great solver of hu-
man problems, will solve this on e
also, for during His reign sicknes s
and death are to be destroyed . Pau l
affirms that "He must reign, till He
hath put all enemies under His feet ;
the last enemy that shall be de-
stroyed is death." (1 Cor. 15 :25, 26. )
Isaiah 25:8 declares that He will
swallow up death in victory ; and the
Lord God will wipe away tears from,
off all faces,

And in the solving of the proble m
of death, none are to be overlooked ,
for even those who have fallen
asleep in death throughout the ages ,
are to "hear His [the Son of man's ]
voice, and shall come forth" from the
tomb. (John 5:28, 29.) The livin g
room problem having been solved ,
there will be an abundance of habit -
able land to take care of all—the liv-
ing and those who will be raised
from the dead .

This means that no one will nee d
to lament the fact that Christ 's King-
dom did not come sooner, before
their father, mother, or other dear
ones died ; because these dear ones
will be restored to life . The power
of that blessed One who broke up
funerals in Judea more than nine -
teen centuries ago simply by raising
the dead one from death, will again
be exercised, not on behalf of a lim-
ited few, but for the restoration o f
all the families of the earth. Halle-
lujah, what a Savior !

Not that all will be saved everlast-
ingly irrespective of their obedience
to the laws of that new Kingdom.
No, for full obedience will be de-
manded, and "it shall come to pass ,
that every soul which will not hea r
that Prophet, shall be destroye d
from among the people . " (Acts 3 :23 . )
All will be awakened from the slee p
of death in order that they may b e
given a knowledge of God and Hi s
loving provision for them in th e
Redeemer; but once this knowledge
is received, then each individual wh o
wishes to continue to live upon th e
earth, and enjoy everlastingly the
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blessings of peace and happines s
provided for God's human creation ,
will need to render continued obe-
dience to God 's law .

Thus it will be that all the vari-
ous problems of fallen man grad-
ually will be solved, and this as th e
increasing light of the Master's sec-
ond presence permeates one afte r
another of the dark places of th e
earth. While the first effect of th e
-bright shining of His presence is t o
cause confusion and chaos which is
even now destroying this presen t
order of things, it will, neverthe-
less, continue to shine, so that th e
chaos it first produces will be trans -
formed into a wondrous new orde r
in which the healing rays of tha t
"Sun of righteousness" will contin-
uously pour into the sin-sick and
wounded hearts and lives of all man -
kind .

Sunshine Over All

From pole to pole, it will shine ;
and upon every continent and th e
isles of the sea, the soothing, life -
giving powers of that divine Light -
and Life-Giver will be felt for good.
There will be no unfinished spots o r
situations not taken care of by the
bright shining of the Master 's pres-
ence, for nothing short of a full east-
to-west dispensation of its healing
rays can fulfil, the Master's own
promise concerning the manner an d
object of His coming.

The enlightening rays of Christ' s
presence will fill the earth with a
knowledge of the glory of God . This
means that all "doctrines of devils, "
all nocturnal hallucinations and su-
perstitions, all human creeds and
dogmas, all the precepts of men by
which people are taught to fear Go d
rather than to love Him (Isa . 29 :13) ,
all political intrigues, as well as the
thousand and one other evils tha t
have plagued a dying world, are t o
be swept away, and all of this re -
placed by a true knowledge of Go d
and His righteous laws.

With the knowledge of the glory o f
God filling the earth, there will come
also the clearing out of all the myr-
iad citadels of sin and vice and
crime. As that glorious Sun o f
Righteousness forces its enlighten-
ing and healing rays into the vari-
ous' dens of iniquity, the Satanic
darkness of these rendezvous of evil
will give place to the glorious en -
Iightenment of the new day.

No, there will not be a nook or
corner any place in the earth where
the light from that glorious Sun wil l
not penetrate. The warmth of it s
healing rays will cheer the slums of
our great cities and radiate into the
institutions of suffering which we
call hospitals. How glad we are for
these hospitals today ; but how won-
derful it will be when the bright-
shining of the Master's presence de-
stroys the diseases which make them
necessary. The beds of sickness in
the cottages of the peasants, as well,
also, as in the palaces of the rich,
will all be reached. Indeed, the dis-
tinctions between rich and poor will
be dissolved, because all will b e
made rich; for the promise is, tha t
there will be a feast of fat things for
all people.—Isa. 25:6.

Such a stupendous, far-reachin g
work of reformation and restoratio n
is not to be accomplished in a few
days or a few months . It will require
practically the entire thousand year s
of the Messianic Kingdom ere the
bright shining of the Master's pres-
ence will have scattered all the mists
of darkness, and restored all the pris -
oners of death. For this reason th e
prophet describes the new day as
being partly dark and partly light ,
but in the evening, or close of th e
day, he declares, it shall be light .
Thank God for this assurance of ul-
timate victory for the cause of truth
and righteousness in the earth .—
Zech. 14:6-9 .

Thus, because Christ has return-
ed, earth's problems, great and small ,
are to be solved . And what shoul d
that mean to us today? If we
glimpse the import of the propheti c
vision now being opened up by
the compelling logic of events, we
should rejoice in the imminence o f
the glad new world of tomorrow .
Realizing what that new Kingdo m
world will mean for all mankind ,
we should more earnestly than eve r
pray "Thy Kingdom Come, Thy will
be done in earth, as it is in heaven . "
—Matt. 6:10 .

But to offer such a prayer from
the heart will mean that we are en-
deavoring to have God's will done
in our own lives even now. It in-
dictates that so far as possible, we
will order our lives as we believe
the lives of all the obedient ones o f
earth will be ordered "when the
Kingdom laws are fully in operation .

This implies that we will put away
selfishness as a ruling factor in our
lives. It means that we will love
God with all our hearts and with al l
our strength, and our neighbor a s
ourselves .
While we will look for and pray

for the full establishment of Christ' s
Kingdom, we will, nevertheless, b e
law-abiding now, "obedient to the
powers that be, " iealizing that even
an imperfect government is bette r
than no government .

If we have caught the inspiration
of the vision of truth now revealed
through the pages of God's word ,
the Bible, and can see the fulfil-
ments of its prophecies in the news
parade of our times, we will want to
tell the good news to others, to
our neighbors and friends far and
wide. Thus we may become am-
bassadors of our present King an d
Lord .

In brief, we can think of no bette r
advice than for one to give his
whole heart to the Lord, in a spiri t
of complete devotion to His will . I t
is from among the fully consecrate d
that the Lord is selecting those wh o
will be associated with Him in the
heavenly phase of the Kingdom . If
this "high calling of God" reache s
you, then run earnestly for tha t
prize, for soon the church class will
be complete and the opportunity
closed .

But thank God, this does not mea n
a closing of the door of divine merc y
and blessing for mankind. Indeed,
it will signal the beginning of resti-
tution blessings for all the people ;
that is, those blessings of life an d
happiness that were forfeited in
Eden, purchased for the world by
the blood of Christ, and soon to be
dispensed by the divine Kingdo m
agencies. Yes :

"Christ is cone! now let creatio n
From her groans and travails cease ;

Let the glorious proclamation
Hope restore and faith increase .

"Earth can yet but read the story
Of His cross and dying pain ;

But shall soon behold His glory ;
For He cometh now to reign.

"Long thine exiles have been pining,
Far from rest and home and Thee ;

But in heavenly vesture shining ,
Soon they shall Thy glory see .



"God is love; and he that dwelleth in love dwelleth in
Cod, and God in him."—1 John 4:16 .

OVE, like light, is best understood when

viewed from the standpoint of what it ac -

complishes . We also appreciate light by

contrasting it with darkness ; even so lov e

is appreciated when contrasted with its opposit e

principle, which is selfishness . To be told simply

that God is love would not convey to our mind s

any clear conception of His glorious character . It

is because the Bible explains the things which Hi s

love has done, is doing, and will continue to do ,

that we get the best understanding of what th e

apostle means in our text when he says that Go d

is love .

Understanding this great principle of love from

the vantage point of seeing what it accomplishes ,

we are then able to appreciate in a small way what

is implied in the suggestion of the apostle that

those who dwell in love also dwell in God . Ob-

viously it could have no other meaning than that

the Christian who endeavors to emulate God, t o

copy Him in His benefaction to His creatures, i s

thus dwelling in the same spirit of love, seeking t o

order his life along lines of unselfishness . Viewed

thus, it becomes apparent that there is no other

way of living in harmony with God, performin g

His will, than that of dwelling in love . No wonde r

the Apostle Paul in 1 Corinthians 13, makes it

clear that love is the principal thing; for surely

apart from dwelling in love it is impossible for a

Christian to dwell in God; that is, to live in har-

mony with Him .

This is a heart-searching test of discipleship ; for

the love of God which is to become the movin g

power in our lives is more than a benevolent feel =

ing, or a negative attitude of good will toward ou r

fellow man. It includes these qualities to be sure ,

but goes much beyond that, in that it is a principle

which impels to self-sacrifice. Thus we are told

that God so loved the world that He gave His onl y

begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in Hi m

might not perish but have everlasting life.-John

3:16 .

Here is true God-like love in operation, and w e

see that it is love which caused our Heavenly Fath -

er to give—to give that which , really cost Him
something, to give the dearest treasure of Hi s
heart, in order that others might be blessed . In

view of this wonderous example of the operatio n
of divine love, it is apparent that the Christia n
can have no assurance that he is walking in love,
unless he finds his heart willingly responsive to the
demands of this principle, so that he is glad to sac-
rifice self-interest, pleasure, comfort, time, strength ,
means, yea, all that he has, in order that others
may be the benefactors of his life of giving .

God was under no obligation to rescue mankind .
Our first parents were justly sentenced to death,
and through them the whole world came unde r
just condemnation because of sin . There would
have been no injustice on God 's part had He don e
nothing about fallen man . But divine love could
not let the sinner go. It was love that first contriv-
ed the way to save rebellious man. In order for
love to accomplish man's rescue from death, it was
necessary that the Heavenly Father make a sac-
rifice, that is, give up that which properly belonged
to Him, that thus the estranged race might re-
deemed and restored to life . Thus seen, love goes
beyond justice . Love sets aside one 's own rights
for the blessing of others. Love, as thus demon-
strated in God's character, is the true example of
what we should endeavor to be and do in order to
be like God .

"IF WE LOVE ONE ANOTHER, GOD DA'ELLETH IN US,

AND HIS LOVE IS PERFECTED IN US ."—I JOHN 4 :12 .

These words of the apostle carry us a step fur -
ther in our understanding of the manner in whic h
divine love operates in the Christian life ; that is,
they place the matter upon the very practical basi s
of loving one another. It would be easy enough to
say that we love God, but if our attitude towar d
those whom He loves is one in which there is a lack
of love, our actions belie our words . In John 4 : 20 ,
the apostle adds, "If a man say, I love God, and
hate his brother, he is a liar ; for he that loveth no t
his brother, whom he hath seen, how can he lov e
God whom he hath not seen? "

Let us then scrutinize our hearts very carefully
in order that we may make sure that while profess-
ing a love for God, we may not actually be walk-
ing in love at all, but following rather after the



way of Satan and of selfishness, in that his spirit
is dominating our lives instead of the spirit of love .
From this standpoint, reality stares us in the face ,
a reality from which we cannot escape . All ou r
vows and professions to the Lord should be con-
sidered as binding as though they were made to
someone in the flesh . Yet, because we do not see
God, because He does not literally talk to us, and
reason with us—except through His Word—it may
be easy at times to sidestep our professions to Him .
But when, as in the matter of the exercise of di -
vine love, He makes it plain that He measures th e
degree of our love for Him by the manner in whic h
we manifest this quality toward others, then i t
does bring the matter down to a practical, work-
able basis .

Nor are we permitted to make the excuse tha t
our fallen flesh would often like to make ; namely ,

that we should not love our brethren because the y
are so imperfect, so out of harmony with what w e
consider to be right that they are not worthy of ou r
love. To take an attitude of this kind indicates

that we have not yet comprehended the full sig-
nificance of what true divine love really consists of .
Had God 's love been of no better quality than this ,
there would have been few to receive of its bene-
fits; because from His standpoint of perfection an d
righteousness, all the children of Adam have sin-
ned and come short, hence are wholly unworthy o f

His love .

He Ioved us, the Scriptures tell us, while we
were yet sinners, alienated from Him, enemies ,
through wicked works. A similar love on our par t
therefore will impel us to love our brethren even

though they may seem to be taking a course that i s
contrary to our conception of what is right. The

exercise of this true, God-like love toward our
brethren will cause us to cover up their imperfec-
tions rather than to do anything to reveal them to
a hers . hers. We will realize how fallen they are, but a t
the same time will remember that we, too, are fall -
en ; and that no doubt, in their eyes, we come as fa r
short of the perfect standard as we consider that

they have come short. This does not mean that
we should love their sins, their imperfections, bu t
it does mean that we should love our brethren in
spite of their imperfections ; and that we will d o
all in our power to help them and to bless them—
to build them up in the most holy faith, and by pre -
cepts and by example to lead them to a better way .

We will not do this in the sense of assuming a

superior attitude toward our brethren, giving them

the impression that we are glad that we are s o

much better than they are, because, this would put

us in a position where it would be impossible to

help. When we maintain the proper appreciation
of our own imperfections and shortcomings, it
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should not be difficult for us to refrain from assum-
ing a superior attitude toward others . If we would
but keep in mind how many ways the Lord could
properly find fault with us, but doesn 't, it will help
us to realize that it is quite out of keeping wit h
His love, for us to continually find fault with ou r
brethren .

We, like our brethren are only blessed by the
Lord because of His great love for us, a love that
was manifested while we were still alienated fro m
Him, and which continues to cover the sins which
alienated us. Keeping this proper divine perspec-
tive before us, it should not be difficult to love ou r
brethren, to deal with them as we desire that Go d
shall deal with us—as we know, indeed, that He
does look upon and deal with us .

If it were not that God blesses us in spite of ou r
imperfection, how quickly we would lose His favor ,
how soon indeed our lives would become a barre n
wilderness, void of every evidence of the sunshin e
of His love and care over us. Surely then, the
least we can do to demonstrate our love for Go d
is to love, and do all in our power to bless, our
brethren, whom He also loves. As for God Him-
self, there is nothing we can do that will enric h
Him, nothing that we can withhold from Him
that will make Him poor . But, thanks be to His
loving and wise arrangement, He does accept our
love for the brethren as a manifestation of ou r
love for Himself. Thus, if we love one another ,
God dwelleth in us, and we can rejoice in the con-

tinuance of His favor and blessing.

"LOVE YOUR ENEMIES, BLESS THEM THAT CURSE YOU ,

DO GOOD TO THEM THAT HATE YOU, AND PRAY FOR

THEM WHICH DESPITEFULLY USE AND PERSE -
CUTE YOU. "-MATTHEW 5 :4 4

Here is another test of divine love ; that is, lov-

ing our enemies. This, in a sense, is much akin t o

our love for the brethren, because the things whic h

stand in the way of our loving the brethren ar e

the things in their lives which tend to make us

feel that they are, in certain respects at least, ou r

enemies. Enemies, who are outside of the fold of

God, those whose eyes of understanding ar e
blinded by the god of this world, and who becaus e
of this assume an attitude of opposition toward

the Lord 's people, are more easily loved than

those among the brethren whom we mistakenl y

consider to be our enemies . Let us always remem-

ber that our brethren are not our enemies, but a s

long as there is any evidence that God is dealing

and blessing our brethren, it means that He is

loving them, and helping them .to win a:position

in the Kingdom . This being true, our only course

is to do all in our power also to help them and

bless them, thus loving them as God loves them .
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Our love for our real enemies, those who are
also God's enemies, is manifested in a differen t
way. True, it is a love that will cause us to d o
all in our power to bless them . It is a love which
will cause us to show mercy toward them . It is
a love which will induce us to pray for them, thu s
seeking the divine blessing upon them, in additio n
to the things that we may do to cause them joy an d
happiness. But in loving our enemies thus, it wil l
not be with the same degree of sympathetic inter-
est, of attachment and affection, that should perm e-
ate our love for the brethren .

True love for our real enemies will mean tha t
when by divine grace they are enlightened by the
truth of God's Word, and because of this, mani-
fest a desire to make amends for their wrongdo-
ing, we will rejoice. It is a love which will quick-
ly dismiss every thought of vengeance or of ex -
acting payment for the wrongs they have com-
mitted; and will cause us gladly to welcome them
into our fellowship and to do all in our power t o
assist them to a better understanding of the Lord ,
that thus they may be brought daily closer and
closer to Him. If we have prayed for our enemies ,
because we have loved them, surely such a lov e
will rejoice when God answers our prayers .

"HE THAT IS SLOW TO ANGER IS BETTER THAN TH E

MIGh TY ; AND HE THAT RULETH HIS SPIRIT THA N

HE THAT TAIZETH A CITY ."—PROF. 16 :32 .

The matter of ruling our own spirits is ver y
closely associated with the operation of divine
love in our hearts. Our spirits as a rule are ver y

selfish, self-centered, unkind, impatient ; in fact
almost everything that is out of harmony with the
true spirit of God, the spirit of love . This means
that our spirits need to be "ruled ," to be control -
led, to be ordered by a governing force that i s
superior and better than that which belongs to u s
as members of the fallen race .

.With the Christian, the spirit of God should be.-
come, yea, must become, the governing principle in_
their lives, otherwise, it cannot be said that thei r
spirits are being ruled or controlled, within the
meaning of this text . This is the thought implied
in Romans 12:2, where it explains that there
needs to be a renewing of our minds, a transfor-
mation, in which the selfish spirit of the faller:
flesh and of the world is put under, and the spirit
of the Lord takes its place. This, the apostle ex-
plains, is in substance the doing of the Father '.
will. It is just another way of saying that to the
extent the spirit of God, which is the spirit of
love, is ruling in our hearts, to that extent we ar e
walking in harmony with God .

But such a transforming of our minds is not ac-
complished in a day or a week or a year, but is;
the work of a lifetime . The old selfish spirit wil l
continue to clamor for its rights, to insist on its.
viewpoints being considered. This means that a t
times we will find ourselves thinking and acting
quite out of harmony with the new mind, the min d
of Christ, that should be dominating our lives,

But we should not be discouraged. At each

failure to manifest the mind of Christ in our deal-

ings with our brethren, our enemies, and all man -
kind, we should seek the throne of grace for di

vine forgiveness, and ask God for a greater in -

filling of His spirit of love, that thus the worldl y

spirit of selfishness, which is also the spirit of the .

fallen flesh, will be brought under control, "rul-

ed" in such a way as not to be permitted to turn
aside from the course of true love that daily cover s

up the imperfections of others—both of our breth-

ren as well as of those who are not our brethren, .

—and endeavors, in the spirit of Christ and by -

divine help, to serve and bless all as opportunity

affords, especially the household of faith .

Reconciliation and Salvation
For if, when we were enemies, we were reconciled

to God by the death of His Son, much more, bein g

reconciled, we shall be saved by His life ."—Rom. 5 :10 .

HAT a basis for universal reconciliation
is taught in the Bible is generally admitte d
by Bible Students ; and it is also generally
conceded that universal salvation to eter -

nal life is not taught. Universal reconciliatio n

means universal salvation from a universal curse ,
but does not mean eternal life . Our text makes
very clear this distinction between reconciliation

and salvation . Be it noted that reconciliation is ef-
fected by the death of Christ, but salvation is ob-
tained through His life . Let us get this clear in
our minds, and we shall be forever freed from that
subtle error that teaches the eventual salvation of
every soul .

Colossians 1 : 20 is one of the texts that is used to ,
prove the error of universal salvation. Let us ex -

amine this text with its context, to see if it does,

so prove. We read, "And, having made peac e

through the blood of His cross, by Him to reconcile
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all things unto Himself; by Him, I say, whether

they be things in earth, or things in heaven." We
notice by the next verse that the apostle is writin g
about reconciliation having been made for th e
Church in order that the members thereof, migh t
at some time be presented to God. Let us read on .

t "And you, that were sometime alienated and ene-
mies in your mind by wicked works, yet now hath
He reconciled in the body of His flesh through
death, to present you holy apd unblamable an d

[ unreprovable in His sight : IF YE CONTINUE IN
THE FAITH GROUNDED AND SETTLED, and

be not moved away from the hope of the gospel ,

which ye have heard." This states that their sal-
vation, their being presented to God, as approved ,

rests upon their continuance in the faith . If they
do not continue in the faith, it stands to reason

that they will not be presented to God .

A RANSOM FOR ALL

The ransom is the center of all Christian doc-
trine. Of the many who profess to believe it, how
few there are who understand it . Brother Russell
said, "We believe that every one out of harmon y
with the ransom is out of harmony with the plan of
God." That this ransom is for all is plainly state d
by Paul, in 1 Timothy 2: 6, and by John, in 1 John
2: 2 . The ransom is a corresponding price . One
man, Adam, sinned, and by this sin plunged all his
posterity into death. (Rom. 5: 12.) Now notice,
this death was not merely the cessation of life fo r
a period of time, either long or short, but the giv-
ing up of life for all time . The one who died went
to hell, and hell is not a place, but a condition of
non-existence. There was only one way that Adam
could be released from this condition, and that was
by someone as perfect as he was before he was
condemned to that condition, taking his place . No
one of his , posterity could do that, because they
were all born sinners. None of the perfect angel s
could pay the price for his deliverance, for they

would not be a corresponding price . But God in

His wisdom had arranged for some one to be a ran-
som. He permitted Jesus to lay aside the glor y

that He had with Him and be born in the likenes s
of sinful flesh. (Rom. 8 : 3.) Again we read, "We
see Jesus, who was made a little lower than th e
angels for the suffering of death, crowned with

glory and honor [of perfect manhood] ; that He by

the grace of God should taste death for every man . "

Let us note the joy of the angels, and the effect

Jesus ' birth was to have on the world . "Behold, I

bring you good tidings of great joy, which shall b e

to all people. For unto you is born this day in the

city of David a Saviour, which is Christ the Lord ."
(Luke 2: 10, 11.) The child Jesus could not pay the
price, The corresponding price must be a man .
So we read, "For since by man came death, by
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man came also the resurrection of the dead ." (1 Cor.

15: The ransom alone never will give to any
one eternal life . It is the payment of the price that
releases the world from the curse that came throug h
one man's disobedience. Jesus could have provided
the ransom at the time He was baptized in Jordan ,
and God could have immediately applied that ran-
som on behalf of the world. Then Adamic death
could have been stopped immediately, and the liv-
ing, as well as the dead, could have been brought
back to life again, and all could have gone on tria l

for eternal life on this earth . But just think of the

consequences if God had so arranged it . Man would

have the same character that he had before the

ransom was applied on his behalf ; for the applica-
tion of the ransom does not change the character of

the individual. With all the weaknesses men have,
it would not be long before they would sin; and

thus sinning they would again come under the pen -

alty of death, and this time for their own trans-
gression. It is not at all improbable that none of ;

those who thus would have been redeemed by the

ransom would have obtained life, under such an

arrangement.

MADE PERFECT THROUGH SUFFERING

But blessed be the name of our God who in His
love and wisdom had planned differently. Christ
died as a human being and was resurrected as a
New Creature at Jordan. He was begotten to th e
divine nature, but this was only the beginning o f

that new nature. This new nature must be per-
fected, and to this end God required that He b e
tested along the lines of faith and obedience . Note
carefully the Scriptures that tell us of this : "Though
He were a Son yet learned He obedience by the
things which He suffered ." (Heb. 5 : 8 .) "For in
that He Himself hath suffered being tempted, He is
able to succor them that are tempted ." (Heb. 2 :
18.) "But those things, which God before hath
showed by the mouth of all His prophets, that Chris t
should suffer, He hath so fulfilled ." (Acts 3:18 . )
"For it became Him, for whom are all things, and

by whom are all things, in bringing many sons unto

glory, to make the Captain of their salvation per-
fect through sufferings ."—Heb. 2: 10.

It was this new nature, begotten at Jordan tha t

was made perfect. When Jesus was crucified at
Calvary, He gave up His human life for all time .

God could not raise Him as a human being with-
out nullifying the real purpose in furnishing the
ransom price; but He could raise Him as a Divine
being .

It was that New Creature that was perfected
through suffering. It is this "life" that is possess-
ed by the great Mediator which will bring salva-

tion to the world. Now notice our text : "For if ,

when we were enemies, we were reconciled by the



death of His Son, much more, being reconciled ,

we shall be saved by His life . "
i .

	

MADE LIKE UNTO HIM

In His plan for the salvation of the world, God
not only provided that Christ should be the ra n
som, but that He should be prepared through
special experiences to be a Mediator in the work
of at-one-ment. And further, He provided tha t
not only should Christ be the Mediator, but, also ,
that there should be associated with Him in tha t
work a company of those who themselves had been
sinners. He also arranged that this company

r should be copies of His Son.—Rom. 8 :29 .

u But how may we be made like unto Him? He
was "holy, harmless, undefiled, separate from sin -
hers," while we were "shapen in iniquity, and in
sin . . conceived . " (Psa. 51 : 5.) Alt! God does

f rot expect us to become physical copies of Hi s
!am), for that is impossible; but He does expect us
to become copies of Him as new creatures . In
rder that we may attain unto His image, we mus t
share in His sufferings, and be crucified with Him.

r Paul desired to so live that Christ might be see n
el all that he did. (Phil . 1 : 21; Gal. 2 : 20 .) Notic e
further how he states that the ambition of his lif e

t
was to "know . . . the power of His resurrection ."
(Phil . 3 :10, 11.) We do not think that Paul re-
ferred merely to Jesus' resurrection on that thir d
day after He was crucified ; but was speaking also
of the power of that new life to which He was be -
gotten at Jordan. He wanted to experience that
which was manifested in Jesus as He passe d
those trials that perfected Him as a new creature .

Jesus had similar tests that we who are calle d
to His glory must endure . He had these tests in
order that He might be a faithful and merciful
High Priest to the members of His body. (Heb . 2 :
17; 4:15.) The tests that come to us are to pre -

t pare us that we may be faithful and merciful
priests to the world of mankind in that day in
which the world is to be judged .

THE VALLE OF TRIALS

None of us likes to suffer. If it were possible ,
l we would avoid every painful experience. And

yet, strange to say, this is the way we become
like Jesus. If the Christian could but realize tha t
all the bitter experiences that God permits to come
into his life were the expression of God 's love for
him in making him Christlike, he would rejoic e
in them, and thank God for them . This is why
the apostles wrote words like these: "For whom
the Lord loveth He chasteneth, and scourgeth
every son whom He receiveth ." (Heb. 12 : 6 . )
"Blessed is the man that endureth temptation : for
when he is tried, he shall receive the crown o f
life, which the Lord that promised to them that

love Him . " (James 1 : 12.) "My brethren, count
it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations ;
knowing this, that the trying of your faith work-
eth patience. But let patience have her perfec t
work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting
nothing ."-James 1: 2-4 .

May it not be possible that since Jesus wa s
tempted (tried) in all points like unto the church ,
in order that He might be a faithful and mercifu l
High Priest to them, that the members of the
church are tempted in all points like those th e
world will have in the next age, that they migh t
be able ministers to them in mercy . The trials
which these priests had when they were in the
flesh, will make them merciful in dealing with
various personalities and they will think, "I know
just how to help that dear one for I had some o f
the same experiences ." In our study of the first
seven chapters of Leviticus, we see that it was th e
priests, not the High Priest—Aaron 's sons, who
received the various offerings—the burnt offer-
ings, the meat offerings, and the peace offerings .
In the sin of the priest and the congregation, i t
was always the high priest, "the priest that is
anointed" (Lev . 4: 5, 16) , that offered the sin offer-
ing for them. This beautifully illustrates the work
of the under priests under Christ the Great High
Priest.

SAVED BY HIS LIF E

We have seen that by the ransom the world is
to be reconciled, that is, redeemed from the curs e
that came through Adam's transgression ; and we
have seen that something more than the ranso m
was needed to restore them to eternal life . We,
who in this Gospel age have had the preciou s
blood applied for our justification, know that jus-
tification by faith is a prerequisite to salvation but
that something is required of us, too. This some -
thing else that we must do the apostle expresse s
thus : "Work out your own salvation with fear
and trembling ." (Phil. 2: 12.) How many times
in our endeavors to attain unto righteousness we
have been discouraged at the small gains we are
making. We would be discouraged if we did not
hear our Lord say, "Because I live, ye shall live
also ." (John 14 : 19.) And He further states, "Lo,
I am with you alway, even unto the end of the
world ." (Matt. 28: 20.) If it were not for our
Advocate who has appeared in the presence of
God on our behalf, and who stands as our surety,
we could never gain life . It is a living Savior tha t
makes salvation possible .

And so it will be with the world in the next age .
They will be invited to walk up the highway o f
holiness that leads to life ; but if there were no
helper, they never could make it . God has pro-
vided a new covenant, with the living Christ as
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Mediator, and as He deals with them in love, H e
will at the close of the age, be able to presen t
them faultless to the Father, and they will inheri t
_eternal life on earth . So we can see how our tex t
applies not only to the church, but also to the en-
tire world. He died to make reconciliation for
them, and He was resurrected in order that they
might obtain salvation through His ministry. His
resurrection was God 's testimony to the world o f
future life : "Because He hath appointed a day, in
the which He will judge the world in righteous-
ness by that man whom He hath ordained; where -

' of He hath given assurance unto all men, in tha t
He hath raised Him from the dead . "—Acts 17: 31 .

In closing this part of our study there is an -
other scripture that is worthy of our considera-
tion : "Though He were a Son, yet learned He
obedience by the things which He suffered ; and
being made perfect, He became the Author o f
eternal salvation unto all them that obey Him ."
(Heb. 5 : 8, 9.) See how clearly this states tha t
salvation is made possible by the new creature
that was perfected through suffering .

Does the ransom work guarantee to all a chanc e
for eternal life? This may seem a strange ques-
tion, and possibly many of us on the spur of th e
moment will answer, "Yes"; which is correct, ex-

' cept in the case of the Israelites, who needed
more than the ransom. Israel, as a nation made a
solemn covenant with God to keep the covenant
that He made with them at Sinai . (Ex. 24 : 4-8 . )
God told them that if they did not keep that law
they would be cursed. We know that not one o f
that nation kept that law . God knew that they
could not keep that perfect law, and He gave it as
a pedagogue to lead them to Christ . God held the
nation accountable to the law, and when Jesus
gave Himself a ransom, though Israel would ge t
the benefits of that ransom, they would still be
under the curse of their broken law . If Israel was
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to have the opportunity for life, they needed to be
released from their curse of the law as well as from
the Adamic condemnation .

It was not necessary for Jesus to be crucifie d
to be the ransom . The ransom was the giving of
a perfect human life, and Jesus could have given
that life by merely yielding up the perfect life
which He possessed . But if He did that, the curs e
of a broken law would still rest on Israel . Jesu s
loved Israel. It was to them He came primarily .
He longed for them . He prayed for them. How
pathetic those words as He stretched out His arms -
to them, saying, "0 Jerusalem, Jerusalem, thou
that killest the prophets, and stonest them whic h
are sent unto thee, how often would I have gath-
ered thy children together, even as a hen gather-
eth her chickens under her wings, and ye woul d
not ."—Matt. 23: 37 .

Our blessed Lord permitted Himself to be cru-
cified in order that He might meet that curse tha t
was against Israel, even as it is written, "made un-
der the law, to redeem them that were under th e
law ." (Gal. 4 : 4, 5 .) "Christ hath redeemed us from
the curse of the law, being made a curse for us :
for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth
on a tree ." (Gal . 3 : 13.) From the standpoint o f
Israel, the ransom in its application to them an d
the world, is presented as a sin-offering. The
broken law required a sin-offering, and Jesus wa s
able to provide both a ransom and a sin-offerin g
by His suffering and death .' Isaiah names Him a s
a sin-offering : "When thou shalt make His soul an
offering for sin [asham, Hebrew], He shall see His
seed, He shall prolong His days, and the pleasure o f
the Lord shall prosper in His hand ." (Isa. 53: 10 . )
In that day when God shall restore Israel to His.
full favor they shall truly recognize Him as thei r
Messiah and Sin-offering . Then will they say as .
Jesus foretold, "Blessed is He that cometh in th e
name of the Lord ."—Matt. 23 : 39 .

Kings and Priests Unto God
HILE the hope of the church means for each
member a personal deliverance from si n
and death, it also includes a great opportu -
nity for sharing in the blessing of othe r

beings, not themselves members of the church, i n
the age to follow this. Thus the Scriptures not
only inspire us with the assurance that we are eve n
now delivered from the kingdom of darkness into
the Kingdom of God's dear Son, and that in the
first resurrection the overcomers will be granted
"glory, honor and immortality," and given a body

"like unto His [Jesus ' ] glorious body, " but also,
describe in unmistakable terms their work an d
responsibilities in the Kingdom, and the impor-
tance, the necessity, of their being educated, an d
trained for them in the present life .

Among the terms used to describe the future of-
fice and work of the saints, two of frequent oc-
currence are "kings" and "priests . " The meaning
of the word "king" as used in the Old Testamen t
includes the thought of counsellor . God Himself is
spoken of as a King in several places; for instance,
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the statement, "The Lord is a great God, and a

great King above all gods ." (Psa. 95 : 3.) In ac -

cord with this thought the Apostle Paul state s

that after the work of Jesus in the Mediatoria l

Kingdom has been completed and the world o f

mankind restored to perfection, then Jesus will de -

liver the Kingdom to the Father, and "then shal l

the Son also Himself be subject unto Him that pu t

all things under Him, that God may be all in all ."

-1 Cor . 15: 24-28 .

In the second Psalm we have a description o f

present world conditions, and in verse six, the di-

vine commission for the Kingdom of Christ : "Yet

have I [Jehovah] set MY King upon My holy hil l

of Zion . " Frequently in the past, if infrequentl y

now, the claim has been made that imperfect hu-

man beings were ruling their fellows by the ap-
pointment and authority of God, and the "divine

right of kings " was a popular doctrine . But here i s

presented the only One who has been appointed

to rule the world as God 's representative, and

hence, the only King who can be said to reign by

divine right . Thank God that we can see even now
the preliminary steps preparing for the establish-

ment of that Kingdom, "of the increase " of which ,

and "of peace, there shall be no end . "—Isa. 9 : 7 .

But the Scriptures also clearly state that th e

Lord Jesus is to have associates with Him whe n

His Kingdom is established, and that these as-
sociate kings are now being chosen from amon g

men. Note Jesus ' words to His disciples when He

was about to experience the final test of His earthly

career on the cross : "Ye are they which have con-

tinued with Me in My temptations . And I appoin t

unto you a Kingdom, as My Father hath appointed

unto Me; that ye may eat and drink at My tabl e

in My Kingdom, and sit on thrones, judging th e

twelve tribes of Israel . " (Luke 22 : 28-30.) And

in His last message to His followers He renew s
the promise, and re-states the conditions in muc h
the same terms, saying, "To him that overcometh
will I grant to sit with Me in My throne, even a s
I also overcame, and am set down with My Fathe r
in His throne."—Rev. 3:21 .

SPECIAL QUALITIES OF HINGS

Among the special qualities which would seem
necessary in a king, is that of rulership—domi-
nance. And, since we are to be "sanctified by the
Truth, " "prepared unto every good work," and to
4`exercise ourselves unto godliness, " it would seem

quite necessary that we should have experiences

which would prepare us for this important office

of associate king, sharing with Jesus the great work

of ruling and blessing and bringing up to human

perfection as many as are willing and obedient in
that day .
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But how are we to have the experiences which

will develop in us this quality of dominance, o r
rulership? Jesus, in the same connection note d
above, when instructing His disciples in the upper
room where He had just instituted the Memoria l
of His approaching death, pointed out that their
association with one another was in no wise to be

used as an opportunity to dominate one another .

He said, "The kings of the Gentiles exercise lord -
ship over them; and they that exercise authority
upon them are called benefactors . But ye shall
not be so : but he that is greatest among you, le t
him be as the younger; and he that is chief, as h e
that cloth serve . For whether is greater, he that
sitteth at meat, or he that serveth? is not he that

sitteth at meat? but I am among you as he that

serveth . "—Luke 22: 25, 27 .

Here the Lord brings to our attention two quit e

different attitudes which He says were common in
His day, and which are still common today ; but
both of which are improper among the Lord 's peo-
ple, and will not be the disposition of those who

are to share the Lord 's throne in the Millennia l
Kingdom. The first of these is the disposition t o
dominate the brethren . Among the Gentiles, there
is a class of men who naturally desire and are abl e
to dominate and rule their fellows. And there is a
much larger class who are willing to be dominate d
and who, in fact, as stated by the Lord in this pas -

sage, call their rulers "benefactors"—or "Your

Majesty," or "Your Eminence," or "Father," etc.
Jesus points out that both of these attitudes hav e
no place in the relationship of brethren in the
church to one another . It "shall not be so"—that
a brother shall desire, or attempt, to dominate hi s
brethren; and likewise, "it shall not be so "—that
the brethren shall submit to such domination, if it
is attempted .

Where, then, are the brethren to find suitable
opportunity for exercising themselves along th e
line of rulership? The answer is given by the in -
spired writer : "He that ruleth his own spirit is
better than he that taketh a city . " (Prov. 16: 32 . )
In the ruling of one's own spirit, or disposition ; in
daily taking up his cross, following in the Master ' s
steps in complete devotion to the doing of the
Father 's will; in humbling self under the mighty
hand of God—the follower of the Lord will fin d
constant opportunity to exercise and to develo p
true, proper dominance. St. Paul gives a simila r
testimony as to his own course . He says, "Every
man that striveth.. for the mastery is temperat e
[exercises self-control] in all things . . . . J
therefore so run, not as uncertainly ; so fight I ,
not as one that beateth the air ; but I KEEP MY
BODY UNDER and bring it into subjection ; les t
that by any means, when I have preached to oth-
ers, I myself should be a castaway . " (1 Cor. 9 :25
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tle, that even though he had been so greatly use d
in the preaching of the Lord's message, yet, unles s
he practiced self-control, and kept his body "un-
der," he would fail to find a place in the Body o f
Christ on the other side of the vail .

Another thought of great importance in this con-
nection is found in the words of Jesus to whic h

we have referred above. In contrast to the

disposition of both rulers and ruled among the
Gentiles, which he so strongly disapproved among
His followers in their relationship to one another ,
Jesus defines our proper attitude toward one ano-
ther. He says, "He that is greatest among you, le t
him be as the younger; and he that is chief ['the

governor'—Diaglott], as he that doth serve ." What

a wonderful company of kings that will be wh o
are to be gathered with the Lord shortly to rul e
and bless mankind: not exacting and self-asser-
tive, but humble—"as the younger "; the "chief"
displaying his greatness by his disposition to serv e
others—not by claiming their service for himself .

And we may be sure that there will be none i n

that glorious company who have any differen t
disposition, who are in any wise proud or self -
seeking .

TRAINING OF THE PRIESTS

One of the most beautiful thoughts in connec-
tion with God 's provision for the blessing of th e
fallen race, is the arrangement of a priesthood .
in the democratic organization of government ,
under Which we live, there are three divisions ,

namely, the legislative branch, which enacts th e
laws ; the judicial branch, which interprets th e
laws ; and the executive branch, which enforce s
or executes the laws .

In a sense all of these have their correspondin g
features in the plan of God for the government
of earth in the Kingdom. The laws have already
been established—God 's will is to be done on
earth, and so no new statutes will be required—
which is very different from the present, whe n

legislatures and councils are constantly enactin g
new laws and modifying old ones. The judicia l
phase of government is suggested in the provisio n
that God has made for "judges" in the Kingdom
—the Lord Jesus and His body members, and un-
der them the faithful worthies of the previou s
ages who are to be "princes in all the earth . " Like-
wise the executice branch of government is repre-
sented in the arrangement for the kingly authority
with which Jesus and the church will rule man- ,
kind .

But there is nothing in present earthly govern -
ments which corresponds with the provision tha t
God has made for a priesthood, and which H e
will use so effectively for the blessing of mankind .

The Dawn

The principles underlying the appointment of

priests is stated by the Apostle Paul in Hebrew s

5 : 1, 2 : "For every high priest taken from among

men is ordained for men in things pertaining to

God, that he may offer both gifts and sacrifices for

sins: Who can have compassion on the ignorant ,
and on them that are out of the way; for that he
himself also is compassed with infirmity ." This
text points out that the arrangement of a priest -

hood is for meth but in connection with thing s

pertaining to God ; or, in other words, that it is for
the benefit of man by instructing him in the know l -

edge of God and bringing him into harmony with

God .

This great and much needed service for man -
kind could only be undertaken and effectively
carried out by such as could understand the weak-
nesses of those to whom they are to minister, and

have patience, "compassion, " upon both the ignor-

ant, and those who are out of the way . The tes-

timony of the apostle in his letter to the Hebrews

gives a beautiful picture of the Lord Jesus in His
great office of Chief Priest .. He says : "Wherefore
in all things it behoved Him to be made like unto
His brethren, that He might be a merciful and

faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God ,
to make reconciliation for the sins of the people:
for in that He Himself hath suffered being tempt-

ed, He is able to succor them that are tempted ."
"Wherefore; holy brethren, partakers of the heav-
enly calling, consider the Apostle and High Pries t
of our profession, Christ Jesus; who was faithfu l
to Him that appointed Him ." "For we have not an
High Priest which cannot be touched with the

feeling of our infirmities ; but was in all points

tempted like as we are, yet without sin,"—Heb .

2:17; 3 :1 ; 4:15 .

Jesus ' followers also are to be priests, and a s

such they have a service to perform both in the

present life and in the future . In the divine ar-
rangement for a priesthood, every priest must of-
fer a sacrifice . And so of Jesus it is written ,
" When He cometh into the world, He saith, Sacri-

fice and offering Thou wouldst not, but a bod y
hast Thou prepared Me. In burnt offerings and

sacrifices for sin Thou hast had no pleasure : then

said I Lo, I come (in the volume of the book it i s

written of Me) to do Thy will." (Heb. 10 :5, 7 . )

Likewise of His disciples it is written, "Ye also ,

as lively stones, are built up a spiritual house, an

holy priesthood, to offer up sacrifices, acceptable

to God by Jesus Christ."-1 Peter 2: 5 .

This is the present work of the Lord's followers ,

to "suffer with Him," to be "dead with Him," to

present their bodies a "living sacrifice, " and thus
to fulfill this essential feature of a priest—the of

GETHSEMANE

Triumph Through Surrender

March 10-Matthew 26 :36-46

GOLDEN TEXT : "Father, if it be pos ..
sable ; let this cup pass from Me : never -
theless not as I will, but as Thou wilt . "

Matthew 26 :39

THE MASTER'S Gethsemane ex-
perience seemed to reveal to Him
the ignominious phase of His earth-
ly ministry more vividly than He
previously had realized it. From
the time of His baptism at Jordan ,
when the heavens were opened to
Him, and He was impelled by the
Spirit to retire into the wildernes s
for meditation and study, He had
known that He was to die for the
sins of the people. To this fact He
had been reconciled from the first,
knowing definitely that it was th e
Father's will for Him; and in the
Father's will He delighted .

But in Gethsemane He sensed
more.clearly what was to he involv-
ed in the drinking of "this cup,"

' and here it was that in earnest ,
humble prayer He unburdened Hi s
heart to the Father asking that "i f
it be possible" the burden might, t o
some extent, be made lighter .

But, that the Master did not, for
a moment, waver in His determina-
tion to carry out the divine will no '
matter what the cost might be, is in-
dicated in His words, "neverthe-
less not as I will, but as Thou
wilt." To His consecrated heart
there was only one thing possibl e
and that was the doing of His Fa-
ther's will . It was simply that there
was a slight uncertainty in His mind
as to all the might he involved i n
His course of full obedience .

In this connection' it is well t o
observe that had Jesus been God
Himself the entire Gethemane ex-
perience would be made to appear
as a sham, a hypocritical farce . It
is only as we accept without reser-
vation the clearly established Scrip-
tural fact that Jesus was the So n
of God, and not God Himself, tha t
this and other experiences durin g
His earthly career are understand -
able .

While Jesus was perfect— "holy ,
harmless, undefiled, separate from
sinners"—He did not possess full
knowledge of the divine will an d
plan until after His death and res-
urrection. Then He said, "All pow-
er is given unto Me in heaven and
in earth." (Heb. 7 :26 ; Matt. 28 :18 . )
But before this, the Master did no t
possess full power and knowledge .
He explained to His disciples, fo r
example, that He did not at tha t
time know the time of His secon d
advent. This knowledge was still
sealed up in the mind of His Father .

So we are not surprised to find
the Master praying in such a way a s
to indicate that He was not sure o f
the exact nature of the experience s
to be exacted of Him by the divin e
will. He knew that there must b e
no drawing back ; and He knew, fur-
thermore, that the Father's sus-
taining grace would bear Him up
and onward to victory no matter
how crushing might be the blows
that would fall upon Him . But, not
being sure that what He saw com-
ing was the divine will, He laid th e
whole matter before the Father ,
seeking direction and help .

The experiences of the past few
days had made it clear to Jesus tha t
even His own disciples could not be
relied upon to stand with Him . Al-
ready He knew of the mission whic h
Judas was even then carrying out .
While Jesus knew that He was to
die as man's Redeemer, He perhaps
wondered if it were also necessar y
that He be betrayed by one of His
own disciples . True, this had been
foretold in the prophecies, and Jesus
had agreed to do all that was writ -
ten of Him "in the volume of th e
book"; but in this hour of trial He
sought divine confirmation and help
that He might meet the tests with
the fortitude that springs out of a
clear and certain vision of the path
of duty that lies ahead .

The prophet had also said con-
cerning Jesus that He would be
"despised and rejected of men," bu t
it may be that not until the exper-
iences which culminated in Geth-
semane did Jesus realize so full y
the extent to which He was to be

"despised." He had been law-abid-
ing, had injured no one in word o r
in deed. He had given freely of
His strength in teaching and healing
the people. He had done good unto
all men as He had opportunity, and
had endeavored specially to ministe r
to His disciples . But now He was
about to be despised and deserted ;
yea, to be accused and put to death
as a malefactor . No wonder that
for the moment He said, "If it b e
possible, let this cup pass from Me . "

In Hebrews 5:7 the apostle ex -
plains concerning Jesus' Gethsem-
ane experience that "He offered up
strong crying and tears unto Him
that was able to save Him from.
death, and was heard in that He
feared." Evidently Jesus did not
fear the death that He was to di e
as man 's Redeemer, for the Fathe r
did not save Him from this death .
The thought is that Jesus, in addi-
tion to the other tests that weighe d
down upon Him in Gethsemane was
somewhat troubled with the thought
that perhaps He had not been whol-
ly faithful to the Father, henc e
would die eternally . Possibly the
fleeting thought expressed in Hi s
prayer— "let this cup pass from Me"
—caused the Master to "fear" that
He had been in a measure unfaithfu l

But oh, how gloriously did Jesu s
finally triumph in Gethsemane! An d
truly, as the heading of our lesson
indicates, it was a triumph through
surrender—the surrendering of His
own will in order that His Father' s
will might take full possession of the
issues of His life. And when He ha d
thus triumphed, the angels minis-
tered unto Him . It mattered not then
that His own disciples did not watc h
with Him, nor that Judas was lead-
ing a mob to arrest Him . In fact ,
nothing mattered except the carry-
ing out of the divine will .

Now Jesus realized fully, if H e
had not done so before, that He wa s
to be led as "a lamb to the slaught-
er, and as a sheep before her shear-
ers is dumb, " He was to open no t
His mouth. (Isa. 53 :7.) Realizing
this to be the divine will for Him
He surrendered to it, and in sur-
render, found victory .

CALVARY

Triumph Through Sacrifice

March 17—Matthew 27 :33-50

GOLDEN TEXT : "He is despised and re -
jected of men ; a man of sorrows, and

acquainted with grief."—Isaiah 53 .3 .

AS JESUS left Gethsemane He
explained that the "hour " of dark-
ness had come. (Luke 22:53.) In
Gethsemane He had sensed clearly
the ignominy and shame that was t o
be heaped upon Him in the campaig n
of "contradiction" engineered by Sa-
tan, the prince of darkness and th e
chief of sinners. (Heb. 12 :1-3.) Bu t
the Father, through the angels, ha d
ministered unto the Master so now
He was calm in the face of abuse ,
being fortified by Him who was
greater than all His foes .

Two main charges were levele d
against the Master during the cours e
of His trial . Before the high priest He
was found "guilty" of blasphemy i n
that He acknowledged the truthful-
ness of the accusation that H e
claimed to be the Son of God . Be-
fore Pilate, the representative of th e
Roman government, He refused to
deny that He claimed to be a king -
Truly He was the Son of God, as
well, also, as the "King of kings and
Lord of lords," but both these facts
were contradicted, hence He was
sentenced to death as a blaspheme r
and an illegal aspirant to the thron e
of Caesar.

Later, as the Master hung upon
the cross, He, as well as those "who
watched Him there," were reminde d
of the reasons for which He was be-
ing put to death. Over His cross
was the inscription pertaining to Hi s
kingship. That inscription was in -
tended by Satan to be a mockery of
the Master 's claim to be a King . Ac-
tually Jesus was a King, and Hi s
death on the cross was the way to
His throne. But those who mocke d
the Master as He hung upon the

cross didn't understand that the y
were thus, inadvertently, taking par t
in the coronation of the King who
was to reign from sea to sea and fro m
the rivers unto the ends of the earth ;
for without the cross there could be
no crown .

And then the crowd jeered, "I f
Thou be the Son of God, come dow n
from the cross ." Three and one half
years before this Satan said to Je-
sus, "If Thou be the Son of God ,
cast Thyself down from the pin-
nacle of the temple . " Evidently Sa-
tan was the instigator of both of
these challenges . They represent the
only method he knew by which on e
could demonstrate a claim of great-
ness; namely, by making a spectac-
ular show of bravado and strength .

But Jesus knew another way, the
divine way, the way of triump h
through sacrifice and humiliation ;
so He was willing to die as an im-
postor in the eyes of His fellows ,
knowing that ultimately His nam e
and claim would be so fully vin-
dicated that to Him "every knee"
would bow and "every tongue con-
fess to the glory of God ." Hence it
was that for the "joy that was se t
before Him, " and not the tempo-
rary joy of immediately vindicatin g
His name, He endured the cross, de-
spised the shame, and is set down a t
the right hand of the Throne of God ."
—Heb. 12 :1-3 .
Jesus had been the greatest mir-

acle worker of all time. He had
healed the sick and raised the dead .
Even the fallen angels were subjec t
to His command . His accusers knew
of many of the miracles He had per -
formed. True, they had tried to
show that His power to perform mir-
acles had come from the devil an d
not from God, yet they were unabl e
to deny the works themselves .
But now was their chance, by im-

plication, to give the lie to all tha t
had been done, for surely the peopl e
would be quick to reason that any -
one who could raise the dead coul d
easily save Himself from being cru-
cified . Yes, Jesus could have save d
Himself. He explained that if He
wished He could call upon the Fa-
ther and twelve legions of angels
would be sent to protect and deliver
Him. Surely those Roman soldiers
who nailed Jesus to the cross could
not have carried out their work o f
execution had such a mighty forc e
interfered with them .
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But here again the Master knew a
better way. He had, indeed, saved
others, but He hadn't saved as many
as He knew were to be saved ; nor
had the salvation thus far wrough t
been permanent. Jesus had come
to earth to be a Savior and a grea t
one ; to save all men from Adami c
condemnation, and to save with an
everlasting salvation all those who ,
when given the opportunity, will
believe and accept His wondrous
gift of divine love.—1 Tim. 4 :10 .

Jesus knew that such a world -
wide and lasting salvation could not
be accomplished on behalf of man -
kind except through the sacrifice o f
His own life. He knew if He saved
Himself, all others would be lost
eternally. But how little did His ac-
cusers realize that by the Master ' s
refusal to save Himself He was pro-
viding salvation, not only for them ,
but for all the families of the earth .

So it was that when they crie d
unto Jesus to come down from the
cross He heeded not their jeers, bu t
in full faith and confidence in th e
wisdom of the Father 's way, allowe d
Himself thus to be put to death . I t
was a willing, voluntary sacrifice on
behalf of others, many of whom were
so steeped in sin that they delighte d
in heaping abuse upon their greates t
benefactor—being blind to His bene-
factions and to everything except the
carrying out of their own selfish de -
sire to perpetuate their own position
of authority and respect among th e
people .

Just before He died, the Maste r
experienced a momentary withdraw-
al of the Father 's favor, and cried,
"My God, My God, why hast Tho u
forsaken Me?" These words are a
quotation from Psalms 22 :1. This
being a quotation from the "volum e
of the Book, " would indicate that
Jesus recognized that even the with-
drawal of the Father's smile was a
part of the divine will for Him, made
necessary in order that He might
fully take the sinner 's place. In Hi s
dying breath he revealed His full
trust in God by saying, "Father, into
Thy hands I commend My spirit."—
Luke 23:46 .

THE SEPULCHER :

Triumph Over Deat h

March 24—Matthew 27:57-28 : 6

GULDEN TEXT : "But now is Christ
risen from tire dead, and become the

firrtfiutts of them that slept ."
-1 Corinthians 15 :20 .

THE RESURRECTION of Jesus i s
fundamentally important to the di -
vine plan of salvation . Generally
speaking, however, an erroneou s
view of this great miracle is held, in
that it is claimed that the Master
Himself triumphed over death ; that
is, that He raised Himself from the
dead. This is quite incorrect, for
the Scriptures make it plain tha t
God, by His own mighty power ,
reached down into the tomb and
raised the beloved Redeemer from
the state of death.—Eph. 1:17-23 ;
Acts 2:24 ; 1 Pet. 1 :21 .

There are many vitally important
thoughts associated with the fact o f
Jesus' resurrection . One of them is
that God has power to raise the dea d
as thus was demonstrated . Jesus pre -
viously had awakened Lazarus an d
others from the sleep of death, bu t
in each instance He called upon Hi s
Father for the strength to perform
such miracles. After His resurrec-
tion Jesus declared, "All power is
given unto Me in heaven and i n
earth. " This means that now the
resurrected Christ Himself has pow-
er to raise the dead .

The importance of this as a basi s
upon which Christian faith may res t
is at once apparent when we realize
that the fulfilment of most of the di-
vine promises recorded in the Scrip-
tures depends upon a resurrectio n
from the dead . In our Golden Text
Paul declares that Jesus, in His res-
urrection, became the "firstfruits "
of them that slept. But if there ha d
been no firstfruits, neither woul d
there have been any afterfruits ; in
which case, the apostle asserts, ou r
faith and our preaching would be
vain, and we would be without hope .

Peter declares that we have been
"begotten to a lively [or "living,"
Diaglott] hope," or a hope , of life, "b y
the resurrection of Jesus Christ from

the dead." (1 Pet. 1 :3.) The Maste r
Himself later asserted, "I am He tha t
liveth, and was dead ; and, behold ,
I am alive for evermore, Amen ; and
and have the keys of hell and o f
death." (Rev. 1 :18 .) Yes the hope o f
both the church and the world de-
pends upon the fact that Jesus wa s
raised from the dead .

When Paul spoke to the Athenian s
from Mars Hill he explained tha t
God had given assurance to all me n
of a future day of equitable judg-
ment in that He had raised Jesu s
from the dead. (Acts 17 :31.) When
Peter preached through Christ the
resurrection of the dead, he de -
scribed the collossal miracle of th e
future as "times of restitution of al l
things, which God hath spoken b y
the mouth of all His holy prophet s
since the world began. "—Acts 3 :19 -
4 :2 .

Think, then, of how much depends
upon the resurrection of the dead ;
of the abundant after-fruitage tha t
never would have materialized ha d
Jesus not been raised from the dead .
Had Jesus remained in the tomb th e
hope of restitution for all mankind
would have been blasted, and all o f
God's prophets since the world be-
gan would have been false instead o f
holy prophets .

But there is still further signifi-
cance in the resurrection of Jesus
than the fact that it demonstrate d
divine power to raise the dead . In
addition to this it proved that God
was pleased with Jesus' sacrifice .
This thought is beautifully pointed
out in the tabernacle types. When
the High Priest was offering the da y
of atonement sacrifices, it was es-
sential that he carry out the divine
instructions to the very letter, else ,
when He entered into the most holy
with the blood to sprinkle upon th e
mercy seat he would die while pass-
ing under the second vail .

In the book of Hebrews the apos-
tle makes it clear that to pass thi s
second vail in antitype signifies en-
tering into heaven itself, into th e
actual presence of God. The priest' s
passing under the vail, therefore,
would beautifully picture the death
of Jesus; and His rising on the other
side, illustrates His resurrection .
Now had the typical High Priest not
been faithful in performing the ser-
vice entrusted to him, he would net
have risen within the vail . Just so,
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had Jesus been in any measure un -
faithfuls, He would, likewise, have re -
rnained under the antitypical tail,
that is, in death .

This too, in such an event, would
signifiy that no acceptable sacrific e
for sins had been offered, so that
both the church and the world would
still be without hope. Now, however ,
because Jesus was raised from th e
dead, we have the assurance that
"He is the propitiation for our sins ,
and not for ours only, but also fo r
the sins of the whole world . "—
1 John 2:1, 2 .

When on the day of Pentecost Pe-
ter mentioned some of the gloriou s
implications of the Master's resur-
rection, he explained that havin g
been raised from the dead, and hav-
ing ascended to the Father, and be-
ing at the right hand of God, ha d
shed forth the Holy Spirit upon th e
waiting disciples, and thus gav e
them, as the nucleus of the Gospe l
church, a blessed assurance of di -
vine acceptance and blessing. When
the church is completed, then Jesu s
will appear in the presence of Go d
for the whole world, and the Spiri t
will be poured out upon all flesh ;
with the result that the knowledg e
of the glory of God will fill th e
earth as the waters cover the sea .

Furthermore, Jesus being raised
from the dead, He is able to succo r
those who come unto Him, havin g
been prepared by His suffering for
this position as a merciful High
Priest to the church . (Heb. 2 :17, 18. )
Later, during the Kingdom period, ` ,
when the New Covenant is being
made with Israel and through Is-
rael with the world, the entire
church will be associated with Jesu s
in the priestly work ; they, like the
Master, having been previously pre -
pared by experience for that gi-
gantic task of nursing the whol e
world of mankind hack to life .

So, while it is blessed to think o f
the personal experiences of the dis-
ciples and of the Marys in connec-
tion with their happy surprise when

they learned that the Master had
been raised from the dead, we shoul d
by no means lose sight of the deepe r
significance of that miracle of mir-
acles, realizing that because He lives,
we too shall live ; and that, also, to
all mankind there is to be given a
full opportunity of life during the
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thousand years of earth 's coming
glory.

THE CONTINUING TASK

March 31—Matthew 28 :16-20

GOLDEN TEXT : "Ye shall be witnesses
unto Me both in Jerusalem, and in al l
Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the
uttermost part of the earth . "—Acts 1:8.

WHEN Jesus was taken from Hi s
disciples and crucified they wer e
thrown into consternation . Bewil-
dered and confused, two of them
were on the way to Emmaus when
the resurrected Jesus joined them
and asked the cause of their sad-
ness. Not knowing the identity o f
the "stranger" they unburdene d
their hearts to Him ; and then the
Master explained that, according to
the prophetic testimony, it was nec

- essary that the Christ should suffer
and die .

t As this great truth was revealed to
these disciples their hearts burne d
within them, for they saw that afte r
all Jesus was in all verity the Mes-
siah of promise. But the glory of
the Messianic Kingdom was not then
to be manifested, for the sufferings
of Christ were not yet complete. The

`next great truth the disciples wer e
to learn was that the Messianic suf-
ferings were to be continued in them ,
and they, like the Master Himself ,
were to court suffering and perse-
cution through faithfulness in pro -
claiming the Gospel message of th e
Kingdom.

Thus it was that when Jesus ap-
peared to His disciples after His res-
urrection it was not to exalt the m
to a position of glory in the long-
looked-for Kingdom, but to com-
mission them to go out into the
world as His ambassadors, and to
bear witness concerning Him and
His Kingdom throughout all nations .
This indeed was a task ; a task whic h
the Master Himself had been so
faithful in performing, and which
now His disciples were to take up
and carry forward to a completion .

When Jesus instructed the dis-
ciples to go and "teach mill nations,"
it was not with the thought tha t
while still in the flesh the churc h
could hope to actually convert all
nations. This command must be un-
derstood in the light of a previou s
one in which Jesus circumscribe d
the field in which the disciples were
to work, saying that they were no t
to go to the Gentiles, nor- to ente r
into any city of the Samaritans, but
to go merely to the "lost sheep o f
the house of Israel . "

But now a new commission wa s
given by the Master, superseding th e
previous one . According to this new
commission of service they were no
longer to limit their activity to the
one little nation of Israel . Rather ,
while, as our Golden Text indicates ,
they were to begin at Jerusalem, yet
from there they were to spread out ,
and bear witness to the truth where-
ever and to whomsoever opportunit y
afforded .

Nevertheless, they were not to go
out unprepared . First they were to
tarry until they were endowed with
the Holy Spirit. At Pentecost the
Holy Spirit came, and all truly con-
secrated and spirit-begotten believ-
ers since have come under that orig-
inal baptism of the Spirit, and have
thereby received the power and au-
thority to represent the Kingdom in-
terests in the earth .

Even Jesus was not qualified to
speak for God until He received th e
Holy Spirit, which He did at Jorda n
when He was baptized . A little later ,
when the Master entered into th e
synagogue at Nazareth, He read
from Isaiah 61 concerning the Spirit
being upon Him, and explained tha t
this prophecy was being fulfille d
through Him .

It is a high honor to be associated
with the Master in this Spirit -
authorized ministry of the truth . In
1 Corinthians 12 the apostle empha-
sizes the close relationship that ex-
ists in this partnership arrangemen t
of Jesus and His church by explain -
ing that it is like the members o f
the human body . Jesus is the Head,
he explained, and the true church
constitutes the body of the Christ .
He says that we are "all baptized b y
one Spirit into the one body," an d
that because of this we are "mem-
bers in particular of the body o f
Christ . "
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Inasmuch as they were to continue
the task started by the Master, they
were to look to the same source o f
information that guided Him in or -
der to learn the details of the mes-
sage they were to bear to all nations .
One of the passages outlining sonie
of these details is that of Isaiah 61 :
1-3, which, as already noted, wa s
quoted by Jesus .

In this prophecy of what the Holy
Spirit authorizes Christians to preach
we find, among other things, tha t
they are to be messengers of comfor t
to all the mourning ones they can
reach. They are to bind up the bro-
ken hearted . Also, their message is to
be one of liberty to the captives and
the opening of the prison to them
that are bound . As we are not abl e
to literally open prison doors at th e
present time, this, evidently, is in -
tended to convey the thought that
our message is to contain the grea t
hope of the resurrection, when th e
captives of sin, held in the grea t
prison house of death, are to be lib-
erated .
Another part of the message i s

proclaiming "the acceptable year of
the Lord . " Throughout the age, this
probably has been the principal part
of the message. The acceptable yea r
of the Lord is this entire Gospel age .
"Now is the acceptable time," Paul
tells us. (2 Cora 6 :2.) That is, thi s
is the age when the "better sacri-
fices," typed by the sacrifices in th e
tabernacle services, are "holy, ac-
ceptable unto God ."-Rom. 12 :1 .

This offering of sacrifice, an d
building up of the body members o f
the church is the chief object o f
present service in the Lord 's vine-
yard. It is thus that disciples ar e
made out of all nations. Not all i n
the nations become disciples, bu t
some from among all nations do .
Thus the future blessers of the world
of mankind will he representative o f
all classes and races . Then will coni c
the conversion of the whole world ,
for then the "Spirit and the brid e
[will] say, Come. And whoso-
ever will, let him take the wate r
of life freely ."—Rev . 22:17.

A TENT IN THE WILDERNESS

Chapter 18—March 17

IT was a long, hard trip the Israelites had t o
make to reach the promised land . They did not
even know the way but God led them so they did
not get lost . In the daytime a cloud or pillar of
smoke went before them and at night when they
camped the smoke became bright like fire and they
knew that God was with them . Sometimes they
traveled every day; sometimes they rested for a
week or a month . God helped them fight the peo-
ple who wanted to hurt them . When they could not
find water He gave them water and when ther e
was no food for so many people He gave them food .
We might think the Israelites would love and trust
God very much for all His kindness but the Bible
tells us that they did not . The Bible says they
were a stiff-necked people; that is, they did not
want to obey God or to suffer for His sake .

One day they stopped near a mountain called
Mount Sinai and camped there for a long time .
God called Moses into the mountain and told him
what He wanted the people to do . God said if th e
people would keep His law they would be His spe-
cial people and would live forever . We will learn
part of this law, called the Ten Commandments, a
little at a time as our Memory Verse in the nex t
ten stories: The Israelites could not keep this law
perfectly. You and I cannot keep it either for only

GOD'S PEOPLE GO

Chapter 17—March 1 0

WE have learned about nine troubles, called
plagues, that came upon Egypt because Pharao h
would not let the Israelites go. Now we will lear n
about the last, or tenth plague .

God said to Moses : "Go to Pharaoh and tell him
that tonight I will kill the oldest child, the first -
born in every family and the first-born of all ani-
mals." Perhaps you will ask : Would the Israelites '
children die too? No . God told Moses what to do
and Moses told the people. This is what they did :

The Israelites killed a lamb and sprinkled its
blood above and around their door. Then every-
one went into his house. They roasted the lamb
and` ate it . They did not sit down at the table to
eat—they stood. They were dressed ready to go
away, with their coats and shoes on . In the middle
of the night, God's angel went through the land
and looked at every house. If he saw the blood o f
a lamb on the door he passed over ; that is why
this night is called the Passover night. If there was
no blood on the door then the oldest child in tha t
home died that night. The angel even went int o
Pharaoh's house and his oldest son died . All the
Egyptians began to cry at once . Pharaoh called
Moses and Aaron and said : "Hurry! Hurry! Get
out of our country at once . You and your people ,
your children, your sheep, everything you have .
Go away! We are afraid to keep you here any
longer." So the Israelites all went out. Not one of
their people had died. They were very, very happy
to get away from the bad king and the people who
had made them work so hard .

Many years later Jesus came to earth . He wa s
called the Lamb of God . He was killed and th e
Bible says He died for us . God says if we trust
in Jesus He will take care of us . We are safe, just
as the Children of Israel were safe because th e
blood of the lamb was on their door .

Is there any evil being living now who is a bad ,
ruler like Pharaoh was? Yes; Satan is making
people work for him. He makes people unhappy
and tries to turn them from God . Some day God
will say "Let My people go . " Satan does not want
to let us go. God will punish him. God will de-
stroy Satan later on, as He destroyed Paraoh .
Then the people will sing for joy . God will give
them life and happiness—all the blessings He prom-
ised to Abraham .
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a perfect person can do God's perfect will . The

only man who ever kept the Law was Jesus .

God loved the people even if they could not kee p
the Law and He told them what to do if the y

wanted to talk to Him. Nowadays when we want

to talk to God, to thank Him for His kindness and

ask Him for the things we need, we pray to Hi m

and we know He will hear us because many year s

ago Jesus died for us . But Jesus had not died a t

the time the Israelites were traveling to the prom-

ised land. God told Moses to build a tent called th e
Tabernacle and put a white fence around it . In

front of the tent there was an altar and here ani-

mals were killed and burnt . You will remember

Abel offered an animal and so did Noah and Abra-

ham. In bringing such an offering it was as if the

person said to God : "I know I am sinful and some -

one must die for me." When God looked at the

animal on the altar it meant that some day He

would send Jesus to die for the world .

The two rooms inside the Tabernacle had golde n

furniture. The first room was called the Holy, th e

second room the Most Holy . In the Most Holy wa s

a golden box called the Ark and from the Ark
there was always a bright light shining. This

showed the Priest who served in the Most Holy
that God was there and would listen to his prayers .

A VERY STRONG MAN

Chapter 19—March 24

fering of a sacrifice . What a glorious arrangemen t
the Lord has made for us that we can offer an
acceptable sacrifice "by Jesus Christ" through the
imputation of His righteousness to us, justification
by faith, and thus have the necessary experience
to prepare us to share with the Master in the fu-

ture work of the Royal Priesthood in glory .

The arrangements for the priesthood recorde d
in the Old Testament are full of spiritual signif i
gance and instruction for the Lord's people of the
Gospel age. The priests were to constitute, with
the judges, the court of appeal for the settlemen t
of difficult matters between the children of Israel .
This is brought to our attention in Deuteronom y
17: 8-12 ; and the final decision seems to have been
made, as God 's representative, by "the priest tha t
standeth to minister there before the Lord ." How
inspiring is this picture of the work of the Millen-
nial Kingdom, when the final judgment of mankin d
is to be in the hands of the Royal Priesthood .

The question of utmost significance for such as
hope to he with the Lord in the Kingdom, is, Are
we taking full advantage of the fleeting opportun-
ities for learning the lessons and exercising our -
selves in the qualities which we must possess in
overcoming measure if we are to be among those
who "shall be priests of God and of Christ, an d
shall reign with Him a thousand years." (Rev. 5 :
10.) Let us, by the grace of God, keep in min d
constantly the importance of "exercising ourselves
unto godliness," cultivating the qualities of huinil-
ity and self-control, and compassion for the breth-
ren and for all men, ever seeking to "do good
unto all men, as we have opportunity, especially
to those of the household of faith ."



Talking Thing' Ove r
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THIS MONTH the nominal Christian world cel-

ebrates the resurrection of Jesus from the dead .
All of Christendom will join in the festivities of

the Easter season, and thus at least tacitly will ac -
knowledge belief in that great miracle, which, to
those who understand its significance, established

a hope of life for both the church and the world .
Christendom 's views pertaining to the resurrec-

tion of Jesus are widely varied . The "Fundamen-
talists" believe that Jesus' earthly body was raised
from the dead, still scarred from the ordeal o f
crucifixion, and that into this body the person of
God became imprisoned, to remain thus as a God -
man throughout the remainder of eternity . "Mod-
ernists," however, have no special dogmas on th e
subject; and while they join in the Easter celebra-
tions, probably few of them believe that an actual
resurrection ever occurred .

How different is the picture today from what i t
as nineteen centuries ago . Then only a few dis-

ciples believed that Jesus was raised from th e
dead; and for these to let it be known that they
held such a belief meant persecution, frequently
even to the point of imprisonment and death . Ac-
cording to the Jewish tradition Jesus had been a
blasphemer, and this was one of the "crimes" for
which He had been crucified . This meant that
those who professed to believe He had been raised
from the dead were guilty of perpetuating blas-
phemy. Naturally, therefore, the followers and
proclaimers of the risen Christ were unpopula r
and hated .

This must have been a severe test of their faith ,
because they were unable to produce any physica l
evidence of what they believed. True, some of

them had seen the Master when He manifeste d
Himself to them on a few occasions during th e
forty days of His invisible presence from His res-
urrection to His ascension . These manifestations
were convincing enough to them, but to the publi c
generally they could easily be construed as th e
hallucinations of fanatics who had been disap-
pointed when their hero leader had been taken
from them and crucified . And to further discount

resurrection, the story was circulated that the dis -
ciples had stolen His body from the tomb for th e
very purpose of deceiving the people into believ-
ing that He had been raised from the dead .

So the early Christians became the advocates o f
what to the world must have appeared a very far -
fetched, fantastic notion . They taught that Jesus ,
who was crucified as a malefactor, was the grea t
Messiah of Israel and the One who was destined
to become the King of the whole earth . And they
believed and taught that God had raised Him from
the dead. They couldn 't produce their Leader to
prove that He was no longer dead, but they wor-
shiped and served Him nevertheless .

Jesus ' promise was, "Lo, I am with you alway,
even unto the end of the age ." The disciples be-
lieved this, and carried on their ministry upon th e
basis of this belief. When they met together fo r
prayer, study, and exhortation, they believed tha t
Christ was in their midst . To them it was grand
and inspiring. Having received the Holy Spirit,
they were able to understand spiritual things ; and
their faith laid hold firmly upon these unseen
things of the spirit, and in them they rejoiced .

But how different was the viewpoint of th e
world of Jews and Gentiles generally! To them
this little group of "Christians" must have ap-
peared to be very foolish . Yes, from the world's
standpoint, they were, "fools for Christ's sake,"-
foolish enough to believe that their Leader had
been raised from the dead ; and foolish enough
also to believe and teach that because He was
raised from the dead, eventually all mankin d
would be raised from the dead . Such was the posi -
tion of the early church in the world of that day .

Now, however, there is no ignominy or persecu -
tion associated with belief in the risen Christ ,
Does this mean that there is no further opportu -
nity to suffer for His sake, to be counted foolish
and fanatical, or perhaps blasphemers and here -
tics? No! The true, individual followers of Christ
find that still the real truth about the Master, and
the great plan of God on behalf of the people ,

which He came to carry out, is unpopular . To pro-
claim the real facts of the Gospel still places th e
Christian in a very foolish position in the estima-

the testimonies of those who saw Jesus after His tion of the world and the worldly church .
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The facts concerning the resurrection of Jesu s

are now called heresy by the nominal church. Ac-

tually He was raised a divine being, the "expres s

image" of His Father's person, but this is not ac-

cepted by those who want to think of Jesus as hav-
ing a flesh-and-bone body that is marred by th e
wounds inflicted upon Him at Calvary . As a di-

vine being, Jesus is invisible, and will ever be s o

to the world. The church has the glorious hope of

seeing Him because the promise is that we are to

be made like Him, and "see Him as He is." But,

as no 'nian can look upon God and live, so no hu-
manbeing will ever be able to see the resurrected ,

divine Christ. To profess and proclaim this funda-
mental doctrinal truth of the Word today place s
one in much the same light before religionists gen -
erally as that in which the early Christians were
placed when they heralded the Risen Christ.

And now it is our blessed privilege to herald th e

return of the divine Christ. Here again the world

will say, How foolish! But it is foolish only to

those without vision . To grasp the grandeur of the

true viewpoint of this subject is to have one 's ap-
preciation and estimation of Christ greatly en-
hanced and made more grand than it could pos-
sibly otherwise be. It helps us to truly honor Him
even as we honor the Father ; and prevents us
from dishonoring Him by trying to believe an d
teach that some day He will again humiliate Him-
self by appearing to the world as a man.

Just as the doctrines of the early church, when

understood and accepted, gave the believer a vis-
ion of the true God, and of how to worship Him i n
spirit and in truth ; so the true conception of th e
nature and personality of Christ, and the manner
of His return 'to earth to establish His Kingdom ,
now lifts the Christian faith out of the field of th e
grotesque into the exalted realm of sanctified rea-
son, in which the great Creator is worshiped a s
such, and His beloved Son is by spiritual vision
seen now to be like His Father, a powerful, invis-
ible God and King . It is this great "King of kings "
who, in carrying out the divine plan for the bless-
ing of the people, and who is now present estab-
lishing the long-promised Kingdom of righteous-
ness and peace; which, like the glorious light of
the sun, will yet restore and heal all mankind .

Shall we, then, hesitate to avow and proclaim
our belief in the same invisible, divine Christ tha t
was professed and heralded by the early church ?
Should we not rejoice, rather, in this fuller view
of the Risen Christ that present truth has given t o
us, and endeavor to make known to others in ev-
ery suitable way the great glory that is now at-
tached to His divine personality . Above all, let u s
now strive more diligently than ever to copy Hi s
faithfulness which was so wonderfully demon -
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strated during the period of His earthly ministry ,

that we may be found worthy to be exalted with

Him, and, in the Father's due time, share in His

glory.

Your brethren, The Bible Students Ecclesia of Cin-
cinnati, Ohio, Sister W. N. Poe, Secretary."

THE FOLLOWING words of exhortation ar e

quoted from the 'September 15, 1914 Watch Tower:

"While the anointed of God are on this side of
the veil they are, as His ambassadors, to show
forth His praises by - telling others of - the coming -

Kingdom and the blessings than to be showered
upon all, when the favors of the Lord shall be
poured out upon all men. They are to tell tha t
these blessings are both for those . now living and,
for those who have gone down into the grave ;

Then let us tell to all who
have an ear to hear, that the Lord is now pouring

out His spirit upon His servants and handmaidens ,

and soon will pour it out upon all flesh-all man-
kind .

"One of the features of our commission as am-
bassadors of the Lord is to `comfort all tha t

mourn . ' The children of God, who have learned

the true source of comfort, are the only ones
properly qualified to be real comforters, in the
Scriptural sense . These have had their own heart s
hound up and healed by the great Physician, and
hence , they know where to direct longing heart s
who need the balm which only God can -give . As
the apostle says : `Blessed be God, even the Fa-
ther of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father . of mer-
cies, the God- of all comfort, who comforteth us in
all our tribulation, that we may be able to comfor t

them which are in any trouble, by the comfort -

wherewith we ourselves are comforted of God . "
(2 Corinthians 1 : 3, 4.) So then, whether while
still in the flesh or after we have come into our in-
heritance beyond the veil, we are to be comforters,
to lift up those who are oppressed with sorrow an d
care, to bring them `the oil of joy, ' the message of
grace .

"We are to be comforters at this particular time
of `them that mourn in Zion . ' This is a work tha t
the saints of today, who have been enlightened and
blessed by the message of present . truth, are em-
inently qualified to do. Many of us were mourners
in Zion before this refreshing message came to us ,
mourning because of the confusion and worldli-
ness-and dearth that prevailed in the nominal .sys-

tem wherein we were bound . But now we are
free, and no more are `our harps hung upon the
willows of Babylon . ' They are attuned to the har-
monies of heaven, and we can now sing with- the
spirit and with the understanding, the gloriou s
`Song of Moses and, the Lamb.' So let us be zeal-
ous in carrying this glad news to all the mourner s
in Zion not yet delivered, that they may join wit h
us in this glad song."
