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HIGHLIGHTS OF DAWN

The Shape of Things to Com e
T IS but natural when enterin g
upon a new year to wonder

what lies ahead in the way of ex-
periences in the religious, political,
and international fields of human
endeavor. However, a proper ap-
praisal of our own lack of wisdom
should cause all of us to realiz e
that we cannot peer into the futur e
for even as much as a day, or a
week, and see in detail the shap e
of events to come with any great
degree of accuracy .

Nevertheless, the general pat -
tern of world trends is clearly se t
forth in the prophecies of the Bible ,
and discernible in the year b y
year global developments of this
wonderful day in which we are
living.

Jesus promised that when the
Holy Spirit was poured out upon
his waiting disciples at Pentecost
it would show them "things to
come . " And it did! For the apos-
tles, the Holy Spirit was a mi-
raculous revealing power whic h
enabled them to pen prophecies
giving the general outline of th e
church 's experience throughout
the entire age, and to describe the
shape of events in both the church
and the world during the presen t
transition period when the "pres-
ent evil world" would be ending ,
and a new world beginning .
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In fact, the ability given to all
the inspired writers of the Bibl e
to "see afar off" enabled them to
forecast the shape of things t o
come for the next thousand years.
And how glad we are that they
did, for thus we have been given
a glorious hope which is as bright
as the promises of God .

Political and national events ar e
closely related, and they exert a
potent influence upon each other.
In these areas of human endeavor
the outlook for 1953 is extremely
uncertain . A number of factors
cause this, not the least of whic h
is that there will be a new presi-
dent in the White House at Wash-
ington. A change of presidenc y
always means a period of adjust-
ment, and sometimes of hesitanc y
on the part of business and other
interests of the nation.

Now, however, because the
United States has become such a
dominant leader in world affairs ,
this uncertainty will doubtless b e
reflected more or less world-wide .
World leaders everywhere realize
the tightrope walking position the
nations are in and how little it
will take to disturb the uneasy
balance which is precariously and
temporarily being maintained . They
know that a new president in th e
United States could easily mak e
the difference between the present
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armed peace (or if you prefer,
"cold war") and an all-out shoot -
ing war, the rehearsal for which
already is being held in Korea.

In 1951, Mr. W. G. Glugston, a
distinguished political journalist o f
Kansas, wrote :

"On the day when President Truman
leaves the White House our nation may
well be facing, or in the midst of, the
greatest crisis in our history. The fat e
of the country, and perhaps of all hu-
manity, may be in the hands of the
man who succeeds him. A word, a
nod, a shake of the head by that man ,
may determine whether civilization is
to survive or perish.

"No matter whether you are a con -
genital optimist, or such a pessimist
that you believe all roads lead to dis-
aster and that doomsday lies just ahead ,
you must be impressed, if not terrified ,
by all the accumulating indications tha t
we are approaching critical climaxe s
both within the borders of our own
country and throughout the world—
climaxes with which the man who suc-
ceeds President Truman in the chie f
executive's job will have to deal . "

Those who have faith in the
promises of God which give assur-
ance that we are now in "the da y
of the Lord" and that there is an
overruling providence controlling
the affairs of men realize that the
fate of the world is not bound u p
in America 's new president . We
know that the shape of things t o
come, both this year, and on into
the future, will be determined by
divine decree . It might well be, of
course, that the new president wil l
seemingly have something to do
with the turn of events during th e
year. If so, it will be by divine
permission .

The Prophetic Pattern
We are living at the time of our

Lord 's return, in the period of hi s
second presence (Greek, parousia )
and the end of the world (Greek ,
aion, meaning age) . (Matt . 24:3)
In answer to the disciples' ques-
tions as to the signs which would
identify this time, the Master said
that there would be upon the earth
"great tribulation . " (Matt . 24 :21 )
Jesus learned this from Danie l
12:1, where the present distress of
nations is described as a "time of
trouble, such as never was sinc e
there was a nation." All the
prophecies reveal that we are not to
look for a permanent peace to re-
sult from human efforts, of what -
ever sort they may be, or however
sincere, or noble—that only Christ ,
earth's new King, will be able to
solve the problems arising out of
this "great tribulation . "

According to the prophecies, the
purpose of this "great tribulation"
is to destroy this "present evil
world." (Gal. 1 :4) In "the day o f
the Lord," wrote Paul, sudden, or
unexpected "destruction" s h a l l
come upon them as travail upon
a woman with child. (I Thess .
5:2, 3) The unexpected nature o f
this trouble is emphasized by Paul ' s
prophecy that it would come at a
time when the world would be
saying, "Peace and safety . "

The explanation that the tribu-
lation would be as "travail" enables
us to discern the general shape of
events in this "day of the Lord . "
The travail of childbirth comes in
spasms, or intermittent seizures of
pain, with periods of easement be-
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tween. These pains are closer to-
gether as the birth of the child
nears. Looking back to 1914, w e
can see that the "time of trouble "
thus far has followed this pattern ;
and we should expect it to con-
tinue thus until the birth of th e
new order .

Paul had good authority for say-
ing that the destructive troubl e
coming upon the world in the "day
of the Lord" would be as " travail. "
Through the Prophet Isaiah the
Lord had previously conveyed the
same idea, saying : "The Lord shal l
go forth as a mighty man, he shal l
stir up jealousy like a man of war :
he shall cry, yea, roar ; he shal l
prevail against his enemies . I have
long time holden my peace ; I have
been still, and refrained myself :
now will I cry like a travailing
woman; I will destroy and devour
at once. "—Isa . 42 :13, 1 4

In Psalm 46:6 we read, "The
heathen [Gentiles] raged, the king-
doms were moved : he uttered his
voice, the earth melted." Here ,
as in the prophecy of Isaiah quoted
above, the Lord 's voice, or cry, is
seen to result in destruction, or ,
as David states it, the removal of
kingdoms and the melting of the
symbolic earth, or social order .
But just as a travailing woman
cries out only during her seizure s
of pain, so the Lord 's voice ha s
been exerting its influence in th e
spasms of trouble which, beginning
particularly with 1914, have al -
ready caused the removal of most
of the hereditary kingdoms of the
Gentiles. The social order, o r
"earth," of which these kingdoms
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were the ideological foundation,
has also been "melting" as a result.

The Nations Gathered

In Zephaniah 3 :8 (and in other
prophecies as well) the Lord tells
us of his determination to "gather
the nations" and to "assemble the
kingdoms, " and that this would be
in order that he might pour upon
them his "fierce anger " and that
"all the earth" would be devoure d
by the fire of his jealousy. Thus
we are furnished with another de -
sign in the general pattern o f
events to be expected in this day
of the Lord. How clearly discern-
ible this has been !

During the first World War,
nearly all the nations of the earth
were gathered on one side or th e
other of that titanic struggle .

Then came the now deceased
"League of Nations . "

Nearly all the nations gathere d
in London for an economic con-
ference .

Then came the gathering for th e
second global struggle, followed by
the "United Nations."

Now we have Russia with he r
satellites, and the United State s
heading the noncommunist na-
tions of earth, with the two group s
pitted against each other .

Out of the North
Still another form in the general

"shape" of the "great tribulation "
is the fact that an "evil " comes
"out of the north," "upon all the
inhabitants of the land ." This evil
is likened to a "seething pot . " Thi s
might well be unholy propaganda
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which has so much to do with
aligning the nations one against
another, as well as inciting tur-
moil and insurrection within na-
tions .—Jer . 1 :13, 1 4

The prophecies give special em-
phasis to this evil out of the north
in connection with a final assault
against regathered Israel in the
Promised Land .—Ezekiel 38 :15-23

The prophecies also show that
forces out of the "north" will hav e
much to do with the destructio n
of symbolic Babylon . (Jer. 50 :3 ,
9) This is another detail in th e
general pattern of events to which
we should give attention in search-
ing out the meaning of the "sure
word of prophecy . " The life and
death struggle between commun-
ism from the "north" and the to-
talitarianism of "Babylon" will
continue, although there may b e
a temporary successful upsurge o f
power and authority on the par t
of papacy .

The Return of Israel
Because this "day of the Lord"

in which we are now living is, in
its beginning, a time when hi s
wrath is being poured out agains t
the nations, most of the prophecie s
pertaining thereto are forecasts of
destructive trouble . But there ar e
exceptions . Among these are the
promises of God that during thi s
same time he would restore the
people of natural Israel to the land
which he gave to their fathers .
This is also being accomplished ,
and is one of the very tangibl e
evidences of the fact that we ar e
indeed living in the early begin-
ning of the kingdom age .

The returned exiles in Israel ar e
having their difficulties . They do
not, in fact, as yet possess all th e
Promised Land. They are passing
through an economic crisis and
their supply of food and clothing
is meagre . But we can be sure of
their ultimate position, for the
prophecies present no uncertain
message concerning God's inten-
tions toward his regathered people .

The Year Ahead
Thus, while there are man y

prophecies to guide us in what to
expect along general lines, thes e
spirit-inspired forecasts do not re -
veal in advance the details of de-
velopments, either as to thei r
shape or time .

We know that the whole scene
is a "time of trouble, such as never
was since there was a nation . "

We know that this trouble is in
spasms.

We know that the nations unite
in an effort to protect themselve s
in these spasms of trouble.

The prophecies also show that
an "evil" out of the "north" plays
an important part in the trouble ;
and that this evil is threatenin g
both the civil and religious worlds .

While the prophecies make it
clear that the destruction of th e
"present evil world" was to be ac-
complished by a series of violent
"birth pangs," they do not indicat e
clearly whether another of these
is to start in 1953. There are
many trouble spots, or areas of
irritation, throughout the world
which might easily erupt into a
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global struggle before the end o f
the year—but will they ?

We do not know !
Nor do we know whether or no t

the next world-wide seizure o f
pain will start in this way, or b e
precipitated by some other means.
All we know is that these spasms
will continue intermittently, unti l
the destruction of Satan's world is
complete .

Since the prophecies point out
so clearly that there would be a
uniting of nations to keep th e
peace, or to make strong in war ,
we can look for this trend to con-
tinue. The "League of Nations"
fell apart, but the United Nations
took its place. One of the prophe-
cies declares, "Associate your -
selves, . . . and ye shall be broken
in pieces . " (Isa. 8:9) We know
from this that eventually all ef-
forts to unite will end in failure
and destruction, but we do not
know how many attempts will be
made before this final failure oc-
curs.

We can expect that greater dis-
turbing influences will continue t o
come out of the "north ." Nor
should we be surprised if for a
time the threat to world peac e
now emanating from that regio n
should subside and there would
develop an appearance of "peace
and safety ." Even now, statesmen
and politicians are fearing that
that this will be the case, and tha t
the world will thereby be lulle d
into a sense of security which will
be false and dangerous .

It might even be that before th e
end of 1953 the whole world will
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seemingly have settled down into
a state of serenity so that the pos-
sibilities of all-out war will see m
remote. But being acquainted with
the general shape of things to
come we will know that if such
is the case it will be but one o f
the short periods of easement be -
fore the next spasm of destruction
comes upon the world .

We know that God's hand is
over Israel. The prophecies assure
us of this, and emphasize also that
they are to have all the land which
God gave to their fathers . But
herein lies one of the uncertaintie s
so far as our ability to understand
the details of future events is con-
cerned. Today Israel is building
up a strong and efficient army .
The Arabs hold much of the lan d
which the Israeli government
wants, and desperately needs, in
order to become economically se-
cure. What will be done about it ?

We don ' t know. But Mr. Hillyer
H. Straton, who has recently re-
turned from Israel, writing in The
Christian Century, has this to say
about the possibilities :

"After two days in Israel it was evi-
dent that the tremendously efficien t
Jewish army with its modern equip-
ment and high morale would com-
pletely overrun what is left of Arab
Palestine . It would be at the Jordan
River in twenty-four hours. In such
an eventuality a major fait accompli
would be presented to the world, while
the approximate ancient boundaries
of the land of Israel would be achieved .

"Although it was never openly ex -
pressed I could not but feel that this
was both the hope and the plan of the
extreme nationalists who have great
power in Israel . If this should happen
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it is impossible to believe that the Ara b
world would sit idly by . Inevitably
there would develop a major conflagra-
tion in the Near East that could easil y
and quickly set the whole world afire . "

Knowledge Increasing

The basic cause of the "great
tribulation" in which the world has
been engulfed for so many year s
is the fact that the due time ha s
arrived in the divine plan for the
kingdom of Christ to manifest it s
controlling power in the affairs o f
men, and to dispense the blessing s
God has promised to all the fami-
lies of the earth . The old world
must be destroyed in order for the
new one to be established . One of
the methods being employed for
this purpose is the enlightenment
of the masses .

This aspect of the "day of the
Lord" is mentioned in severa l
prophecies . "Knowledge shall be
increased," wrote Daniel . (Dan .
12:4) David prophesied that the
Lord' s " lightnings " would en-
lighten the world, and that there
would be a great trembling as a
result. (Ps. 78 :18 ; 97:4) Jesus
described this same "shape" o f
things to come as a lightning, or
brightshining, that would reach
from the east even unto the west.
—Matt. 24:27 ; Luke 17 :2 4

We are witnessing the fulfilment
of these prophecies . The impac t
of increasing knowledge is rock-
ing the foundations of Satan's
world. Hitherto unenlightened an d
downtrodden nations are stirring
in rebellion, and demanding free-
dom and their just share of th e
earth 's bounties . We can expect
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to see this continue; and as we
watch the prophetic news parade
of 1953, the significance of many of
the events will be better under -
stood in the light of the foretold
increase of knowledge .

This, after all, is the principal
value of prophecy in the life of a
Christian . Had the Lord revealed
in advance that the "time of trou-
ble" would spread out over a
period of forty or more years, it
might have been discouraging t o
some. But in the light of fulfille d
prophecy, as we have witnessed i t
during those years, the divine pur-
pose in it all becomes more and
more apparent .

It would do us little good to
know in advance just what will
occur before the end of 1953 . But
when the year is over, and we loo k
back upon it and note how it s
events which were related t o
prophecy all fit into the pattern of
things foretold, our faith will be
strengthened . Seeing these thing s
when they come to pass (not be-
fore) causes us to look up and lift
up our heads, knowing that ou r
deliverance draweth nigh.—Luke
21 :28

It is true, however, that the ul-
timate, or complete fulfilment of
the prophecies can and should be
known in advance . The saints at
the beginning of the age knew
that "this present evil world "
would come to an end when ou r
Lord returned . They knew that
the people of Israel would be re -
stored to the Promised Land. They
rejoiced in the hope of the firs t
resurrection of the church, and
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were stimulated to faithfulness b y
their expectation of living an d
reigning with Christ .

The Early Church also rejoiced
in the hope of being delivered from
death, the same deliverance which
we now see drawing near for our -
selves. The disciples of Jesus
then had access to the prophecie s
which outline the things which w e
now see, but they did not "see"
the things which were foretold . To
them these prophecies meant de-
liverance, and they do to us also .
But in addition, and because they
are in process of being fulfilled,
we are assured that the promised
deliverance is near .

The prophecies and promises o f
God pertaining to the work to be
accomplished during the thousan d
years of Christ's reign, when hi s
faithful followers reign with him ,
give us a wonderful assurance o f
"restitution" for the human race .
This is one of the "things to come"
which the Holy Spirit has reveale d
to the Lord's people in these last
days. And how we rejoice that
such a time of blessing is in stor e
for the world !

But with respect to the foretold
"times of restitution, " as in the case
of all the other "things to come, "
only the ultimate fact can be un-
derstood in advance. The prophe-
cies contain the details, but the y
are understood only in the light of
fulfilment .

Tears will be wiped from al l
faces .—Rev. 21 : 4

The eyes of the blind will be
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opened, and the ears of the dea f
unstopped .—Isa. 35 : 5

The ransomed of the Lord shall
return from the tomb with grea t
rejoicing .—Isa . 35:10

The wicked shall return to thei r
"former estate . "—Ezek . 16:55

The children shall come again
"from the land of the enemy ."—
Jer . 31 :15, 16 ; Matt . 2 :1 8

The desire of all nations shal l
come .—Haggai 2 : 7

Every man shall dwell under
his vine and fig tree .—Micah 4 : 4

They shall build houses and in -
habit them, and long enjoy the
work of their hands .—Isa . 65 :21, 22

There shall be no more death, no
more pain, no more sorrow, for
the former things shall have passed
away.—Rev . 21 : 4

All these and the many other
promises of restitution give us th e
assurance that this "thing " which
is to come will be marvelous be-
yond the ability of our fallen hu-
man minds to comprehend. But
it is a general picture. We know
that many of these expressions are
partially symbolic, but we realize
that the blessings which are sym-
bolized will be much better than
the symbols which are used to il-
lustrate them. So we rejoice i n
this hope which we have for the
world, although we cannot under -
stand in detail all that will be in-
volved in the fulfilment of God ' s
promises appertaining thereto .

Let us realize that this same
principle is true with respect to
the prophecies which must yet
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reach a complete fulfilment er e
restitution blessings begin to flo w
out to the world . When we loo k
back over the years since the be -
ginning of the "day of the Lord"
and see the extent to which many
of the "end of the world " prophe-
cies have already been fulfilled, i t
gives us the impression that w e
are standing at the very brink of
the full consummation of our
hopes .

And we are!

Doubtless 1953 will be a mo- :
mentous year in the further fulfil-
ment of prophecy . So let us b e
faithful watchers in Zion, that w e
may discern the meaning of events
as they pass by, and thus have our
faith strengthened in the ultimate ,
the complete shape of things t o
come, even the full manifestatio n
of the kingdom and the "times of
restitution of all things, which God
hath spoken by the mouth of al l
his holy prophets since the world
began ."—Acts 3 :19-2 3

C-Ce .)aT of 5afvafion

ONE of the serious errors which found its way into the belief s
of professed Christians during the Dark Ages is the idea that ther e
is no hope of salvation for those who have died without acceptin g
Christ . Actually, there isn ' t a text of Scripture from Genesis to
Revelation to substantiate this conclusion . A text which is though t
to prove it is II Corinthians 6 :2, which reads, "I have heard thee in a
time accepted, and in the day of salvation have I succored thee : be-
hold, now is the accepted time ; behold, now is the day of salvation . "

Many fail to realize that the first part of this text is a quota-
tion from Isaiah 49 :8-10, which is a wonderful promise of God t o
establish a covenant of blessing with the people . Paul quotes the
portion of this promise which refers to those whom the Lord wil l
use for this great future work of blessing mankind and applies it
to the followers of Jesus during the present age .

This Gospel age is the "acceptable time, " and is also the "day o f
salvation " referred to in this prophecy . It is this that Paul is telling
us when he says "now" is the day of salvation. He is not referrin g
at all to the present life of individual human beings . Instead of this
text telling us that there is no hope for the unsaved dead, just the
reverse is true, for the prophet shows that those who are now bein g
accepted are being prepared to be God 's instruments, in association
with Jesus, to extend blessings to the entire non-church world dur-
ing the age to come when a "new covenant " will be established
with the people .—Jer . 31 :31-34
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Tracing 1haracter to Its Source
LESSON FOR JANUARY 4

GOLDEN TEXT: "Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the
issues of life . "

	

—Proverbs 4 :2 3

MATTHEW 15:1-11, 18-2 0

THE need for heart purity on th e
part of those who profess to b e
followers of Christ is the essential
thought emphasized in today ' s les-
son. This is an important consid-
eration for the Christian at all
times, and especially so at the be -
ginning of a year. Well might all
of the Lord's people earnestly pray ,
"Search me, 0 God, and know m y
heart; try me, and know my
thoughts ; and see if there be any
wicked way in me, and lead me in
the way everlasting . "—Psalm 139 :
23, 24

The scribes and Pharisees made
much of forms and ceremonies ,
and sought to condemn Jesus be -
cause he did not insist that his dis-
ciples conform to "the traditions of
the elders" relating to ceremonia l
hand-washing before eating . Jesus
promptly reminded them that they
made void the commandments of
God by their traditions, citing a s
an e x a m p le their hypocritica l
method of setting, aside their obli-
gation to parents .

Another translation somewhat
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clarifies Jesus ' statement to the
Pharisees concerning this particu-
lar tradition. We quote : "But you
say, If anyone tells his father or
his mother, What you would hav e
gained from me is given to God ,
he need not honor his father. "
Apparently the religious rulers o f
Jesus ' day were so corrupt that
they were accepting from people a
portion of what properly belonged
to their father or mother, or both ,
on the pretense that such was a
gift to God, and therefore relieved
the children of further responsi-
bility to parents. For this, Jesus
called them hypocrites .

Jesus then quoted Isaiah 29 :13,
and applied it to the scribes and
Pharisees . This prophecy describe s
a class which draws near to th e
Lord with their lips, yet thei r
hearts are far from him. Jesus
quoted the prophet as saying tha t
these teach the "commandments o f
men . " Isaiah called it "the pre-
cept of men, " and explained tha t
this "precept " was one which in-
culcates fear, or dread, of the
Lord .



BIBLE STUDY

While Jesus applied Isaiah' s
prophecy to the hypocritical re-
ligious rulers of his day, it doubt -
less has a broader application ,
being descriptive of all, at any time ,
who use human traditions to re -
place the Word of God—especially
if those traditions tend to substi-
tute fear for love as a motive for
the worship and service of God .

Having made it clear to th e
scribes and Pharisees that thi s
selfish and hypocritical distortion of
God 's Law was far more reprehen-
sible than a failure to wash one' s
hands before eating, he then ex-
plained what constitutes tru e
purity, and that it is not produced
by ceremonial hand-washing .

Turning from the scribes and
Pharisees, and addressing the mul-
titude, Jesus said, "Not that whic h
goeth into the mouth defileth a
man; but that which cometh out
of the mouth, this defileth a man . "
It is out of the abundance of th e
heart that the mouth speaketh .
This means that one 's words re-
veal his true heart condition . If
one's speech is unholy, it reflect s
an impure condition of heart .

God's judgment is based upon
the heart condition of those wh o
profess to serve him. If words of
bitterness and impurity flow out
from the heart it means that one
is defiled in the sight of God. Be-
sides, such unholy words have an
unwholesome influence upon oth-
ers, especially if they are not on
the alert to close their minds to
them .

How important it is, then, at the
beginning of the new year, and at

all times, to keep our hearts "with
all diligence. " Impurity and bitter-
ness of heart will lead to spiritual
blindness, and to an unjust judg-
ment of our brethren. It is im-
portant, therefore, to cleanse our
hearts of the first beginnings of
sin. It is easier to keep our hearts
pure than it is to purify them after
they have become defiled .

Right habits of thought are es-
sential to purity of heart. The
Apostle Paul wrote : "Whotsoever
things are true, whatsoever things
are honest, whatsoever things are
just, whatsoever things are pure,
whatsoever things are lovely, what-
soever things are of good report ;
if there be any virtue, and if there
be any praise, think on thes e
things ."—Phil. 4 : 8

We are living in a world of sin,
but we are not to be of the world .
Satan is ever on the alert foi an
opportunity to poison our mind s
with evil surmisings, particularly
concerning our brethren in Christ.
Our only safety is in keeping our
hearts pure, and one of the strong
defenses against the evil attacks
made against our hearts is t o
"think on these things."
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Confessing and following fhris t
GOLDEN TEXT : "And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ,
the Son of the living God ."

II II HEN Peter said to Jesus ,
"Thou art the Christ, the Son o f
the living God, " the Master re-
plied, "Flesh and blood bath not
revealed it unto thee, but my Fa-
ther which is in heaven ." "Flesh
and blood" vision could see Jesu s
only as a great prophet . Those
who heard him gladly, and rejoiced
in the gracious words which he
spoke, were convinced of his vir-
tues, and knew that he was an
outstanding servant of God, bu t
they did not perceive who he
really was with relationship to the
divine plan of human redemption
and restoration .

Human wisdom saw Jesus
merely as a prophet, but the visio n
given to Peter by God ,enabled
him to see in Jesus the One whom
all the prophets had promised, the
One whom God would send, and
through whom all the families of
the earth were to be blessed. Few,
even of Jesus' disciples, graspe d
this glorious truth concerning th e
true identity of the Master .

"Thou art Peter; and upon this
rock I will build my church." Two
Greek words are used in this state-
ment, both meaning a rock. How-
ever, the one which is translated
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"Peter " signifies a small stone, o r
a fragment of rock ; while the one
translated "rock" denotes a grea t
boulder, or mass of rock . It seems
reasonable to conclude that Jesu s
is contrasting the meaning o f
Peter 's name with the great fac t
that the Christ, or the Messiah ,
was to be the foundation upo n
which the church would be built .
Certainly Peter never claimed t o
be the foundation of the church of
Christ .

"And the gates of hell shall not
prevail against it." This assurance
may well be related to the fact
that soon after this Jesus was taken
from his disciples and crucified .
Until they learned the purpose of
his death it must have seemed that
"hades" had scored a victory over
the divine purpose as centered in
him. But the "gates of hell " were
not powerful enough to hold the
Head of the church in death. Di-
vine power burst their bands asun-
der. He was raised from the dead,
and all power was given to him,
both in heaven and in earth . —
Matt . 28 :18

Nor could his body members b e
holden of death. True, they al l
"die like men, " and "fall like one
of the princes " (Ps . 82 :6, 7) ; but
in the divine purpose they are
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brought forth in the "first resur-
rection" to live and reign with
Christ a thousand years. (Rev .
20 :6) Thus the "gates of hell" do
not "prevail" against them .

Peter 's confession was evidentl y
near the close of the Master 's
earthly ministry, for we are in-
formed that it was from this tim e
forward that Jesus began to tel l
his disciples about his coming
death and resurrection . Announc-
ing his intention to go to Jerusa-
lem where his enemies wer e
waiting to kill him, Peter said t o
Jesus, "Be it far from thee, Lord . "
The Heavenly Father had given
Peter sufficient spiritual vision t o
recognize that Jesus was the
Christ ; but as yet he did not dis-
cern that it was necessary fo r
Christ to suffer and die as the Re-
deemer and Savior of the world .

Peter was not -then able to un-
derstand how Jesus could become
the ruler of the world if he wer e
put to death. Evidently he had
not clearly grasped the promise o f
a resurrection on the third day .
He thought Jesus should at least
make an effort to save his life in -
stead of voluntarily putting him -
self in the path of danger. He
knew that Jesus had done no
wrong, so why should he be pu t
to death?

With the coming of the Hol y
Spirit at Pentecost, Peter's vision
was expanded to understand this
also, not only as the principle of
sacrifice involved related to Jesus ,
but he saw also that the church
has the privilege of suffering an d
dying with him. He wrote, "If

when ye do well, and suffer for it ,
ye take it patiently, this is accept -
able with God. For even hereunt o
were ye called : because Christ als o
suffered for us, leaving us an ex-
ample, that ye should follow in hi s
steps . "—I Pet . 2:20, 2 1

Not many throughout the ag e
have grasped this further truth
concerning the sufferings of Christ ,
that is, that these sufferings were
not finished on Calvary. Paul
wrote that he rejoiced in the privi-
lege he had of filling up that which
was "behind" of the sufferings o f
Christ.—Col . 1 :2 4

All true followers of Jesus have
likewise been given the oppor-
tunity of suffering with Christ .
Jesus himself made this one of the
terms of discipleship—"If any man
will come after me, let him deny
himself, and take up his cross, an d
follow me."—Matt . 16:24

The promise is that those who
suffer with Christ shall also reign
with him. But to attain to this
position with Jesus in his kingdom
it is essential to continue in the
narrow way of sacrifice and suffer-
ing "even unto death . "—Rev. 2:10
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itnesses of Ills dory
GOLDEN TEXT : "While he yet spake, behold, a bright cloud overshadowed
them: and, behold, a voice out of the cloud, which said, This is My belove d
Son, in whom I am well pleased; hear ye him ."

MATTHEW 17:1-8, 14-1 8

'THE Transfiguration Vision can
best be understood in the light of
a statement made by Jesus to hi s
disciples only six days before—
"There be some standing here ,
which shall not taste of death, til l
they see the Son of Man coming i n
his kingdom . " (ch . 16 :28) This i s
the last verse of chapter 16, then
begins our lesson with chapter 17 ,
where we read, "And after six
days Jesus taketh Peter, James ,
and John his brother, and bringeth
them up into an high mountain
apart, and was transfigured before
them . "

It is clear that the Transfigura-
tion Vision was a fulfilment o f
Jesus ' promise that some of th e
disciples would not taste deat h
until they saw him coming in his
kingdom. They saw a vision of th e
kingdom. Peter refers to this i n
the opening chapter of his second
epistle, saying, "We have not fol-
lowed cunningly devised fables,
when we made known unto you
the power and coming of our Lord
Jesus Christ, but were eyewit-
nesses of his majesty . "—II Pet .
1 :1 6

This vision did much to con-
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firm the disciples ' faith that Jesus
was the Messiah, the One whom
God had sent to fulfil all his won-
derful promises pertaining to a di -
vine kingdom of righteousness
through which blessings of peac e
and life would flow to all th e
families of the earth. They heard
the Heavenly Father 's declaration
that Jesus was his beloved Son ,
and that he was well pleased wit h
him. And in the vision they als o
saw Moses and Elijah .

Moses, the great lawgiver of Is-
rael, had prophesied that the Lord
would raise up a Prophet "lik e
unto " him, and that the people
would have an opportunity t o
obey this Prophet and live. (Deut .
18 :18) Peter quoted this prophecy
in his sermon on "the times of
restitution of all things, " and show s
that it was to be fulfilled durin g
Christ ' s second presence, when he
would be reigning in power and
great glory . (Acts 3 :19-23) Seein g
Moses in a vision of the kingdo m
would assure the disciples that al l
the promises God made through
him would be fulfilled by Jesus ,
that he was "that Prophet. "

The disciples also knew that Go d
had promised the coming of "Elijah
the prophet." (Mal . 4:5, 6) His
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was to be a work of reformation—
"turning the hearts of the father s
to the children, and the hearts of
the children to their fathers ." John
the Baptist accomplished a work of
repentance in the hearts of som e
in his day. But this was only a
limited fulfilment of the prophecy .

The major work of reformatio n
and repentance is to be accom-
plished during the thousand year s
of the messianic kingdom . Since
the transfiguration scene was a
vision of the kingdom, it was ap-
propriate that the disciples shoul d
see in it that which would give as-
surance that the prophecy of the
coming Elijah would be fulfilled
through the kingdom of Christ .

What the disciples witnessed on
the "holy mount" was indeed a
"vision . " Neither Moses nor Elijah
was actually there, for they wer e
"sleeping" with their "fathers . "
Jesus was "transfigured " before
the disciples, and they were im-
pressed with the fact of his king-
dom glory and power .

In this reassuring vision th e
Heavenly Father affirmed the fac t
that Jesus was his beloved Son .
This must have meant much to th e
Master himself, as well as to hi s
disciples . At the beginning of the
Master's ministry he heard the
voice of his Father saying, "Thi s
is my beloved Son ." And now, on
the Mount of Transfiguration, Jesu s
was being reassured of this blesse d
relationship .

It was not long after this that
Jesus stood before his enemies ,
and heard the high priest ask, "Art

thou then the Son of God? " (Luke
22:70) How the reassuring words
of his Father which he heard suc h
a short time before must have
strengthened him for this test !
Without hesitation he replied t o
the priest, "I am . "—Mark 14:62

As Jesus and the disciples cam e
down from the mount, a grieved
father approached the Master ask-
ing help on behalf of his son wh o
was a " lunatick . " The disciples had
been empowered by Jesus to heal
the sick and to cast out devils, but
they had been unable to give re-
lief in this case. Perhaps it was
overruled by the Lord that Jesus
should have this opportunity t o
demonstrate further his kingdom
power. On the "holy mount" the
disciples had seen a miraculous
display of kingdom glory in th e
shining countenance and whit e
clothing of Jesus, and now, in the
healing of this son whom they ha d
failed to help, they were given a
practical demonstration of what
the power of the kingdom would
accomplish on behalf of all wh o
have suffered under the rulership
of Satan .



LESSON FOR JANUARY 25

Jesus Teaches Humility and forgiveness
GOLDEN TEXT : "Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and be-
come as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven . "

—Matthew 18 : 3

MATTHEW 18 :1-4, 15-2 2

TO BE "converted " means to
undergo a change of heart and
outlook . The disciples asked Jesus
who would be greatest in the king-
dom of heaven . This displayed a
wrong viewpoint on their part.
More than once Jesus found his
disciples in heated controversy
over this question, and two o f
them on one occasion made a spe-
cial request that one might have
the honor of sitting on the Master 's
right hand and the other on his
left hand in the kingdom .

Jesus replied to the disciples by
telling them that unless they wer e
"converted " from this spirit of
ambition, and became as "littl e
children, " they would not have
any part in the kingdom of heaven.
This was . a difficult lesson for th e
disciples to learn, but through
experience, and the coming of th e
Holy Spirit upon them at Pente-
cost, they were finally "converted . "

Later Peter wrote, "All of you
be subject one to another, and be
clothed with humility : for God re-
sisteth the proud, and giveth grac e
to the humble . Humble yourselve s
therefore under the mighty hand

of God, that he may exalt you i n
due time. "—I Pet. 5 :5, 6

Humility is closely related to the
spirit of forgiveness. One who i s
truly humble will not find it dif-
ficult to forgive those who tres-
pass against him, for he will not
be overly concerned about his
"rights" or his feelings . The course
of procedure outlined by Jesus fo r
"gaining" a brother who has tres-
passed against us should be fol-
lowed in the spirit of humility .

The first step is to go to hi m
alone. How many heartaches
would be avoided if this simpl e
instruction were followed. Too
often we go to almost everybod y
else and tell them what brother so
and so has done to us. Those from
whom we thus seek sympathy often
tell still others, unwittingly dis-
torting the facts more or less . Thus
the situation gets almost com-
pletely out of hand, and the feel-
ings of many are wounded .

The tongue cannot be tamed ,
James tells us . It is difficult t o
understand why those who are
running for the prize of the high
calling of God in Christ Jesus, and
who are setting their affections on
things above, should seemingl y
get so much pleasure out of re-
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peating rumors about their breth-
ren. Usually each time a rumor
is repeated, something is added t o
it, until finally it sounds like this :
"Did you hear that Brother Whit e
has gone out of the truth? Yes,
that's right! Sister Jones told me,
and she said that Sister Brown had
told her, and that Sister Brown
had heard it direct from another
sister who occasionally visits the
ecclesia in which Sister White use d
to be the secretary . Too bad, isn' t
it?"

The promiscuous circulating o f
rumors concerning our brethren is
directly opposite in principle to
Jesus ' instruction to go to the of-
fending one alone, and even this i s
limited to those who may be in-
jured by another ' s wrongdoing. If
seemingly a brother has said or
done something which injures us ,
going directly to him in the spirit
of love may result in the discovery
that his wrongdoing was not in-
tentional, or that perhaps he had
been misunderstood . Thus the
matter is straightened out to the
joy of all concerned .

If the injury was intended, and
the brother shows wilfulness when
approached, the other steps out -
lined by Jesus can be taken . But
even then, it should not be a sub-
ject of unwholesome gossip among
the brethren. Discussing the im-
perfections of others does not edify
us as new creatures in Christ
Jesus. It is better to think and
talk about the things which are
pure and wholesome, and of good
report.

Jesus indicates that the decision
of the consecrated, when they mee t
together to hear the case of an
offending brother, is recognized by
God as binding. The reason for
this is that when two or three, o r
more, gather in the Lord's name ,
he meets with them and either
directs or overrules their delibera-
tions . The important considera-
tion in this is that they meet in
his name, and humbly yield to the
guiding influence of the Holy
Spirit . The result would be dif-
ferent if we met together deter -
mined to have our own way, and
to be guided by our own preju-
dices .

To meet in the Lord's name, im-
plies that his spirit of love is ruling
in the hearts of those who thus as-
semble. Love does not surmis e
evil . Love is kind, and does not
seek her own . When these quali-
ties abound differences are easily
resolved.—I Cor. 13:4-7

The Bible

"The orld's Best Seller"

THERE is no book in the world ,
the name of which is so wel l
known as the Bible . It is not a
new book. In fact, it is probably
the oldest book in the world, som e
parts of it having been written
more than three thousand year s
ago . It has been translated into al l
the principal languages of th e
earth, and its moral and ethica l
teachings have undoubtedly don e
more to influence men and women
to live nobler lives than any other
single book that has ever been
written . Today, in a pleasure -
loving, unbelieving, and crime -
plagued world the Bible is quoted
by politicians, philosophers, edi-
torial writers, and authors mor e
than any other single book.

No book has had so many en-
thusiastic supporters, or has bee n
so misunderstood by its friends ; no
book ever published has had suc h
bitter enemies and has so success -
fully withstood their attack s .
Thousands of its friends have died
defending the Bible, while othe r
thousands who have tried to dis-
credit its teachings and destroy it s
influence are sleeping in death ;
yet the Bible lives, and continue s
at the top of best seller lists
throughout the world.

In the fear-filled world of to-
day there are increasing number s
of Bible believers who are con-
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vinced that this peer of all book s
contains the explanation and points
out the solution of the continued
world distress with which human
wisdom seems to be so completely
unable to cope. This solution,
they claim, is not a mere theory
presented by the Bible, but a plan
designed by the Creator which, in
his own time and way, is bein g
carried out to its ultimate grand
conclusion through the adminis-
tration of a government backed by
divine authority and power.

If this is true, no one can afford
to be uninformed concerning it ,
nor unacquainted with all the de -
tails pertaining thereto . If such
information is contained in the
Bible we will not want to let it
remain in our bookcase, or on th e
parlor table, but will diligently en-
deavor to become familiar with
the message it has for us in this
time of frustration and despair .

But with many, studying the
Bible seems a difficult task; for
strange though it may be, this bes t
known of all books in the world is
probably the least understood .
Fifty years ago the general publi c
had a fair knowledge of what the
Bible contains, and the man on
the street usually recognized a
quotation from the Bible when he
heard it . This is not so true today ,
especially of the younger genera-
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tion. Frequently when politicians
or statesmen use biblical phrases
in their speeches many fail to rec-
ognize their source.

True, such expressions as
"Golden Rule, " the "Sermon on
the Mount," "beating swords into
plowshares, " and at the Christmas
season, "peace on earth and goo d
will toward men," are associate d
with the Bible in the minds o f
practically all ; but if asked the
circumstances under which the y
were used, and where they are
found in the Bible, many woul d
be at a loss to answer .

Too frequently the Bible is con-
sidered a book principally for the
use of the clergy, a source of text s
and sayings to suggest themes fo r
their weekly sermons ; and for use
at weddings and funerals . Nearly
all agree that it is a good book to
have in the home, but for one rea-
son or another it is being consist-
ently read and studied by very
few—although recent polls show
an upsurge of interest in Bibl e
reading .

Just what is the Bible? What
is its structural make-up, and wha t
is its central theme, or message ?

There are still thousands in th e
world who will say that the Bibl e
is the Word of God, and we are
among those. It seems to us, how -
ever, that more needs to be sai d
to acquaint others with the Bibl e
than merely to claim that it i s
God ' s Word . It is necessary to get
acquainted with the book as a
book, its layout and sequence of
contents .
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Generally speaking, the subjec t
matter of the Bible might be di-
vided into four classifications—
historical, inspirational, doctrinal,
and prophetic .

Its historical records cover a
period of approximately f o u r
thousand years, beginning with
the experiences of what the Bible
declares to be the first man and
woman, and ending some time
about A. D. 96.

By "inspirational," we mean the
promises of God to his people, and
his exhortations to faithfulness i n
doing his will.

The "doctrinal" portions of the
Bible outline the Creator 's plan
for the recovery of man from sin
and death .

Its "prophecies" forecast the
events of history down to our day ,
and for another thousand year s
yet to come .

These various subjects, with
their ramifications, are not to be
found separately in the Bible an d
under chapter headings. To a
large extent, they are intermingled
throughout the entire book . There
are, of course, certain parts of th e
Bible which are more dominantl y
historical than others. This is
true also of the other topics .

However, none of these principa l
topics of the Bible is to be con-
sidered as its one central theme .
They are merely incidental to it ,
yet supporting and clarifying it .
The central theme is the redemp-
tion and recovery of a sin-curse d
and dying race. The need for thi s
is revealed very early in the book,
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and its final accomplishment fore -
cast at its close, by the reassuring
statement that there shall be "no
more death, neither sorrow, nor
crying, neither shall there be any
more pain : for the former thing s
are passed away . "—Rev. 21 : 4

The Bible is divided into two
main sections, to which have bee n
given the titles, "Old Testament"
and "New Testament. " The Old
Testament historical records begi n
with the account of creation an d
terminate shortly before the birt h
of Jesus. Its prophecies forecas t
his birth and give assurance that
the divine purpose of redemptio n
to be accomplished by and through
him would surely not fail.

The historical records of th e
New Testament begin with th e
birth of Jesus, testify to his un-
selfish devotion to the divin e
cause, even to the voluntary sac-
rifice of his life, and present in -
disputable evidence that he was
raised from the dead in fulfilmen t
of Old Testament prophecies .

The New Testament records also
inform us concerning the experi-
ences of the first disciples of Jesus ,
and the difficulties they encoun-
tered in the unbelieving world o f
that day. These thrilling narra-
tives are found in the Book of The
Acts of the Apostles .

Interwoven with New Testament
history are frequent references to
the promises and prophecies of the
Old Testament, identifying thei r
application to Christ and his fol-
lowers, giving assurance that the
fruition of the divine plan of re-
demption and recovery began with
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him and will reach its glorious
consummation at the close of the
thousand years of his reign over
the earth, which in the minds of
so many millions of the human
race is vaguely identified as " the
Millennium . "

The Book of "Books "
Not only is the Bible divided

into "Old" and "New" Testaments,
but these are again divided int o
"books. " There are, in all, sixty-
six of these, thirty-nine of which
are in the Old Testament, and
twenty-seven in the New Testa-
ment. While we are confident that
they were all written under divin e
inspiration, the Creator used hu-
man beings through which t o
speak.

In this very fact we have one of
the strongest proofs that the Bible
as a whole is the Word of God, for
although its writers penned it s
messages under vastly different
circumstances, covering a period
of nearly two thousand years, they
are eloquent in their harmony, and
convincing in their consistent em-
phasis of the main theme song of
God concerning the divine plan
to rescue the dying race from sin
and death during the Millennium ,
or thousand-year reign of Christ .

The first book of the Bible is
called "Genesis," meaning, appro-
priately, the beginning . Moses is
accredited as being its author ,
although his name appears no -
where in it. In fact, the Book o f
Genesis closes before Moses be-
comes a figure in Old Testament
history. It is believed, however,
that Moses, being learned in all
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the wisdom of the Egyptians (as
we subsequently learn), compile d
the Book of Genesis from infor-
mation which was available to him,
and which had been handed down
from generation to generation
from the time of creation .

The first chapter of Genesis con-
tains an exceedingly brief accoun t
of God 's creative work as it wa s
concerned particularly with this
planet Earth . It is not intended t o
be a full and scientific revelation
of all the details involved in the
work of creation. Nor is such a
detailed record necessary to the
purpose of the Bible, that purpose
being to identify the origin o f
man, explain why he is now a dy-
ing creature, and to assure us that
the Creator is carrying forward a
glorious plan for man 's recovery
from sin and death, and to explai n
the details of that plan .

However, the brief account o f
creation as given us in Genesis is
found to be fully in harmony with
all scientific facts, when properl y
interpreted. Its "days" of crea-
tion, for example, are not period s
of twenty-four hours, but lon g
eras of time, each having an ob-
scure beginning called "evening, "
and closing in a symbolic "morn-
ing" of completion .

In the "morning" stage of th e
sixth day "man" was created, "male
and female. " They were com-
manded to multiply and fill the
earth, and subdue it . They were
given dominion over the earth, and
over all the lower forms of crea-
tion. So far as the earthly crea-
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tion was concerned, man was th e
Creator's crowning work.

In the command given to our
first parents to multiply and to fil l
the earth, and to subdue it, and in
the promise that they were t o
have dominion over the earth, w e
have a brief statement of God's
purpose in the creation of this firs t
human pair. They are said to hav e
been created in the divine imag e
and likeness .

The record of the general work
of creation contained in this first
chapter of Genesis is merely in the
nature of background material t o
help highlight the essential infor-
mation concerning the creation of
man, the account of which close s
the chapter. The second chapte r
of Genesis, and of the Bible, the n
begins to present to us the details ,
not only of the creation of man ,
but also of the divine will for him ,
the fact of his disobedience to di -
vine law, and his consequent con-
demnation to death .

From this point onward through
its sixty-six books, the entire Bibl e
continues to elaborate upon and
emphasize the dire results of dis-
obedience to divine law. But thi s
is merely the background music in
the great song of the Bible, for the
melody notes of that song are con-
cerned with the Creator's plan for
the recovery of man from the re-
sult of his sin . If we fail to hear and
to appreciate the heart-cheering
strains of this divine theme song
of love, it means that we have
missed the real value and the es-
sential purpose of the Bible .
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The first six chapters of Genesis
present an exceedingly brief his-
tory of the antediluvian world ,
that is, from the creation of Ada m
to the Flood. It gives us a little
information—although important—
concerning two of Adam 's children ,
Cain and Abel . It informs us that
these two sons of Adam and Eve
presented offerings to the Lord .
Cain presented fruit of the field ,
and Abel presented a lamb . God
accepted Abel's sacrifice, but did
not accept Cain's. Cain then be-
came jealous and murdered hi s
brother .

Two important facts are brough t
to light by this brief narrative.
One is the terrible result of allow-
ing selfishness to rule the heart .
The other is, that God, in accept-
ing Abel's offering of a flesh an d
blood sacrifice, was beginning to
unfold, by illustration, the fac t
that his plan of redemption an d
recovery of the human race from
sin and death was to be based upon
the shedding of blood .

At the time our first parents
sinned against God and were sen-
tenced to death and driven ou t
of the Garden of Eden, God sai d
that the "seed" of the "woman"
would "b r u i s e " the "serpent' s
head . " Had God revealed his pla n
of redemption no further than this,
no one could have known just
what was meant by such a vagu e
statement . However, as the story
of the Bible unfolds, we discover
that in reality it was the very first
promise by God that he would
send a Redeemer and a Savior
into the world to rescue the human
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family from death. Having made
this promise, his acceptance of
Abel's flesh and blood sacrifice
shortly thereafter served to begin
the disclosure of his plan of re-
demption .

According to the first six chap-
ters of Genesis, the course of th e
world during that period was, as
it has ever been, a downward one .
It terminated in the Deluge o f
Noah ' s day. The story of the Flood
is known to all. Some believe it,
many do not . Archaeologists hav e
confirmed the fact of a flood o f
waters in the Mesopotamian valley.
It is claimed that proofs of such a
flood exist in many other parts o f
the earth .

Not long after the Flood, a ver y
important character in the stor y
of the entire Bible appears on th e
scene. This is Abraham, originally
called Abram. The remaining
chapters of Genesis are concerne d
with the life of Abraham and hi s
descendants down to the time whe n
they were a nation of slaves i n
Eygpt, and longing for deliverance.

In order to appreciate the Bible
properly, it is necessary to recog-
nize its divine inspiration. This
means that apart from the fact that
its various books were actually
penned by human hands, the Crea-
tor, by his power, exercised a
guiding control, and made sure
that his plans and purposes were
properly set forth.

It has long been supposed that
Moses, in writing the Book of
Genesis, obtained the essentia l
facts from those to whom they had
been handed down from genera-
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tion to generation . With divine
supervision this would have been
entirely possible, and by this
method we could have been given
a truly accurate record of what
occurred from the time of crea-
tion down to the era when Mose s
was able to relate events—base d
upon his own personal observation
and knowledge .

However, discoveries of archae-
ologists a few years ago tend to
show that Moses had something
more definite to guide him than
oral reports based upon the
memory of the ancients . Many
clay tablets have been excavate d
which date back to the pre-Flood
period. It has been discovere d
that a cuneiform style of writin g
was understood in those early
days, and that clay tablets wer e
used for the recording of family
histories .

It seems that sometimes a whole
series of tablets were employed t o
record the history of a singl e
family, and that on the final table t
of the series the signature of th e
historian would be recorded. A
noted student in England, who
also was a firm believer in the
Bible, discovered that the wordin g
of these signatures was identica l
to a phrase which occurs severa l
times in the Book of Genesis, th e
first, to which a name is attached ,
being found in chapter 5, verse 1 ,
which reads, "This is the book o f
the generations of Adam, in th e
day that God created man . "

It has been pointed out that the
Hebrew word translated "genera-
tions" in this expression figura -
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tively means "history," or historical
record. It is not, therefore, th e
introduction to a narrative, but in
all probability the closing of a
record, and the signature of th e
one who wrote it . Freely trans-
lated it would mean, This is the
historical record of Adam, begin-
ning from the day when God cre-
ated him.

In Genesis the 2nd chapter, verse
4, we read, "These are the genera-
tions of the heavens and of the
earth when they were created, in
the day that the Lord God made th e
earth and the heavens. " This i s
certainly a reference to what pre -
cedes, and the word in the Hebrew
text would be much more properly
translated "historical records, " or
"the account of. "

The suggestion is that Adam in -
scribed these records on cla y
tablets, ending one narrative with
Genesis 2 :4 and beginning another
shortly after the time of his cre-
ation, when he could write from
personal experience and observa-
tion. Lending weight to thi s
thought is the fact that throughout
the account which precedes Adam' s
creation the expression frequently
appears, "And God said, " indicat-
ing that he had received this in -
formation direct from the Creator .

This would be before Adam
transgressed God's law, and when
he still enjoyed blessed fellowshi p
and communion with his Creator.
After Adam's creation the expres-
sion, "and God said, " no longer
appears . It would not need to, fo r
if Adam wrote the history of his
own family, he could do so upon
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the basis of his personal knowl-
edge .

Later in the Book of Genesis,
the expression "generations " i s
accredited to Noah, Shem, Terah,
Ishmael, Isaac, Esau, and Jacob.
It could well be that these actually
recorded on tablets the informa-
tion which, in each case, precede s
this form of signature. If this be
true, then all Moses needed to d o
was to compile this record into on e
complete "book . " And in doing
this, he properly gave credit t o
those who had first recorded its
various sections .

Another internal evidence tend-
ing to substantiate this very rea-
sonable theory is the manner i n
which, in a few instances, the
name of a city is mentioned, and
then an explanatory note giving
the current name of that city . One
of these instances occurs in Gen-
esis 14 :8, where the name "Bela"
is mentioned, and then in paren-
thesis the explanation "(the same
is Zoar) . " This indicates clearly
that Moses was copying a record
written at a time when the name
"Bela" was used, but for the bene-
fit of clarity to his readers he in-
serted the information that "Bela"
was now "Zoar . "

Two facts stand out in this style .
One is that Moses was merely fol-
lowing copy, and the other is his
meticulous loyalty to the copy, a
loyalty which caused him to recor d
the original in its every detail, and
then explain it when necessary ,
rather than to edit it without giv-
ing the reader the exact wordin g
of the original. With such loyalty
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displayed, it gives us confidence i n
the entire Book of Genesis, espe-
cially in view of the fact that it
was also written under divin e
supervision.

Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers ,
Deuteronomy

The next four "books" of the
Bible were also writen by Moses .
These are, Exodus, Leviticus ,
Numbers, and Deuteronomy. The
Book of Exodus, as its name im-
plies, narrates the thrilling stor y
of the deliverance of the children
of Israel (descendants of Abra-
ham) from their Egyptian task-
masters, and their exodus from
Egypt . This involved many miracu-
lous manifestations of God ' s lovin g
care, such as bringing them through
the Red Sea, and providing them
with manna in the wilderness .

The Book of Exodus also nar-
rates the miraculous mariner in
which, through Moses, God gav e
his Law to the Israelites . This
Law is epitomized in the well-
known Ten Commandments. The
moral code represented in thes e
commandments forms the basis o f
civilized laws in all the enlightene d
countries of the earth today . This
attests their intrinsic worth, and a
recognition by modern man that
these laws given four thousan d
years ago cannot be improved
upon. Should not this fact alone
give us profound respect for the
Book in which such laws were first
recorded ?

The name of the third book o f
the Bible, Leviticus, is derived
from the name Levi, who was th e
head of one of the twelve tribes of
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Israel. The tribe of Levi was the
one selected by God to perform
religious rites and services for th e
nation. This book presents in de -
tail these various services, includ-
ing the offering of many and varied
sacrifices .

Later in our more detailed ex-
amination of the Bible, we wil l
give further consideration to thes e
services, and will note some of th e
wonderful lessons they contain .
These lessons are intended to il-
luminate the divine plan of re-
demption for the human family,
and to assure us of the restoratio n
of the willing and obedient to
everlasting life on the earth, as
God originally purposed.

The Book of Numbers (the
fourth in the Old Testament )
probably gets its name from the
opening chapter, in which the Lord
gives instructions to Moses to "take
the sum of all the congregation o f
Israel, and the number of thei r
names . " The entire book is largely
a historical record of important
events which occurred during the
forty years when the nation of Is-
rael wandered in the wildernes s
before they entered the Promised
Land of Canaan .

Deuteronomy is the last of the
five Mosaic books. As the name
implies, this book consists largely
of the repetition of important fea-
tures of the Law previously give n
to Israel by God at the hand of
Moses . This repetition appears
chiefly as admonitions to faithful-
ness given by Moses in three dis-
courses recorded in the book. This
book also contains the recounting
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of some of Israel' s experiences dur-
ing the forty years ' wandering in
the wilderness before entering th e
Promised Land of Canaan .

Deuteronomy also contain s
prophecy . One of these is re -
corded in chapter 18, verses 18 an d
19 . The prophecy reads, "I [the
Lord] will raise them up a Prophe t
from among their brethren, lik e
unto thee [Moses], and will put
my words in his mouth ; and h e
shall speak unto them all that I
shall command him. And it shall
come to pass, that whosoever wil l
not hearken unto my words which
he shall speak in my name, I wil l
require it of him . "

In the New Testament thi s
prophecy is quoted by the Apostle
Peter, and the explanation given
that it will be fulfilled during what
he describes as the "times of resti-
tution of all thing s." "Tlia t
Prophet" Peter indicates to b e
Christ Jesus, who will be "raised
up" following his second coming .
This will be during the Millennium .

The prophecy states of anyon e
who does not obey that Prophe t
that it will be "required of him . "
Peter interprets this to mean tha t
such a one will be "destroyed from
among the people . " In this is seen
a complete change from God' s
method of dealing with his peopl e
at the present time. It clearly in-
dicates that the fulfilment of the
prophecy is still future, and durin g
the time when the righteous gov-
ernment of the Lord, describe d
and promised throughout the Bible ,
will be exercising absolute con-
trol in the affairs of men .
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The Consecrated Life
"Seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness ; and

all these things shall be added unto you."—Matthew 6:33

PUTTING first things first is
generally recognized as bein g

a sound principle to follow . To be
successful in business, it is essen-
tial that the primary needs of the
business be given preference over
personal likes and conveniences .
The same is true in every walk o f
life—in the home, in social life ,
and in relationships between em-
ployer and employee . This is par-
ticularly true in the Christian life .

"Seeking " the kingdom of God is
a full-time, all-absorbing occupa-
tion for every consecrated believer
in Christ . It is not seeking the
kingdom from the standpoint o f
endeavoring to be worthy of en-
joying the blessings of the kingdom
when those blessings begin to
flow out to the people . It refers ,
rather, to a determined effort to
be worthy of joint-heirship with
Jesus, to reign with him as king s
and priests in that promised "gov-
ernment ." Only a few will attain
to such a high position . These ar e
addressed by Jesus as a "littl e
flock ."—Luke 12 :32

This glorious "prize of the high
calling of God" will be a "gift" in
the sense that there is nothing any
of us could do to really earn such
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a royal position. On the other
hand, the Lord does offer us the
opportunity to demonstrate ou r
love and loyalty to him through
the faithful devotion of our all to
his cause, even life itself. It
seems like a simple test of worthi-
ness, but when we endeavor actu-
ally to carry out these terms of
discipleship they are found to b e
very exacting .

Probably the high cost of th e
consecrated life has had much t o
do with making the "little flock" s o
little .

Counting the Cost
The Lord does not wish anyone

to enter upon the consecrated lif e
blindly, for he invites those who
are considering it to sit down and
"count the cost . " This appraisal
is not made with the view of satis-
fying ourselves that what we will
gain will be of far greater value
than what we give up . Those who ,
through the influence of the truth,
reach this point of decision in their
lives, have already been convinced
that the heavenly reward is of far
greater value than the blessings
of restitution. What they need to
"count, " or to consider, is whether
or not they will be able faithfully
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to meet all the obligations whic h
the terms of their consecration will
place upon them .

Jesus' disciples believed that h e
had been sent by God to be the
King and Christ of promise . They
expected that he would set up a
government in Judea that would
extend its sphere of influence to
the whole world. They were
doubtless greatly inspired by al l
his wonderful teachings pertainin g
to the kingdom, although they
failed to understand much that h e
said. However, they did grasp
the idea, and rightly so, that h e
was offering them the opportunity
to share the glory of his kingdom
with him .

This is why they disputed among
themselves as to which of them
would be greatest in the kingdom .
It was for this reason, also, tha t
two of the disciples made the re -
quest to sit, one on Jesus' right
hand and the other on his lef t
hand in the kingdom. On no oc-
casion did Jesus discourage his
disciples from entertaining the
hope of sharing in the glories o f
his kingdom. Rather, he encour-
aged them in this hope, assurin g
them that it was the "Father ' s
good pleasure " that they should b e
joint-heirs with him .

But Jesus did explain to his dis-
ciples (and to us) that to secure
such a high position of honor in
the divine arrangement would b e
very costly . "Are ye able to drink
of the cup that I shall drink of, "
he asked them, "and to be bap-
tized with the baptism that I am
baptized with?"

	

(Matt. 20:22 ;
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Mark 10:38) Those to whom this
question was first asked replied ,
"We are able ." Thousands since
have given the same answer, an d
have undertaken to carry out the
conditions, but many have fallen
by the wayside, having become
"weary in welldoing . "—Gal. 6 :9 ;
II Thess . 3 :1 3

Let us take a look at that "cup "
of which the Master spoke. It is ,
of course, a symbolic cup, bein g
suggestive of the sum total of hi s
experiences in doing the Father' s
will. It was a "cup " which his
Father had poured for him, a way
of life from Jordan to the cros s
which was not planned by him, but
by his Father.

And it was not an easy way . He
had no freedom of choice . He coul d
not choose his hours of labor, nor
his times for rest. On one occa-
sion when he sought rest, he di d
not find it, but was confronted wit h
the fatiguing job of teaching an d
feeding the five thousand .—Matt.
14 :13-23

Jesus had relatives and friends .
He loved his parents and brethren .
From the natural standpoint, h e
would have preferred a course i n
life which would have taken thes e
into account and permitted him to
enjoy their fellowship and friend-
ship. But he could not follow hi s
natural inclinations . He had come
to do his Father 's will, and to drink
the "cup " which the Father had
poured for him. To be faithful to
this purpose resulted in the sever-
ance of many earthly ties, the giv-
ing up of the security of a hom e
and family and becoming literally
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a pilgrim and a stranger in th e
earth . "The foxes have holes, an d
the birds of the air have nests, "
the Master said, "but the Son o f
Man hath not where to lay his
head ."—Matt. 8 :20 ; Luke 9 :58

Had Jesus used his pleasing per-
sonality and the miracle-working
power which had been given to
him, merely to appeal to th e
public, he soon could have becom e
the most popular person in all Is-
rael . Influenced by these, many
did follow him for a time. But
Jesus also was given a message to
proclaim. He exposed popula r
error, and was an unflinching ad-
vocate of unpopular truth . He wa s
able to read the hearts of his ene-
mies, and knew that they were
hypocrites, and told them so .

This evoked their bitter ani-
mosity, and finally cost him hi s
life . But it was all a part of the
"cup" which the Father had poure d
for him; so he humbled himself ,
and became obedient unto death ,
even the death of the cross .

Are we able to drink of this cup ?
We say so to God when we mak e

our consecration, and we mean it ,
but how well are we doing with
the undertaking? Perhaps we can
measure the degree of our succes s
by making a check as to whether
or not, in keeping with our text ,
we are seeking "first " the kingdom
of God. We cannot drink fro m
the Master 's cup and at the same
time be sampling other cups . Do-
ing the will of God was the first
consideration of Jesus ' life, and it
must be first with us, or else w e
are not living up to the terms of
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our consecration . Paul expressed
the thought, saying, "This one
thing I do."—Phil . 3 :1 3

"Give No Thought"
When we make a consecration

to do the Lord's will, we begin to
set our affections on things above,
which means that earthly things
should lose their attraction for us .
(Col . 3 :1-10) But herein lies th e
principal struggle of the entir e
Christian life. It is a struggle in
which we come to grips with reali-
ties, and are called upon to deal
with them upon the basis of faith
and the true spirit of sacrifice . In
this struggle we frequently are torn
between the desire for material
things, and the assurances given
to us by the promises of God .

The strength which will over -
come in this struggle is our faith .

Jesus brought this right down
into a very practical area of under-
standing by admonishing us to
"take no thought for your life ,
what ye shall eat, or what ye shall
drink; nor yet for your body, what
ye shall put on. " (Matt . 6 :25 )
This is what we are not to do. In-
stead, we are to "seek first the
kingdom of God, and his right-
eousness; and all these things shall
be added unto you . "

It is all a matter of what we
make the first consideration of life.
In elaborating the lesson, Jesus .
said that the "Gentiles " seek after
food, raiment, and other materia l
things of life, meaning that th e
unconsecrated make these their
first or primary consideration.
This is natural and proper for
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them. They want to feel secur e
for tomorrow, and if possible, fo r
the day after tomorrow .

In these "last days" the problem
of living has become so comple x
that in many countries the govern-
ment has stepped into the picture ,
and through a co-operative ar-
rangement provides for "social
security, " "unemployment insur-
ance," and other measures calcu-
lated to give the "Gentiles" the
assurance that they will continue
to eat and to be clothed.

The consecrated benefit fro m
these arrangements, even thoug h
food, clothing, and housing are to
them merely secondary considera-
tions . We realize that we need to
eat, that our bodies have to b e
clothed and sheltered . These need s
are very real, and affect us so
vitally that it becomes a severe
test of our faith to rise above them
and to seek "first" the kingdom of
God.

In our morning resolve we say,
"My earliest thought I desire shal l
be, What shall I render unto the
Lord for all his benefits? " This is
the proper attitude for those wh o
are seeking first the kingdom o f
God, but often we fmd that ou r
earliest thoughts are concerned
with the secondary matters of life ,
that we are "taking thought " for
these just as the Gentiles do .

"He Careth for You "
When Jesus said that we shoul d

take no "thought" for our life, he
used a Greek word which means
"anxious thought," or, as we would
say, to worry. It is essentially the
same word as used by the Apostle
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Peter, and translated, "care," when
he wrote, "Casting all your car e
upon him; for he careth for you . "
(I Pet. 5:7) Paul used the sam e
word when he wrote, ` Be careful
[anxious] for nothing ; but in
everything by prayer and suppli-
cation with thanksgiving let you r
requests be made known unto
God."—Phil . 4 : 6

A consecrated farmer must so w
if he expects to reap . In all walks
of life it is essential to give some
consideration today to what ou r
needs will be tomorrow . But it i s
not necessary to give anxiou s
thought, to be worried, for we can
cast all our care upon the Lord .
Worry cripples the mind and
paralyzes action . If we concern
ourselves too much with what w e
shall eat and wherewithal we shal l
be clothed, our real objective i n
life will be set aside, made second-
ary, or perhaps neglected almost
entirely .

Paul assures us that if we are
"careful for nothing, " and are
thankful for the blessings pro-
vided by the Lord, then the "peace
of God, which passeth all under-
standing, shall keep your heart s
and minds through Christ Jesus . "
(Phil . 4:6, 7) With this peace o f
God ruling in our hearts we are
in a position to concentrate ou r
thoughts on the things pertaining
to the kingdom. So, logically, Paul
admonishes us to "think on these
things . "—Phil . 4 : 8

And there is no mistaking the
end result in Christian though t
and action of casting all our car e
upon the Lord, and therefore no t
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being worried about the material
needs of life . Paul climaxed his
admonition along this line by writ-
ing, "Those things, which ye hav e
both learned, and received, an d
heard, and seen in me, do : and the
God of peace shall be with you . "
—Phil. 4 :9

How plainly stated! If we want
the "God of peace" to rule in our
hearts, giving us the peace which
passeth all human understanding ,
there are "things" for us to "do,"
the "things" which we have
"learned," and "received, " and
"heard, " and "seen" exemplified in
the life of Paul.

This is merely another way o f
saying that we should follow the
example of Christ . We have man y
noble examples of those who fol-
lowed Christ, and Paul is one o f
them. He knew that according t o
the flesh it was not an easy way ,
but instead, a way of sacrifice, o f
weariness, of suffering . But Paul
wanted to "know" Jesus in the
sense of having a "fellowship" or
partnership in his suffering . This
was the "one thing" which domi-
nated his thinking, his planning ,
and his action .

Not all in the Early Church wer e
of this persuasion. There were
nominal believers then, even a s
now. Paul tells us about them,
saying, "Brethren, be followers to-
gether of me, and mark them whic h
walk so as ye have us for an ex -
ample (for many walk, of whom I
have told you often, and now tell
you even weeping, that they ar e
the enemies of the cross of Christ :
whose end is destruction, whose
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God is their belly, and whose glory
is in their shame, who mind earthl y
things) ."—Phil . 3:17-19

We are not to suppose from this
description that the ones Paul re-
fers to were morally corrupt . It
is just that he uses very stron g
language to emphasize that they
were not walking in the way of
sacrifice, that they were not seek-
ing "first" the kingdom of God .

They were "minding earthly
things," and to such an extent that
what they ate had become as a
god, demanding all their atten-
tion . They were giving too muc h
thought to their material needs, so
much that the "first" things of lif e
had just about been crowded out
entirely. They had forgotten that
their "conversation " was supposed
to be "in heaven," and that their
main objective in life was to set
their affections on things above .

In the case of those whom Pau l
thus describes, we may assume
that they were failing entirely to
"seek first the kingdom of God."
They had become believers in
name only. They may still have
enjoyed the truth to some extent .
If there was any time left afte r
they had made adequate provision
for their earthly needs, they would
probably go occasionally to th e
meetings. They had not denied
the Lord, although their course in
life was in opposition to the prin-
ciple of sacrifice represented in th e
"cross of Christ. "

The danger to us is not so much
that of going to this full extreme
of giving anxious thought to th e
material needs of life, but of corn-
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promising between this extrem e
course of unfaithfulness and mak-
ing our spiritual interests abso-
lutely "first. " Not to compromise
is a costly procedure. That's why
Jesus asked the disciples, "Are y e
able? " Only by divine grace and
strength are any of us able to walk
in such a "narrow way. "

Paul said that we should "do"
what he had done, to follow his
example . Let us notice what he
actually did. When first he realize d
that Jesus was the Christ of prom-
ise, he inquired, "Lord, what wil t
thou have me to do?" (Acts 9 :6)
Here is the true spirit of conse-
ration. Obedience to this spirit
led Paul to devote his entire life
to the great mission of proclaim-
ing the Gospel of Christ and serv-
ing the brethren of Christ ; not
merely under pleasant circum-
stances, nor when no inconveni-
ence to the flesh was involved .

Paul's seeking "first " the king-
dom of God took him among ene-
mies in Jerusalem, where he was
mobbed and almost killed . It took
him on weary journeys by lan d
and by sea. It led to bitter perse-
cution, imprisonment, stripes, hun-
ger, and other hardships. It finally
resulted in his death in a Roman
prison, just as Jesus' faithfulness
led to his death on the cross .

Now we can understand what
Paul meant when he wrote that w e
are to "do" what we "see " in him .
It was surely true of Paul that h e
took no "thought " for his life. As
Peter admonishes, Paul cast all hi s
care upon the Lord. For this
reason he was "careful for noth -
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ing, " but always thankful for
whatever material things the Lor d
provided for him .

He did not, of course, expec t
that his food and clothing woul d
drop down to him from the sky .
On occasions he worked at hi s
trade of tentmaking in order to se -
cure his material needs . But ever
and always he was seeking "first"
those things which pertained to hi s
spiritual life, and to the righteous-
ness of the kingdom of God .

When Paul admonished, "Be
careful for nothing, " he did not
imply that the Lord always makes
abundant provision for our ma-
terial needs, for later in the chap -
ter he wrote concerning himself ,
"I know both how to be abased ,
and I know how to abound : every -
where and in all things I am in-
structed both to be full and to be
hungry, both to abound and to
suffer need. I can do all things
through Christ which strengthen-
eth me."—Phil . 4 :12, 1 3

How often, perhaps, we have
read these words, and have gotte n
from them merely the thought o f
Paul 's own hardships, and hi s
wonderful spirit of resignation t o
the Lord's will . But they should
mean more to us than this, for they
are related to his admonition to
"do" what we "see" in him .

Let us remember that Paul di d
not at times go hungry because he
was a poor manager of his materia l
affairs, or because there was a de-
pression in the land and he was
among the unemployed and had n o
un* ployment insurance. Rather ,
it was because he had followed the
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leadings of the Lord in a course o f
sacrifice which relegated material
needs into a position of such rela-
tive unimportance that at times he
was temporarily without food .

Paul is not advocating the ide a
that in order to be a faithful Chris-
tian one must deliberately forsake
all thought of providing the neces-
sities of life with the certain
knowledge that the result will be
to suffer want and hunger. He
said, "I am instructed both to be
full and to be hungry . " Accord-
ing to the Greek text, a better
translation would be, "I am initi-
ated into what it means to be ful l
and to be hungry . "

To Paul this was all in the
Lord 's providence, and he value d
the lessons he had learned. He
had plied his trade of tentmaking
when opportunity offered. But
when the call came to make an -
other pilgrim journey, he accepte d
it as from the Lord and did no t
worry because he had no surplus
funds laid aside for the proverbi-
ally rainy day .

It should be remembered, of
course, that Paul, so far as w e
know, had no family obligation s
to consider. He needed only to
think of himself so far as material
needs were concerned. For this
reason he was justified in givin g
even less consideration to food and
raiment than those who have
family responsibilities . It was
pleasing to God for Paul to tak e
a course which left him hungry o n
occasion, but none of us has th e
right to expect others to go hungry
on account of our own lack of in-

terest in material things. This
would be sacrificing them instead
of ourselves .

Paul's reference to those "whose
god is their belly, " and his own
course of faithfulness to the point
where he did not always hav e
ample food, highlight the two posi-
tions . Paul's position was, in prin-
ciple, the ideal one. Seeking the
kingdom actually was the firs t
consideration of his life. Not
many, perhaps, have been in a
position to abandon their interest
in material things so completely as
Paul, but his example is the ideal
to keep in mind .

Jesus said that no man can
serve both God and Mammon .
Those who consider what they ea t
and wear so important that the y
take first place in their lives ar e
servants of Mammon. This is thei r
first consideration . Our first con-
sideration should be to do the will
of God. He knows that we need
food and clothing and shelter, an d
will provide these without th e
necessity of our taking them to
heart so seriously that we wil l
neglect the main objective of ou r
consecrated life .

Larger Barn s
Jesus ' instruction to his disciple s

not to take anxious thought con-
cerning tomorrow's needs is als o
recorded by Luke, chapter 12, be -
ginning with the 22nd verse. Thi s
verse begins with the meaningful
word, "Therefore . " This indicates
that the preceding thoughts hav e
a close bearing on what follows .
Looking back, we find that Jesu s
had just related the parable of th e
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man whose land yielded more
bountifully than he had expected .
His barns were filled. Thinking
the matter over, he decided tha t
he would tear down his barns and
build larger ones . He concluded
that in this way he could attain
economic security and would no t
need to be at all concerned about
his future needs . But just then he
died—"This night thy soul shall b e
required of thee . "

Then come the instructions
"Therefore, . . . Take no thought
for your life . " In other words, do
not take the sort of thought this
man did, which was an anxious ,
selfish thought . It never occurred
to him that the Lord had blesse d
his land in order that he might
have a surplus which he could us e
for the benefit of others . Instead,
he used this abundance as if the
Lord had provided it solely for hi s
own personal security . This was
wrong .

The problems of the Lord's peo-
ple today are not unlike they wer e
at the beginning of the age . The
vast majority of us are faced with
the necessity of "making a living ."
Regardless of how we do this ,
proper attention must be given t o
it . If employed by another, whethe r
an individual or a corporation, w e
should render faithful service. If
we are conducting our own busi-
ness, proper attention must b e
given to it in order that it might
return to us that which we need .

Earning a living these days is
not simple no matter how it i s
done, and it would be very easy to
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give so much anxious thought t o
it that our main goal in life would
be neglected. There is no set
rule laid down in the Bible as to
how much time or effort we should
devote to material needs, and ho w
much of our time and effort shoul d
be given directly to the Lord. This
is a matter each consecrate d
follower of the Master must deter -
mine according to the circum-
stances.

Where our lesson does draw th e
line sharply is with respect to the
manner in which we approach ou r
necessary avocation and the nee d
to keep it secondary, yes, even in-
cidental, to seeking "first the
kingdom of God. " Even our work
in the office, the factory, the home,
or in our own business, should b e
done as unto the Lord. It is the
Lord's will that we take care o f
our own, and we may properly
consider whatever means of liveli-
hood we have as being by his
providence . The Lord has his ow n
way of taking care of the sparrows ,
and so he has also of adding neces-
sary material needs to those who
"seek first the kingdom of God ."

The consecrated life is a seriou s
one, yet joyful, for we are not
alone .

An Eye that never sleeps watches
over us .

An Arm that is strong and tire-
less bears us up and gives us
strength to continue . Let us, then,
cast all our care upon Him, an d
press on in the way of sacrific e
until we hear His, "Well done ."
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God and the Logos
John 1 :1-3 reads as follows: "In

the beginning was the Word, an d
the Word was with God, and the
Word was God . The same was in
the beginning with God . All things
were made by him; and without
him was not anything made that
was made." Please explain this
text . Is the "Word" a person ?
Are God and the Word really on e
and the same person? Does th e
use of the singular pronoun in
verse three prove that the Word
and God both refer to the one
Creator?

THIS beautiful text contains a
great truth that has puzzled trini-
tarians, and also those who hold
that our Lord Jesus never had an
existence until he was born a
babe in Bethlehem. To us it is a
text which proves that our Lord
Jesus had a prehuman existenc e
and that he played an important
part in the work of creation .

In order properly to understand
this text, we must seek a more
perfect translation of the origina l
Greek wording than is found in
the Authorized Version. The Em-
phatic Diaglott interlineary trans-
lation is more literally correct . It
reads : "In the beginning was the
Word [Greek, Logos], and the
Word was with the God [ton
theon] a god [theos] was the
Word. This was in a beginning

with the God [ton theon] . All
through it was done : and without
it was done not even one that ha s
been done."

Thus we learn that the creativ e
function was the responsibility of
the Word . But who is the Word ?
In Revelation 3 :14 we are told that
our Lord Jesus, the "faithful and
true witness" was "the beginnin g
of the creation of God." In the
text of our question, the expres-
sion, "In the beginning was the
Word, " definitely links our Lor d
Jesus with the Word, for as suc h
he was known during his pre -
human life .

That the Word is a person ther e
can be no doubt, for in John 1 :1 4
the Word is presented to us as th e
Lord Jesus : "The Word was mad e
flesh, and dwelt among us. " He
came to be our Savior ; thus the
connection of our Lord with both
our creation, as shown in verse
three, and our redemption, is closer
than is commonly appreciated .

The Word was God 's representa-
tive in carrying out the divine wil l
in the work of creating the uni-
verse . As the messenger of God ,
he revealed the divine plan of th e
ages . Thus it could be said of him ,
who was the beginning of the crea-
tion of God, that "all things were
made by him; and without hi m
was not anything made that wa s
made. "

Let us examine the three propo-
sitions that the Apostle John wa s
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presenting in this text and whic h
he emphasized throughout hi s
Gospel :

First : " In the beginning was th e
Word. " In verse 14 of the same
chapter, John speaks of the Word
as "the only begotten of the Fa-
ther . " This is in harmony with
his later statement in Revelation
that he was "the beginning of the
creation of God. "

Second : "And the Word was
with the God [ton theon] ." That
is, as his created Son, the Word
was with his eternal Father and in
communion and harmony with him.

Third : "The Word was a god
[theos] . " That is, he was a mighty
one, as indicated in his carrying
out of the divine purpose in the
work of creation .

Thus this text maintains th e
personal distinction between God
and the Word ; the definite articl e
ton is used here by the apostle in
the Greek text as shown in the
Emphatic Diaglott in order to con-
trast "the God" who is our Heav-
enly Father with the Word whom,
as his Son, he has used both in
the work of creation and redemp-
tion .

Satan and the Angel s
In a recent issue of The Daw n

you discussed "Angels—Good and
Bad." Your thoughts have helped
me to understand who the angel s
are . May I ask where Satan fits
into the picture?

ORIGINALLY Satan was a per-
fect creature, possessing a spirit
nature. Prior to his defiance of
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the principles of righteousness, h e
is spoken of in the Scriptures as
Lucifer, an intelligent spirit bein g
of great influence . Concerning
him Isaiah 14:12-14 reads : "How
art thou fallen from heaven, 0
Lucifer, son of the morning! How
art thou cut down to the ground ,
which didst weaken the nations !
For thou hast said in thine heart ,
I will ascend into heaven, I wil l
exalt my throne above the stars of
God: I will sit also upon the mount
of the congregation, in the sides
of the north : I will ascend above
the heights of the clouds; I will
be like the most High. "

Instead of gratefully appreciat-
ing the favor of God, which brought
him into existence, Lucifer culti-
vated the spirit of pride and am-
bition, until it resulted, not onl y
in a desire to be exalted "above
the stars of God, " but to be chiefes t
of all others, even to be like th e
most High; that is, to rival God
as ruler of the universe . His am-
bition resulted in his downfall, an d
now, as the adversary of God and
of truth, he is referred to as " that
old serpent, which is the Devil, an d
Satan" (Rev. 20 :2) ; and in Mat-
thew 12 :24 he is given the nam e
of "Beelzebub the prince of th e
devils . "

His ambitious desire to have a
kingdom of his own caused him to
take action shortly after Adam
was created in Eden. He thought
he saw an opportunity throug h
alienating the human race from
God to achieve his ambitious pur-
pose, and so he beguiled mother
Eve and caused Adam to trans-
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gress the law of God. But God
permits any attempt to thwart his
purpose to go only so far, fo r
nothing will stop the establish-
ment of his kingdom. Therefore
we read in Revelation 20 :1, 2, "And
I saw an angel come down from
heaven, having the key of the bot-
tomless pit and a great chain in
his hand . And he laid hold on th e
dragon, that old serpent, which is
the Devil, and Satan, and boun d
him a thousand years . "

Concerning the angels, Jude 6
says : "And the angels which kep t
not their first estate, but left thei r
own habitation, he hath reserved
in everlasting chains under dark-
ness unto the judgment of the great
day," which seems to imply that
some might repent of their evil ,
and turn away from the leadership
of Satan and in the judgment of
the great Day again seek God ' s
favor .

A clear distinction however ,
should be borne in mind as be-
tween Satan and the angels who
kept not their first estate. Satan
sinned wilfully against great light ,
and has, because of jealousy, per-
sisted in opposing God and hi s
kingdom. As we have seen, h e
will first be bound for a thousand
years, at the end of which time h e
will be "loosed out of his prison"
and will then again attempt to de-
ceive the nations . But, after a
"little season, " the power of Go d
will be exercised against him, and
his end will be destruction in th e
second death.—Rev . 20:1-3, 7-10

That our Lord will have a part
in putting down this archenemy
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of God is assured in Hebrews 2 :1 4
where we read : "Forasmuch then
as the children are partakers of
flesh and blood, he also himself
likewise took part of the same ;
that through death he might de-
stroy him that had the power of
death, that is, the Devil . "

"Terror of the Lord"
II Corinthians 5 :11 reads :

"Knowing therefore the terror of
the Lord, we persuade men ; but
we are made manifest unto God ;
and I trust also are made manifes t
in your consciences ." In your
radio program you said that th e
Apostle Paul never preached eter-
nal torment; what is the terror of
the Lord if it is not the eternal
torment which is the terror of th e
unsaved?

THE sincere Bible student, i n
his search for truth, must con-
stantly seek to learn what was in
the mind of those who wrote under
.the inspiration of the Holy Spirit .
It is sometimes found that th e
translators, who were not inspired,
have not properly expressed th e
thought of the original text, thus
new translations are being mad e
in an attempt to present the origi-
nal text more correctly. In order
to better understand the text o f
our question, we quote from the
well authenticated translation o f
Ferrar Fenton, which reads as fol-
lows : "Consequently, knowing how
to reverence the Lord we persuade
men—that we may shine forth t o
God; and I hope we shine forth
also to your consciences . "

The apostle is here discussing
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the necessity of each one to appear
before the judgment seat of Christ .
He had learned that reverence o f
the Lord was not a passive acqui-
escence to Christianity, but tha t
true reverence calls for deeds, fo r
active participation in the ministry ;
and because of the blessings which
he had received from this genuine
reverence, he was endeavoring t o
win over others of the brethren to
active service, persuading them o f
their privileges . He knew tha t
God recognized the pure motive s
which prompted him, and he hoped
that in their hearts they also knew
that his efforts to arouse them out
of lethargy were not from selfish
motives, but for their good .

Another text in which the Greek
word "phobos" occurs—this is the
word from which the word "rever-
ence" is properly translated in ou r
text—is I Peter 3 :15, which reads :
"But sanctify the Lord in you r
hearts : and be ready always to
give an answer to every man tha t
asketh you a reason of the hope
that is in you with meekness an d
fear ." The margin of the Author-
ized Version has the word "rever-
ence" as an equivalent of the wor d
"fear " (phobos) . Again in II Co-
rinthians 7:1 the word terror
would be entirely out of place ,
while the word "reverence " (pho-
bos, again) properly expresses th e
atmosphere in which . holiness is
made perfect.

We see, therefore, that the tex t
of our question is not discussing
that which is terrible in our Lord ,
but rather, the apostle 's conscious
knowledge of the importance o f
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true reverence in the service o f
God. The Psalmist says, "The
fear [reverence] of the Lord is the
beginning of wisdom . "—Ps. 111 :1 0

A Spiritual Famin e
I often come away from churc h

with a feeling of complete discour-
agement . I have learned nothing
and my hunger for the Lord is un-
satisfied. What can I do to remed y
this tendency ?

SAD as it may be, it is neverthe-
less true, that the Word of God is
not taught in all the pulpits o f
Christendom. Many r e l i g i o u s
teachers do not believe that th e
Bible is the inspired Word of God .
Others believe and teach the theor y
of self-salvation, through the pro-
cess of evolution, instead of the
truth that Jesus Christ "by the
grace of God," tasted death for
every man, and that in him alone is
the hope of salvation . (Heb. 2 :9 ;
Acts 4:10-12) And many others
teach a God so terrible in his judg-
ments that the normal mind is re-
pelled instead of being drawn t o
him. No one hungry for truth can
be satisfied with the husks of er-
ror and unbelief.

To all who are hungry for truth,
we suggest the study of the Word
of God by means of a real helping
hand to Bible Study in the boo k
entitled, "The Divine Plan of th e
Ages . " We also suggest a careful
study of the articles that appear i n
The Dawn magazine ; and if there
is a group of the friends of "Frank
and Ernest" in your community ,
who, like you, are hungry for th e
truth of the Bible, we suggest tha t
you meet and study with them .
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The Vineyard Work for 1952

THE work of ministering th e
truth, and of building one an-

other up in our most holy faith, is
a co-operative one in which those
rejoicing in the light of presen t
truth the world over are intereste d
because they all have a part in it .
One of the most important ways in
which all can participate in this
united labor in the Lord ' s vineyard
is through prayer .

As we look back over the year ,
and recall the rich manner in
which the Lord blessed the feebl e
efforts of his devoted people, we
are more than ever conscious of
the important part prayer did play
in our mutual efforts . We know
that every day there were thou -
sands who remembered before th e
throne of heavenly grace the gen-
eral interests of the harvest work,
and the dear co-laborers every -
where .

With world conditions such as
they are, it is a marvelous over-
ruling providence of the Lord tha t
makes it possible to promulgate th e
truth at all . On the other hand ,
these same distressing conditions
help to prepare the minds and
hearts of some to receive the mes-
sage. So we might say that it i s
the worst of times and the best of
times to bear witness to the king-
dom message . This is true at least
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in most of the noncommunist coun-
tries of the earth .

Through the year, n o m i n a l
churchianity made tremendous ef-
forts to revive a measure of re-
ligious fervor in the hearts of the
people, and not without some suc-
cess. The great publicity given t o
new translations of the Bible has
served to revive a measure of in-
terest in the study of the Lord ' s
Word . These factors have helped
to some extent to prepare the way
for the truth. Very few of those
who, by means of high pressur e
advertising campaigns, are induced
to read the Bible, are able to un-
derstand very much of what they
read, and their interest lags unless
they can be given help to grasp its
meaning . The truth, over the
radio, by means of the printe d
page, and through personal contact ,
is reaching some of these and fur-
nishing the help they need .

The uncertainty of future world
events continues to fill the hearts
of the people with fear. Some ar e
too distraught to be interested i n
anything except their immediat e
security and well-being. Others
are led to doubt the very exist-
ence of God . But the "distress c f
nations with perplexity" is soften-
ing the hearts of some, and causing
them to turn to the Lord and to his
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Word. These are the ones who are
made to "mourn" in this "day of
vengeance, " and those, therefore ,
whom we have the privilege of
comforting with the "glad tidings . "

Reports from the field, based
upon personal observations and
experiences, vary considerably .
Some say that there seems to b e
less interest in religious things than
ever before, that the people just
don ' t want to listen to the truth .
Others report that they find nearly
everybody they talk to is anxiou s
to learn the prophetic meaning of
world events, and what this pro -
longed period of world distress i s
leading to .

These conflicting reports are
quite understandable . It is true
that indifference toward religio n
and unbelief in the Bible hav e
been on the increase . This is
probably more true in some com-
munities than in others . It is more
likely to be true in districts whic h
are largely dominated by non -
Fundamentalist denominations, for
under the influence of t h e s e
churches the people are fast losing
all genuine faith in the Bible as
the inspired Word of God .

But other localities can be quit e
different, which explains the vary-
ing experiences of the brethren as
they endeavor to let their ligh t
shine among their neighbors an d
friends. Blessed are they, how -
ever, who continue faithfully to la y
down their lives in bearing witnes s
to the truth, regardless of whethe r
those to whom they speak th e
Word manifest interest in the mes-
sage, or whether, as some did when
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Paul preached to them, they turn
away and say, "We will hear thee
at another time ."

The commission of the Hol y
Spirit to bear witness to the trut h
contains no provision which say s
that if we get only meagre results ,
or perhaps no results, we need not
continue the work . The greatest
result of our service is the enrich-
ment of the Lord's grace in our
own hearts and lives . He wants us
to continue laying down our live s
in his service regardless of how
encouraging or discouraging the
results of our efforts may be so fa r
as others being brought to the
Lord and to the truth are con-
cerned .

We are not reminding the breth-
ren of this because the outwar d
results of our united labors in the
Lord have not been as encourag-
ing during the past year as for-
merly, because they have . Since
we do not keep membership rolls ,
we have no way of determining
how many accepted the truth dur-
ing the year, and consecrated
themselves to the Lord and to hi s
service . Judging, however, from
correspondence, the number of
immersions at . conventions, and by
means of other contacts with th e
brethren, we believe the number
was greater than in the year be -
fore .

This is not surprising, for th e
results of the radio witness, th e
monthly ministry of The Dawn ,
and continued reading of "Studies
in the Scriptures " are cumulative .
This highlights the importance of
a constant ministry of the truth .
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A given individual might hear th e
kingdom message for a number of
times before he begins to manifes t
any deep degree of interest . Pro-
mulgating the truth is in some
respects an advertising project, and
successful advertising calls for
much repetition .

It is a cause for rejoicing that
the brethren have been awake t o
their privilege of maintaining a
continued ministry of the truth .
We will never fully know this side
of the veil what the effect of thi s
has been, or to what extent it has
helped to turn the minds of the
people away from the hideou s
creeds of the Dark Ages, and to-
ward the loving God of the Bible .
One brother who passed beyond
the veil during the year, when
sending in his donation would al-
most always say that it was to help
spread the "Gospel of love . " How
we have all rejoiced to co-operat e
in doing this !

We do not all enjoy the same
privileges of service, but if we are
doing the best we can in the us e
of whatever opportunities the Lord
gives us, we are partners in th e
one great cause . And how real
this should be to us as daily w e
meet at the throne of heavenly
grace and thus make sure that the
Lord is with us in this blessed fel-
lowship of mutual service to on e
another, and of witnessing the
glorious "Gospel of love" to the
meek and mourning ones of earth .

The Pilgrim Ministry
The Lord continued to bless th e

pilgrim work during the year .
Brother S . E. Ranger completed his
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long itinerary early in the fiscal
year covered by this report . Others
serving a month or more during
the year were Brothers C. W. Zah-
now (full time) ; J. Y. MacAulay
(full time) ; J . A. Meggison ; Ever-
ett Murray; Ernest G. Wylam ;
C. A. Sundbom ; Edward E. Fay ;
G. Russell Pollock ; G. P. Os-
trander; Joseph H. Murray (Eng-
land) ; Adolf Obenland; Ludlow
Loomis; W. Norman Woodworth.
These brethren visited the classes
and served the public throughout
the United States and Canada .
Brothers Fay and Woodwort h
served also in the British Isles, and
Brother Woodworth in several
countries on the Continent .

In addition to these brethren,
there were others who co-operate d
by visiting classes on week-ends ,
some spending a week or more o f
their vacation time in this service .
Elders in almost all the large r
classes found time to visit th e
smaller surrounding groups, much
to the mutual blessing of all con-
cerned. We do not have a list of
these, but those for whom arrange-
ments to serve were made throug h
the pilgrim department of The
Dawn were :

We think that this report is ver y
encouraging. There is no wa y
properly to evaluate the blessing
imparted by these brethren as the y
served from place to place, but i t
is certain that thousands of hearts
were encouraged and given a
greater determination to continue
on in the narrow way. Not only
did they serve by their discourses ,
but in fellowshiping with the
friends as well . This, indeed, is one
of the most valuable features of
the pilgrim service .

We would like to extend the
pilgrim service to additional com-
munities, if it be the Lord 's will .
There are many towns and citie s
throughout the United States and
Canada where there are a number
of Dawn subscribers, but so far a s
we are aware, no regular meeting s
are being held. We would like t o
hear from subscribers in as many
of these places as possible. If you
have never seen one of the travel-
ing speakers listed to serve in your
community, why not write to u s
about it? There is no charge for
the pilgrim service .
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Perhaps you would like to have
a meeting in your home, or in a
small hall which could be secure d
for such an occasion . Or perhaps
you would like to have one of the
speakers call to discuss the truth
with you personally . In any case ,
write to us and let us know you r
wishes. Write to The Dawn, Pil-
grim Department, East Rutherford ,
New Jersey .

In addition to the English lan-
guage pilgrim work, Brothers E . G .
Meylan and Paul Jerville served
in the French language, in France ,
Belgium, and Switzerland ; and
Brother Herman Larsen served in
the Danish language .

Free Literatur e
There were 5,352,220 tract pages

of free literature distributed dur-
ing the year, exclusive of booklet s
sent free in response to radio and
other requests . This is represented
mostly in the distribution of tract s
and kingdom cards, although th e
total includes 130,000 consolation
cards mailed to relatives of the de -
ceased .

This figure indicates that th e
brethren have been very zealou s
in the distribution of free litera-
ture, and there is much evidence
to show that this is still an effec-
tive method of promulgating th e
"Gospel of love." The figures re-
veal that approximately half o f
this free literature was in the form
of small tracts—four Dawn-siz e
pages . In most cases these tracts
carried an announcement of th e
"Frank and Ernest" programs
heard in the territory where the y
were distributed ; and frequently ,
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also, an announcement of the loca l
Sunday meetings.

Perhaps all do not know that
these tracts are available, and that
in lots of one thousand or more ,
The Dawn will be glad to print
special editions carrying the an-
nouncement of the radio witness
and the local Sunday meetings at
which an effort is made to interes t
the public . Write for information
concerning this service .

Card distribution has also been
heavy during the year . In many
instances these cards were printed
specially to advertise public meet-
ings. In other cases they were de -
signed to announce the witness
over the radio. Practically every
piece of free literature distribute d
during the year called attention to
the radio programs . Thus the mes-
sage not only went out in printed
form, but also tied in with the oral
witness which could be heard eac h
week .

All this literature is furnished
free by The Dawn, and paid fo r
from the Free Literature Fund . It
is our hope that more and more o f
the brethren will secure supplies
of tracts or cards, and distribute a s
many as possible during the cur -
rent year. The brethren taking
part in this service are describe d
as those "who volunteer to scatte r
golden gems like morning dew . "
For samples, or additional in-
formation, write to The Dawn ,
Free Literature Department, East
Rutherford, New Jersey.

The Radio Witnes s
As the brethren all know, the

radio witness continued through-

43

out the year over the Mutual Net-
work, as well as other stations in ,
Canada, the Canal Zone, ove r
Radio Luxembourg, and in the
Italian and French languages over
Radio Monte Carlo . There was an
average of more than three hun-
dred stations each week, or a total
of more than sixteen thousand in-
dividual broadcasts . It would be
very conservative to say that each
of these broadcasts was heard by
far more people than we could
ever hope to reach at a publi c
meeting . There were 111,337 re-
quests for free literature .

Even if the people could be in-
duced to attend public lectures, to
give the same wide witness by thi s
means would have required severa l
hundred speakers addressing pub-
lic meetings every day in the week .
It would also have required addi-
tional large numbers of brethren
working full time to arrange for
these meetings and distribute th e
advertising matter. The cost would
have been many times as great.

The brethren all know this, of
course. We are mentioning it her e
merely to emphasize how the Lord,
in his wisdom, has made it possibl e
for his people, relatively small i n
number, to proclaim the truth s o
widely. It is one of the miracles
of this "day of the Lord" in which
we are living. And what a joy i t
has been to have a share in this
miracle! Surely, it should make
us all feel both thankful and hum-
ble that the Lord has used us thu s
to hold forth the Word of life in
this dark and fear-filled world .
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And this is a work in which w e
can all have a share, for it is still
continuing . Radio programs are
in a more competitive position no w
than they have ever been before.
It cannot be assumed that just be -
cause a program is on the air,
thousands are listening to it . Ad-
vertising helps to increase an
audience, and we can all help t o
advertise the "Frank and Ernest"
broadcasts. Tell your friends an d
neighbors about them . Send to
The Dawn and get a supply o f
cards for this purpose . They are
free. It would be difficult to esti-
mate the extent our radio audienc e
could be increased if all those in-
terested did everything possible to
make them known.

Free Subscription s
Some have found service durin g

the year in helping to provide free
subscriptions to The Dawn Maga-
zine. There are those who are re-
joicing in the truth today whose
attention was first called to the
message by The Dawn . Its month
by month visits serve to keep the
interest alive, and in the great
variety of subject matter in each
issue there is almost sure to be
something which will appeal to th e
newly interested .

It has been urged by some that
in view of the increased cost of
production the subscription pric e
of The Dawn should be increased.
Perhaps so, but we like to thin k
that by keeping it at the low pric e
of $1.00 it can be enjoyed by a
greater number. One reason for
not increasing the price is to make
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it easier for those who are follow-
ing up the "Frank and Ernest" in-
quiries to obtain subscriptions.
When The Divine Plan of the Ages
and twelve issues of The Dawn
can be placed in the hands of th e
interested, they are well equipped
to make progress in the truth.

The number who take advantage
of the provision of the Free Sub-
scription Fund is relatively small ,
and this doubtless is because the
price is so low. However, we
would like to remind follow-u p
workers, and others, that there is
such a fund, and that when the y
find worthy cases they should no t
hesitate to take advantage of it.
During the year there were 610
free yearly subscriptions on ou r
list .

IN FOREIGN FIELDS
The cost of this work is pro-

vided for in the Overseas Fund.
The character of work in foreign
fields has changed considerably
from what it was a few years ago .
Then the greatest needs were along
material lines, whereas now the
brethren are looking to us to sup -
ply them with an increasing amount
of truth literature .

Work previously started in Italy
was, during the year, put in our
hands to continue, and if possible
to enlarge . Great sacrifices had
been made to provide the First
Volume in the Italian language,
and also "God and Reason. " A
considerable quantity of other
literature in mimeograph form had
also been provided. Now an Italian
edition of The Dawn is being pub-
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lished in Italy, and plans are being
made for other printed literature ,
and if possible, for pilgrim service .

During the year the brethren in
Germany have been provided wit h
a number of additional publica-
tions, among them the hymn boo k
and Tabernacle Shadows . Various
of our booklets have also been
translated and published in the
German and French languages.

The work in the Scandinavian
countries, and in Greece, Switzer -
land, and France, was also blesse d
by the Lord during the year. Fol-
lowing are brief reports from th e
brethren in some of these coun-
tries :

From Denmark
"We are thankful to our Heav-

enly Father when we look bac k
upon the year 1952. We wish we
had been able to do much more i n
his blessed service, but we ac-
knowledge to be unworthy serv-
ants and able to do but little .

"It has been a great joy to us
every month being able to publish
The Dawn in Danish, which easily
can be read in Norway too . Since
October 1929 we have published a
monthly magazine which reminde d
the friends of the great truths
which the Lord so clearly reveals
in his Word through Brother Rus-
sell ' s blessed service.

"Five years ago, through the
faithful guidance of our Lord, we
got in touch with the America n
Dawn, and, understanding we were
of the same spirit and faith, w e
immediately determined to co -
operate with you brethren . And
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what a blessing this co-operatio n
has been to our hearts and minds !
And how thankful we are for the
valuable articles you forward fo r
our Danish Dawn (Daggry), arti-
cles which clearly indicate the ful-
filment of the prophecies and God ' s
wonderful promises in Christ Jesus .
Every month we are looking for-
ward to these articles which con -
firm the truth of God 's holy Word .

"We are also thankful tha t
through The Dawn we are able to
follow the services for the truth
overseas and abroad, and to kee p
our friends here informed along
this line . Thus our fellowship with
the brethren is not limited to th e
comparatively few friends of thi s
country .

"One Sunday in June the friends
in Copenhagen had the great joy o f
welcoming Brother W. N. Wood -
worth . A small local conventio n
was arranged . The friends presen t
were richly blessed .

"In the beginning of August we
had a four-day convention a t
Slusemollen, Fuen . About sevent y
friends attended. It was indeed a
rich blessing being together, en-
joying the fellowship in Chris t
Jesus, and feeling the Spirit of
God dwelling among us. All the
friends thought this convention to
be the best one ever had . One
Norwegian sister and brother trav-
elled with pleasure the long an d
expensive journey in order to at -
tend this convention. Eight friends
from Sweden also joined the con-
vention. Three dear sisters from
Copenhagen symbolized their full
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consecration to God, and to follow
Christ Jesus .

"After the convention Brothe r
Axel Christensen (the convention
was held on his premises) and
Brother Herman Larsen and his
wife, visited most friends in Jut -
land to encourage them in the mos t
holy faith, and we hope to be abl e
to continue this pilgrim service .
A lot of tracts and kingdom cards
have been distributed during the
year. Yours in Christ, Brother
Herman Larsen . "

In the French Languag e
"Another year has gone . It has

been a prosperous and blessed year
in the distribution of spiritual food
and of presenting the light of th e
Word of God and his good pur-
poses to all . We thank the Lord
for the privilege of participating in
this wonderful mission of witness-
ing for the truth and of co-operat-
ing with our brethren in the sam e
faith .

"Our French Dawn, Aurore, has
been published regularly, thoug h
the difficulties seem to increase .
Nevertheless we continue to pro -
claim to distressed humanity tha t
the time for restitution is near, tha t
the manifestation of the kingdom
of God will soon take place . Mean -
while we continue to encourag e
the people of God .

"Many booklets have been pub-
lished, so the message of Chris t
and the instruction of the Holy
Scriptures have been increased .
This is one method of promulgat-
ing the truth and of liberatin g
many persons from the traditions
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and misconceptions of the Dark
Ages.

"We have had the joy to see th e
realization of our radio programs,
permitting us to present the truth
in this way. The dialogs bring
joy, edification, and encourage-
ment. Many letters reached us ,
and they are a real testimony.

"We made many trips to classes
and individuals . These trips have
been a blessing. We had much
fellowship, and we realized a unity
and a collaboration in many places .
There were trips to England, to
France, Switzerland, and Italy .

"In Italy, for so long a tim e
without the Bible, we obtained a
perfect communion of spirit. The
brethren accepted with joy the
precious truths which they did no t
know till that moment . So we ob-
tained a more perfect collaboration
to accomplish the work of our di -
vine Master. We see now a new
activity in the publication of th e
message there .

"We had many consolations, an d
we thank all the brethren who
helped the work by their prayers
and material contributions, which
were greatly appreciated. All has
been done with only the desire t o
do the Lord's will. We are glad
to see elsewhere the same love, th e
same faith, the same zeal to over -
come the difficulties and to do our
best in announcing the good tid-
ings, and to give honor to God . "

From Germany
"Dear Brethren: Warm, hearty

greetings in our dear Redeemer 's
name! We have again come to the
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end of a year—the second of our
activities in Germany—and w e
stand with thankful hearts befor e
the Lord on the threshold of the
new year. We thank the Lord that
he has, in his long-suffering ,
brought us all thus far. We thank
him that he has so wonderfully
overruled the interests of his work
all over the world, that he ha s
moved your hearts to sacrifices of
love for us, and that we still can
fight the good fight of faith shoulder
to shoulder with you dear brethren
in America .

"We want to say to all the breth-
ren in America who have assisted
us in such an unselfish manner
that your zeal and constant adher-
ence to present truth was a great
source of encouragement to us her e
in Germany. Through your sup -
port it was possible to bring about
a union of many brethren in Ger-
many who in recent years were
still, for various reasons, separated .

"One of the main contributin g
factors was the German Dawn .
We still are not able to defray thi s
expense alone, and are therefore
especially thankful to you that you
made its continuous editing possi-
ble, and made it available to th e
brethren at a subscription pric e
far below the cost of publishing it.

"Your unselfish readiness to help
has in the hearts of all the faithful
built an enduring memorial o f
thankfulness . You have supplied
us with a good amount of truth
literature which will in the new
year help us to spread the glad
tidings throughout Germany. The
German brethren hail with great
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joy this increased opportunity to
spread the truth about the times
of restitution and Chris t' s kingdom.

"With the Lord's assistance, w e
hope to build up the pilgrim service
in Germany in the new year. An
increasing desire is manifested,
especially by brethren in small
groups and by isolated ones, t o
contact others of like precious faith.
We know how important this serv-
ice is to the cultivation of spiritual
interests of the consecrated in our
country . A few qualified brethre n
have offered their services in this
capacity and have already under -
taken short trips in their own dis-
tricts. We pray that the Lor d
may guide also in this matter . We
know that our needs are known to
him and he will show us his will
and way in this .

"Dear brethren, we could tell
you many of our joys and experi-
ences in the German work, bu t
above all we do not want to forget
the most important : the brethren
behind the Iron Curtain express
their thankfulness for your sym-
pathy which you have repeatedly
expressed, and they assure you
that they continue to feel the tie
which binds them to you in the
spirit of love and oneness in pres-
ent truth . Of this we are assure d
again and again when these dear
ones come to visit us in Berlin
(which they do in spite of great
obstacles) and often tell us that
they remember you and your work
in their prayers .

"We assure you again of our
deep thankfulness for all your love
and help and of our great joy to be
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able to work together with you t o
the glory of the name of our glori-
ous God, which we will do as long
as he grants us the opportunity .
We believe we can say this also
for many German brethren i n
Switzerland, in Austria, and i n
Alsace Lorraine .

"We will close with the words o f
Hebrews 13:13-15, which express
our thoughts : `Let us go forth . . .
unto him without the camp, bear-
ing his reproach. For here have
we no continuing city, but we seek
one to come. By him therefore
let us offer the sacrifice of praise
to God continually, that is, the
fruit of our lips giving thanks t o
his name. ' Yours in the Master ' s
service, Brother Kurt Krecker . "

From Great Britai n
"Dawns: Not only do our record s

show an increase in the number of
subscribers, but letters continually
reach us expressing appreciatio n
of the spiritual help derived from
the monthly visit of The Dawn,
leading and keeping the dear
Lord's people beside the still wa-
ters of truth .

"Pilgrim Service : This was aug-
mented during the year by th e
visits of Brothers Fay and Wood -
worth, whose ministries served
much to build up the brethren
in their most holy faith . The two
one-day conventions in London ,
both served by Brother Wood -
worth, the second also by Brothe r
Bayings, proved to be mountain -
top experiences to the many who
attended .

" `Frank and Ernest' Broadcasts :
These come weekly from Radio
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Luxembourg at the late hour of
11 :15 p. m. on Mondays, yet th e
number of new enquiries reached
5,324—an average of more than 100
per week. Some of these listeners
are now Dawn subscribers, so in
addition to the fifteen minute talk
on the truth each week they get
the monthly service of the maga-
zine . Reports also show that on e
here and there regularly attend
local meetings. The recent broad-
cast on Monday, November 3
brought in 180 enquiries, so th e
circle of listeners continues to in -
crease, for which we thank God
and take courage .

"Truly we can and do praise God
from whom all blessings flow .—
The British Committee ."

From Sweden
"Dear Friends at The Dawn : The

work in Sweden is very small, be -
cause we are very few—most of u s
very old, and we are scattered all
over Sweden, one here and one
there Also, nearly all have ver y
little of this world's goods. How-
ever, generally speaking, all the
friends are in a good spiritual con-
dition .

"We are so thankful for the won-
derful articles in The Dawn that
we are using in ` Dagningen '
(Swedish Dawn) . We are also
happy over the fact that our Dawn ,
on the outside looks just like the
English Dawn .

"Lately we have found several
friends who have come back to th e
truth as Brother Russell gave it t o
us. These are also now getting
` Dagningen .' So we are happy for
the little we can do and are look-
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ing forward to anything the Lord
may see fit to use us for . We send
you all at The Dawn our warmes t
Christian love .

"During the year, the Swedish
brethren distributed 67,000 tracts
and kingdom cards and 1,000 copie s
of ` God and Reason . ' Yours in the
service, Brother N . C. Larsen . "

From Greece
How precious to all students o f

the Bible are its records of Paul ' s
visit to Athens and the wonderful
sermon he delivered to the Atheni-
ans while standing on Mars' Hill.
This is impressed upon us whe n
we realize that in Athens now—
nineteen centuries later—there ar e
consecrated followers of the Mas-
ter who are rejoicing in the grea t
plan of God which Paul preache d
on that occasion . The followin g
letter is from one cf these, a
brother who, when standing in th e
doorway of his home, can look
across the city of Athens and see
Mars ' Hill on the other side :

"Beloved Brethren : Greetings in
the name of our Lord Jesus! In
the end of this present year, lov-
ingly I commune especially with
you. First I want to thank God
for all the benefits he has given t o
us, the blessings of joy which have
been ours throughout the yea r
1952 . And now that we near the
new year, 1953, I wish for you the
rich blessings and protection fro m
the highest God of glory .

"I am also writing to you about
the Lord's work in Greece. Our
great enemy, the devil, tries many
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times to upset the peace and fait h
of the consecrated . At times he
seemingly succeeds, but actually
he has failed. He has had no suc-
cess in fulfilling his mean plan s
and evil purposes .

"The brethren here are standin g
fast in the truth of the Lord, and
they serve the cause of the Lord
with all means at their disposal—
distributing tracts, booklets, an d
Bibles . We work under difficul t
circumstances, and we all appre-
ciate what you are doing to help
us. We are not permitted to work
freely. Even our meetings nee d
to be held with much carefulness .

"Here in Athens, by the Lord's
help, we have two meetings a
week, and the presence of th e
Lord is among us . He is filling us
with rich blessings and joys . We
received additional courage by the
presence of Brother Woodworth
among us . This visit is standin g
unforgettable for 1952, and we wil l
remember it always .

"The Dawn in Greek (and in
English for those who can read it)
is reaching us each month . The
postmasters in some parts of
Greece will not permit them to b e
delivered, but we receive a bulk
shipment here in Athens, and I
remail them to the brethren wh o
cannot receive them direct . All of
us are standing in the truth, and
are by your side, and by the side
of all who serve the Lord Jesus .
Extending to you our best wishes
for the year 1953, I am yours in
faith and hope, Brother D . Kap-
patos . "
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"Good Hopes" for the Current Year

Many new readers will want to
know what we mean by "Goo d
Hopes . " This expression denote s
what one reasonably expects to be
able to contribute toward the work
during the year . It is a great aid
to those who plan the work to have
this indication in advance, for thus
they have a general idea of the
amount of funds which will be
available from month to month .

Recently two of our brethren
visited the leader of rather a large
congregation of church people in
a nearby city, for the purpose of
discussing the truth with him. One
of the objections this gentleman
raised was to our method of rais-
ing money—or we might bette r
say, lack of method. This man ex-
plained that he found it necessar y
to resort to high pressure tactic s
of various kinds in order to secure
the money needed to run his
church, and he did not see how we
could manage in any other way .

But how different it is with those
whose hearts have been touched
by the true "Gospel of love " ! We
do not ask, "Must I give? " but ,
"May I sacrifice? " Thus, we need
only to determine how best, and
where, to use that which the Lor d
has put into our hands as his
stewards . Our very lives belong to
him, and whether it be our time ,
our talent, our influence, our

strength, our means, or whatever
the Lord has entrusted to us, we
are happy only when considering
how best to carry out the terms
of our consecration .

In reading the report for 1952 ,
you will have seen that the princi-
pal co-operative activities are the
pilgrim service, distribution of free
literature, the radio work, provid-
ing free subscriptions, and the
overseas work. To cover these de-
partments of the general work we
have the following funds :

General—u s e d to supplement
other funds when and where nec-
essary : Radio; Free Literature;
Overseas ; Traveling Speakers ; and
Free Subscriptions .

Many brethren have already ex -
pressed their "Good Hopes" con-
cerning the Radio Fund . We are
calling attention to these othe r
funds in connection with our yearl y
report, in order that all may have
a complete picture of the privileges
which are before us .

Returnable Funds : From time to
time we are asked if the Dawn
Bible Students Association has a
provision for accepting funds with
the understanding that if needed
and requested, the money will late r
be returned. Although it has never
been widely publicized, we do
have such an arrangement . Full
information concerning it wil l
gladly be furnished upon request .

crated children testifies, eithe r

privately in conversation, or pub-
licly, they do so in the spirit o f
gratitude, praise, and worship to
the Heavenly Father, confident
that this thanksgiving will be ac-
ceptable, and desirous that God ' s
great and holy name will be th e
more honoured and glorified . Tes-
timonies of this kind are indeed
fraught with much joy and bless-
ing .

John wrote, "For I rejoiced
.greatly, when the brethren cam e
and testified of the truth that is in
thee, even as thou walkest in th e
truth. I have no greater joy than
to hear that my children walk i n
truth."—III John 3, 4

Paul wrote, "But just now,
Timothy having come to us from
you, and having brought us gla d
tidings of your faith and love, an d
that you have always a kind re-
membrance of us, longing to se e
us, even as we also you; on this
account, brethren, we were com-
forted over you, in all our distres s
and affliction, by means of your
faith . . . . For what gratitude can we
return to God concerning you, fo r
all the joy with which we rejoic e
on your account in the presence of
our God ."—I Thess . 3:6, 7, 9, Dia-
glott
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The Scriptures abound with
beautiful and stimulating testi-
monies which have been given b y
the Lord 's faithful ones of Old, and
how strengthening and encourag-
ing for us, as God 's children, to
read and reread them. Take, for
example, such testimonies as those
by the Apostle Paul when in
Jerusalem, as recorded in Acts 22 :
1-23; also when in Caesarea befor e
King Agrippa, described in Act s
26 :1-23 .

In both these stirring testimonies ,
the apostle referred to the won-
derful experience he had when on
the way to Damascus. It was tha t
outstanding occasion when Chris t
Jesus "laid hold on, " or "appre-
hended," him for a very special
purpose. And this extremely pre-
cious favour, at the very threshol d
of Paul 's Christian life and work ,
seemed to have been vividly pic-
tured in his mind when, later, he
quoted the words recorded in Phi-
lippians 3 :12 (Diaglott) : "I pursue ,
if indeed I may lay hold on that
for which also I was laid hold on
by Christ . "

The fully consecrated followers
of Jesus today, find much joy in
recalling and relating how and
when they were "laid hold on" by
Christ, and looking back to that
very happy and wonderful intro-
duction to Christ Jesus, and their
acceptance of him as their personal
Lord and Saviour—also very
gratefully calling to mind the
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amazing way in which glorious
truths in God 's Word were re-
vealed to them—they rejoice t o
testify how the Lord so very richly
lavished his grace upon them .

In this connection a brother liv-
ing in England has sent us the fol-
lowing testimony concerning hi s
early Christian experiences :

"Throughout my experience s
midst the awfulness of the battle -
field, with all its torture and blood-
shed in France during the First
World War, a question frequently
and forcibly entered my mind—
Was all this Christianity? '

"Although brought up from
childhood in one of the denomina-
tional systems of religion, regu-
larly attending Sunday School and
church services, I had no fixed
opinion as to whether my militar y
service was right or wrong, ac -
cording to the Scriptures . The
words of a clergyman who lived i n
my home town would ring in my
ears—`I am proud of my young
men who have joined the army . '
But I did not use this point of vie w
as a guide to my answering the
question which pressed persist-
ently upon my mind, `Was all this
Christianity? '

"To me, modern warfare was
very terrible to behold, and whil e
in the battle area a copy of Tenny-
son' s ` In Memoriam ' came into m y
hands; three of its verses I now
quote :

Ring out false pride in place and blood ,
The civic slander and the spite;
Ring in the love of truth and right ,

Ring in the common love of good .
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Ring out old shapes of foul disease,
Ring out the narrowing lust of gold ;
Ring out the thousand wars of old ,

Ring in the thousand years of peace.

Ring in the valiant man and free ,
The larger heart, the kindlier hand ;
Ring out the darkness of the land ,

Ring in the Christ that is to be .

"These words thrilled me, and I
wanted my colleagues in the arm y
position to experience a similar
thrill . But when reading and dis-
cussing these verses with them,
they showed no interest. Within a
few days the Armistice was signed
(November 11, 1918) . S e v e n
weeks later I was home on leave ,
and my discharge from militar y
service soon followed .

"My heart and mind, completely
dissatisfied with warlike methods ,
and man's inhumanity to man,
which makes countless thousands
mourn, still sadly wanted right di-
rection and instruction in life .
Personally, I not only hated war, I
abhored it, and I was indeed ready
for light and truth .

"Upon reaching home, wonder of
wonders, I found that two of my
relatives were attending a Sunday
Bible study class which had been
formed as the result of a series of
public lectures near my home by
some earnest and energetic As-
sociated Bible Students from an -
other district. It was a smal l
assembly which had been formed ,
and I now gladly attended . As a
key to the understanding and th e
study of the Scriptures, I found
that use was being made of a littl e
volume, `The Divine Plan of th e
Ages,' nowadays so well-known
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and highly valued by untold num-
bers of devout brethren .

"Soon I could see quite clearly
that the Lord had, for some tim e
past, been graciously drawing m e
to himself, also preparing my heart
and mind to receive his preciou s
truth, and was now wonderfully
revealing the true Gospel of the
kingdom to me . Although I wa s
unaware, at the time, of the early
divine drawing and guidance, and
hence was neither appreciative no r
thankful for such outstanding fa-
vours, the Lord's tender mercies
continued on my behalf .

"But, studying `The Divine Plan
of the Ages,' with the inspired
Word in hand, I soon became ex-
ceedingly thankful, because in the
Scriptures, now becoming one
harmonious whole, the Lord wa s
revealing to me, not only himself ,
but also glorious truths concern-
ing his great eternal purpose in
Christ Jesus. He was not only
answering my pressing question
as to whether modern warfare with
all its horrors was Christianity, bu t
also many other urgent queries .

"And I shall ever be deepl y
grateful for the witness work don e
in my home town by those zealous
brethren, whom I later learned to
know and love, because their pub-
lic Bible lectures resulted, by th e
Lord's grace, in the class being
formed, through which the Heav-
enly Father very richly blessed m e
with the truth.

"During more recent years, rich
spiritual blessings resulting from
your untiring labours (of th e
Dawn Bible Students Association)
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have been graciously directed my
way. I continually rejoice in the
wonderful `Frank and Ernest' radio
work, and indeed all your loving
services, including all your most
helpful publications. You so loy-
ally and zealously proclaim the
truth, and in a manner which I ap-
preciate most highly, in the right
spirit, even our Master's spirit .

"There were, for me, various
physical deliverances on the battle-
field, wherein my life was pre-
served, and for these I continue t o
be very grateful ; but the most
wonderful of all my experiences is
that our Father in heaven should
ever draw me to himself and hi s
glorious truth, through his dear
Son. Promptly offering myself in
full consecration, there followed
the heart realization of I John
3 :1, `Behold, what manner of love
the Father hath bestowed upon us ,
that we should be called the son s
of God . ' And, through an increas-
ing measure of the Holy Spirit re-
ceived, the inspired Word of God
became to me, and still increas-
ingly becomes, more and more
precious .

"Words cannot adequately ex -
press all I feel, and owe, to ou r
Father for calling me out of dark-
ness into his marvelous light ; and
as I, in the words of the Apostle
Paul, ` press along the line, towar d
the prize of the high calling of God
in Christ Jesus, ' and gladly assis t
others to do the same, I rejoice in
my great privilege—by the Lord ' s
continued help and blessing—to
shine as a `light ' in the world ,
holding forth the Word of life . "
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The Importance and Value
Of Testimony Meetings

It is indeed good to testify to th e
Lord 's overruling providences in
our lives, not only in our earlies t
experiences in the Christian way ,
but also in the quite recent week-
by-week evidences of God's lead-
ings and blessings; and these
testimonies should, at opportun e
times, be given in conversation,
also in assemblies arranged for
that purpose.

Such weekly meetings help to
make all who attend more atten-
tive to note the providences of Go d
and the lessons of life, daily and
hourly. Thus more valuable ex-
perience is gained daily, than when
such events are passed by with
little or no attention.

With many people, life is a busi-
ness routine, or a dream. But as
new creatures in Christ Jesus, w e
desire to have every day full of
Christian experiences and intelli-
gent thought, directed and moulde d
by the divine Word. Bible read-
ing and meditation are vital, but
our growth in grace depends no t
only upon what we read, but als o
upon the exercise of our mind ,
heart, and will, in connection with
what we daily learn of God ' s Word .

Testimony meetings at which
each child of God present, in sim-
plicity and godly sincerity, recall s
the Father's care and love and dis-
cipline for the week or so preced-
ing, are surely very profitable. If
each is careful to relate such fea-
tures of his experience, his trials
or triumphs, as will be helpful t o
others, all will be edified.
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In Volume VI of "Studies in the
Scriptures," pages 310 to 322, th e
question of testimony meetings is
dealt with fully and very helpfully .
It is there pointed out that growth
in knowledge is very liable to de -
tract from devotion—strange as it
may appear that it should be so .
We find our capacities so small,
and our time for religious matters
so limited, that if attention b e
energetically directed in one chan-
nel it is apt to lead to dwarfing i n
other directions .

The Christian is not to be all
head and no heart, nor all hear t
and no head. The "spirit of a
sound mind" directs us to cultivate
all the fruits and. graces which go
to round out and complete a per-
fect character . The new creature
must "make straight paths for his
feet, " lest, while cultivating one
element of grace, he falls into dan-
ger through the lack of the prope r
exercise of another God-given
faculty or privilege.

The qualities of devotion are
found in all mankind in a greater
or lesser degree of development .
These mental qualities are called
veneration and spirituality, and
they summon to their aid the or-
gans of conscience, hope, etc. If
these be neglected, the result will
be that interest in, and love for,
the truth will degenerate ; §So that
instead of our hearts being led to
the Lord with greater appreciation
of his love, and with greater desir e
to please, honour, and serve him,
we will find the lower organs join-
ing more in the controversy, tak-
ing the place of the higher ones,
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and the investigations will come to
be more in the light of mental phi-
losophies, into which will enter
combativeness and destructiveness ,
ambition, strife, and vainglory .

The new creature needs there -
fore, not only to unite devotional
services, prayer, and praise, as a
part of every meeting, but, we b e
lieve, needs in addition a special
meeting of a devotional kind onc e
a week, joined with which should
be opportunities for testimony re-
specting Christian experiences; not,
in the local weekly class, to re-
peatedly go back from one to
twenty years, or more, to tell abou t
one 's conversion, etc ., but an up -
to-date testimony, referring spe-
cifically to the condition of th e
heart at the moment, and during
the week intervening since the las t
meeting of a similar kind .

Such up-to-date testimonie s
prove helpful to those who hear ;
sometimes encouraging them b y
the rehearsal of favourable experi-
ences, and sometimes comfortin g
them by the narration of trials ,
difficulties, perplexities, etc ., be-
cause they thus discern that they
are not alone in having trying ex-
periences, and sometimes failure .

Thus all may learn more fully
the meaning of the words of th e
apostle, "Beloved, think it not
strange concerning the fiery trial
which is to try you, as though som e
strange thing happened unto you . "
(I Peter 4 :12) They find that all
who are the Lord's people hav e
trials and difficulties, and each
learns thus to sympathize with th e
other ; and as the bond of sympathy
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grows, the spirit of helpfulness
grows, and the spirit of love—the
Holy Spirit .

Undoubtedly every Christian has
an abundance of opportunities for
noting the lessons and experiences
of life along various lines every
week; but the majority, not think-
ing, not noticing, permit these val-
uable lessons to flow past them
unrecognized, and learn chiefly
from the larger and more bitter
experiences of life what they might
better have learned by taking hee d
to the Lord 's daily dealings with
them through his providences .

These experiences, and the les-
sons drawn from them, told by
those at the meetings, should tend
to broaden the sympathies of thos e
present, leading them more and
more to discern the beauties of
peace, in contrast with strife—the
blessing of the peace of God in th e
heart ; and how it is possible to
have this peace even when sur-
rounded by turmoil and confusion ,
or distressing conditions over
which we have no control .

The devotional features of these
meetings will add to their profit .
He who realizes most keenly his
own defects, and who is most ear-
nestly striving to grow in th e
graces of the Spirit, will be the
most earnest in his devotion to
the Lord, and in his desires to
please him, and to partake mor e
and more of his Holy Spirit.

7HE annual one-day Convention

The morning address was given
by Brother Pampling, the title
being, "No Want to Them, " based
upon Psalm 34:9.

There is no want
to them who reverence Jehovah ,
those who walk uprightly befor e
him. Whatever is for our good
will not be withhheld . (Psalm 84 :
11) Like David in the 23rd Psal m
we can say, "Jehovah is my Shep-
herd; I shall not want. " We shal l
not want for anything during ou r
earthly pilgrimage, for God's good-
ness and mercy follow us (Hebrew ,
pursues us), and we shall eventu-
ally share in the resurrection in-
heritance, and dwell in the hous e
of the Lord forever .

During the lunch interval, a
meditation on the manna text for
the day (Ps. 23 :4) was led by
Brother Clarke of Ipswich, which
was most encouraging . In the
afternoon, the praise and testimony
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meeting was led by Brother Watts ,
which was followed by an addres s
by Brother W. R. Chandler wh o
based his remarks on Psalm 27,
especially verse 4 . We were re-
minded how desirable a thing it
was, something that we should con -
tinually seek after, to be counted
worthy by the Lord to dwell in hi s
house; to behold the beauty of
him who is the altogether lovely
One, our perfect pattern; to en-
quire in his temple, studying t o
show ourselves approved unt o
God. Also in the words of the last
verse in the psalm to wait on th e
Lord, to be of good courage .

The closing address was give n
by Brother Watts of Oxford, wh o
spoke on "The Kingdom of God . "
It was a refreshing and stimulat-
ing talk dealing with the tw o
phases of the kingdom—spiritua l
and human. During this "Gospe l
age, " God has been calling out a
people for his name . This called
out class will eventually be joine d
to their Lord and constitute the
heavenly phase . Then will come
the earthly phase, those times o f
restitution spoken about by all o f
God 's holy prophets since th e
world began . Very fittingly th e
brother closed his talk by giving
us a picture of the resurrectio n
work completed.

The whole convention was a re-
freshing, encouraging, and stimu-
lating experience. It was a season
of spiritual uplift and rich bless-
ings, and all too soon the delightful
and profitable day come to a clos e
with the singing of "God be with
you till we meet again ."
